A. later French invention probably used

In a private chapel was the crucifix clock.
The ornamental parts of these timepieces
'were examples of beautiful modeling, es-

pecially the silver figure banging upon the
cross. "When the hour was soundedgit the bell below the plinth the figure

on the left raised its chalice. The time
was indicated upon the revolving ball
Buraountlng the structure by the pointer
affixed to the cross.

Interesting historical examples of these
18th century revolving dials with the sin-
gle Indicator are still to be found in the
South Kensington Museum. One of the
most pleasing represents a large globe
upheld by three beautiful bronze boys. A
serpent with head erect points with his
tongue to the time indicated upon the re-
volving equatorial bands, one of which
chronicles the hour, another tile minutes.

The porcelain vase clock, said to have
belonged to Marie Antoinette, carries out
the same Idea, the tongue of the serpent
colled at the base of the urn forming
the fixed Indicator of the revolving hours
upon the polygonal encircling bands.

It is difficult to ascertain Just when the
pocket watches came Into vogue. That
they were used in Shakespeare's day Is

shown in "As You Like It," when Jaques
says: "And then he drew a dial from his
poke." Long afterward, however, watches
were still made with a pointed projection,
which would clearly demonstrate their
unfitness for pocket use. A plausible the-
ory has been advanced to the effect that
fob watches (from the German "fuppe."
a pocket), where introduced by the Puri-
tans, whose aversion to undue display led
them to conceal thel rtlmekeepers about
their clothing. Certain It Is thit Oliver
Ciomwell's fob watch In the British Mu-

seum is the first small time-keep- found
with fob-cha- appendant.

Germany and France were vying with
one another in the production of extrav-
agant ingenuities. Then were Invented
the salt-cell- ar clocks for state banquets.

One of the most curious of the mystery
clocks was Grolllcr de Serviere's magnetic
timekeeper fashioned in the form of a
shallow bowl, whereon were marked the
numerals. "When the bowl was filled with

therein, floating around until It pointed to
the time, and crawling from one hour

His chronological bump wa3 found to

be the "keeper" of the horseshoe mag-
net which was concealed under the rim
of the bowl, and caused to revolve once
in 2 hours. By the same device a lizard
was Induced to make an hourly advance
un a graduated column, and a mouse
to creep along nibbling at tho hour marks
on a cornice.

these expensive, highly decorated time-
keepers to domestic use. About the mid-
dle of the century pendulums were Intro-
duced, and the newly invented chamber
clocks were in such demand that the
sun-di- al makers gave up their vocation
and turned their attention to the mak-
ing and Improvement of clocks. As with
tho clock-watche- s, so with the chamber
clocks was great effort made to enjoin
upon the observer the generally over-
looked fact that "Every hour is a step
toward death." One of the most unique
of these memento mori timekeepers was
the great chapber clock of 1623. Upon
one side door was engraved the conven-
tional figure of Time with his sickle, and
upon the other was a ghastly skeleton
holding a torch, from which depended
the warning, "The sting of death Is sin."
while beneath the hour glass held In the
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Sheraton Cases.

other hand were the following quaint
lines:

" Man is a glase. Life
Is as water weakly washed about.
SInns brought In death.
Death breaks the glase, .
So runs the srntr out.

These chamber clocks were generally
hung upon the wall, and some had the
upper part covered with wooden hoods to
protect the works from the dust, while
the weights and pendulum hung free.

By the close of the reign of Charles
II these clocks had become entirely In-
closed In wood, and were thus evolved
Into the long-cas- e, eight-da- y timepieces
popularly known as grandfather clocks.
The Introduction of the minute hand was
slowly accepted by country makers, and
these handsome clocks reached their per-
fection in the days of Chippendale, the
noted cabinet-mak- of St. Martin's Lane.
His foreman. Sheraton, distinguished for
his ornate style and beautiful inlaid work,
also published a cabinet dictionary In 1S0S.
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Oliver Cromwell's "Watch nnd Fob
Chain.

from which popular clockcases have been
selected.

Some of the older long-cas- e clocks were
frequentlv embellished with oriental lac-
quer work or covered with marqueterie
In fine geometrical designs. The taste for
effective marqueterie became specially
pronounced In the time of William of
Orange, who brought In his train a band
of Dutch Inlayers.

Other beautiful variations of the clocks
of the Chippendale period were the dark
oak cases carved In high relief. Although
some specimens of this handsome work
have appeared at other periods, they all
seem to have been the result of artistic
experiment by enthusiastic woodcarvers,
designed to relnclose existing clocks,
rather than especially planned recept-
acles for new timekeepers.

It Is melancholy to think that the In-

troduction 50 years ago of cheap, mach-

ine-made American clocks proved so
disastrous to the manufacture of old Eng-
lish tlmeplecs that thousands of these
long-cas- e clocks were cut up for firewood,
and their brazen Interiors relegated to
tho melting pot.

The horologlcal Industry has, from time
to time, been paralyzed by the lmposl
tlon of obnoxious taxes upon clocks and
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watches. English duties upon the cases
led to the manufacture of a remarkable
number of silver gilt and pinchbeck
cases. These latter wre so named from
an inventor of astronomico-muslc- al

clocks, whose fame became world-wid- e

and whose name became an adjective In
our language upon his discovery of an
alloy of metals closely resembling gold.

Not content with taxes upon the cases
of tlmpleces, Pitt proceeded to Impose a
tax upon possessors and users of watches
and clocks. As a result of this unjust
impost, many clock manufacturers were
ruined, hundreds of men were thrown
out of employment, and only half the
number of timpleoes were made. In or-
der to meet the Impending scarcity of
clocks, tavcrnkeepers unanimously adopt-
ed, for the convenience of their patrons,
a conspicuous but inexpensive wall dock,
named after the necessity which caused
its invention, the "Act of Parliament"
clock. Although these painted black-woo- d

dials, with their large gilt figures, may
occasionally be seen in country inns, the
best place in which to find these rare
and fine specimens of other venerable
timepieces is London; for the modern curio-

-hunter has scoured with such dili-
gence the most remote rustic quarters
that almost all the genuine antiques have
wended their way to the large cities.

HELP FOR STARVING INDIA.

Flam Adopted in Jfew Yorlc asa Bos-
ton for Relief "Work.

BOSTON, June 20. To tho Editors-Tod- ay

there are some 00,000,000 of our
fellow-bein- In India suffering acutely
for lack of food. Of this number 10,000.000

are already face to face with starvation,
and not hundreds, but thousands, are
dying dally.

Government aid, Just enough to sustain
life, is being given through tho agency of
relief works to large number). Private
aid is also doing much to relieve these
terrible conditions, but still there ought
to be, there must be done, many time
over what is already being done. Tho
famine is one of the most severe and far.
reaching of any during the past 100 years.
and the worst Is not yet.

"Were these conditions existing in any
part of our own country, there is scarce-
ly a man, woman or child who would
not rush forward with his or her aid,
however small It might be. But the mere
fact of distance can surely make no dif-
ference to us as a people. The fact of
this crying need and our knowledge of
It, 1b the call to us for service, each ac
cording to his or her ability.

There Is today stored up In, India grain
sufficient to feed every person, as well as
animal. In all the affected districts, but
the people have become so Impoverished,
In great measure through the overtaxa-
tion of the British Government and other
causes of a kindred nature, that they
haven't even the pitiably small means
required on the part of each to unlock It.
Through the agency of the cable, any
amounts sent to the treasurers of the
relief funds today can tomorrow be un.
locking and distributing grain among
those who but for its merciful coming
would not be alive on the third day.

There are many thousands of people In
all parts of our country who would
gladly, I am confident, contribute their
portion, were the matter properly present-
ed to them, and a safe channel for their
aid brought to their attention. May I,
therefore, make the following suggestions
to the readers of The Morning Oregonlan:

During the past few days In Boston a
committee of 100 prominent citizens, known
as the "Boston Commltte of One Hundred
on India Famine Relief," has been or-
ganized to take In hand the collection of
funds from Boston and vicinity. This
committee has selected a chairman, a
secretary and a treasurer. It Is already
circulating literature setting forth the
facts In connection with the famine, and
putting forth whatever efforts are re-

quired for the speedy collection and trans-
mittal to the affected districts of as large
a fund as Is possible for It to collect.
Through Its agency alone many thousands
of lives will be saved from the pain and
agony of slow starvation.

This same plan and this Is my point-c- an
be adopted In every city and town In

the country, and I trust that It will be
adopted In very large numbers. Any
person of known Integrity and honesty
of purpose, who feels moved to turn an
ear to the pitiable cry for bread that is
at this moment going up from hundreds
of thousands of our suffering fellow-being- s,

In a country which has given to the
world some of Its most valuable treas-
ures In learning. In music. In science. In
art. In thought, In religion. In life, can
be Instrumental In putting Into operation
the above plan In the community in which
he or she Is living. Special care should
be exercised In selecting a treasurer to
receive the funds either some n

better still, perhaps, some well-know-n

An organization of a similar nature was
formed a few days earlier In New York
City, and within 12 days after Its forma-
tion the sum of $30,000 had been cabled
to the starving ones.

press, In letter and leaflet form, etc, as
they may deem best.

local committee exists.

Certainly from this land of plenty large
sums will go to that land of famine. It
is within the power of each one here to be
the means of saving a life of many lives.
Two cents a day will teed one person; $2

will save a life until the coming harvest.
Surely upon us all, even to the extent of
some little sacrifice. If necessary, a deep
responsibility rests.

Now, boys and girls, this seems to mo to
be a great waste, and you whose school
has no library, why not ask your friends,
or, through the columns of some news-
paper, ask for old magazines with which
to start a library for your school.

The magazines could be sorted and the

covers strengthened with cardboard and a
piece of heavy muslin, or. better still.,
leather pasted down to the back. You
say, "Too much trouble?" "Why, no. Few
pupils would refuse to fix one magazine,
and each class cou4d in turn cover and
arrange the magazines as they are re-
ceived.

As to Professor "Waahbarn'a Paper.
PORTLAND. June 27.-- To the Editor.)
According to the report In today's issue

of The Oregonlan, Professor "W. L. "Wash-
burn, of the State University, at Eugene,
read a paper before the State Medical
Society, In which he said that "no man
could study natural science without be-
ing Impressed by the evident truth that
an omnipotent and omniscient mind, a
creator, was in it and through it all."

studies.

"When I attempt to give the power
which I see manifested In the universe
an objective form, personal or otherwise.
It slips away from me, declining all In-

tellectual manipulation. I dare not, save
poetically, use tho pronoun 'He regard-
ing It; I dare not call It a 'mind'; I re-
fuse to call It a 'cause.' Its mystery over-
shadows me; but It remains a mystery,
while the objective frames which some
of my neighbors try to make It fit seem
to me to distort and discredit It." (Frag-
ments of Science, Vol. 2. p. 230.)

"With all respect for the learned pro-
fessor from Eugene, I am compelled to
admit that I find more modest reverence
in the statement from "Fragments of
Science" than in the paper read before
the State Medical Society.
