A Riot Resulted in the Death of am
American,

TANGIER, July 31—There 1a great ex-
citement at Fez, owing to French en-
croachments on the Oasls of Touat. A
mob killed the maneger of a French con-
cern, who was an Amerlean citizen. The
British Consul has demandéd the assiat-
ance of the authoritles to protect his
house, and the Joewish ghetto tu Desieged,
The legation here is making serlous rep-
resentatlons on the subject

The nage of the vietim of the mad was
Marcos The outrage occurred
Thursday last. Essagin, while riding on
horseback through a narrow street,
jostied agalnst the mule of a Moroceoan
religious fanatie, and & dispute ensued,
the crowd which githered siding with the
priest. Essagin, in seif-defense, drew his
revolver sad fred, wounding a rintive
This was the signal for a gensral attack
upon the American, who recelved dozens
of knife wounds and whose body was
burned, according to some, befors life was
extinet. The French Minlster was In-
formed of the crime by a special messen-
ger, and he notifled the American Consal,
Both the Minlster and the Consul callsd
upon 8idl Torrea, the Sultan's Minister of
Forelgn Affalrs, at Tangler, and protest-
ed zgainst the cutrage.

HOT DAY IN CHICAGO.
Five Deaths and Many FProstrations
Reported.

CHICAGO, July 2—A thuder storm that
puddenly burst upon Chicago tonight, af-
ter o day of torrid westher, tore down
the tents at the Khorassan Carnival,
Loomis and Congress streets, caussd o
panic among 300 persons and did much
other damage to property and individe-
aus throughout the city.

Five deaths and numerous prostrations
resuited from the Intense heat preceding
the storm. It was several degrees the
hottest day this year, the thermometer
registering §l ot 4 o'clork. The followling
deaths are reported: John Karl, sun-
stroke, while at work, fell to the ground
and was killed: MissiFlora Griffith, fatal
attack of wertigxo, brought on by heat:
Karl Joeslar, overcome with heat while
wriking upstalirs, fell to the bottom and
was killed; Henry Klock, died in a lodg-
ing-houss from heart fallure, superin-
duced by heat; Jacob Raker. of Polo, 1.,
fell on the sidewalk from hout and dled
while being taken to the hospital.
