For 20 years
be wam, by Ms own statement. “‘the ob-
sourest Uterary man in America™ His
publisher, Goodrich, says in his reminis
cancos that Hawthorne and Wils begsn
to write together in the Token in 1897,
and that Willls “rose rapldly to fume.
wighe Hawthome's writings “did not at-
tract the siichtest attention.” Evean W
years later. Goodrich testifien In K5, it
wha aimont lmpossibie to find a publisher
for "Twice-Told Talam"” Poe wrote of
Hawthorne In 1846 “It was never the
faniion untll letely to speak of hm in
any summary of our best authors.” Haw-
thorme himoelf mid to Whittier In 18407,
when one of his prodoctions Was Acoepied
by the Natlonal Em: ““There §s not much
market for mr waren™ TYet It was witi-
mately the prose of Hawthorne ogquite am
much as thae of Emarscn which tandlly
convinoed European readers thal Amsericn
was to develop a literature of Its own,

Two American writers had undoubtedly.
n point of purely osiginal creation, pre-
cefded Hawihorne — Charles Brockton
Brown In Pleladalphia (17%) and Wilitam
Aumtin in Botonn (1520). TUnder Browzn's
turgid myle and sndlesw complication we
Cin bBow recogTise & genuine power of
ot(ginal croation, and though he often
reminds 0s of the tales of WiiNlam God-
win and of Mrs Shalley, Godwin's daugh-
ter, there I yot evidenos that he, on 'he
whale, influenced thesn at leasmt as much
as they modified bfm. Willam Austic's
two astories—""Peler Rugg, the Missng
Man." amd "The Man With the Cloaks™
—~ghowed hMm distincily as a ploneer In
the path of Hawthome. His myle i loew
exguieitaly fnlahed, but B method of
creation ls esrerstinily the same and ho
resembles Hawdhorne esven In one of the
Ixtter's finest gifts—2hat penumbra of
hasiness in which Hawthorne [nvolves his
purely {maginattve creationn, eaving rou
In doubt at the end whether Arthar Dim-
meesinke really had a flerr pcar on his
hreast or whast became of Mirtam and
her lover.

We notice this the more because Hd-
ward Bellamy, who In vis early wsritings
gave mone promise of reproducing Haw-
thorne than any other young American
bas given, could never quite masicr thue
portion of his srt. His rwo early books—
“Dr. Heldenhofl's Proorsms™ and “Miss
Ludington's Siser”—have much that e
Hawthornesque In thelr concepticn, snd
even In thelr sxecution. but when the
magician approaches the end his wand
falls from his hand and be has to dis-
miss hie puppeis with the commonplace
expianation that it was all 2 case of om-
pambulism In the ope tale and of plain
Iving In the other.

If the examples of Brown and Austin in-
dicuted that there was in the American
mind some tendency townrd the deal,
the style of Hawthorne at least was =0
sbeolutely his own as to still lnck hintoric
explanation as to what [nfluence pro-
duced It. Growing up beside Emerson's,
it bad Ilittle In common with Emerson;
nor was there any English author of
the day to whom its delleate precision
could be trnced It seeme to have been
born full grown, for 1t was essentiaily
ihe same when he began Lo write for the
Token, at 2. as at any later period—an
simpla, as clear, as pellucid. He wrote
@t a period when the Johnsonian tradi-
tiona still lingered; when men uned pely-
srilables; when writers made a state-
ment In the frst half of a sentence and
then sald it over agnin, In !ferent words,
in the last half; when thers were lnbored
parenthesss and astounding personifica-
tions, as of “Inoculation! Heavenly
Mayd!™ How aid #t happen that Haw-
thorne, unaided, dropped all this Mierary
lumber behind him? His early tales and
sketches were always short, except in the
case of the “Gentle Bor,” which was
doubtless too long drnwn. Sometimes too
chaste and cold, perhaps. they yet es-
caped “the heat tha! ofttimes breeds ex-
Oess.” Observe the entire absenre of
italics, though It was & period when those
weads flourished In the best-trimmed gar-
dens of Wterature. Fven In his *Note
Books™” we see not merely the germs of
many thoughts, but often also of this dell-
eate and discriminating utternnos.

S0 far as the sound of his physical
voled went. be was the one habltually
sflent author of his clrcle. and this en-
kanced the dlgmity of his commanding
presence, dark skin, fine eres and som-
ber forehead Emerson sald  once to
George Curtis. after an evening assem-
binge In Concord: “Hawthorne rides well
Bis horse of the nmight.” Though I never
exchanged a word with him, I shall al-
WEYS be grateful to have sat in his pres-
ence and to have seen him thus vumed
on his shadowy steed,

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practicd, a thing which many
young physicings have reason to discover.
Ax he grew older there never was a mo-
ment when his temperament did not keep
him substantially young for all practical
purposes. There is littie doubt., however,
of hls having begum to feel afier the age
of 8 some of that latent depression hardly
to ba escaped by & man who has dis
tinctly outlived his contemporaries. It is
doubtiess their narrowing cirele which
commonly makes men willlng to Qe at
Inst.

Charies Sumner used to sy of him-
eolf with great truth that he was by na-
ture a cistern, not a fountain, and Holmes
might have made of himself the appoeite
statement. Though he had read much in
varfious directions and had a quick and
svallable memory, yet the best part of his
talk was always that which bubbled up
from within, Few witz have made leas
premeditated and dellberate use of thelr
own witticisma.
