Towne would be nomingted for VieePres-
Sdent, in splie of his protest ngainw: sooh
action, ‘the WNational convention of the
Btiver party sdjourned sine
dis without making a nomination, the
wholp matter being referred to the Na-
tlonal oomnmittes, with power to sct.

W. J. Bryan was made the unanimous
chodes of the convention (or Presidemt dur-
ing lhe morning session., and It wam the
intention to comphete the ticket In the
afternoon by the nomination of ex-Cog-
gressmnan Towne The action of the
Democratic convention, however, in pdac-
ing Mr. Stevenson in nomination took the
deiaguten off Lheir feel, Sut mamt of them
amorie<] Lheir determination to nomirste
Mr. Towne nxwilhsanding. For two
bours Benator Twullen ex<Congresssnen
Bhatorth, of Colomado, and Cheadle, of In-
Slans, and others made mpenches L favor
of indording the Democratic teket, but
it was not untll Mr. Towne himeelf ap-
peared and appealed to the conventlion
nét to nominate him, Dul to conoentrais
thelr forces, that the delegnies caimed
down and the Viee-Presidentinl nomins-
Uon was roferred o the Nutional cof-

millen
The Day in Detall.

The delegatos were very late In assem-
bling this morning, notwithstanding prac-
tieadly wll the Important werk of the con-
vention was scheduled for today. It wae
past M o'clock when Chalrman Hrown
rapped for order.

For a few minutes previous to conven-
ing, the delegntes were entertnined by
speeches and prayvers delivered from &
phonograph, and this resulted in one rath.
er touching incident. The proyer deliv-
wred by Dr. Bigelow, of Clncinnatl at
the opening conventlon, and which
brought cheers from the delegates, wns
repoated amid dead silence, At Ita con-
clusion a white-hended Galegats from Otila
steried singing 'Johm Brown's Body."
One by one the delegates Mined In the
o0ld war song, until the auditorium rang
with the thunder of p thousand volpes.

A commiiiee was appolnted to invite
ex-Ammistant Secpetary of State Webster
Devis 1o sddress the convention.

The commiltee on resolutions announced
that it was readsy to report, and D. C,
Tiliotson, of Kansas Clity, tnok the plut-
form 1o cead the pariy’'s declaration of
principles. [The platform in full will be
found In snother column.]

Great cheering greeled the reading of
the stiver plank, the indorsement of the
Inttiative and referendom and the Nion-
Tagun Canael The most emthusiastic
demonstralion oceurred when the speaker
yead the plank extending sympathy to the
Boers, the delegutes rising en messe and
cheering for over a minute.

“We would like to bear from the com-
mittee an conference,’” shouted & dele
gate,

"The committes is still in sedeon,™ naid
Benator Teller. "There har boon no for-
mal expresston by the Democratic mem-
bers, but | betray no confidence when }
say a mejority of the members are friends
of Mr. Towne, Let us do whut the friends
©of Mr. Towne In the Democrathe conven-
tion want u= to do, walt and give them a
chance to show the convention that Mr
Towne is the logical candidate of the

tie party.”

“But there ln 1o objection 10 nominating
Bryan now, ls there? asked a delegate,

“No, sir,”" replisd Bonmtor Teller “He
has becn nominated for the past foot
Yyears."”

A siprm of cheers came from the dele-
gutes 3t the mention of Bryan's pume
Benator Teller, though still hoarse from
his epeech of Weduesday, then launched
into an eloguent tribute to W, J. Bryan.
He knew every olher Democrat of prom-
inence in the party and bo asserted that
there was nune of them who hud u ghowt
of 4 chance of & nomination, nor had they
had any sueh chonce since 1586 Senator
Teller's oulogy of Dirvan becsme fervid
and the apeaker alluded to him as the 1dn-
eoln of the Sllver Republican party.

Bryan in Nomination.

Senator Teller, in conclusion, placed
Willtam J. Bryan in nominstion as the
candidate for President of the Silver Re
publican party,

Long contnued cheering followed the
nomination, Delegates stood on  thelr
chairs, wived hats and flags and shouted
apclaims of the Nebraska statestnan antil

Mr. Towne, pale-faced, but detormined,
shook his head emphatically. “Pleass
give him a chance to be heardi” shouted
Chatrman Brown, and the delegates one
by one took their scats. Mr. Fleming, o
delogate from New Jermey, mounted the
platform snd demanded recognition. He
regretted to say that the proposed confer-
snce by & representative from the Popu-
list party and one from the Sllver Re-
publican party with the representative
from the Democratic National convention
bad mot been held, and for himself, he
belleved that It was the duty of this
convention to go on and compiote the
ticket by the nomination of Charles A,
Towns for Vice-President. Mr. Fleming
then gave way to Mr. Towne.

Towne GQuieted Them Down.

**Tha Stiver Republicans have made s
good fight,” sald Mr. Towne. *““They have
betn Qefeated. But ¥t I your dwy to
rupport the ticket nominated by the Na-
tional Demoeratic convention.™

He insisted that there was an lssue In
the coming election which towers above
men and be implored the convention to
look st it A he 4id. He begged them
to remember that Bryan was silll st the
head The piatform of the Demoeratic
party was almost ldemtical, at ieast in
principle, with the platform of the Silver
Republican party.

While Mr. Towna was speaking several
attempts were made o interrupt him with
questions. The convention howiled down
these sttempts until Mr. Towne yielded
to the questions. after which Mr. Towne
again insisted that it was his wish that
the convention shouid not nominate him,
The oconvention gave Mr. Towne most
respectful conslderation, and while he
wis apeaking it was evident that the
convention was disposed to [ollow Mr,
Towne's advice and wishes.

Mr. Towns was foliowed by Delegate
Shafroth, of Colorado, who favorsd the
support of the ticket nominated by the
Democratic convention. Judge Voorhis,
of Oblo, also pleaded for the endorsement
of the Democratie ticket. Meanwhile, the
greitont confusion prevailed. Delagates
guthered in groups on the foor and ex-
citedly discuseed the situation. Senator
Dubols was recognized and sald:

“While there are many sad henrix hers
today, no ona fesls more keenly than
myself the disastet which has avertaken
s today. Bal we must view It as our
leader, Charloy Towne, wants us to. 1
move that the while question be loft to
the committes with plenary powers.™

Weltts MeNall, amid shouts of disap-
proval, approved the nomination of
Towne. “T never heard of a National
commites being given plenary powers
while a National convention was ln ses-
slon” he sald, “Let Mr. Towne decline
after the nomination and then let the
Natlonkl commitiee nor”

Juflge Spurrier, of lowa, appealed for
moderation and compllance with Mr.
Towne's wishes. “Do not condemn Mr,
Stevenson because Mr. Clevéland was din.
tantefal to you," he sald. “Let us take
& higher plane.™

Chalrman Brown urged the delegates
“not to erucity Mr. Towne."

Amid the confusion the previous gues-
tion was called for. It was on Benator
Dubads’ motion, and by an almost unam-
mous vote, Ii was carvied and the con-
vention adjourned sine die.

jeader of his party. This currency aw
destroys the full monsy power of the sil-
wver dollar, provides for the payment of
all Government obligations and the re-
demption of all forms of paper money in
gold alone, retires the time-honored and
patriotic gresnbacks, constituting omne-
sixth of the money In circulation, and
surrenders to banking corporations &
soverelgn function of fssuing all paper
momey, thus enabling these corporations
to contrel the prices of labor and prop-
erty by Increasing or diminishing the vol-
ume of money in clroulation, thus giving
the banks power to create panica and
bring dissster upon buslness enterprises.

The provisions of this currency law,
making the bonded debdbt of the Republie
payable In gold alome, changes the con.
tract between the Government and the
bondhoiders to the advantage of the lat.
ter, and is in direct opposition to the
dstlaration of the Matthews resolution,

We belleve the United States Benators
ought to be slected by a direct vote of the
poople, and we favor such amendment to
the Constitution and such legisiation as
may be necessary to that end.

We favor the malntenance and the ex-
tension wherever practicnble of the mer.
H-rystem o the publle servies, appolni-
ments to be made according to fAtners,
competitively ascertalned, and public ser-
vants to be retained in ofice as long aws
shall be compazible with the efficiency of
the pervice.

Combinations, trusts and monopolies
comtrived and srrunged for the purpose
of controlling the prices and guantity of
articles supplied to the publle are unjust,
uniawful and oppressive. Not only do
these unlawful conspiracies fix the price
of commodities in many ocases, but they
Invade every branch bf the state and Na-
tlonal Government with thelr polluting 'n-
fluence, and control the actions of their
empioyes and dependents In private life
untll thelr Mfuence actuslly imperils so-
clety and the Ulegty of the citlsen, We
declare against them. We demand the
most stringesit lawa for their destruction,
und ths most severe punlshment of thelr
promoters and nasintainers and the ener-
getic énforoement of such laws by the
courts.

We belleve the Monroe Docirine to bs
sound in prineiple and & wise Nquuul_
policy, and we demand a firm. adherence
thereto. We demn Acts inconsistent
with 1t, and that tend to make us parties
to the lnterests and to Involve us M the
controversies of European nations: and
the recognition of the pending treaty of
the right of England to be considered in
the construction of an Interoceanic ¢anal
We decldre that such canal, when édn-
structed, ought to be controlled by the
United Btates in the Interests of Amer-
fcan natlons.

We observe with anxiety and regard
with disapproval the Increasing ownershlp
of American iands by alieos and their
growing contral over our International
transportation, natutral fesources and
public utliities, We demand legislation.
to protect our publie domaln, eur Na-
tional resources, our franchises and our
international commerce, and to keep them
free and malotain thelr independence of
all forelgm monopolies, institutions and
influences, and we declare our opposition
to the leasing of the publier lands of the
United States, wherohy corporations and
syndicstes will be able to mecurs control
thervo! and thus monopolize the public
domaln, the heritage of the people.

SPANISH TREACHIRY.

Judge Day Saya Flainly That the
Malne Was Parposely Blown Up.

CHICAGO, July &—A =pecial to the
Record, from Canton, O., suys:

A statement by Judge Willlam D, Day,
president of the Parls Peaco Commiasion,
and ex-Secretary of State, In his addresa
hero at the celebration of Independence
Day, has been construed by many o mean
that the United States Government held
Spain responsible for blowing up the

sine. The following s the paragraph In
Guastion:

“In the realm of international law we
have =ot & new and high exampie to the
nations of the earth. Enduring, until pa-
tience ceased to be a virtus, the cries of
an oppressed people, observing the obliga-
tions of neutrality until orgsnized tyranny
and oppression culmingted In wanton
treachery and the destruction of an Amer-
lcan vessel and an American crew In a
barbor where they had a right to be se-
cure, the American Nation demanded not
yeageance or pecunlary Indemnity, but
the termination of a msoverelgnty whisch
made such & eondition possible. . And
than came a National uprising, noet eff
section against section, but of all the
couptry.™

When questionsd today, about the para-
graph, Judge Day sald he meant in his
spoech just what the words sald. Asked
for a direct statement whether the Gov-
ernment did not regand Spain sx the party
responsible for the destruction of the
Maine, he repeated that the wurds of
Wednesday's address meant nothing mora
por less than they pead, He gave the fol-
lowing additional statement on the ques-
tion:

*1°'406 not think it requires elaboration,
As 1s well known, the destruction of the
Malne was one of the causes that led to
the war. Undoubtledly, while anchored
at 4 pler chosen by Bpanlsh officlals, the
Maine was blown up by the explosion of
‘a mine outside of the vemsel. Just who
did this has never been demonsiraled, so
far as I know., It must have been by
soms one who knew the location of the
mine and had access to the means by
which it was exploded.”

Judge Day then quoted a stetement from
the protocol.

CUBAN POSTAL FRAUDS.

firong Evidence Against Charles
F. W. Neeley.

NEW YORK, July &—Ernest Lee Con-
Ant, the lawyer retained by the Govern-
ment to prosecute the men Involved In
the Cuban postal frauds scandal, has just
landed, after detention in quarantine, be-
cause of the arrival from Havana

“The evidence in regard to the postal
frauds,” he said, “Is practically all in.
Mont of It Is in my hande. It is fair to
assume ihat there will be further arrests
in & short while. I do not think it proper
to discuss at the present just whom our
evidenoe lmplioates. There will not be
arrests of petty clerka.™

Mr. Conant sald his visit north was due
to various legal matters, the Neeley case
among others.

“l shall have nothing to do with the
sxtradition proceedings, however,” he ssld,
“l am only retained to conduct the prose-
cution, assisted by the fiscal of the court
of Audencis, In Havana, Sanor Freyre
He gorresponds to our District Attorney.

“How do the Intellifent Cubans regard
the postal frauds?' was asked.

““They have been very generous in re-
fralning from eriticlem.” sald he. “They
never speak of them except when asked
their views, and then they say: "Well
as there are dishonest Cubany, &0, we Sup-
pose, there are dishomest oans,’

“"Neéeloy's defalcation at first was
thought to be about $38,000, but It is now
known to be over twice that. The case
against his is absolutery perfect. Three
minor officials srrested In the matter are
wnly siightly Involved. As for Thompaon,
the postmaster of Havana, we have no
proof of his connection with Neeley's
fraud. He was simply gullty of a viola-

Shanghal Editer Thinks Foreignera
In Fekin Are Safe.

BEATTLE, July 6—J. D. Clark, «ditor
+of the Shanghal Mercury, and war cor-
respondent of the London News, arrived
here today on the Riojun Maru, from
Shanghal. He has been a restdent of
China for 40 years. Speaking of the con-
diticrs there he sald:

“f see by the dispatches that hope has
been given up of the safety of the for-
elgners in Pekin I cunnot think the
conditions warrant this bellef, and am
of the oplnifon (hey a=e yet safe and will
be for d reasorable length of time. There
are about 0 English-vpeaking people In
Pekin, and thess, we know, have taken
refuge In the British legation. That
bullding s a large, strongly built place,
and, while there may have been discom-
fort on account of lack of suffictent food
suppiles, I am convigeed it couid witn-
stand attack.

“S8urrounding Pekin there were about
0 Eonglish-speaking people. Some of
thesa succoedws] n getting to the lega-
don, others reached Tien Tsin, while more
were slnughtersd. Probably 15 persons,
wo belleve, are within the jesntion.

“Thare Is stlll a greater reason for ba-
Heving the forelgners within the Legation

have not been murdered. While the
Boxers are In control of Pekin, and
while the bua and cry la “Klll foreign-

ars.’ they are wise enongh to inow tha
death-Enell of the cause they espouss
would be sounded In a wholesale slaugh-
ter of foreign diplomats

“The Oerman Ambmssador lost his life,
not on account of his position, but be-
entuse he was a foreigner. He ventured
out alone whils the hideous cries of "Kill
the foretgn devils' were being shouted
from svery corner. He wns recognised as
a foreigner, and, to my mind, the men
who did the work were not aware of his
official position. 8o 1 say we need not
give up hope for the Inmates of the
Hritish legation yet, although help must
be rendered soon

*I have the best hopes for the safety
of Bhanghal and the citles in the ad-
jacént provinces, While the Viceroys sra
the appaintess of the Emprens Dowager,
thoy are senslbie to countermand any-
rh% that woulll FO5 thér oe thelr past-
ton. They sre not really In sympathy
with the Boxer movement, gl are, at
ieast, somi-friendly townrd forelgners. Of
coulse, while thers i5 dllntory action on
the part of the powers, the Boxers will
galn strength, and to predict what they
ara capable of doing would be foollsh.
~*The backward polley of the poweras on
sccount of insufficlent troops has' added
sttength to the Boxers, and to those who
kKnow the country it = no surprise that
the anti-foreign movement is extending
pouthward. It will ba necessary for the
powers to gather a sufficlent force, not
only to take Pekin, but to capture the
Emperor, Empress Dowager and other
Poxer heads. Just ns long as they are
allowed freedom there will ba trouble
and atrocitles.’”
