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LONDON", June 25. Whoever says that
London Is a "city of smoke, fog and
narrow streets" Is either a dyspeptic or
an ossified foghorn; at any rate, you can
class him as an individual who carries a
lump in the place where his soul ought
to be. To a stranger setting foot for the
first time on English soil the Impression
Is indescribably lovely. Never shall I for-
get my sensations as, speeding along on
the London & Northwestern Railway from
Liverpool to London, my eye first lit
upon the park-lik- e country, with its
pretty green lanes and winding canals.
Its picturesque homes and their queer lit-
tle chimneys and coverings of ivy. In
that first glance my heart went out to
England, and I ielt like repeating the
poet's word, "Here let mo live and die."
Four and a half hours of rapture, and
our train steamed into Euston station,
where our friend was waiting to take us
on to "Wimbledon. Our first experience
on leaving the station was the novelty of
climbing on top of an omnibus. I had
heard much of the London omnibuses,
but the reality was quite a different mat-
ter, after all. It is great fun! I do not
remember ever having experienced any-
thing like it, unless I except my first
wheel ride. You are so high above the
ground that the exhilarating sensation
steal? over you that all the world is
yours, and should any one dare dispute
the right with you, why, you are fairly
in the mood to settle the question at
swords' points. I cannot understand how
people manage to look so indifferent. As
for myself, I know my face resembled
that of a Cheshire cat, with my mouth
stretched from ear to ear. There is a say-
ing here that "you can always tell a lady
tourist by the bag suspended from her
waist," which I presume accounts for
the fact we became the cynosure of every
passing eye.

Wimbledon, which we reached in 20 min-
utes from Victoria station, is a pretty
little town of about 15,030 inhabitants.
The houses all have such a neat, clean
look, as though they had Just stepped out
of a bandbox, and the streets were al-
most spotless. That, by the way, is one
of the greatest charms of London. One
square which we passed is owned by a
corporation. The blocks are exceedingly
long, there being no cross streets to break
the continuity, and it is all built up
closely with about 1000 houses of straw-color- ed

brick, all exactly alike and stand-
ing up against each other like little senti-
nels on guard, so that the effect Is very
like a toy village. We were fortunate in
the timing of our arrival, as the celebra-
tions for the victory in South Africa were
still going on, and the decorations and
illuminations gave the city a very festive
air. We furthermore enjoyed the novelty
of a genuine English carnival procession.
The noise, the comical antics of the
maskers, who dashed in and out among
the spectators, pelting them with Inflated
balloons or tickling them with long feath-
ers, the enthusiasm of the people, the
magnificently decorated cars and the live-
ly music of the bands made an inspiring
scene. Contribution boxes for the war
fund were passed out among the specta-
tors by the maskers, and I noticed that
everybody donated generously and gladly,
while many Jokes and squibs passed be-
tween thorn.

England takes this war very seriously.
Indeed, it is as much as one's life Is
worth to even breathe one's sympathy for
the Boers. One old man, who, during
a procession, had the temerity to shout,
"Long live Kruger," was seized immedi-
ately by a number of girls and thrown
down In the middle of the street, where
they proceeded to pound him with broom
"handles till he was glad enough to pur-
chase his release with a lusty "God Save
the Queen." Tou cannot Insult a per-
son worse here than to call him Kruger.
They look upon their war as being Iden-
tical with and Yought in the same cause
as our war with Spain, and cannot un-
derstand how any one can Judge It dif-
ferently.

London Full of Kovelty.
London is so full of novelty and charm

that one could go about for a year and
not exhaust its treasure. What first
strikes a stranger, particularly an Amer-
ican accustomed to cities built in angles,
is the circling of the streets. They wind
around and around in the most beautiful
curves, and as you can never tell what you
are coming to, your eye Is surprised at
every turn. The second novelty Is the
uniformity in the height of the buildings.
No edifice is over three stories high, and
when we contemplate the narrow streets
it Is easy to see the reason for it. These
long lines are only broken by occasional
steeples, towers and domes, which rise
high above the houses and are thereby
rendered very conspicuous from every
part of the city. Fortunately, the electric
and cable system has not been adopted
here, so that the streets are free from
the disfiguring car track and telegraph
pole. In place of the former, thousands
of omnibuses ply the city, and, as each
one runs for only a short distance and
they all vary In their destination, the con-
fusion to a stranger may easier be imag-
ined than described; particularly, as they
are so plastered up with advertisements
that by the time you have studied out
the name of the 'bus, it is already past.
These 'busses rarely stop for passengers
to get on or off. Tou are expected to do
this marvelous feat while It is In motion;
besides, you must wait for an invitation
from the conductor before you dare Jump
up, for If by chance the seats are all
taken he shouts "all full," and you have
to stand there and wait for the next one.
I first thought of taking out an accident
poHcy, but after a few days' practice in
Jumping up or down these spiral stairs I
find that I can accomplish the feat, if not
with grace, at least without danger to my
bones.

Another marvel about London Is the
railway system. It makes the brain dizzy
Just to think of the number of trains that
loave London daily. At one of the sta-
tions alone Clapham Junction 1000 trains
depart each day for various points, and
when we consider that stations are placed
at every few blocks in London, an idea
might be formed of the aggregate num-
ber of trains. Then it Is so funny chas-
ing around these depots to find the
"block" from which your train Is to leave.
You wind In and out, turn to right and
then to left, up the stairs and down the
stairs, passing ever so many numbered
"blocks" on the way, till you come out
upon your platform, dizzy with the excite-
ment of the chase. Let no one say that
the English people are slow. The way
they rush along these Intricate passages
to get to their trains, never stopping till
they are seated In one of the queer little
coaches, would make the beads of per-
spiration start on the head of a Wall-stre- et

broker. No wonder the English are
thin! But what confuses me the most is
that you can never be sure what level you
are traveling on. You may start out on
an elevated line and find yourself below
level by the time you descend from your
coach. I tried to cipher out the system,
but after a few hours of figuring my
brain took on the likeness of a Ferris
wheel, and I thought if I did not quit at
once it would soonlrival a railroad depot
for twists and turns. No one thinks of
walking in London. If it is only for a few
blocks, you Jump onto a passing 'bus, pay
your fare (ranging all the way from
2 cents to 5 cents, according to distance),
and Jump off again.

They have a peculiar system of col-
lecting fares on the trains. For instance,
if a person should neglect to provide him-
self with a ticket before starting, he
would have to pay the full fare of the
entire route, no matter at what station he
got on. An excursion party got on a

train once at one of the way stations, and -
one of the gentlemen thought he had lost
his ticket; so, not wishing to pay full fare,
ho crept under the seat. When the con-

ductor came around to collect the fares,
one of the men in the party, a Jolly wag,
handed him 11 tickets.

"Here are 11 tickets, but I only seo 10
men," said the conductor. "Whom is the
11th one for?"

"It is for my friend under the seat,"
responded the wag. "He prefers- traveling
in that way."

While some of the trains shoot past like
chained lightning,, others again move so
slowly that with many it has become a
standing joke. In one of the coaches of
the latter line, some one had put up a
printed notice, "Passengers not permitted
to pick flowers while the train is in mo-
tion." And there is a story about a mm
who, on his way to London from a suburb
station, tied his dog on at the rear car.
After an hour of two he descended from
the car to see how the dog was getting
along, and found he had disappeared.
Concluding that the dog had broken loose
and returned home, he went back Int6
his coach. What was his surprise on ar-
riving In London to find the dog standing
at the depot waiting for him with the
most disgusted look on his facel
Swarms of Policemen and Cabmen.

The city swarms with police and cab-
men. At every corner, in every public
building, you find the former on guard.
standing like wooden Images waiting for
a command. In the Parliament buildings,
which we visited the other day, there was
one stationed at each entrance of the
rooms. I had occasion to address them
at times, and found that, as a rule, they
are as woodeny In mind as in body.
Whether they believe in the "blissfulness
of Ignorance," or whether they feel, with
the Englishman In the play, that "it Is
too much trouble to do anything, deah
boy," they never seem to think of In-

creasing their slender stock of informa-
tion. But hey make up in affability what
they lack in knowledge, and it Is a posi-
tive pleasure to approach them, even if
tho desired Information is not forthcom-
ing.

I cannot conceive of anything grander
in the way of architecture than these
same Parliament buildings. My friends
tease me considerably about my enthusi-
asm, saying that If I start out in that
way at the very beginning of my trip. Til
land at the end in an Insane asylum. Wo
spent four hours wandering about from
room to room with our guidebooks, study-
ing tho decorations till our eyes ached
and our brains were dizzy, yet It was
Impossible to take in all the details. Such
carvings and frescoee! Why. there wasn't
a clear space anywhere for the eye to
rest. And what mikes it such a study Is
thit every tiny decoration has a special
meaning and design. Chief among these
are the royal arms and emblems, the
Queen's monogram and lnslgnias of state,
which run riot everywhere. Starting from
the Victoria tower, we ascend the royal
stair-cu- at the left and enter the Norman
porch, so called from Its being intended
to place therein statues of the Norman
sovereigns. From there we pass through.
In order, the Queen's roblng-roo- the
royal gallery, the Prince's chamber, the
House of Lords (said to be the finest
specimen of Gothic architecture in Eu-
rope), the peers lobby, the peers'

the peers' corridor through the
central hall to the House of Commons,
down to the crypt and Westminster Hall,
and by the time you reach this you are
ready to dissolve In doses of personal in-
significance. We were rather amused on
entering the Prince's chamber, where a
magnificent statue of the Queen stood be-
tween two figures representing respect-
ively Justice and Mercy, to see two ladles
walk up. glance at It a moment, then turn
to tho policeman near and ask, "Whom
does that represent? ' Verily, some peo-
ple go through the world blindfolded.

Drill of Volunteer Guards.
We had intended to go from there to

Westminster Abbey, "but for fear of
bringing on intellectual indigestion wo
decided to vary the programme by Intro-
ducing some lighter food, so we jumped
on to a 'bus and drove to Hyde Park.
Here we were Just in time to see the in-
spection drill of the Volunteer Guards.
There were six regiments on parade, con-
sisting of infantry, cavalry and a bicycle
corps. It was the first time we had seen
soldiers on wheels, and the-slgh- t was both
novel and attractive. The most striking
uniforms were those of the London Irish,
being all black, from head to toe, the
cavalry riding- black horses. The Queen's
Westminsters were dressed in gray, with
red stripes, and looked very attractive.
There must have been, several thousand
men on the field. The sun was out, the
walks were lined with pedestrians, chil-
dren played in the grass, and Just outside
the gates hundreds of hansom cabs and
private broughams, with their gaily
dressed occupants, stood lined up In front
of the parade ground. It was an inspir-
ing scene. We stood there for two hours,
then again boarded a 'bus, drove down
Chancery Lane, saw the old Globe The-
ater, where Shakespeare spent so much
of his time, and passed down Booksellers'
Row, made Immortal by LMckens. We
stopped to examine some of these shops,
and I marveled greatly how anyone could
do business In these dingy little holes,
where not a ray of light could penetrate
save through the crack In the wall that
served as a door. But I presume the ma-
jority of the books were kept on the out-
side, for they lined both sides of the nar-
row street. They looked awfully old and
musty, as though they had lain un-
touched for ages, and the spell of. an-
tiquity came over me as I thought of the
many now illustrious authors who used to
haunt these shops in the days of their
obscurity, happy if they could but buy
some coveted book with their hard-earn-

savings.
Living Is quite high here as compared

with Portland. Most of the restaurants
serve a la carte, the prices ranging from
2 to 5 cents higher a dish than with us,
and by the time you add on the tariff for
napkins (they call them serviettes here),
bread and butter (each piece being
charged for extra) and the waiter's fee,
your meal comes to nearly double what
you pay for the same at home. You need
to be careful, too, to come on time, for
In most restaurants you cannot get served
at all after the hours fixed for meals.
We happened to be late that night, and
we chased from one restaurant to anoth-
er for about an hour before we struck a
place where they would give us some-
thing to eat, and then tho food was so
poor that we felt It to be an Insult to
the inner man to swallow It.

After this depressing experience we con-
cluded that we needed a stimulant, so we
strode off to the "Royal Varieties," one
of the best music-hal- ls of London. It was
a stimulant, indeed! Decidedly Bohemian.
The men drank and smoked, the women
talked and laughed out loud, and every-
body seemed to be having a right jolly
time. What struck me as most amusing
was the fact that whenever one of. the
actors struck up a familiar tune, all the
men and women chimed in, singing with
all the evident enjoyment of children out
for a holiday. They were very enthusi-
astic in their applause, too, which, con-
sidering that they couldn't have beard
very much of the performance above their
own voices, was rather comical. I partic-
ularly enjoyed watching an old dame who
sat near me (she must have been near
60 year old), whose interest in tho per-
formance was a strong contrast to her
years, for her faco beamed with joy, her
head bobbed in time to the music, and
her voice rang out as gayly as did that of
uer younger companions. It was a really
clever performance, better than anything
Portland has ever had In the line of va-

rieties. There was a Japanese Juggler,
who for grace and beauty of movement
exceeded anything of the kind ever seen,
while some of the things he did were
nothing short of marvelous. However, I
am not going to describe the performance
to you, for time presses and we are off to
the Crystal Palace, where the great tri-
ennial Handel festival is being held.

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A CITY OF BIG BRIDGES

SEW YORK TO HAVE FOUR AC310SS

THE EAST RIVER.

The Greatest Bridero of the World Is
Sooa to Be Built Across the

Hudson.

By its position. New York Is certain to
become a city of many and mighty
bridges. The Brooklyn bridge has
been one of tho dry's glories sine; Its
completion, and" has been reckoned one
of the wonders of the world, exys Earl
W. Mayo, in Alnslees Magazine. But
other bridges far surpassing It are now
projected. The completion of a series
of great bridges across the East, North
and Harlem, Rivera will, do more tnan
provide a great convenience. They will
give the city an appearance of sightliness L

and finish which will greatly heighten its
impression of magnificence and power. Ah
bridge architecture In its present form is
distinctively an American, product. It Is
worth while to consider at some length
the character of these, new srrueiuree and
their probable effect upon the city.

Bri&go construction in Nw York will
go on at a rapid rata for the next decade.
To unite tbe two great cities' which now
constitute tbe greater city, no less than
four new bridges to span the Eat River
are planned or actually In process of con-
struction. On tbe western sido of the city
the greatest bridge of the world Is pro-
jected, to crocs the Hudson, and contracts
for Its erection have been let. Add: to
theoe the existing Brooklyn bridge and the
half-doze- n, great spans that now cross
the Harlem, and New York eeems to be
in a fair way soon to realize its deiftlny
in this particular direction.

Of these various enterprises, the one
furthest afoot at present is the new East
River bridge. It Is to connect Brooklyn
and Manhattan at a point about a mile
above the present bridge. I1a piers are
now above tbe water, and, as those fa-
miliar with bridge-buildi-ng are aware,
this means that In point of time It Is more
than half ccanpleted. According to the
plans of the constructors. It Is to be ready
for use by the end of the year lfiOL

Tho East River bridge is the model
of the other three bridges which will be
birirt about tho city. One of these Is to
cross the river midway between the two
bridges mentioned, a second is to be lo-

cated about a mile above the East River
bridge, and the third is to connect Man-
hattan with Long Island City. This will
not bo a suspension bridge, but a can-
tilever, with one pier resting on the tower
end of Blackwell's Island.

Although the new East River bridge
Is to surpass the Brooklyn bridge as an
engineering marvel, it is not likely to
hold first place for long. It will be
eclipsed almost as soon as It Is finished
by a great railway bridge across the
Hudson, between New York and New
Jersey. It is promised that this will be
the most wonderful span of its kind In
the world; It will be nearly twice as
large as any suspension bridge now in
existence. Its steel towers will rise to
the height of 687 feet above high water,
more than 250 feet above the Statue of
Liberty, and half again as high as the
tallest sykscroper in the city.

Its main span will stretch 3254 fejet be-
tween piers, twice as far as those of the
Brooklyn and East River bridges. The
bridge complete will be more than two
miles long.

The purpose of the New York and
New Jersey bridge is to afford entrance
to the city for the various railroads now
having their terminals on the Jersey
shore. When fully completed, it will In-

clude an Immense union terminal station
in the vicinity of Seventh avenue and
Fifty-fir- st street, In New York. The con-
struction of this bridge, like that of the
East River bridge, is In the hands of a
commission. Contracts for a part of the
work have been let, and the promoters
of the project say that the bridge will
be completed In seven years. It will cost
$25,000,000, and with the land approaches
and site for a terminal will Involve the
expenditure of fully $80,000,000. But it will
be the colossus among bridges.

The effect of all these bridges, with
their lofty steel columns and slender
spans, will bo very graceful and pleasing,
and they will do much to give the city
a distinctive and attractive character.
Tbe usefulness of the Brooklyn bridge
has been hampered and its appearance
Impaired by Inadequate approaches. The
new bridges will not suffer from this de-

fect, for the approaches are to begin four
or five blocks away, and by their artistic
treatment the surrounding district will
be greatly improved.

DYNAMITE IN ST. LOUIS.

Injured Fonr Passengers Car Ran
Into a Strikers' 'Bus.

ST. LOUIS, July 15. Dynamite was ex-
ploded under a Transit car In North St.
Louis tonight, and four passengers were
Injured. A suburban car, the only union
line In the city, accidentally ran Into a
strikers' 'bus wagon tonight and Injured
12 occupants, two seriously.

As a Union-lin- e car on the Lee-aven-

division of the Transit Company was
passing the Interaction of Twenty-secon- d

and Heimen avenues at 11 o'clock tonight,
the wheels struck a charge of dynamite,
which exploded with terrific force. Tho
car was blown from the track, the floor-
ing and seats were rent asunder, and all
the windows demolished. There we"
four passengers on the car, two of whom

Edward English and Mollle Shez wer
so badly Injured that they had to be
taken to the City Dispensary for treat-
ment. The explosion was by far the
worst that has occurred on the lines of
the Transit system since the-- inaugura-
tion of the strike.

A car on the Suburban Company's Web-
ster division ran into a wagon loaded with
picnickers returning from Forest Park, at
Lindell boulevard and Sarah streets. The
wagon was broken Into splinters and the
horse was crippled. The car, going at a
rapid rate, struck the rear wheel, pushed
the wagon sideways and threw out tho
occupants. No one was seriously injured.

American Troops.
LONDON, July IS. The following dis

patches from Admiral Seymour were pub
lished this evening:

"Tien Tsin, July 9. The enemy's
position southwest of the settlement was
attacked at i o'clock this morning. The
Japanese, by a flank movement, drove
the enemy out3and captured four guns.
Cavalry pursued" and completed the rout
of the enemy, killing large numbers of
soldiers and Boxers.

"The allied forces shelled and occupied
the western arsenal, capturing two guns.
The arsenal was burned, as the allies
were unable to hold it. The enemy's loss
was 360 killed. The loss of the allied
forces was small."

"Tien Tsin, July li The Chinese at
o'clock yesterday morning mode a de-

termined attack upon the railway station
in great force. Finally they were driven
off, about 6 o'clock In the morning, but
the allies lost 150 In killed and wounded.
The Chinese loss Is unknown, but is be-
lieved to have been heavy.

"The forts were bombarded at noon br
British and French guns. A fort and a
pagoda, used as a signal tower, were de-
molished.

'The allied forces have been increased
by the arrival of 1500 Americans."

BRUSSELS, July 15. The Minister e

Foreign Affairs, M. de Favoreau, has re-
ceived an official dispatch from Shang-
hai, dated Saturday, July 14,. sayings

"Shen, Taotai of Shanghai, com-
municates the following from the Gov-
ernor of Shan Tung, dated July 7:

" The European troops defending the
legations made a sortie, killing 20 soldiers
of General Tung Fuh Slang. The Boxera
have been unable to take the legations,
but the situation is very critical.'

"Sheng considers the situation danger
ous."
