MAMMOTH REMAINS.
Reported Findisg of & Huge Skull
in Samn Mateo County, Califoraia.

Ban Francisco Chronicls,

The evidences of.life beionging to the
Pregiacial Age are rare In Californis; still
o specimen has been discovered near ths
coast in San Mateo County, if the state-
ment pontained In a Halfmoon Bay dis-
patch may be refled upon A well-pre-
served skull of the mammoth s s2ald to
have been recently taken out of the bed
of Pllarcitos Creek by some boys who
weare smployed I Haullng sand at a point
about & mile sast of Hal n Bay. The
skull is reported to be about flve feet In
length, and of the tusks a foot
Jeng are attached to It and are six inches
In dlameter at the Junction with the bone
Thess extand Into the cerebral cavity.
Bones of the mammoth wers also found in
the neighborhood some years ago.

The discovery of thess rmim is Do
proof that the mammoth ever wandered
at Jarge during Hfe In thess parts. The
evidences are, of course, Indisputable that
great herds of these pregiaciai beasts pas-
tured In the Valley of the Yukon and on
the shorea of Bibaria and the Bshring Sea
During some viclent convulsion of Naturs
these animgls were overwhelmed by
great ice sheets, which enveloped the far
North, and many of thelr carcasses have
baen preserved thersin up to the present
tima, hides, hair, flesh, bones and tusks
being found in perfect condition. Mines
of mammoth Ivory were profitably worked
in Alaska long before the territory became
& field for the search of guold. These
mammoth remains have bean discoversd
In the piacers of the Kiondike and at
other points in the frozen banks of the
Yukon and ith tributarier. Thers would
be nothing improbable in the assumption
that the mammoth remeins now un-
sarthed on Pllarcitos Creek near the
shords of Halfmoon Bay had Desn de-
posited at the point where found by a

stranded jce fios brought down from the
far North at somne remote period by the
ocean current which sweepa down the
Weatern Coast of the eontinent.

The only evidenoes ofithe mammaoth life
which .once iphabiteds-the earth nd
anywhere in the wvicinity were the foot-
prigts of the mumm sloth which wets
uncoversd in. the Ogrsen (Nevada).sand-
stone quarries. Wyoming ls the mast Tor
tile fleld on thip continent, outside of
Alaskn, for tha fi
gantlc animals which existed here In past
geological ages. The University of Wyo-

ming has secured from the sandstopes of
ﬁut stute the largest and most ot
snd complete collection of these fosslls in
existonce.
- If any of these gigantic animald ever
had thelr habitat in Californla, the
changes which ice and flood and other
agoncles bhave since produced have swept
away all traces of them.
