mestings settled st least one thing, and
that i= the somplete boss-ship of Maloney
over the Democratic party, and its allles
as well, Maloney is the one great figure
tn fusion affalrs grand, gloomy and pe-
culiar in his exclusive domination of men
and meascres, What Hryan ls to the Na-
ton, Maloney is to the party here. This
$s snid In no jesting spirit, but is intend-
«d sz & solomn siatement of fact—a trib-
s 10 real genlaoe.  Anybody who can Tec-
oucile the Irreconcilabie purposes and In-
terests of the three silver parties In this
state must be mcknowledged to possess
qualities of real greatness. Maloney has
done that thing. But fusion is & trick
mule, and none can tell how Jong its mas-
ter may ride—not even the mule,

Proxies were the featurs of the Demo-
eratle commitiee meeting. and all but two
wers held by Maloney or his abls facto-
tum, Becretary Goddard. The way the
committoe had beem stuffed wans s0 &p-
parent that o great how! was ralsed In the
very heginning. Jodge Milllon, of BEagit
County, was the protestant. When the
goll w=as calied  bhe wanted the proxies
referred to 4 committes om credefitiais
Thizx brought forth a decislon from Ma-
Joney that n prexy is all right till it is
shown to be wrong: and he e.\'l.do::lr daia
not propose that any chanee be given o
qmiplbh the title of any of his friends
to & vote.

Judge
Hattle of Beattie, who had another proxy,
maintatned that “untdl a question as to
the genwinensss of & proxy is ralsed, the
holders thereof have & right to slL” and
sit they did. A division of the committes
at this point showed that the Maloney
faction hnd 34 votes and the apposition X
A committes on conference with the other
parties was then appointed. and the fu-
slon negotiation was falrly under way,

The Popullsts hnidd & serene time. The
mntl-Hogers faction, which corresponds to
the Malongy faction. was In contral. A
motion was made and carried declaring
it the sense of the committes that & joimt
copvention for the nomination of state
gfMcers be held, and a conferencs commit-
ftee was named to bring it about. A fTes-
tare of the meetlng worth noting was
the appearance of National Committee-
an Eugene Way, the singie-tazer, who
wan ot Kansas Clty.

This was acoopted ns a very clear and
satisfuctory Popullst vindicstion of the
Democratie convention in refusing to ao-
cepl & Popullst candidute. So for as the
Eastern Democracy is concerned. how-
ever, IL seemed o be forgotten that Mr.
Stevenson was acceptable to them in 1852
poilely becnuse Grover Cleveland was ac-
ceplalle.

Tho Silver Republicans were also in
session. but with most meager attendance,
by proxy and oiherwise, The counties of
Columbla, King, Msason, Walla Whalla,
Takimn, Plerce, Kitthtas Clark, Lewis,
Btevens, Clallam, Kltsap and Skagit were
said 16 be represented; but It s stated
that anly onme person living outside of
King County was actuailly there. The
Bliver Republicans were given soant con-
Eideration In the wrrangements for the
union conveéntion. In Loe conference com-
mittes there wana a disposition to cut them
down 1o very small representation; but
they Nnally secured 17 delagates, whils
the Populists and Deanotrsts werg sach
given 464, muking = total of 1000 dels-
gutes. It was nlso decided to reguire two-
thirds vote to nominate, following the
precedent of National Democratic con-
ventions, byt an Innovation In Waahing-
ton politics. The reason for this action
was nol, however, bared on any desire to
Tollow Democratic precept:; but It seemed
to both Popuilsts and Democrats mutually
desirable that neither be given too easy &
chanee 1o duominate the convention. It s
now so arranged that the Populists can-
ot combine with the Ellver Republicans
and outvole the Democrats, nor oun the
Democrats unite with the Bliver Repub-
Means with any similar result; but the
Democrats and Populists together can ab-
solutely control the convention, leaving
the Bliver Roepublicans out of considers-
ton

Another importunt reason for adoption
of the two-ibirds ruie was the bellef of
the antl-Rogers men that it effectunlly
disposes of bis oundidacy. Thelr view ls
oot shared by the Hogers men, who say
that iwo-thirds s satisfactory fe them.
A. O Little, the Rogers manager, says
his candidate will decure the necsssary
number, He regards the Maloaey boss-
ship as lkely to be of short duration.

II the union party
declares itself to be the Democracy, the
Barker and Donnelly Populists will un-
doubtedly procialm themsslves the “"Peo-
ple’s party.,” They will do It anywsy,
it they can secure legal title to the name.

The union conventipn will meet
attle, August X, 13 days after the Re-
publicun convention at Teacoms. The
three parties will assembie separutely
te organisze, And then assemble together
for the purpose of promulgating a plat-
form and selecting the candidates. The
pintforsn will not be so troublesome a
matter as it has been herstofore.
