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STRATEGY IS BAFFLING

BRITISHERS FORCED TO ADMIRE
OBWETS MANEUVERS.

Doers Cut Lord Roberta Communica-
tion and Captured a Party

of Highlanders.

LONDON, July 23. A blue book has
been Issued containing the official corre-
spondence with reference to the treat-
ment of rebels in South Africa. It con-

tains an interesting note by Sir Alfred
Mllner. British High Commissioner, esti-
mating the number of Colonials who
Joined the Boers at 10.000. Mr. Chamber-
lain, Secretary of State for the Colonies,
lays down the rulehat there should be
no vlndlctlveness in the treatment of
rebels, but that Justice to the loyalists
Is the obligation of dutvi-an- honor.

The London mornlngflkpers feel com-

pelled to recognize General Dewet's strat-
egy In baffling the British to such an ex-

tent while constantly harassing the Brit-
ish lines of communication. Only the
scantiest details have been allowed to
come through. Apparently, when night-
fall stonned the engagement with Colonel
Broadwood. General Dewet's forces dlvld- -
ed Into small parties, one of which cut
the railway and captured the Highland- -
ers. the Boers arterwaras reuniting ai
Hhenoster River.

The latest advices from Pretoria an-

nounce that General Stevenson's brigade
has occupied Eland's Laagte and that
General Hamilton has occupied Doorn-kraa- l.

Letters reaching London from the Brit-
ish troops" in Orange River Colony assert
that both men and horses are on short
supplies and are not fit for hard work.
If this be true, there Is little cause for
wonder at the failure to capture Dewet.
and at the apparent paralysis of opera-
tions.

DEWET'S BOLD RAID.

Federal Commander Cut Roberts
Communications.

LONDON, July 23. General Dewet has
again succeeded in cutting Lord Roberts'
communications both by raijway and tele-
graph, a,nd captured 100 of the Highland-
ers. The story of the Federal command-
er's bold raid comes in the form of a
telegram from General Forestler-Walke- r,

dated at Cape Town, Sunday, July 22.
forwarding a dispatch from General Knox
as follows:

Militia Officer's Importnat Testimony
at Powers Trial.

GEORGETOWN, Ky.. July 25. The
courtroom was jonly about half filled
with spectators when the Powers
case was called today. The pros-
ecution gave notice that they would
excuse half a dozen persons sum-
moned as witnesses for side.
Among those excused was Ike Golden,
brother of Sergeant F. Wharton Golden.

Lieutenant John Rtcketts, an officer In
the militia, which John
Powers was Captain, was the first wit-
ness today. He arrived in Frankfort
January 25, with the tralnload of moun-
taineers. Before train reached Frank-
fort witness said the men were told to
report to W. H. Culton for rations. The
men were armed with guns and pistols.
Arriving at Frankfort, they took pos-
session of the buildings and
stacked their guns there. Witness saM
each morning a crowd of from 300 to 00
mountain men occupied the yard In front
of the executive building. Witness had
a conversation with Youtsey the day be
fore the Youtsey said

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THE RELIEF OF KUMASSI

3RA.VE DEFENDERS OF THE TOWN
REAGH THE COAST.

Rescuers Came Just In Time to Save
Them From Perishing Other

Foreiffn Nevrs.

FTJMBU, July 23. The Kumassl relief
column has Just arrived here from Ku-

massl. which it left July 17, brlnxlng
the old garrison, about 20 fairly fit men.
70 broken-dow- n Invalids and some women
and children in a pitiful condition. The
success of Colonel Wlllcocks Is due to
choice of a route not Suspected by the
Ashantees. who had concentrated in
thousands along the eastern route, but
In much smaller numbers along the west-
ern route, via PIcci, which Colonel Wlll-

cocks adopted. Even as it was, the
Ashantees were active, and the roads
knee-dee- p in mud.

Colonel Wlllcocks took two villages by
bayonet charge. Beyond Ekwanda he
found the tribesmen in a strong position
behind stockades. It was a large war
camp, with the chief commander of the
Ashantee Army, and estimated at 4CO0

men. After a heavy fire on both sides for
nearly an hour. Colonel Wlllcocks ordered
a bayonet charge, and the troops rushed
the thick bush, cheering vigorously. The
Ashantees did not wait for the bayonets,
but fled In confusion. The casualties of
Colonel Willcox were two officers wound-
ed, two natives killed and 1" wounded.

On finding Kumassl in such a terrible
condition. Colonel Wlllcocks, after cutting
brush and 'burning the bodies, placed the
whole force upon, half rations, an ar-
rangement cheerfully borne. No opposi-
tion was met on the return.

LONDON, July 23. Advices Just re-
ceived here say Colonel Wlllcocks, tho
commander of the relief column In
Ashantee, describes his entrance into
Kumassl, July 15. as presenting a scene
of horror and desolation, burned houses
and putrid bodies being visible on all
sides. He adds that the native soldiers
were too weak to stand, and that the
British officers thanked God for the re-
lief, as a few more days, they declared,
would have seen the end. Colonel Wlll-
cocks left the garrison well supplied with
food and ammunition.

American Woman Sentenced.
LONDON, July 23. Miss Caroline E.

tenced to three months' Imprisonment.
The evidence shftwed. however, that she
had no connection whatever with the
Christian Endeavorers. There was fur-
ther evidence of thefts committed at the
Hotel Cecil and elsewhere, and the magis-
trate, in sentencing the prisoner, de-

scribed her as a vulgar thief.

BERLIN, July 23. The hot wave has

COMPLAINT AGAINST DOLE.

Appointed All Republican on the
Registration Hoard.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 23. Advices
from Honolulu, dated July 16, state that
there Is dissatisfaction expressed with
Governor Dole's boards of registration.
The objection Is not to tho individuals ap-
pointed, but to the fact that they are
all Republicans. There Is not a Demo-
crat on any of the Island boards, so far as
the politics of the Individuals composing
them can be found out, except R-- C.
Scarle, of the Maul board, and it is claim-
ed there can not be more than one or two
who have not publicly declared themselves
Republicans. With these exceptions the
entire peneonnel of the board Is Repub-
lican.

Governor Dole was seen and made the
following statement:

"If a mistake has been made in select-
ing the boards of registration, there were
two reasons for it. First, I was Ignorant
of the custom on the mainland In regard
to such appointments, and followed the
custom we have pursued here all along.
Not consulting the heads of the respective
central committees may be regarded as
an omission due to that reason. Second, I

the parties have been organized so recent-
ly that It was Impossible for me to find
out without a great deal of correspond-
ence and delay, the politics of each man
selected for pcsitlons on the boards."

The Governor expressed himself as anx-
ious to make the boards as near non-
partisan or as possible, in the
new light of things. He did not say he
was disposed to remodel the list of ap-
pointments.
