JACOBS BROTHERS SEIX HOLDINGS
IX OREGON CITY FACTORY. f

Tke San ' Francisco? Stockholders
Take the Whole Property A His-

toric and Important Institution.

OREGON CITY. July 24. A deal has
been consummated whereby R. Jacobs, S.
Jacobs. C. G. Jacobs and Adolph R. Ja-
cobs dispose o their stock in the Oregon
City Manufacturing Company to ! Brown
and M. Brown, doing business in Sail
Francisco as Brown Bros., and B. Shude?-ma- n.

A rumor had been current for sev-
eral days that such a deal had been made,
but today Messrs. Brown and Shuderman,
gave out the information that the pur-
chase had been made and that they would
assume charge in a short time.

Since about 1SS6, the Browns and
have been associated together as

stockholders in the woolen mill, but of
Jate years the latter have had absolute
control Of the factors'. This condition
recently led to litigation in the "United
States Court, but the matter was com-

promised by Judge Bellinger appointing
a fifth member of he board of directors
as a peacemaker. At one time the late
"W. S. Ladd owned one-thir- d of the stock
in the concern, but he disposed of bis in-

terests to the Jacobses and Browns.
This woolen mill was started by Major

Thomas Charman and the late Arthur
Warner, aided by a number of farmers,
who took stock in the concern- - The ca-

pacity of the mill has been almost dou-

bled in the past 15 years, and a soap fac-

tory and tannery have been added to th6
manufacture of woolen goods. Before the
paper mills were built mill for
many years was the only industrial en-

terprise here, and has continuously given
employment to a large number of hands,
as the mill never closed except for abso-
lutely necessary repairs.

The compensation for the blocks of
stock transferred, or to be sold, has not
been made public, but those in a position
to have a .good knowledge of the property
estimate the value at about 51G0.0O). Mr.
Brown stated today that no change would I

be made in the worKing xorce at tne mm
under the new management, but that two
of their men would be sent here to as-

sume general control.

Farmers report the prospect for a go6d
crop of Fall wheat anything but encour-
aging. It is nearly the same complaint
from every locality a rank growth of
weeds has crowded the wheat until it
seems dwarfed. Dog fennel has assumed
Immense proportions, and new weeds are
springing into a lively existence that were
never before known to exist here. Some-
thing, too, appears to be sapping the
strength of the stalk, and often between
the second and third joints is found a
black streak, possibly the work of some 1

insect. It has been discovered that on
the best cultivated ground, some that
was Summer-fallbwe- d the previous year,
the weeds are the rankest. New ground
Is not so bad.

Mr. Brown, of Portland, is erecting a
sawmill on Cedar Creek, to have a ca-
pacity of 100.000 feet dally. In addition
to sawing railroad ties, the mill will en-
gage "extensively In cutting cedar lumber
iOr hie Portland market, as there are ex-

tensive forests of ilne timber tributary to
the mill.

GREAT COUNCIL OF RED MEN.

Annual Session in Progress at As-

toria Offlcers Elected.
ASTORIA, July 24. The ninth annual

session of the great council of Oregon,
Improved Order of Red Men, conyened
In this city today, and will continue
through the coming two days. About 75
delegates from the various parts of the
state are in attendance. Immediately af-

ter the report of the .committee on cre-
dentials, the past sachem's degree was
conferred on14 .newly elected members
of the great council, and officers to serve
during the ensuing year were elected.
They will be Installed at the close of the
session. The offlcers elected were 'as fol
lows:

Great sachem, A. B. Cherrry, La
Grande; great senior sagamore, S. Lewis
King, Portland: great junior sagamore,
L. B. Reeder. Pendleton; great prophet,
J. H. Howard. Oregon City; great chief
of records, TV. C. A. Pohl, Astoria; great
keeper of wampum, J. H. Grlebel, Port-
land,

The afternoon session was consumed In
hearing the reports of the various offlcers.
The report of the chief of records showed
that there were 18 lodges in the state,
with a membership of 1352, a considerable
increase since the previous report. In the
year $3288 was paid out for sick benefits,
and $375 for funerals. The funds now In
the hands of the various lodges amount
to $16,254 92.

Paul Mohr and A. B. Hammond ar-
rived on the noon train from Portland,
and by appointment held a meeting with
the Chamber of Commerce. The purpose
pf the meeting as stated by Mr. Mohr
was to discuss the transportation situa-
tion and the portage road around the
dalles, that would be completed and in
operation within three weeks. He sug-
gested to the meeting that a committee
of three be appointed by President Van
DUfcen fo jgajftpr with the principals of the
portage joao. ias more satisfactory results
could be obtained in that way than in an
open meeting. This view was taken by
those present, and the following com-
mittee was appointed: Samuel Elmore,
F. L. Parker and F. J. Taylor. Mr. A.
B. Hammond also addressed the meeting
in a similar vein, and said that if As-
toria expected to derive benefit from the
portage road it would be necessary for
the citizens to build warehouses, so as to
handle grain if it was delivered here.

The run of fish continued excellent
again last night, and every one connected
with the industry is rejoicing over the
prospect. The cold-stora- men had a
meeting last night and agreed to reduce
the price of all fish over 20 pounds from
8 cents to 1 cents per pound. The

Isndor Caro, of Douglas County.
BOSEBURG. Or.. July 24. Isador Caro,

who died at St. Vincent's Hospital July
17, shortly after arriving In Portland for
surgical treatment, was one of the pio-

neer residents of Douglas County. He
was born in Kohmar, Germany, in 1S4D,

He came to the United States 15 years
later, with a determination to make his
own way In the world. He first located
In Baltimore, where an uncle resided, and,
being a stranger to the language of the
country, he spent two years acquiring
an English education. In 185S he took
the "California fever," and embarked oil
a steamer for the Golden State, reaching
there in the Fall of the year. He lo-

cated In Yreka, Siskiyou County, accept-in- g

a situation in a store of his two
uncles, where he remained two years; then
went to Hoadley to take charge of a
branch store, the entire Interest of which
he afterward purchased. He disposed of
this in 1SC4, and left for Oregon, where
he remained Until the time of his death.

Mr. Caro first located in Jacksonville,
engaging in business there for eight
years. On his return from a visit In
Europe he settled in Roseburg, accepting
a situation with S. Marks & Co., remain-
ing with that firm two years, when he
went into business on his own account,
associated with his brother Simon, under
the firm name of Caro Bros. The firm
prospered, and the business grow in ex-
tent, justifying the erection .of a busi-
ness block In Roseburg costing $26,000. In
the Fall of 1899 the llrni closed out Its
business In Roseburg and went to Oak-
land, in Douglas County, and started a
large general merchandise store, of which
the deceased was the senior manager at
the time of his sudden and unexpected
death.

Georse IV. Gray, an Honored Cltlren
of Salem.

SALEM, July 24. George "W. Gray, who
died last evening", was an honored and
respected citizen of Salem. He was born
August 5, 1830, in Tioga County, Pennsyl-
vania, receiving his education at the
academy at "Wlllsboro, In the same coun-
ty. Ho first started in business as a mer-
chant in Marlon Linn County, Mo., In
1S40, At the age of 20. In 1S52 he removed
to Lansing, la., where he continued in the
mercantile business. In 1557 he was
elected to the Iowa Legislature, serving
In the House of Representatives, and In
1859 was elected to the Senate; and In 1SG3

was to the Senate, but two
years later resigned and retired from
business to come to Oregon, where he has
continued to reside ever since.

In 1STS ho purchased the linseed oil mill
which was located on the site now occu-
pied by the Salem woolen mill, and with
his sons conducted it several years.

Mr. Gray led a retired Ufo, and cared
but little for political honors. He served
as Mayor of Balem at one time, continu-
ing the unexpired" term of Hon. T. M.
Gatch, but he accepted it very reluc-
tantly.

Deceased left a wife and six children.
The children are: Georgo B.. W. T.,
Charles A., Mrs. Gertrude Lownsdafe, and
Mrs. J. M. Kyle, of Salem, and Mrs. J.
M. Patterson, of The Dalles.

Mr. Gray was a member of Salem lodge.
No. 4, A. F. & A. M., and Chcmeketa
lodge, No. 1, L'O. O. F.

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IMMENSE COPPER LEDGE

THE RECENT MIKIXG DISCOVERY Ef
UNIOX COUNTY.

Exploitation of the Property Al-

ready in Progress A Large De-

velopment Enterprise.

UNION, Or--, July 24. A sensational dis-
covery In the way of a copper ledge was
made in the eastern pari of this county
about three months ago, which has been
proven by the developments slnCe made
to be one of the greatest ore bodies
known In the history of mining.

It is located about elcht miles east from

erty tnus acquired They nave pros-
pected thtTledge for" aK distance In length
of nearly a mile, and thrbugh prospect
holes tney have determined the width
of the ore body to be fully'lOOd feet.

After sinking 100 feet and driving a 1

cross-c- ut at that depth, 40 feet into the
ore, the merits of the property were so
fully established that they suspended
work under ground, pending the Installa-
tion of a large plant of machinery. The
ore is free-millin- g, and the values In-

creased uniformly with depth from 3 per
cent copper on the surface to 25 per cent
at the 100-fo- ot level. Gold Ib also pres-
ent in the ore, and its value has also in-
creased with depth., running from a more
trace on the surface to ?10 per ton, 100
feet down. Considering the character of
this orej in connection with the unparal-
leled extent of it, nothing like It has ever
been discovered In the history of min-
ing. Tjie company is now ready to re-
sume work below ground with four ma-
chine drills, and the development of the
next few months will center upon this
property the attention of all the mining
men. in the country. Since the tremon- -
dous character of this mine has begun to
bo realized locally, a rush of prospectors
has set in. and the adjacent country has
been staked for miles around. Since begin-
ning work upon this great copper ledge,
the company has secured a large body of
timber 'about a mile above the mine, from
which, with Its own saw mill, It Is turn-
ing out several thousand feet of lumber
per day, to meet the requirements of the
camp. Already a considerable village has
sprung up about the mine.

Plans are already In contemplation for
a railroad from here to the new town of
Burkeroont

BRITISH COLUMBIA MINES.

Output for 1S00 Shows Considerable
Increase Over Previous Year.

"WASHINGTON, July 20. The State De-
partment has received recent advices
from Victoria, B. C, giving a concise
statement of the product of the mines ot
British Columbia during the year 1889.

j together with other interesting facts re--
earning me mining mausiry ot inat coun-
try, being extracts from the annual re-
port of the Minister of Mines. The ex-
tracts are as follows:

"The total mineral output of the. prov-
ince for the year 1S99 amounts to $12,832,131,
as against J10.903.S6l for IBM, an increase
of $L48G.270, or 13 2--3 per cent

"This would have been largely increased
but for tho shutting down of several
mines; owing to the passage of a law pro-
hibiting miners working over eight hours
under drastic penalties, which completely
demoralized tho industry for somo
months,, causing a deficit of P10.S4-- in
silver and load values alone. It Is be-
lieved that but for the shutting' down
caused by the legislation referred to (the
penalties of which have recently been
temporarily suspended), the same mines
would have brought an Increase of JSOO.000
instead of the present deficit, making theyear's increase $2,863,169, or about 27 per
cent, over last year.

"The Coal mines of the province during
1S99 turned out 1,305,324 tons of coal, and
23.251 tons of coke, an Increase over 1S3S
of 170.4G9 tons of coal, and a decrease of
750 tons of coke. The total value of cdal
produceu in the province during 1S99 was
$3.81S,972.

"The gold production for 1893 Including
both placer and lode gold amounts to
$1,203,473. The yield of placer gold was
$1,344,900. over double that of 1S33, when
the yield was $S43,24. The largo Increase
was due to the discoveries In the Atlln
Lake district, which, notwithstanding the
disadvantage of the disputes regarding
ownership caused by the enactment of the
alien law. yielded $800,000 In gold. The
output of gold obtained from lode mining
in 193 was $2,S57,B73, an increase over 1898

of $G5G,35G.

"The amount of copper produced In the
province during 1809 was 7,722,591 pounds,
an increase over 1893 of only 6 per cent.
As yet the copper mining districts are
practically limited to threes-Rosslan- d,

Nolfon and the west coast of Vancouver
Island. Rossland produces '73 pef cent

of the total output of copper in the prov-
ince.

"There has been a material decrease In
the amount of sliver produced in British
Columbia; owing to the fact that the larg-
est producing mines have been shut down
since June or July, on account of labor
troubles, as stated Above. The total
silver production for the year amounted
to 2,939,413 ounces, valued at $1,653,703, a
decrease from the production in 1S3S of
1.357,619 ounces fine sliver and of value
$712,133.

"The total lead production for 1S99

amounted to ZL,&62,438 pounds, valued at
JS78,S70, as against 31,3,S6$ pounds, val-
ued at $1,077,681 lor 1838, a decrease of
9.S31.123 pounds of lead, and of 9193,711 in
value.

"Some 2000 tons of Iron or was mined
in the province last year fiear Kamloops.
and on Texada Island which was used
for fluxing purposes by the smelters."

CLACitAMAS COUNTY GOLD.

Mountain of Ore That Assays f6 to
the Ton Tunnel Driven.

OREGON CTTY, July 24. J. V. Harless,
of Molalla, has just returned from the
quartz ledge owned, by himself and his
father, Jacob Harless, on Henllne Creek,
between the Molalla and Santlam Rivers,
about 30 miles from Molalla Corners. Mr,
Harless has been doing some development
work 6n the ledge. And brought In sam-
ples of the ore taken from a ot tun-
nel that assays $G to the ton in gold and
carries traces of copper, lead, zinc and
iron. While the ore is of low grade, there
appears to be almosjt a whole mountain of
the ledge, and mining men have given
favorable opinions concerning the prop-
erty. The rock has a limestone spar ap-
pearance, and is different from any
quartz yet fdur.d in "Western Oregon, al-
though mining men, who have been to.
Alaska say that the ore" Js very much like
the low-gra- article, found in the Tread-we-ll

mine. Some of the duartz in Eastern
Oregon also has a similar appearance.
Mr. Harless says that Messrs. Klser ana
Kolly are doing fairly well with a placer
mine on the Upper Molalla; which is op-

erated on a limited scale. The Harlcsses
arc well-to-d- o farmers, but have great
faith In tha mineral development of
Clackamas and Marlon Counties. It Is
their intention to do more development
work pn the mine in September, have fur-
ther tests made, and try to Interest capital
in tiie venture.

THEY WISH TO COME HERE AFTER
THE WAR IS OVER.

Information Asked of a CbrvaAlli
Hollander Large' Immigration of

Datoh Afrikanders Expected.

CORVALLIS, Of., July 24. Christian
Van Groos, Of this city, has received from
a friend in the Transvaal a letter Inquir-
ing about the opportunities open to hotrie-seeke- rs

In Oregon. The writer of the let-
ter Is an in the Boer Army.
He was a schoolmaster before the war
broke out His family and Mr. Van Groos.
were friends formerly In a town In Hol-

land. The writer says that the Bders ex-
pect ultimate defeat, and the destruction
of their republic. He adds that a num-
ber of Boer families" desire to accompany
him to the United States in search of
homes. .

In his reply, Mr. Van Groos gives a fa-

1896 he went to Cornell University to con-

Thl3 position he
held until he resigned thiB month to ac-
cept the position in Oregon. He is ex-
pected to arrive In Portland this evening.
He comes, he says, to make Oregon his
home.

INVASION OF ARMY "WORM.

Work Front Columbia River North-
ward In Vasblnj7t0n.

VANCOUVER, "Wash., July 24. The
w"6rm pest reported elsewhere as being
the army worm has made its appearance
In this city and county, and their pres-
ence is causing considerable uneasiness
among farmers and frultmen. They first
appeared along the Columbia River, and
are traveling Inland. Many vegetable and
flower gardens In this city are reported
as being literally stripped of their foli
age by the worms during the past two
weeks. A Columbia. River dairy farmer
living about five miles below town says
the worms made their appearance on his
place a few weeks ago. He first noticed
them In his garden, which they well-nig-h

ruined. They next nte up his potato
vines, and now, he says, millions of them
are making ravages on his meadow and
pasture lands, and he Is greatly alarmed
for fear his grass lands will be destroyed.
Many similar reports have been made by
farmers In different parts of the county
during the past week or two. Fruit trees
Xor the most part have escaped, but fears
are had for the orchards, as a few in-
stances have been reported in which the
worms have played havoc with the foli-
age, and even the fruit. Paris green, lime
and sulphur arid other solutions have
been. recommended, but as.yet no remedy

time of the alleged settlement,, member
of the Town Council of Marysviue, "Wsah.,
a Deputy Assessor of Snohomish County,
and that h.e exercised his right of fran-
chise in his home town last November,
after the date of his alleged settlement.

SMALLPOX "WELL IN HAND.

So Reports the Manning of Cape
Nome News of Alaska Coast.

PORT TOWNSEND, "Wash., July 24.
The revenue cutter Manning, Captain W.
H. Roberts, "arrived in port today, with
her flag at half-mas- t, the occasion being
the death 6t Chief Engineer B. J. Noo-na- n,

who died of apoplexy, July 16, on
board the Manning. His remains will be
sent to Boston, In charge of an Officer
of the Planning, after which the Man-
ning will return to Dutch Harbor and
Nome. The Manning left Nome July 8,
and went to the relief of the barkentlne
Leslie D, on the east side of Nunlvak
Island, and found the vessel a total
wreck. A small steamer was saving the
cargo from the Leslie D. She had 20
passengers, 20 of whom had left the ves-
sel for Nome, and the remaining 10 were
leaving on the steamer Ragchlld. While
the Manning was up at Nunlvak she took
a census Of the island, and then pro-

ceeded! to Dutch Harbor, for coal. Cap-

tain Roberts reports the llghtouse tender
Columbine and whaling bark Gay Head
at Dutch Harbor. On the Gay Head much
sickness prevailed among the crew, and
Second Mate Smith died of heart disease
July 15. The steamer Senator left Dutch
Harbor for Nome July 16, and on July 8

the gUnboat "Wheeling and the revenue
cutter Bear were In the vicinity of Nome.

The schooner Laurel, with 34 passen-
gers, bound south, was at Dutch Harbor.
The Manning reports 18 or 20 Cases of
smallpox at Nome, nnd the authorities
have it well in hand. Nome City Is un-

der control of the police and the Army,
and everything was orderly. Large num-
bers are preparing to return, and If trans-portatlo- n

can be had by the time Winter
sets in, Nome will be deserted.
