The present situation at Steveston
is one of guiet and order.

A: English Bay the Ashing was
better, and some of the boats for the
Englisli Bay cannery caught 100 flah each.
The fact that those Oabhormes who Te-
turned atialned such s Hmited mensure of
suceerss indicates that the run of salmon
in the Fruser has not yet commenced In
the expected number.

There appears to be po foundation for
the report thia! the Chinese and Klootoh-
men employed upon inslde work at the
oznneries will rofune to opernte on any
fisk caught by the Japunese, It has been
reported thut the white union men have
made overtures to the Chiness upon the
question of thelr working on salmon
brought in by Jupanese.

ormen is not & happy one; many of thelir
number wstated quite openly today that
they would willingly go out at the wages
now belng pald to the Japanese with the
solitary provisp that the Canners’ Asso-
clatlon recognize the Flashermen's Unlon.
This the canners declare they will not do,
believing wuat they have already brokem
the sirike.

The terms upon which the Japanese are
now at work are 3 cents per fish as
long as the catch per boat does not ex-
ceod 80 per week, If the ontch exceeds
