Why Do Not Proper Officers
Know of ,Any?

HOW DOEX-OFHCER- S GET SO MUCH?

Some Pointed Question m to the
Administration, of Oreeon School

Land Bnnlcezn The Abuse.

SAL12M, Aug. 1. Some of the com-
plaints against the management of Ore-
gon's school land business are voiced by
John P. Robertson, who has had occasion
to Jook Into the matter somewhat and pro-
cesses to know whereof he speaks.

"'In The Oregonlan of July 16," said Mr.
Robertson, I see an article by Hon. iL
Xt Chamberlain, Clerk of the State Board
of School Land Commissioners.

"He replies to a letter by Mr. Crump, of
Xakeview, who stated that the Board
charged applicants for the purchase of
school lands' 58 $0 per acre, when the- law
fixed the price at $2 50. Mr. Chamberlain
says this charge Is untrue, and adds:

Ir, Crump's application for 40 acres of lieu
or indemnity land, ncompanled with fi, wes
TeceUed from his attorney at Lakeview. Or..
April 21. The land applied for not haWnc been
selected or eubject to rale, the application and
remittance were turned oer to the State Land
Agent, vfto, "having1 no available base, notified
the said attorney that ?15 more would be re-

quired 16 make a pclcction. This amount the
attorney forwarfed to the land agent, 'who
made the selection upon the "base furnished by
General W H. Odell, and advised this of-

fice that b. selection had been made Sor 40
acres, as applied for. A certificate was issued,
end the one-nft-h payment of $20 properly cred-

ited thereon. Of the $42 remaining, the land
agent remitted $2 to the United States Land
Ofllce .for fees charred in each selection, and
turned over to "VT. H. Odell the remaining $40
In Jil charre for the base furnished, he hav-
ing adUsed thhe State Land Agent that he
bad jjrevlouslj arranged with Mr Crump's at-
torney to furnish the base. "Where the parties
bold or have knowledge of unused base, they
have and do exercise the right to fiispose of it
at will.

"Here it does seem to me that Mr.
Chamberlain gives away the whole case.
3a order that the public may fully under-
stand the true Inwardness of this most
disreputable business, a little explana-
tion is necessary.

"By law the United States has granted
to the several states the 16th and SGth
soctions In each township for school pur-
poses. But often before survey a part
or all of these sections are settled on and
claimed, or are In reservations, and are
lost to the state. In such cases the State
Board of School Land Commissioners has
the right to select from any of the un-
occupied public lands, subject to entry,
an equal amount in lieu thereof. This
loss of any land to which the state would
otherwise be entitled is" therefore called
a base for the selection of other lands.

"Now, who would be supposed to know,
and who should Tcnow, when the state
had lost land; and whether other land
had or had not already been selected
Instead, unless It be the clerk of the
board, whose business It is to receive
the lists, dispose of, and keep a full rec-
ord of these lands? That is what the
clerk of the board Is paid to do; and
when application to purchase Is made,
to give all necessary Information from
these records, without charge.

"Accordingly, when a few years ago I
.had a claim In the mountains, and con-
cluded to locate it as school land, if I
could get a base, I went to the clerk of
the board, Ignorantly supposing that I
could get all "necessary Information of
that officer. I was soon Informed that
he did not know anything about Itdid
not know that we bad any base due us.
He threw down a number of old records
anU Invited me to look for myself. He
might just as well have handed down a
history of China. I concluded to appeal
my case. I went right up to His Excel-
lency. From him I learned that the books
from the first had been kept badly had
not been postedand neither the clerk
nor the board Tcnew whether the state had
any lieu lands due it; whether we were
Just even, or whether they had not al-

ready sold much more than the state was
entitled to. "Was this not a pretty kettle
of fish? I asked why the board did not
nave the records posted so that the board
would know when they had land to sell,
and the clerk could give all the informa-
tion desired. The reply was 'no appro-
priation for that purpose.'

"Why then have you not called the at-
tention of the Legislature to this, and
asked for an appropriation?" I asked. To
this I got no reply.

"'Returning again to the clerk. I was
told to go a young attorney of Salem, and
It would be all right. "Well, I did not
go. and did not buy the land.

"However, the Legislature of 1893, I be-

lieve, took this abuse in hand and at-
tempted to apply a remedy. They created
the office of State Land Agent, and Gov-
ernor Lord appointed Hon. T. "W. Daven-
port to the position a most excellent
selection. In his report he mercilessly ex-

posed the tricks of these base Jobbers to
whom applicants must apply for the In-

formation that should be given to them
by the clerk, and without charge. These
sharks sometimes supplied their clients
with false bases or bases that had been
used before. If my memory serves mo
rightly, Mr. Davenport published one list
of over SO such purchasers who had part-
ed with their hard-earne- d dollars, to
these men and to the tate, believing they
wero securing a good title to their little
homes only to find later on that the
state had no title to convey, that the base
for which they had been forced to pay
had been used before' Mr. Davenport
put a stop to this nefarious business, and
told me a few weeks before he retired
from office that he had almost any
amount of unquestionable bases to fur-
nish free.

"Now we learn from Mr. Chamberlain
that Mr Crump applied to purchase 40
acres, sent ?47. and that the State Land
Agent, having no available base,
notified the said attorney (Mr. Crump's)
that '$16 more would bo required to make
the selection." The pertinent questions
here, it seems to me, arc:

"First "Was there any base due the
state?

"Second If there was base still due the
state, who should know that fact so well
as the board, their clerk, and the land
agent, whose especial business it is to
dispose of these lands and keep the rec-
ords?

"Third If no base was still due the
state, how could General Odell furnish
it?

'Fourth Is it true, as rumored, that,
Just previous to the close of the last
state administration, somebody sold to a
syndicate, all or nearly all. the bases se-

cured by Mr. Davenport?
"Fifth Is It this base that General

Odell is now furnishing at 51 per acre?
tThls Inference seems warranted by the
closing sentence in the extract from Mr.
Chamberlain's letter, viz., 'Where parties
hold, or have knowledge of unused base,
they have and do exercise the right to
dispose of it at will.)

Sixth Does General Odell "hold or
have knowledge" of this "unused base."
disposed of during the closing weeks of
the former administration, and when he
was clerk f the board?

"Seventh Is It those holdings or this
knowledge that all applicants who wish
to purchase school lands must pay for,
at the rate of 51 per acre. In addition to
the price fixed by law?

Of the ?62 sent by Mr. Crump. $2, very
properly, was sent to the United States
Land Office and the selection made; 530

was applied on his purchase, and $40 de-
livered to General Odoll for furnishing the
base1.

"Is It not strange passing strange
that all these clerks while la. of

fice are as densely - Ignorant of
whether the state has any available base
to locate, as if they had always resided
In Che Foo, or South Africa; and then as
soon as out of office know all about It,
and set up as expert base brokers, at 51
to 52 per acre, a la McComack and Na-
poleon Davis? Will Mr. Chamberlain and
Mr. Geer, when they retire two years
hence, take all the knowledge of the office
with them, and also set up as base brok-
ers? "We shall see what we shall see.

"I say this more In sadness than in
gladness. The reputation of our citizens,
and especially officers, is part of our
wealth, and should not be clouded for
light and trivial causes. Charges are
easily made, and all facilities for defen-
sive explanations should be freely ac-

corded, and judgment withheld until all
the facts are known. I disclaim any de-

sire to injure any gentleman mentioned,
and make no charges. But it does seem
to me that there is a great wrong some-

where, that has long vainly called and
is now calling for a remedy."

Return of Railroad Prospectors.
THE DALLES, Or., Aug. L The party

of railroad prospectors who left here a
week ago for the purpose of examining
the banks of the Deschutes River as
to Its feasibility as a railroad route, re-

turned to The Dalles yesterday, and re-
port a trip of great hardship on account
of the rough country traversed and the
.extreme heat experienced. The party
consisted of A. S. Bennett, M. T. Nolan.
J. P. Mclnerny. F. S. Gordon and Oscar
Huber, a railroad engineer. The portion
of the country prospected by the party
was up the canyon of the Deschutes,
which is a succession of rocky declivi-
ties, slides and precipitous banks, to
Trout Creek, about 100 miles In all. This
road is projected to connect The Dalles
with Lakevlew, between which points an
immense amount of freight is hauled by
team annually.

GO Xets of Japanese Destroyed.
VANCOUVER, B. a, Aug. L Although

the fishermen's strike on Frascr River is
a thing of the past, the bitterness of
white members of the union against the
Japanese Is greater than ever. Fifty
Japanese fishing nets, valued at 5100 each,
were destroyed while the Japanese were
asleep, and the police have been unable
to locate the vandals who destroyed them.
Reports of the Fraser River fisheries to-

day indicate that the run is improving,
the boats averaging between 50 and CO

fish per day.

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CRUSHED TO JELL?

FATE OF WORK3IAX CAUGHT BY A
, SAWMILL PULLEY.

Xearly Every Bone In His Body "Was

Broken Arms Torn Off and Neck
Dislocated Unmarr Jed,

EUGENE, Or., Aug. 1. David Kauble,
an employe of the Booth-Kell- y Lumber-Company- ,

was killed at the sawmill In
Coburg this forenoon. He was caught by
a belt, which he was attempting to throw
from a pulley, and was wound around a
shaft at a great rate of speed, 'his body
being-crushe- d and mangled In a horrible1
manner. Foreman A. C. Miller saw the
accident and Immediately signalled and
stopped the machinery, and with the as-
sistance of other men extricated the
body. All the bones of the chest were'
broken and ribs crushed, the right arm
torn .off at the elbow, the left arm crushel
and almost torn oft at the shoulder, both
legs crushed, neck broken, and in fact
nearly all bones broken. An Inquest was
held this afternoon. No one was held
responsible for the accident. Kauble was
41 years old, and unmarried.

MILLER MAY RETURN TO OREGON.

Chinese Dlsturances May Keep Hint
From Reaching His Post.

SALEM, Aug. L Governor Geer today
received a long personal letter from Hon.
H. B. Miller, of the Oregon
State Board of Horticulture, and now a
United States Consul In China. Mr. Mil-

ler was at Manila when the letter was
written, June 26, but he expected to leave
within a few days for Nagasaki, Japan,
and thence to Taku, China. If the pres
ent condition shall continue in China, he
will not be able to reach his post, and
in that event expects to return to Ore-
gon. He has spent two weeks traveling
in Luzon, and has the following to say of
his observations:

"The country Is wonderfully rich from
an agricultural standpoint; hemp, sugar,
rice and tobacco being the principal prod-
ucts. Cocoanuts, bananas, mangoes and
many other fruits grow wild. Pineapples
are not cultivated, although they are
sweet and nice, but smalL Corn Is a
staple for food, and grows throughout the
year. It is to ba seen In the. same field
thoroughly ripe and just peeping out of
the ground. A crooked stick is used for
a plow, and harrows are made with
wooden teeth. These, with a hoe, a knife
and a solid-wheel- cart or sled con-
stitute the entire Implement outfit of a
Luzon farmer. The crops they grow,
however, are immense.

"Some of the largest' and finest hard-
wood" trees in the world 'grow here. A
beautiful mahogany plank four feet wide
and 16 feet long, perfectly clear, is not
anything of a curiosity. Immense forests
of many varieties of elegant hardwoods
are to be found on many of the Islands,
and their value Is beyond computation'
from present knowledge. It is certainly
a source of great wealth, and our Gov-
ernment should inaugurate a policy that
will continue their growth.

"There Is, so far as I could see, no Im-

mediate prospect of peace here. The na-
tives are vicious in their hatred of Amer-
icans, and nothing but force will hold
them down. They are killing about as
many of our soldiers now by stealthy
meas as they killed in actual warfare.
The natives are bright, and have in them
the making of "good people in time. They
have not In them sufficient stability or
reliability to conduct government now,
but under proper directions would soon
grow to It."

Mr. Miller said he had not yet heard
the results of the Oregon election.

This is an unusually large amount for
one month's collections, but is not the
largest during the present administration.

The total since January 1 is
5117,276 42. A large part of tho school
principal this month is the product of the
sales 'of state land, though the greater
portion comes from the payment of money
borrowed from the board.

Governor Geer today commuted the sen-
tence of John Laveny, who was received
at the Penitentiary April 27, 1899, on a
two years' "sentence from Harney County,
Laveny's crime was an assault with a
dangerous weapon, and jthe person as-

saulted, Lon C. De Condrjs, joined In a
petition for Laveny's pardon. The com-
mutation simply restores the prisoner to
liberty, but does not restore his citizen-
ship. The latter depends upon the future
conduct of th'e man.

Sheriff Durbln today paid Into the
county treasury $10,991 33, which Is the
amount of taxes collected by him during
the month of July on the 1S99 assess-
ment roll. This Is the sixth turn-ov-

made by Sheriff Durbln, the total thus
far collected being 5107,343 57. There is
still to be collected the sum of 5109,751 4S.--

Sheriff Durbln says that just at present
the taxes are coming in slowly, though
they wero paid rapidly some time ago.
He expects that the last half of the
taxes will be paid very slowly.

In the case of F. L. Richmond, respon-
dent, vs. Southern Pacific Company, ap-
pellant, tho Supreme Court has ordered'
that the appellant's time to serve and
file Its brief be extended to October 1, 1900.

The annual distribution of tho proceeds
of the Irreducible common school fund
should have been made today, according
to law.

could not be ascertained. The money
will be divided among the counties ac
cording to population.

WILL SOON PLY AWAY.

Worms That Have Been so Active
Are Entering Chrysalid State.

1 OREGON CrTT, Aug. L A. Kanne, a
farmer of Clackamas precinct, was here
today with a, practical demonstration
that the army or cutworms now infesting
the gardens and potato fields, of Clack-
amas County is about to take wings and
fly away. Mr. Kanne brought In a paste-
board box filled with spherical cemented
earthen shells., containing the worm from
the time it begins to double up and en-
velop itself with a dirt covering until It
reached the d body and grow-
ing wings of the chrysalid state. Mr.
Kanne says that he finds .thousands of
these little earthen balls In the dry dirt
among his potato vines, evidently formed
by the worm when It reaches a certain
stage of development, bending Its body
almost double, extjdlng a viscid fluid as
it rolls in the dry dirt until It is house-- l

with a compact covering of dirt, which
forms a thin, hard shell.

The Silver Republican Party of
Idaho Is Only a Memory.

- Promi-
nent men who had been members of the
Silver Republican party were conspicu-
ous In the audience, and both the speak-
ers were of the same class. The mem-
bership of the club, under the auspices
of which the meeting was held, is large-
ly made up of men who formerly trained
with the Silver Republican, organization;
and it is declared that 90 per cent of the
former Silver Republicans of the county
aro back in the old party. Washington
County had a very strong Silver Repub-
lican organization, but It has dissolved
and Its members are back in the Re-
publican fold.
t Another county where there has beena similar chango Is Owyhee. That has
been one 6f the strongholds of Silver Re-
publicanism, and It has been confidpntly
claimed that the party would eontinue,
very strong there; but it appears that
the process of dissolution has been at
work in that county also. ThevDe La-
mar Nugget reports that the mission of
Chairman Arney, of the state committee,
to the county last week was to get the
Owyhee committee Into line, but his ef-
fort was a" failure. Nineteen out of 30
of the former Silver Republican voters,
the Nugget says, haVe abandoned theparty. A 'few of these have followed
Dubois Into the Democracy, but the rest
are back In the Republican organizations.

The Silver Republican crash has come
right on the heels of the Pocatello con-
vention. At that convention the claim
was made that Dubois would control
several th.ouiand Silver Republican votes
for the Democratic llcket, and he was
nominated for Senator on the theory
that he would strengthen the ticket by
the votes he would bring It from the
party to which he has claimed to belong.
Those who have understood the political
drift of the times knew well enough that
Mr. Dubois could not control the Sil-
ver Republicans, but now everybody can
understand how groundless was hl3 claim
respecting the strength he could throw
to the Democracy.

Police Close the Tivoll and Arrest
200 Men and Women.

NEW YORK, Aug. L No such whole-
sale raid of well-dress- men and women,
has been recorded In the "Tenderloin"
under the present administration as that
which closed up the Tivoll In We3t Thir-
ty, nfth itieet, tonight, and landed 200

men and women In the West Thirtieth-Stre- et

station. Several patrol wagons
made trips between the brilliantly-lighte- d

resort. Captain Thomas and 40 officers
made the raid. The place was full, an
orchestra was playing and waiters were
serving drinks when the captain and hl3
men entered. At once more men In plain
clothes who had been scattered arnund
at the tables drinking with the women
sprang to their feet and displayed their
shields. Men swore and women screamed.
Some of them, to whom a policeman was
not a new thing, resigned themselvts
philosophically to the Inevitable and
besrsred only that- - the policemen handle
them carefully. All the women were ar- -'

rayed In expensive Summer finery, and
sleeveless and low-c- bodies of almost
transparent material were the rule. Many
wore much jewelry. The police went
through the place, which Is a large hall,
luxuriously fitted up, and arrested every-
body except the one most desired. Ack-ro- n.

The raid was the most theatrical ever
made In the "Tenderloin." all
said so.

"The 'men. nearly all of them expensive-

ly attired, were taken to tho wagons
first. There were 54 of them and many
had never before been under arrest. Somp
wept, others screamed, but the crowd
cheered derisively as they were driven
away. At the 'Tenderloin" station their
pedigrees were taken and they wero
locked up.
