About 45,000 Foreign Troops
on Way to China’s Capital.

NEWS OF A NEW IMPERIAL EDICT

Provides for a Strong Eacort for the
Ministers, and Urges That They
Go te Tien Tuin.

LONDON, Aug. 6 & A. M.—Thes Amerl-
¢an and Britlsh forcts began the advance
on Pekin last Thursday, according to a
dispatch dated August 2 from Tien Tain
to the Daily Express

““he maln body of the alifes,” continues
the correspondent, “marched July 30 Gen-
eral Chaffes was delayed by difficulties
of disembarkation. General Dorwazd (the
Eritish commander) had no such obstacles

and his delay 1s inexplicable.

““The other forelgn troops are now half
way to Lofa. The forces include 3,000
Japanese under General Yamachuchl, and
30,000 Russians. The Britlsh force totals
9000, and the other forelgn troops are
7000, We are weak In artillery.

“August.1 a strong force of Chinese
from the native ecity attzcked Tien Tsin.
By & serlesa of brilllant charges our
troops drove the snemy from their. posi-
tiana. The native city Is atil] 'deflant, and
the allica, are unwilling to march troops
through it streets, as this would mean
an !mmense slaughter, YWhen the Chi-
ness saw 8o laTge & bpdy of troops march-
ing westward they apparently belleved
they would have an easy victory over
those who were lefL"”

A m to the same paper from &
correspondent In Pekin dated July 22,
BRYs:

““The women have borne all the hor-
rors with marvelous fortitude, mnd even
with cheerfuilness. The Chinese wunted
peace when the arsenals at Tien T=in
were captured, and the negotiations bade
falr to be successful. Unfortunately, LI
Ping Heng and Kang Tu arrived here at
the critiesl moment and overthrew the
peace party. Food has been short, but
not terribly so, though wa have had
to be vary eareful’”

A Shanghal dispatch dated August 4
SAYE:

*The first overt attack upon forelgners
occurred this morning. Thres Chinese,
supposed to be soldlers In disgulss, fircd
at a well-known English resident while
he was lying aslesp on the veranda of
his house. He had a narrow escape.

Then
I /heard the command: 'Don't make a
movae, but hand out your valumbles,’ and
looking up saw & revelver not six inches
from my face. I affectsd not fo hear,
conjuring up a way of sacreting the
money I had. ‘Hand out quick,’ came the

T ed under my plllow, grasped her
purse and extended It to the man behind
the gun. He dropped the purss into a
pocket and then passed on to the next
berth. A few minutes later I heard a
shot, several angry exclamations, and
then for a minuts or so quiet relgned.
The shot announced the death of Wiil-
fam J. Fay. His daring had cost him
his 1ife. When ths men ordered him to
throw up his hands, he showed fight. He
opened his vallse and ssoured a revolver,

ter the car. ‘Go to the smoking-car,'
sald he, *and at the next atop leave the
train.’

‘They entered the car and at once drew
revolvers, both fashing weapons in the
eonductor's face, One handed him a flour
snok. “Hold it with both hands,” said
he, ‘and wake up the passengers.’ Then
they began a systomatlc search of the
car,

“It was In semi-darkness, and all the
passengers had retirsd hours beforse Ona
rohber guarded the conductor while tha
other extortéd money. and valuahles from
the passongers. All of the passengers In
the rear Pullman wers soon plundored
and then the bandits entered the forward
Pullman, whera 1 wna, An aged man
W. J. Fay, dlecovered what was taking
place hefors any one elas. He partially
emorgad from his berth and presented a
revolvar through the folds of the cur-
taln. The bandits saw the revolver and
one of them opened fire. At the same
time Fay fired, and It {s bellaved the
bullet struck one of the robbera. Fay
fall llke n log, and was dead before his
body touched the berth. The bullat had
entered his mouth and passsad through
his head. His brains were scattered over
the bed coverings.

“At the momeant of tha ahooting the
train porter entered the car, and onee
the men covered him with thelr revolvers
and commanded him to throw up his
hands. . He turned and ran toward the
chalr car.
and, as the porter sntersd the chair-car,
one of them fired at him, but missed.
Then the men turned tg the Pullman con-
ductor and orderad him to stop.the traln.

“He pulled the rope, but tha traln did
not siow down. ‘Pull harder.’ one of
them commanded, and the conductor
agaln struggled with the rope, and so
hard that it parted. "Uncoupls the cars,’
they thom ordered. but he explainsd to
themi that It was a task that he coulad
not perform. For a dogen miles or more
the train procsaded until-it pulled Into
Hugo. 'Th#f the robbiers compollsd the
conductor to alight first, and, with a mut.
tered ‘Good-bye,® they walked south at a
brisk’ pace.

“As near as I can judge, they boarded
the tralnr at 1:10 A. M. They were on
board nearly one hour, but after the
shooting they ware In absolute command.
The male ,passengers could do nothing,
and. the women actsd admirably. The
robbers’ plans evidently miscarried. They
no ‘doubt had horses at some convenlent
place, and the accident to the bell rope
makes it, In my oplnlon, a good gueoss
that they will ba captured.

which, It was represented, Riddell had
made for that firm, and for which ne
nccounting could be obtained. Tpon being
apprised of these facts. the bondsmel
cailedd on Mr. Riddell and dsmanded s~
mediats relense from his bond, and he
promised to securs u naw bond at enes:

After his confirmation at the last gee-
slon of Congrsss, Riddell was callsd
on for the usual new bond, which, ¢n
being carried to the various sursties, was
slgred In thelr respective offices, but
was never acknowlsdged before & nOfAry.

DENVER, Aug. 5—In an Interview pub-
Hahod here today, United States Senator
Teller expressed the bellef that “ihe ait-
sailow ia Ohina demands tue impedinte
ssagnbllng of Cangross.™ Prealdend *
Benator Taller added. “ia not justified In
golng farther than to protect our offi-
cial repressntatives In that ecountry.
When that !s done, our Army must be
withfirawn unless Congreas shall order
otherwise. The Prealdent cannot declars
war; that can oniy bs done by an ast
of Congreas, and the President eannot
legally carry on a war in China without
such declaration." Regarding the Phiilp-
pines, the Senator sald:

“The war will ceass In tHesa lnlands
when the satisfy the people thersof that
we Intend to concede to them self-gov-
ernment. They are anxlous for an op-
portunity to prove thsir Atness to maih-
taln & ghvorhment af therr own, and ne
one who is famiiiar with thelr character
and acquirements can doubt thelr ca-
pacity In that respect. I have urged ever
alnea the war began that we taks steps
to eanvinee the Filipinos that we are nog
golng to deny them participation in thelr
govornment.”
