Aug. 2—President Thomas McClellond, who has just
resigned the prasidency of Paclfic Unlversity to become th# hoad of Knox
College, at Galesburg, Ill., was born In Lehigh County, Pr., on May day. (845 of
Scoteh-Irish parentage. His parents removed to Mendon, I, when he was 13 years
of age, where he resided untll he entered Denmark Academy, In Iowa, to prepare

for oollege, graduating with the degree of bachelor of arts in the class of '75.

If82 he received hls master's degree from the same Institution. Aftsr studving at
TUnion Theological Seminary, In New York Clty and Andover (Mass) Theolozioal
Beminary, ha completed the course and the degree of bachelor of divinity was eon-
ferred upon him &t the latter school in 18%, Professor McClelland at once accept-
ed a positlon in Tabor (Iao) College, In Whoee faculty he remalned until he aceept-
ed ths presidincy of Paclfic University, In 1831, The high esteem In which he was
held at Tabor was evidenced by that school's meking him a doctor of divinity in
1581 Mra MeClelland, during thelr stay in Oregon, has been prominent In Congre-
gatlonal Misslonary Spclsty work, having been at the head of the lndies' organiza-

tion in this stats,

Their family consists of two sons and a daughter,

Milton W. Smith, F. M. Warren, Newton
McCoy and L. H. Andrews. Dr. MeClel-
land was also present, and read his res-
ignation, which was as follows:

“Forest Grove, Or., Aug. 4. 1%90—To the
Borrd of Trustees of Tualatin Academy
and Pacific University—Dear Sirs: Sey-
eral weeks ago a unanimous and urgent
invitation came to me from the trustees
of Knox College. at Galesburg, Ill., to
become the president of that Institution.
Coming. as it did, unsought and entirely
unexpected, and supported by Influentinl
friends of both Pac!fic University nnd
Knox College. T could not llghtly cast It
aslde, nnd so for these weeks 1 have been
carcfully considering all the questions in-
volved. with the result that T now beg to
tender you my resignstion of the presi-
dency of Tualatin Academy and Pacific
University. in order that 1 may accept the
invitation to the presidency of Knox Col-
lepe,

*T nesd hnrdly zar that T have renched
this settlement of one of the most Alfi-

cult questions of my Ufe after mony mis-
givings and with genuins sorrow at the
thouwht af severine my connecticns with
Paclfic Unlversity, to which, through the
work of the past plne years, T have be-
comes very strongly atteched.

“In thls ponnection T may he permitted
to expres: my grititude to the membern
of the boord for the hearty and generous
support riven me in all my efforts for the
advaneement of the lustituitlon. To the
layalty of the hoard, which his besn eon-
rtant and uoantmons to thl= hour, must
be atttributed in larse mearure whntever
of sicrecs the instititicn has galned un-
der my odministratlon.

Directly back of our
tent good prospecis have been uncovered
In the tudra proper, and, during the past
weelt, probably 50 men have startisl to
sink shafts, varying in depth from 10
tn 16 feet. Most of the ground s poy-
ing, In rome Instances quite well. Ome
man Is tzking from his shaft 310 1o $0
a day. Two other men took out 4 in
one day. It sesms that at varying deptha
according to locallty a2 stratum of gravel
and sand is encountered, in which coarse
gold Is found, whlia the gold In the
beach sand Is very fine and montly at
the surface. If the tundm should prove
to be rich, another good year or two may
b In store for Nome; othorwiss the pros.
pect is exceedingly gloomy for any meas-
urible degree of prosparity for the camp,

Port (Clarencs, York and GColovin Bay
districts are nll, =o' far, and uniess now
country in those di=tricts s prospected
and found to be rich, they wiil not be
worth talking sbout next year. Much
cin happen, however, by next vear, and
intsmuch aa thousands of prospectors
are now overrunning the country in every
direction, some gnod may result from
it. Many prospecting partlas have re-
turned. from varlous directlons and re-
port frultless quests for the yellow metal,
anid everrthing drying up. Many of these
partles are return'ng home after being
out for a month or six wocks, whiis
others are determined to stay with it

It s hordly paying wages, as o
matter of fact, having bssn worked over
four times, The guleh back of Topkulk,
howsver, known as Danlel’'s Creek, Is
quite rich, and {= paying on a few clalma
Cindms here gonsist of 20 acres, and !t
must be a long creek that will contain
more than a doxen clnlms. Quariz has
besn found scattersd over the country
somewhat, but is float mostly and of an
inferfor quality. One or two very prom-
Ising velna have been uncovered, how-
evar, which prospect 510 to $# to the ton.
Boutheastern Alnsks hos produced some
gaod quartz deposits, and 1 belleve the
Alnska Peninsala will produce more, es-
pecinlly in the vieinity of Bristol Bay.

The Federal Government Is erecting
good, substantial bulldings at the mouth
of Nome River, thres miles eant of town,
for miiitary barracks, and at present has
prabably 3% troops quariered there. The
situntion Is an admirable one, on a high,
grassy ridge between tha river and the
gea, and commanding a good view of
the river, sea and surrounding country.
A small body of troops s detniled to
patrol the city, and occuples comfortable
quartsrs in the heari of town In bar-
racks erected for the purpose. Another
detall has been sent to Council Clty, and
others will be provided where ant when
necessary to prevent any infraction of
the law. The military service hers ls
most coxcsllent, under General Randall,
and his competent staff. Major R. G.
Ehert, well known In Portiand and Van-
couver, Is In charge af the city’s sanita-
tlon, and Is performing his duty In a most
efficlent and satisfactory manner.

They are working on four
of the creeka back o the Interfor—Dextar,
Anvil, Bnow Gulch and Glacler—and say
they amre paylng: but {t's an utter im-
posalbllity to get & job from the fact
thnt there are about 0 appllcants for
each job. I don't know what is to be-
come of the horde of broken people who
are congregated here. The town Is under
martial law, which !s the only way to
keep the people under subjection at all

"I've been out with my friend Connell,
whom I came around from New York
with In the City of Columbin.

He has been very slek with typhold fever
for the past month, and T'wve been oaut
hére taking care of him, and using hia
outit to dig on the beach with. It has
been a poor paying proposition, and 1
haven't ‘mnde enough to kesp a slck cat
allve. F'm going into town tamorrow to
sgo (f I can get some sort of a Joh, It Is
uiterly out of the questlon for me to
think of remalning here this Wintsr une
lefs [ can get employment.

“The government here and all sorts of
institutlons are the mo=t crooked affalrs
I ever came In contact with. Thera's a
haspltal hers where they charge $10 a
day, and If a miner is taken there he ia
| compelled to turn over all his worldly
goods ta the hospital, ‘and Iif he has any
clalms sign them over to the hospital be-
fore they will take him. Did you ever
hear. of such grafting? I'm blessed It I
ever did.

“ldle men crowd the streata of the oity,
and hundreds are pennlless and unadble to
#acure employment. Thay have sought
the ald of the Government authorittes to
return them to their homes, and unless
nld soon reaches them, many graves will

bru filled by starvatlon, diseasa and sul-
clde."”

TREASURE FROM NOME.

Three Ships Bring Gold and Report
Better Condition.

BEATTLE, Aug. 8% — Three gteamers
from Cape Nome nrrived vesterday, all
bringing gold and a large numbsr of pas-
sengPre. The Oregon brought $345,000—the
largest consignment of Nome gold since
the dlsrovery of treasure in that district:
the San Fedro brought about 150,000, and
the Charies D Lane 350,000,

A better condition of affairs is reparted
In the northern camp. Smalipox {s said |
to have entirely disappeared, though |
there is still much sickness, mostly pnou-
‘monia. Recent rains have mades work
on the creeks possible, and numerous new
diseoverien are rpeported. Rich bench
clzlma have besn located on Anvil and
Dextsr Creeks, and it Is now beilaved
that Winter work can be carrfed on. On
the divide at the head of Anvil and
Groure Cresks, on the Dextsr alde, at
least @ ghafts have been aunk to bedrock.
Pans of 3 and 15 are sald to be common,
and as high as §1100 has been taken out
in one day

Jafet Linderberg, the heavy Anvil
Creek operator, has started out with a
prospecting party for Norton Sound. He
clalmed to have positive knowledgs of a
rich district, but declined to glve out In-
formation.

The revenue tug Mateor recently re-
turned from a crufss along the coast, via-
iting Eskimo villages for the purpose of
ralleving muffering amonsg the natives
Many deatha have ocopurred among the
Eskimos. and the condition of nearly all
tha survivors Is =ald to be pittable.

‘The Arllls used for making the
holes for the leather thongs In thelr
moceasing and skin canoes ahow great
skili and patience, as thoy had nothing
but stones with which they tapersd these
