Reason to Believe the Allies
Are at the Capital.

THIRTY-THRE- E HUES AWAY AUG. 9

Chaffee Reports the Arrival of the
Column at Ho SI Wu Five Bays
Aso Mnlclner Rapid Progress.

"WASHINGTON, Aug. IS. The American
Commander in China, in --a. dispatch of
just three' words received at the War
Department late this afternoon, sent a
thrill of exultation and expectancy
throughout official quarters by announc-
ing his arrival at Ho Si Wu, only 33 miles-fro-

Pekin last Thursday. The last heard
from him before this was at Yang Tsun,
which has been captured after a hard
fight, and word of Ills movements since
then have been eagerly awaited. Thurs-
day he was IS miles beyond Yang Tsun.
Lang Fang, the place where, the
Seymour expedition turned back, had
been left behind. The battle of Yang
Tsun was fought on-t- 6th, and the ad-
vance on Ho Si Wu was accomplished
on the 9th a march of 18 miles in three
days. This was four days ago, and at
the same rate of progress Chaffee is even
now fairly within striking distance of the
walls of Pekin. It was a consummation
which the War Department had awaited
calmly, as It accorded with calculations,
although the advance has been more rapid
than was expected. .

The dlBpatch fr.om Chaffee, conveying bo
much in so few words, Js as follows:

"Che Foo, Aug. 10. Adjutant-Genera- l,

Washington: Arrived Hospluw (Ho Si
Wu) yesterday. CHAFFEE."

Word of the advance soon spread
throughout, official quarters. In the en-- ;

thusiasm. a" report got about that this
was the day of the actual Arrival at Pe-
kin, but, the War Department has not a
word of the advance beyond Ho Si 'Wu.
It was deemed hardly likely that the
march to Pekin could have been macje
since last Thursday. At the rate of pro-
gresssix miles a day from Yang Tsun to
Hi Si Wu about 24 miles would have been
covered in the last four days, and up to
today this would still leave the interna-
tional forces nine miles from Pekin.
Viewed from any standpoint, the ad-
vance from Ho Si Wu was of the utmost
Importance, not only StrStvolCally, DUt
showing that communication was open
back to Che Foo, that the expected op-
position from Chinese hordes' hid not
been sufficient to prevent the steady
movement, and the influence It would
exert upon the Chinese-- Government.

Brief as the dispatch is, it conveys
much information beyond that specifical-
ly contained in Its few words. Although
it is not stated what force has arrived,
the War Department accepts it to mean
that this is the international force which
first took Pelt Sang and then Yang Tsun.
It has gone steadily forward along the
left bank of the Pel Ho Kiver, keeping
on the main road which skirts the river
bank. At Yang Tsun the railway crosses
the river and branches off to the west.
Now the forces hare left tha railway far
in the rear and are depending upon tha
.hlghwayi and the river.
-- Ho Si Wu is a. place of. considerable
size, and the largest toWn between Tien
Tsln "and Chlng Chla Wan, The latter
place and Tung Chow are two cities of
considerable size in the line of advance
after leaving Ho SI Wu. It Is surrounded
by orchards and gardens, and is a place
likely to have afforded opportunity for
strong defense. It Is the highest, point
on the Pel Ho River, where the river
water is depended on, as. the native wells
are the source of supply in the remain-
der of the route to Pekin.

As it has now taken five daysfor Chaf-
fee to report the advance to Ho Si Wu,
it is evident that wire communication Is
not open to the front. This was hardly
to be expected, and the safe arrival of
the message at leas shows that a cer-
tain measure of communication Is open.
One of the sources of congratulation
among officials Is that the fanatic hordes
of China have not materialized, or at
least have not prevented the international
column from drawlng"close to the sates
of Pekin.

Shortly after this dispatch arrived
message from GeneraJL Chaffee,

much longer, which gave tha .melancholy
result of the fighting at Yang Tsun. The
casualty list was given In detail, with the
additional information that the deadhad
been burled at Yang Tsun, and that the
wounded had been sent back to the hos-
pital at Tien Tsln.

METHODIST MISSIONARIES.

AH But Eighteen Are Known' to Be
Safe and WelL'

NSW YORK. Aug. 13. Dr. A. B. Leon-
ard, corresponding secretary of the
Methodist Missionary Society, today re-
ceived a cablegram from-th- e Rev. Spen-
cer Lewis, of the West China Missionary
Society. The message, which was from
Shanghai, was to the effect that the
missionaries who left Chung King about
10 days ago and had arrived at Shanghai
the 13th Inst. They are: Rev. Olln Cady
and family, Rev. J. O. Curnow and fam-
ily. Rev. W. B. Manly and family. Rev.
Spencer Lewis and family, Rov. H. F.
Peat and family. Rev. Joseph Beech, Miss
Clara J. Collier and Miss B. Galloway.
Dr. Leonard said today that of all the
missionaries now in China under the di-

rection of the Methodist Society, the only
ones supposed to be still In peril are 18

In Pekin. So far, none of the Metho-
dist missionaries is know to have been
killed.

Robert E. Speer. one-- of the secretaries
of the Presbyterian Board of Foreign
Missions, received a cable dispatch to-

day from Charles F. Johnson, M. D. It
was dated from the German city of Tsln
Tau, and was as follows: "I Chow Fu
looted." I Chow Fu is In Shan Tung
Province. The property of the Presby"-toria- n

mission there Is estimated to have
been worth about $20,000. The buildings
included two hospitals. The missionaries
themselves escaped from I Chow Fu to
Tsln Tau some days ago.

EMPRESS DOWAGER FRIGHTENED

Declares Her Intention to Leave
Pekin.

BERLIN, Aug. 13. At the Chinese Le
gation in Berlin, the representative of
the Associated Press was Informed today
that the Empress Dowager had declared
her Intention to leave Pekin and to trans
fer her court to another city before the
allied forces reach the capital. Lu Hal
Houan, the Chinese Minister here, on
learning of this intention, telegraphed to
both the Empress Dowager and the Em-
peror not to leave Pekin, but quietly to
await the arrival of the international
forces.

The German Foreign Office still believes
that the allies have not begun the ad-
vance on Pekin. the rainy season being
unfavorable. It believes that a further
forward movement will be postponed.

The Chinese protest against the land-
ing of troops at Shanghai has been of

ficially received here. A. Foreign Office
official discussing it, said today: "The
protest Isvhero, but who pays any at-
tention now to Chinese, protests?"

Great Britain, according to the German
Foreign Office, has not given any other
declaration of purpose in landing troops
at Shanghai than the declaration made
by the British Consul-Gener- al to th
other foreign Consuls there, namely, tha
protection of life and property.

RUSSIAN WAR REPORT.
Of the Operations at Pelt Sans and

Yans Tsun.
ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 13. The dis-

patch, of Genoral Linevitch, commander
of tha Russian troops in the Province of
Pe Chi Li, to theRussian Minister of War,
General r Kouropatkine, describing the1
capture of Pelt Sang- - and Yang Tsun,
has been published here, but adds little
to the details already known. General
Linevitch estimates that the Chinese at
Pelt Sang were 25.000 strong. He says
thteir left flank was mined and provided
with bomb-proof- s. Their hurried flight
prevented them from destroying a bridge
of boats, and this enabled the allies to
capture the whole camp7 Including 13

guns. At Yang Tsun, General Linevitch
estimates the Chinese forces as about 20,-0-

men. The Russian losses were two
officers and 116 men,, wounded. The re.
port concludes: "Our, troops are biv-
ouacking at Yang Tsun, and are in splen-
did health." '

Russian official circles consider that the
German papers misapprehend the real
scope of the appointment of.

Count von Waldersee, It is pointed
out here that he will act merely as presi-
dent of the council otGenerals to direct
and combine the operations of the dif-
ferent detachments, but without In any
way weakening the importance of their
respective commanders In executing stra?

TOKIO, Aug. 13. The opinion Is ex-

pressed in Japanese official circles that
Russia's occupation of New Chwang jus-
tifies the dispatch of British troops to
Shanghai. It is said that other powers
will be driven to take similar measures
In other parts of China.

Massacres In Pc Chi Li.
BERLIN, Aug. 13. The Catholic paper,

Germanla, says it learns that 10 out of
60 missionaries in the "Vlcarate of South-
west Pe Chi Li have been murdered, and
that 3000 converts have suffered the same
fate.

SAVED BY JOE WHEELER.

Bryan's Young: Son Oiyes His Life to
the General.

QHICAGO, Aug. 13. General Joseph
Wheeler,' commander of the Department
of the Lakes, to'day saved the life of
William Jennings Bryan, Jr., the
old1 son of the Democratic candidate for.
the Presidency. The' lad visited General
Wheeler, and the latter, after his first
greeting, turned to his work and allowed
the youngster to amuse himself. Young
Bryan found a Ioobo chair castor and a
big bundle of rubber bands. These he
tied into a long otrlng, and then, secur-
ing the castor to the bottom, went to a
window and began bouncing the piece of
Iron up and down on the sidewalk, 75

feet below. The General, engrossed with,
his labors, paid no attention to tjiebo.,
who gradually became so Interested In
his play that he leaned farther and. far-
ther out'On the casement of the window.
General Wheeler happened to glance up a
few minutes later, and was horrified to
see the lad hanging wjth his whole body
over the sidewalk and only-- the tops of
his shoes visible.

Opcniner n Three Dnjn' Reunion in
Denver.

DENVER, Col., Aug. 13. Nebraska,
Kansas, Iowa, the Dakotas, Colorado,
Wyoming, Utah, Oregon, and other West-
ern states are represented at the reunion
of veterans of the Philippine campaign,
which opened In this city today, and will
continue for three days.

The idea originated with Gen-
eral Irving Hale, and to his efforts is due
the success of the first annual reunion.
Several hundred badges were issued to
the delegations as they arrived during the
forenoon.

The feature of tomorrow'3 exercises
will be a parade in which the local mem-
bers of the G. A. R. will have the posi-
tion of onor. Various entertainments
will be gyen by citizens in honor of the
visiting yeferans; and Wednesday they
will be taken on excursions to mountain
resorts and noted mining camps.

The veterans, with their friends, filled
Central Presbyterian Church to overflow-
ing tonight. Addresses of welcome were
made by Governor Thomas and Mayor
Johnson, and speeches were made by
General Greene, General Hale and oth-
er officers of the Philippine Army.
