Passing Away of the Ex-Sena- tor

BRONCHITIS WAS THE CAUSE

He Had Gone to New Mexico, Hop-i- ns

a Change of Climate
Would Benefit Him.

.ATCHISON, Kan.. Aug. 16.
States Senator John J. Ingalls died at
East Las Vegas, X. M., at 2:25 o'clock this
rooming, surrounded by his wife and two
sons, Ellsworth and Sheffield. The news
came to the Ingalls home here In a tele-cra-

at io o'clock today. The funeral
will be in Atchison.

Mr. Ingalls' illness dates from March.
ISPS, when at "Washington, his throat be-
gan troubling him. He occupied apart-
ments at a hotel with his family, and
worked steadily writing political arilclei
tor newspapers throughout the country.
He was treated by several specialists, but
received na relief. Ten months ago he
took the advice of physicians and sought
another change of climate, traveling
through New Mexico and Arlzon. He
was atill able to write occasionally for
the newspapers, and to attend tc his busi-
ness affairs. From time to time reports
of his serious Illness were circulated, but
they were Invariably denied both by the
Senator and his family. He did not con-Eld- er

his case hopeless by any means.

Ingalls Last Hoars.
EAST LAS VEGAS. N. M.. Aug. 16.-- The

remains of States Senator
John J. Ingalls, who died this morning
at the Montezuma Hotel, Las Vegas Hot
Springs, nere started for Atchison, Kan.,
his late home, this afternoon, accom-
panied by Mrs. Ingalls and her youngest
eon, Sheffield. The body will arrive in
Atchison Friday afternoon, and the fu-
neral will be held from the old home-
stead Sunday afternoon.

In accordance with a special request of
Senator Ingalls. every feature of the fu.
neral will be simple. The body will be
taken from the Ingalls residence to Trin-
ity Church, Sunday afternoon, where the
Episcopal sen-Ice-

. will be read by Bishop
aiillspagh. The interment at Mount Ver-
non will be private. No funeral sermon
will be preached, and there will be noth-
ing in the nature of a public demonstra-
tion.

The direct cause of death was bronchitis.
Senator Ingalls had been growing w eaker
tar some time from inability to assimilate,
his food, and there were also heart coiu.
plications. He had been able to sit up
last evening, however, and his condition
was then considered slightly better. He
had made all plans to leave for Atchison,
where he had expressed a wish to die.
and it was intended to start not later than
Saturday next.

Of the Senator's last hours, Sheffield
Ingalls said today:

"Father was taken suddenly worse a
little after $ o'clock last eening. The
medical director of the hotel Informed
us that my father was not likely to live
until morning. I left his side at mid-
night and retired to my room for a short
rest. My mother, whom he desired no:
to leave his Mde, came to my door about
2 o'clock this morning and told me that
the end was near. Soon after he lost
consciousness and passed peacefully
away. He talked to us up to half an
hour before he died, and repeated the
Lord's Prayer with my mother some time
before he lost consciousness. His con
duct all through his Illness has been one
of great fortitude. He was anxious for
the end to come, as he had felt for the
last six months that his life work and
career of usefulness was over."

THE POWERS TRIAL,

The Day Given Up to Arguments
of Counsel.

GEORGETOWN. Ky., Aug. 16 In the
Caleb Powers trial today, arguments of
counsel were continued. Colonel W. C
Owens, for the defense, made a brilliant
address tonight. Much Interest Is being
taken in the argument of Colonel Thomas
Campbell for the prosecution tomorrow
forenoon, and in the argument of

Brown, for the defense, tomor-
row, while Commonwealth's Attorney
Franklin will deliver a strong argument
in closing the case tomorrow night.

Victor Bradley, who continued his
speech for the prosecution today, likened
the armed petitioners who went to Frank-
fort to a highwayman who draws his re-

volver and "petitions" the traveler for
his purse, and he told the jury that it
had been proved that Charles Flnley had
said "Goebel will be killed within five
days," and In les than that time Goebel
was lying quivering on the pavement.
He claimed that It had been proved that
Caleb Powers had said: "If no one else
will kill him. I will kill him myself; that
Henry Youtsey said Goebel could be
killed from Powers' office, and the assas-Bl- n

could run down into the basement
and never be discovered. A few sec-
onds after the shooting it is proved that
Youtsey did run down Into the bare-men- t,

out through the barber shop, and
through the eastern1 entrance Into the
office next to Powers'.

When Bradlej had concluded, G. H.
Tinsley. of Barbourville. began for the
defense. He said that one fact stood out
above everj other In this case, and that
was that Powers was not within 50 milei
of Frankfort when Goebel was shot, had
locked his office before he left, and no
one was locked in It; that he could not
possibly have known who fired the shot,
or where it was fired from.

Henry Youtsey. the alleged conspirator,
whose case will b tried next. Is quite ill
In jail here. He may be too sick to go
on trial.

POISON IX THE STOMACH.

Suspicious Death of n Chicago Man-- Hi"

"Widow Suspected.
CHICAGO. Aug.i 16 Poison in deadly

quantities has been found In the stomach
of Edward Herrlck. an aged commission
merchant, whose sudden death last week
served to recall several mysterious deaths
In his nousehold. among the victims being
his first wife. In January last Herrlck
married Mrs. Llmbuner. formerly a do-

mestic employed by the family. Her first
husband also died suddenly- - The result
of the chemical analysis of the contents
of the stomach will be produced for the
Coroner's Jury. Mrs Herrlck, the widow,
will be called as a witness.

TYPOGRAPHICAL UNION.

Proposed Censorship of Commun-
ications by Union Members.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 16. The In-
ternational Typographical Union today
voted to met next year at Birmingham,
Ala. The forenoon was taken up In dis-
cussing a proposed amendment to the
constitution providing for a censorship
by the executive council of all communi-
cations of union members to be printed
in newspapers, circulars or pamphlets re-
flecting on the standing or character, pri-
vate or public, of any member or mem-Te- rs

of the International Typographical
Union. Members violating this claus
shall be subjected to trial and fined,
suspended or expelled on a two-thi- rd t
vote of the members. The object is to
control, in a measure, the matter printed
In labor papers. The proposition was
adopted, IS. to 3. The labor editors were
given a hearlnr and have promised to
Ignore the legislation.

Other matters acted upon today were
the Indorsement of the Women's Label

League and the adoption of legislation
prohibiting speed contests either by hand
or machine.

A resolution was presented empowering
the executive council to treat with a
special committee of the National Pub-
lishers Association for the purpose of
creating a general arbitration committee,
whose duty It win. bt to arbitrate all
differences, pending and future It is
said the matter will be first referred to all
the unions, and If 50 unions sustain the
ruling, a referendum vote will then be
taken.

"The foreign Consuls, acting on a joint

resolution, have sent to their respective
governments the following te'egram:

" 'If the Indian troops (British) are
withdrawn from Wu Sung, it will consti-
tute a menace to the safety of Shantrhal.
These troops ought to be landed on the
basis of an international understanding.
To Insure the adequate safety of Shang-
hai, more troops ought to be landed im-
mediately. "

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RIOTING IN NEW YORK

RACE "WAR CARRIED OX WITH A
HIGH HAND.

3Iany Persons Injured and n Large
Number of Arrests Made Plenty

of Worlc tor the Police.

NEW YORK, Aug. 16. Such a furious
ebullition of race hatred as found Vent
in the rioting that occurred here last
night, the outgrowth of a jnurder a few
days ago of PolIcemanThorpe by a ne-
gro named Arthur Harris, has been not
equaled In New York In many years.

As a result of the disturbance, which
raged from midnight until 3 o'clock, and
burst out in a flame of passion and vio-
lence at intervals until daybreak, there
were about 50 persons Injured by pistol
balls, razors or knives, rocks and clubs.
Of these, one negro, Lloyd Lee, may not
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recover and Policeman Kennedy
seriously Injured. Lee have
made threats against the life Kennedy
because was particular friend and
associate Thorpe, the murdered officer.

The police say that few, If any, previ-
ous race riots In this city have com
pared with that of last night, so far as
the dogged determination of those who
precipitated it is concerned.

All the prisoners arrested in the riot,
except Leg, were arraigned in the West
Side Court today. A majority were fined

10; a fow were held In bonds to keep
the peace: several were discharged, and
Carr was held to await the result of the
Injuries to Officer Kennedy. The magis-
trate stated In advance that all the pris-
oners before him should have a fair trial.

Inspector Thompson, with 100 policemen

He
had not done anything wrong, but sev-
eral white men tried to get In a punch at
the black man, and twow women tried to
stab him in the face with hat pins. In
spector Thompson arrived just In time to
see a paving stone crash through the
car window and lay the negro out wltli a
stunning blow on the head. Louis Swartz,
18 years old, threw the stone, He was
arrested.

Word reached "the West Forty-sevent- h

street station that a large mob was at
Eighth avenue and Forty-secon- d street
The reserves were run out and dispersed
the crowd, which numbered over 1000 per-
sons. A second alarm sent the reserves
to Forty-nint- h street and Tenth avenue,
but not more than 50 persons were there.
They ran before the policemen. A mob
was reported at Amsterdam avenue and
Sixty-fir- st at 1 p'clock. A squad went
there and found, a crowd of about 1000,

who were dispersed. The pollce then
found Anton Steweteslk, an Italian fruit
vender, lying on the sidewalk, stabbed in
the chest. He said William Cody, a white
boy, had robbed the fruit stand, and when
he had protested they beat him and
stabbed him with the Italian's frult-knlf- e.

A riot call was sent In from Thirty-sevent-

street and Eighth avenue at 10

o'clock. Chief Devery ordered Captain
Cooney to take a large squad and dis-
perse the crowd. Cooney found several
hundred men and boys at the corner men-
tioned, and they were acting very ugly.
The mob was charged and many persons
were clubbed. Policeman John J. How-
ard saw a well-dress- 'man on the cor-
ner and ordered him' to move on. The
man refused to do so. Howard knocked
him down and took a revolver from him.
Howard made another search and found
that the man had a badge. He then let
him go, convinced that he had 'beaten a
brother officer. Half an hour later the
policeman who had been clubbed stag-
gered Into the West Thirty-sevent- h street
station to complain of his treatment.
Chief Devery at once recognized him as
Patrolman William Powers. Chief De-
very ordered Captain Cooney to take
Powers shield and revolver, and lock him

MANIFESTO FROM FIT?

IF JEFFRIES "WILL NOT FIGHT; HE
WILL CLAIM CHAMPIONSHIP.

National League Scores Results of

NEW yORK, Aug. 16. James J. Jef-
fries' refusal to meet the winner of. the
Sharkey-iFitzsimmo- bout August 31 has
caused the Australian to Issue a state-
ment, in which he threatens to claim tlje
championship by default. If successful in
his coming encounter In this statement
Fltzslmmons says-- ,

"I. see that Jeffries has crawled out of
the responsibility of meeting me In the
ring again. Tuesday Mr. Brady, waiting
until Sharkey and myself wert matched
for August 24. challenged the winner. tot
meet Jeffries August 31. I promptly ac- -'
cepted the opportunity, providing I was
fortunate enough to defeat Sharkey. The
matter was settled then and there. Now
this great champion of the world can'tv

devote 10 days' training for the prospect
of establishing beyond question his, right
to the title and earning about $25,000.

"The truth of the matter is that Jef-
fries is afraid to meet me again. I have
accepted every offer he ever made for a
return match, and yet ho has made a
silly excuse to get out of the match. I
hereby give Jeffries notice that, having
accepted his challenge. In the event of
winning from Sharkey, I shall claim the
championship of the world, and I believe
the public will sustain my claim and rec-
ognize mo as the real champion."

When W. A. Brady, the champion's
manager, was shown Fltzslmmons' .state,
ment, he said:

"Fltzslmmons will have to defeat Shar-
key or we will not consider any match
with him. Jeffries knocked him out once
and there la no reason why he should
fight again with him. Jeffries, however,
to show that he is the real champion, will
fight Fltzslmmons If he wins from the
sailor, but there is ono condition that I
will insist upon, and that is that the win-
ner shall take the entire purse. He will
not split the purse, as Fltzslmmons sug-
gested to me the other day."

Thistles ns Food for Cattle.

Several Sully County farmers who
sowed a large acreage of wheat last
Spring, and who did not secure a crop
on account of the dry weather, are cut-
ting the growth of wild grass and thistles
with what wheat did show up for fodder
for their cattle. Several tests which
have been mado show that when thistles
are cut before the thorns harden, cat-
tle will leave the hest of hay for this-
tles, and these fields now being cut will
yield a far larger tonnage to tho acre
than will prairie hay.

H. J. Scott, of Cairo, spoke strongly In
favor of this resolution, claiming that if
It was Ignored, Bryan would lose thou-
sands ot negro votes. .
