
NOME WORKED OUT

That's What's the Matter
With Beach and Creeks.

STATEMENT OF WINING ENGINEER

He Made Pergonal Examination Of

the Country Very Few Claims
Will Far for Further Worlt.

BAKBR CITY, Aug. following
account of conditions and prospects la
the 'Cape JJerae country 1b from s. letter
Just received "here from James Birch,
a mining engineer, who represents the
Sea Gold Mining Companj,pf Cripple
Creek, Colo., who was sentto Alaska to
make a thorough examination of the
country for .his companj and who gives
the most comprehensive and, it Is be
lieved, the most reliable report of the
region that has jet been sent out. He
came down on the same ship that brought
this letter:

Nome City, Alaska, July 25 The exe-d-us

from Nome commenced some time
gD, and w e remained as Jong as we

there was any possible chance to
set even en the trip, and we believe"
evtry person of our acquaintance .baa
1c ft or wIH leave, as .soon as they can
set their business in shape. Nome may
prove a good camp for a few people,
but we have not met anv one who has
made anj thing like wages for either last
Fall s work or this ;'ears work, and we
hate met a good mknj hundred, wbo(
like ourselves, have not earned a dollar,
arid this applies to mlher, laborer', mer-
chant, mechanic, We have heard of men

ald to have Sold town lots or mining
properety at fabulous prices, and of for-
tunes having been taken out of the beach"
and the creeks and do not doubt there
may be such men. but we have not seen
the men or any evidence of the truth

f the statements Last Fall there un-
doubtedly was some fouhdatlon for the
COid stories so industrlouslj circulated ty
individuals and the transportation com-
panies

At Nome last Fall there was a strld
of beach about 20 miles long by 50 feet
Tilde, with a five-inc- h pay streak on
considerable of It, laying from five 16
ee en feet deep, that gav e good pay, and
that had some Very rich fcpots In places
the sand on top of the pay streak would
pay, a few men taking out thousands,
and a larger number of men taking out
hundreds Advices of rich strikes and
clean-up- s were coming In from Anvil,
JJixter, Buster and Snow GUlch Creeks,
ond doubtless reports of rich strikes froni
various other creeks. Many had located
of purchased mining or town property,
secured title they believed good, opened
up pay streaks on. beach or on creeks in
tho districts named, or erected buildings
Sot store or residence. Winter commenced
closing in oh this condition of things It
was generally thought the first freeze-u- p

would stop work on beach and creek
vintil Slay or June, and a large number of
people left their property to catch the
last ships out for the States, with prac-
tically all communication cut off behind
them. Intending, after spending the Win-
ter In the States, to come back In early
Spring with supplies and machinery to
make the most of "their opportunity, the
lower-grad-e sand and the short season
The W Inter remained unusually open, and
a stead v stream of people from Dawson
and the Yukon country continued, until
over 3000 people- - were in Nome. They
took possession of town lots, tore down
buildings, using the lumber for buildings
jf their own, located mining properly

regardless of prior location, and with dog
teams located mining claims covering ev-

er' river and creek within 150 miles of
Nome, and of every other port on the
Coast, for Cape Tork to St Michaels,
also hundreds of miles of tundra and
beach claims and several mountains The
act of location consisted In a ereat many
cases of not over 10 minute? work, se-
lecting a willow along the center of the
creek or Tlver at the commencement of
the intended location, and fastening on
the willow one of the several hundred lo-

cation notices carried On the beach a
large number of men vere working every
day, tho weather permitting, and by June
1 practicallj all the pay on the beach
had been worked out, and many of the
best spots had been worked over six or
csvon times

Hour Reports Went Far.
While all this was going on at Nome,

those who had gone out were telling
their friends, families and neighbors of
the wonderful richness of Nome and
showing the gold they had taken out;
w ere arranging to take famllj and friends
to Alaska, and selling their homes and
business for money to put Into machinery
and for Investment generally In this
wonderful, absolutely sure gold Held It
has been estimated that 12.000 to 15,001
peoplo left the states for Nome; ona ship
arrived In April, several In May. and over
80 ships wore at one time In port dtirlng
June We shipped on the steamer Alli-
ance w hlch anchored June 14, with 17 ves-
sels In port ahead of her. Shallow water
necessitated anchoring about 14 miles
from Nome. A great manv idle people
were on the beach; small boats came out.
60llcltlng passengers to go on shore, and
the boatman gav e us the following Infor-
mation:

Three thousand men had Wintered at
Nome, the beach had .practically been
worked out; some men were rocking on
the beach, but none making wages; the
whole country had been staked; creek
claims were doing nothing for want of
rain to thaw the Ice out of the ground,
and as to the tundra, nothing had been
found that thev knew of; there was small
demand for labor, but jl per hour was
being paid for unloading vessels; down
at Topkok, near Golofnln Bay, a strike
made in oarlj Spring had given rich
values and some pay for 000 feet length,
hut was uiokly worked out.

Several passengers returned from shore
and stated that cigars and drinks were
CO cents each, a good meal cost $2 to IS;
beds, 54 to JS per night, when they could
be had at all; and that so much property
had heen jumped and was being held
with the backing of the local authorities,
that there was no such thing as title. 1

One of our passengers thought he had
mining property, town lots and residence,
"went ashore to get the house ready for
Ms family, found everything" he had
owned last Fall now owned by other peo-
ple, and with the local authorities, be-
hind them A great many people found
the same condition, until flna'ly the "United
States military authorities wer ap-
pealed to. and General Randall Issued a
bulletin, saving he would enforce law
and order Many stocks of merchandise
Intended for opening up business houses
were closed out on tho beach at reduced
prices, and at an early date It looked
as though Nome was a very hard prop-- J
ostites tor all oz us.

"What Miner Were Getting.
During the last of June hundreds of

rockers were fit work on the beach, sorne
feund spots that had been overlooked
and took out pay, but after a thorough
investigation from Nome to Cape Rod-
ney, It miles, we were satisfied abso-
lutely that none of the rockers were
snaking wages or had any show what-
ever of doing so; we could not see what
results tho power plants were, getting,
excepting those operated by our acquaint-
ances, and several where the owners
gave us the information an,d proof. But
at this time we know that a very large
proportion of them did not make oper-

ating expenses.
As to tho thousands o river, creek,

portion of them are now either subjects
of litigation or will be if" any value worth
fighting over Js found, as they have been
located by from two to seven claimants,
fixamlnaflon of the records shows a very
bad mlx-u- p: For example, John Doe lo-

cated and .recorded ground as clalni No.
40 on what he calls White Creek, while
thesame grdund is located and recorded
by Richard 'Boe on what he" calls Black
Creek.

We traveled over and prospected, as
practically as the undeveloped condition
of the country will now permit; a large
scope at country, and by combination
with friends, all the Nome District that
anvthlnc Is claimed for. Personally, we
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'walked from Nome to Cape Rodney and
return, covering- - the "beach, mouth of
Penny River and mouth of Cripple River
then on. Snake River and the small creeks
"emptying Into It; from Kome to mouth of
Big Hurrah Greek on Solomon River, cov-
ering the beach to Port Safety and mouth
of Solomon River: mouth of Nome RiVer;
mouth of Bonanza Rtrer and Solomon!
Rivet to Discovery, and there we camped.
We were within 12 miles of Council City,
and our friends covered all the creeTcs
along the Pilgrim, Kasadapoga ana fteuK
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luk Rivers not covered by us, we repdrt- -
ing on our territory and they oh theirs

Claims BO Kot Produce.
We know men who would not huy prop-

erty on Anvil, Dexter, Buster or Snow
Gulch because of bad title, but we have"
to say that outside of those creeks, hav-
ing covered the rich terrltorj'
to our satisfaction, we couid find onlv
one claim where we would desire to risk
operating, and onlj three claims that we
would pay as much as $1000 for, not on
account of lack of title, hilt on account
of the lack of prospects for paj gold
Quarts Creek on the is gen-
erally admitted In the to
have produced pay gold r and Ophlr Creek
(Lane's propertj) on the Neukluk, has
probably produced considerable money,
but both creeks are dry and not produc-
ing now ThetBO-ce- to $1 pans and ?5
nugget stories of this district which we
had heard ran down to 2 cents per panj
and nuggets, salted from Klondike pokes,
made us think they expected the rain to
bring gold as well as w'ater.

The production of Anvil, Dexter, Blis-
ter and Snow Gulch Has been gre&fely
overestimated In print; a number of
claims lh thes6 districts have not glv?en a
profit, for" operating; Lilndblomt Laile and
some others have, no douht, taken out
large values, and we believe a majority
of Anvil Creek claims haVe paid a
profit, but this small district cannot make
a big mining camp; there Is orie bench
or tundra claim, near head of Anvil, that
has given 1700 to a shift clean-u- and
several others on the same creek ciaim
good prospects, an.d are likely to make
their claim 'good, but outside of that
district we have been undble to find, and
do not believe there is, bench or tundra
claim from Cape York to Golofnln Bay
that ever produced $50 or thdt shows any
probability Of dolrig so. To compare
Notae. with any one of several rich Daw-eo- n

claims does not seem reasonahle to
us, and on June 24 iiln,e"-tent- of What-

ever goldpfoducers Nome has were not
being operated, through lack of watef or
from legal troubles; If the Jfomo District
was In the States, with a reasonable
length of season for work, ordinary legal
rights and som means-o- f .enforcing them,
near a base-- ot supplies and where a
dollar had some kind of Value, the show-
ing made by the Nome country wotlld
justify systemdtlc arid thor'bugh prospect-
ing; but under the conditions existing
we do not think the possibility of gain
large enough to maEe it anything of
business proposition.
