That Blanket Lzccxsz. People are
now discussing the blanket license ordi-
nance on every corner, and each lias a
different theory as to how the license
should be adjusted. A citizen who has
listened to many of these theories says
there are a thousand ways of Imposing
this tax and every one of them Is "wrong
to some. Most people realize that theImposition of this tax is a necessity andacqlusce cheerfully in the, taxation of
everybody except themselves. Each hassome good reason to give why he should
xot be taxed. Those who pay no taxes
on real estate are of the opinion that theonly tqultable way of raising money for
the expense of the city is by taxing real
estate, so that "each may pay his
chare." Those who are not in businessare of opinion that every avocation, oc-
cupation or profession should, be taxed
and so on. As the license committee have
undertaken to place a flat license on all
sorts of business, there are many who
think tho license ought to be graded ac--
coramg to the amount of business done.If this were attempted the committee
would be advised to try some other
scheme, and they might keep on trying
till the end of time without finding any
plan that would please any more than the
prerent one. They have put their hands
to tho plow, and they are not likely to
look back: if they do, they are undone.

A. number
of persons engaged in the manufacture
of lumber waited on the license commit-
tee yesterday to discuss the blanket li-

cense ordinance in relation to its provis-
ion in regard to sawmills. W. B. Aver, of
tho Wfstern Lumber Company, was tho j

principal spokesman of the crowd. The
discussion was a very pleasant one. The
delegation realized that more money must
bo raised in future and the city must be
taken care of. One of the best methods
of securing this would be for the city
to have its own assessor. In the mean-
time money must be raised somehow.
"Manufacturers ought to bo encouraged,
and yome way ought to be devised to
avoid placing a license on the sawmill
business. Anything of this nature was
Tepugnunt to manufacturers. It was sug
gested that if sawmills paid half a cent f
a tnousand feet on tho logs cut It would
le taxing them all that they ought to be
taxed and more In proportion to their
profits than most other business paid.
Tho committee will consider all that was
jsaid and suggested and arrive at some
conclusion soon.

GUINEA-PIG- S AT COLLEGE.

They "Win Be Sacrificed for
Benefit of Hmnanlty.

The fact was mentioned a short time
ago In The Oregonlan that there was a
scarcity of guinea-pi- gs in this state and
on the Coast generally, so that orders from
various institutions of learning for these
animals could not be filled. The State
Agricultural College, at Corvallis. has j. will add to the grandeur and magnitudelately secured 23 of these animals from
Jacksonville, I1L, which cost landed here,
about S3 cents each. The Corvallis Times
saysr They go Into the bacteriological
department, where they will die for tho
benefit of humanity."

They are to be used for experimental
purposes. Eery new disease which
comes along will be Imparted to one of
these animals by inoculation or other-
wise, and if things go right, it will have
a genuine case cf the disease, and then.
it will be known that the correct germ
has been secured. The problem then
Is to find a cure, and in experimenting for
this the lives of a number of the guinea-pig- s

arc likely to be forfeited. This sort
of thing may be Interesting to the guinea-pi- g

for a time, but after It has run tho
gamut of half a dozen diseases, it Is like-
ly to become wearied and succumb t
some trifling ailments

The guinea-pi- g is not a p4g at all, but a
species of rodent originally from South
America. Its harmless disposition makes
It a favorite pet for children, but It Is of
no particular use except to scientists for.
purposes of experiment. There Is no moro
reason why Oregon should Import guinea-pig- s

than eggs, butter or hog products, as
any number can be raised without trouble
or expense, It is exceedingly prolific, and
it has been calculated that a single pair
in a year may become the parent stock of
1000 individuals. Farmers' hoys In the
vicinity of Corvallis should procure a pair
or two and supply the Agricultural Col
lege with all it requires.

SEEKING GOD'S COUNTRY.

Minnesota farmers "Will Bay land
and Settle in Oregon.

William Sproat, a Minnesota farmer at
the head of a p'arty of 12, registered at
the Perkins yesterday. They have all
5old their holdings near Crookston, in the
northern part of the state, deciding to
come to Oregon, where the seasons are
milder and the farmers are surer of a
crop every year.

Mr. Sproat said yesterday that a most
disastrous drought had visited Minnesota
this season, stunting the growth of grain
and grass, and that this dry period was
followed by a long wet spell, which de-
stroyed the short crops after they had
been cut and placed in bunches in the
fields. The wheat headed out when only
a few Inches high, and so could not be
cut and bound as usual. The farmers,
already discouraged, were then thorough-
ly disgusted, and those who could sell
out have dono so.

Tho party had an advance agent In Ore-
gon, wrho wrote them of the favorable
conditions here, so they loaded their live-
stock and household goods on the cars
and came on. A number of fine Jersey
cattle are among the livestock, and these
will be unloaded at The Dalles while the
newcomers decide in what particular por-
tion of the state they shall locate. They
have their eye on a large tract of farm
ing, fruit and dairy land In Columbia
County, about 20 miles from Portland,
and they may decide to purchase this and
settle down again.

GAS PLANT DESTROYED.

Fire in. the Grounds of the Terminal
Company.

The gas plant of the Plntsch Compress-
ing Company, at the Terminal grounds,
was destroyed by fire between 11 and 12

o'clock last night. The fire started with
an explosion while the men in charge
were engaged on the outside, and the
flames at once took possession of the in-

terior of the low brick building. The de-
partment was on hand promptly, and pre-
vented the fire spreading to the numer-
ous Pullman coaches in the yard near
bv. The nlant was operated for nUr--
pose of furnishing Illuminating gas to the
passenger coaches. The loss Is about
$1500, and the company will be put out of
business for several weeks, until repairs
can be made.

HAVE MORE ROOM.

TO

Official Reports From Elks Lodges
Shovr Attendance on. Elks' Day

. WiU JBe Immense.

The ordinance passed by the Council
"Wednesday, authorizing the Street Fair
and Carnival to occupy additional streets

of the affair very considerably, and more
than insure the success of the enterprise.

As now arranged for, the territory cov-
ered will extend on Sixth street Xrom
iammu to Couch streets, on Ankeny A

street to west .fark. and taking" in "West
Park, street and the two park blocks be-
tween Ankeny and Couch streets, and
Couch street from Park to Sixth street.

The space on Sixth street between Yam-
hill and Morrison will be devoted to. a
garden full of beautiful flowers, plants,
arbors and decorations of all kinds. Tho
booths wiil occupy the .space between
Morrison and Stark streets, And from
Stark street to Ankeny street there will
be the woman's building, Manufacturers'
building, and the grain palace.

Sixth street from Ankeny to Couch
street Is set apart for the midway, which
will also extend along Ankeny street to
"West Park street, and along West Park
street to Couch. On the twb park blocks
will be the German village.

Great preparations are being made, anda fuller account of the different at-
tractions can bo given as the work pro-
gresses.

H. E. Dosch has been appointed to take
charge of the display of Oregon's re-
sources for the carnival, and any one de-
siring space in the grain palace now un-
der construction should apply at once to
Mr. Dosch at his headquarters, 216 Wash-
ington street. The display promises to be
the most magnificent In tho line of grain
and fruit from Oregon. Washington and
Idaho ever shown In the Northwest.

Already over 1S0O tickets for Portland's
Street Fair have been "sold In the City of
Seattle. A like proportion has been p'ur--
chased in Tacoma, and from every one of
the 30 lodges of Elks on the North Pacific
Coast. There Is no question that there"
will be the largest crowd of strangers In
Portland on September 6 that has ever
visited this city, the greater number in-

tending to remain over for Floral day, on
the 7th, and Commercial Travelers' day,
Saturday, the 8th.

Urgent Tequests are sent from the ac-

commodation committee that all who
have rooms to spare should notify Chair-
man H. C. Bowers, at carnival headquar-
ters, corner of Seventh and Washington
streets. Probably many people now at the
coast have vacant rooms" at their dis-
posal. Any such having rooms will confer
a vers great favor upon tho committee
by addressing their communications to
the headquarters at onco.

Several additional fraternal orders have
within the, last few days signified their
Intention of 3oIning in the opening pa-
rade on SeDtember 4, which fact now as-

sures the largest procession ever seen In
Portland. Several business houses are
voluntarily granting a half-holid- for
the opening day. Committees will make
a thorough canvass, and there Is llttlp
doubt but that the afternoon will bo gen-
erally observed.

ST, LOUIS EMBEZZLER TAKEN

Fugitive for Years Arrested by
Portlnnd Detectives.

Roland Qulnten. accused of embezzling
between $25,000 and $CO,000 In Sfc Louis
several years ago, was arrested last even-
ing at the Qulmby House by Detectives
Day and Welner, who had been watching
for him several days. The prisoner has
been a fugitive from justice since leaving
St. Louis, and had been traced to New
Orleans and other portions of the South,
but managed to elude his pursuers until
Portland's detectives got on his track,
four days ago. Last Sunday Day was
notified by a telephone message from
Charles Alisky, at The Dalles, to look out
for Qulnten, on one of the boats, so he
went to the Cascade Locks, where ho
expected the man to step off, as all the
passengers usually disembark at that
point Qulnten was not seen, however,
and last evening Day said he was the
only passenger who did not get off, hav-
ing evidently smelled a rat.

Last night Day was telephoned to again
from The Dalles: "Qulnten Is in Portland
and stopping at the Qulmby House, as
his mail Is forwarded to him from here,
under the alias of A. L. Lenhart." Day
and Welner repaired to the hotel, and,
finding a light In "Mr. Lenharfs" room,
they knocked at the door. It was opened
ana Day said: "How do you do, Mr. Quln-

ten; we are" detectives and would like
you to come down to the police station."
Qulnten said: "That's my name, and the
game Is up," and at once resigned himself
to the officers.

At the station he seemed to be perfectly
at ease, but would not agree to leave for
SL Louis without requisition papers, and
talked quite glibly of habeas corpus. The
officers, however, expect no trouble on
that score.

The urlsoner Is a gentlemanly-appea- r
ing man of florid complexion, well dfessed.
about 32 years of age, ana is or uerman
descent, speaking both English and his
mother tongue fluently. Ho was prepar-
ing to leave for Rltzville, Wash., tomor-
row, where he was to represent a Port-
land furniture house.

full number running at large on the
streets, as at least a third, and probably L
half, the dogs seen on the streets were
never licensed. Many people have taken
out one. license and secured a tag for one
dog, and after a while came back and
stated that the tag had been lost and
procured another which was placed on
another dog. Many have dogs with no
license tag and some with no collar on f
them. They explain that their dog lost
the tag. and some have taken the collar
off, to allow the dog to feel more com-
fortable. The new dog license law will
not allow of such prevarications.

MESQUITE GRASS.

Rancher Who Thinks It Desirable
for Foothills of Cascade Range.

HOLLEY, Or., Aug. 13. To the Editor.)
As the time is near at hand for the

annual burning of what is commonly
called "slashes," the .problem is before
many newcomers as to what, kind or
kinds of grasses to sow. I wish to say
something in favor of the only grass that
so far has stood the test In our section,
and that Is mesquite. I watched with
Interest the much discussed subject of
grasses in your paper this Spring, but
I am convinced that location and what
is wanted of a grass determines what
should be sown.

No one wishes to dispute the nutritive
qualities of standard grasses, such as
orchard grass and timothy, and where
they can be grown successfully they are
hard to beat for many purposes, but In
the foothill regions of the Cascade Moun-
tains, as far as my knowledge extends,
they do not last with mesquite. I sowed
all three kinds eight years ago, and the
mesquite Is here still, doing better every
succeeding year. All others are gone.

Now I have this to say In regard to
the mesquite grass for hay, and pa-
stureIt cannot be beaten for the purpose
we use It for, and that is general stock-raisin- g.

First there is no kind of hay that
is better adapted to feeding to young
stock or milch cows during the Winter,
and for WInter'pasture It Is worth about
tho same as the hay that can be cut
As soon as rain comes the grass starts
and grows all Winter. Of course, orchard
grass never stops growing, but stock like
it so well during the growing season that
If there Is not an abundance of It they
will eventually eat it out. The same is
also true of tlmdthy. But mesquite dur-
ing the growing season develops a velvety
fuzzy formation on the leaf, that Is Its
protection from stock. They don't like
It so well till it heads out, and then they
will eat It close to the ground.

Cattle on mesquite pasture will keep
spots eaten close, and they do well
on It, provided there Is plenty to range
over and plenty of opportunities to se-
lect such spots. The writer seeded 40
acres to grass last Fall. Only four acres
were put to timothy, the rest to mes-
quite ,and I don't think I have made
a mistake. I only sowed tho timothy
to lengthen out the hay harvest. Tim-
othy is too binding in Its nature for stock.
It has been demonstrated that young
stock will not Winter on It, as a largo
per cent nearly die from costlveness.
There Is a number of stockmen in this
section that have had years of experi-
ence with many kinds of grasses, and
their experiences are generally outlined In
this article. All T have talked with on
the subject are unanimous in favor of
Mesquite. I have written, this for the
reason that It is a grass that seems to
be discredited by many, and many seem
to go out of they way to speak dispar-
agingly of It. I have a catalogue for
1900, which says: "It possesses little nu-
tritious value, and Its cultivation is not
recommended." The experience of tho
foothill stockmen Is diametrically op-
posite.

Now, as my experience only tends to
the small space of nine years In this
state, I will say I have been talking this
matter over with stockmen ever since I
came to this state, and with their state-
ments and my own observation. I have
evolved this article for the consideration
of all similarly situated with the writer.
