The Firemen’s Contest.

PARIS, Aug. I7.—The preliminary con-
tests in the exhibition of fire apparatus
eame off this afternoon at Vincennes,
=ome 5000 firemen, rspressnting all the
nations, partieipating. The American
reprosentatives, Chief George C. Hale, of
Kansas City, and the men of the Kan-
sas Clty fire brigade, caused great won-
derment by their quick harmessing and
running, together with their method of
life-gaving. They recelved an ovation and
by common consent wars assigned the
first plsce. The contests will be con-
tinued tomorrow.

A Sweeping Kansas Platform.

The Kansas Popullsts are really state
soclalists. The jstate already has a
plant for the manufacture of bindary
twine. In thelr piatform the Kansas Pop-
ulists “especinlly favor the development
of our oll resources by the state, and
the rellef of our people from the sxac-
tions of the Standard Ol monopoly by
the erectlon of a state refinery to refine
the products of the oll flelds of our state
and sapply ofl! to our people for thelr
own use, at the cost of production with-
out paying tribute to that overgrown mo-
nopoly."”

They want the state constitution
amended “so as to permit the establish-
ment of siate stockyards and markets,
to provide for state Insurance and to per-
mit the people ax a whole to carry on
any business or industry by which they
can promote thelr own welfare,”

They belleve In Government ownership
of rallroads and in “the applicadlon of
the principles of Government ownership
as & remedy for monopolles of every
kind.” They want “municipal ownership
and operation of plants for the supply of
water, light, heat and power, and slso
of all stresticar lines and telephond sys-
tema.”
