Back FbOm Alaska Cruise. Captain
Langfltt, United. States Engnieers. en-

gineer of the ISth lighthouse district,
who left Portland June !X) with Captalu
Day, lighthouse Inspector, for a cruise
In Alaskan waters on the tender Colum-
bine, arrived home yesterday morning. He
left the Columbine at Seattle, and Cap-
tain Day is coming around to the Colum-
bia on her. The object of the trip was
to inspect aids to navigation and select
suitable sites Xor several lighthouses.
They Inspected some 00 aids to navigation
and established several new ones: also
selected a site for a lighthouse at Dutch
Harbor and several others In Southeast
Alaska. The trip was a very enjoyable
one, owing to the fine scenery, and some
good halibut fishing was enjoyed. The
monotony of the cruise was relieved by
a lively storm encountered on the passage
from Sitka to Dutch Harbor. With the
flsh and lumber of Alaska and the devel-
opment of the mining Interests there, the
commerce is bound to increase, and It will
not be many years before the coast line
Is dotted with lighthouses.

For Killing an Elk. Game and For-
estry Warden Qulmby Is having an In-
vestigation made of the case of a man
named Heckler accused of killing an elk
In Clackamas County. The cas? was first
brought up in Wasco County against
Matt Busick, but the charge was dis-
missed, as the testimony showed that
the elk was shot two and one-ha- lf miles
Inside the Clackamas County line. It was
also proven at the trial that Busick shot
at the elk and missed, but that Heckler
shot and killed It. Both of the men
dressed the elk, carried it to camp to-

gether, and ate of it together, but the
elk was In possession of Heckler. In case
the Investigations prove that Heckler
really killed the elk, he will be prosecuted
In Clackamas County.

Oregon Was Represented. Lieutenant
C H. Meussdorffer, Company F, Second
Oregon Volunteers, who is now in Wash-
ington, D. C, employed in the Census
Bureau, was a member of General Lawton
Camp, Eighth Army Corps Veterans, or-

ganized there August 6. The camp is
composed entirely of men who saw serv-
ice in the Eighth Army Corps. One
would not expect to And many veterans
so far East as Washington, but in re-
sponse to the call for a meeting a con-
siderable number responded, represent-
ing nearly all the Western States. Lieu-
tenant Meussdorffer and H. L.'Holgate
represented Oregon.

taking copy from tho hook in his turn,
dumping his matter, correcting his
proof, eta In eight hours Mr. Glen set2S30
lines of type making 73,K) ems. At the
speed his machine was run, 3300 lines
was the limit of Its casting ability, so it
will be seen tho output was within 370

lines of the capacity of the machine. As
there Is an average of 40 characters to
the line, during the eight hours Mr.
Glen assembled Into lines 113.300 separate
matrices, or what would All more than
13 columns of The Oregonlan. Under
special speed conditions a longer line,
machine running faster, selected copy,
etc better recorda have been reported,
but working under the same conditions
Mr. Glen did, it Is not believed his per-

formance can bo beaten.

Pres-
ident Lytle, of the Columbia Southern
Railroad, informed the managers of the
carnival yesterday that his company
would ship to Portland several carloads
of grain and other products of the ter-
ritory tapped by the railroad. v

TWO INQUESTS YESTERDY,

Deaths of Mrs. Richards and Mrs.
"Wood-worth- . Investigated.

Two Coroner's inquests were held last
evening. At the Inquest over the remains
of Mrs. Mary Richards, the testimony
was heard of Hamilton Hanklhs, George
Bieloh and D. D. Patterson, who live In
the lodging-hous- e at First and Jefferson
streets, where the death occurred. They
testified to finding Mrs. Richards on
Thursday morning, suffering from the
effects of poison which she said she had
taken, and from which she died before a
physician could be obtained. They also
testified to tho fact that she was In a
morbid state of mind, and frequently ex-

pressed her intentions of committing sui-
cide. She was a native of Ireland and 32

years 'old.
The jury brought In a verdict of death

from strychnine poisoning taken with
suicidal Intent, and the jury further found
"that a certain physician was called to
attend the deceased, and that her life
might have been saved had the physician
not refused to attend the case when sum-
moned."

In the second Inquest, Inquiring intot the
cause of the death of Mrs. Fremont E.
Woodworth, at 249 Monroe street, Alblna,
Thursday afternoon, a verdict was not
reached, but the testimony of several im-

portant witnesses was heard, indicating
suicide. "When the death was discovered,
the pistol was found In a strange posi-
tion at tho foot of the bed and on her
left side, and at first It was supposed
that It. could not have been placed there
by her. The medical testimony of Dr.
W. B. Hamilton, however, explained that
while the weapon was found in a strange
position, and the pistol wound must have
caused 'almost instantaneous death, yet
it could have reached such a position by
having been thrown there in a dying
paroxysm.

Miss Emma Whitney, a next-do- neigh-

bor, testified that Mrs. Woodworth was
usually of a cheerful disposition, though
sometimes despondent when in
although happy in her domestic life.
There had been no quarrel or disturb-
ance in the Woodworth household that
afternoon. So strange was the death that
Miss Whitney was Inclined to bellevo that
It was accidental.

The husband, Fremont Woodworth, tes-

tified that their domestic relations had
been happy, and that they had that after-
noon been planning an Eastern trip to
Illinois, and that he had given her $50 to
save towards the trip. He came home at
1:00 from his duties as locomotive en-

gineer, and before he lay down to rest
she had kissed him and gone to a neigh-
bor's house. Hd had not seen her alter
that, until he heard the shot and rushed
to her room, which he found locked. He
broke a panel of the door, and saw his
wife lying, shot, on the bed.

Patrick O'Connor, of 251 Morrison street,
corroborated Mr. Woodworth's testimony,
having heard his cries, and reached the
house after tho panel of the door had
been broken in.

Tom Merry Gets an Inheritance In-

tended for His Sister.
Tho San Francisco Chronicle, of Aug-

newspaper man, n throughout
Oregon and Washington:

Mrs. Jane E. Rockwell's will has been
filed for probate here by her son, Thom-
as B. Merry, of Los Angeles. Mrs. Rock-
well died In Washington, D. C, last
month. The estate that she left herd
consists of First National -- Bank stock
worth $12,000 and $2000 worth of other
personal property. She bequeathed all or
her estate to her daughter, Charlotte L.
Rockwell, and appointed the latter as
executrix. The will was made on May
14, 1S91, in Brooklyn, N. Y. The daugh-
ter died on January 21, 1900, and Merry
stated that he was the only surviving
child of Mrs. Rockwell. His father was
Captain Charles J. Merry, of New York,
her first husband.

"The other helrs-at-la- who are en-

titled to part of the estate, are Bancroft
Gherardi, Jr., residing at IS Cortlandt
street, New York, and Walter R. Gher-
ardi, an officer in the United Staes Navy,
who is at present stationed in English
waters.

Their father was Admir-
al Bancroft Gherardi, of the United
States Navy, and their mother, Anna T.
