Bryan's Effort to Capture

SITUATION IN 1806 AND NOW

A Epeech st Wahoo, Neb,, That Dealt
Witk Silver, Trusts, Imperial.

LINCOLN, Neb, Aug. IL—Mr. Bryam
addressed & lurge auvdlence of Saunders
County people &t Wahoo, the county seat,
this afterncon. The point la 2 mlles
nortk of Lincoln. and the trip thers and
back wus made during the afterncon. The
speaking ocorurred under the trees in the
Courthouse yard, and the largest part of
the enclosure was well filled, notwith-
silanding one of the heaviest raln storms
of the season had just passed over the
place, Jeaving the ground very wet and
uncomioriable. The spesch was one hour
In length. Throughout it was an appeal

THE POPULIST VACANCY.

Stevensen Will Not Be Indorsed

Witkout a Straggle.
CHICAGO, Aug. I1.—The latest reports

received here Indicate that the Popullst |

National Committes, which Ip to meet In
this city on the 38th, may not be as har-
monious os wan predicted when the ex-
ecutive committee was In sesaion here
early In the month,

The meeiing Is cailed for the purposs of
selecting a candidate for the Viee-Presi-
dency. When Mr. Towne declined the
nomination of the Popullsts it was gen-
erally supposed Mr, Stevenson would re-
ceive the Popullst Indorsement by gen-
eral consent. The correspondence which
has taken place between members of tha
Natlonal committee since the executive
committee meerting makes it plaln that
this result, while apparently still prob-
ablie, will not be arcompllshed without a
struggle. Indeed, 1t Is understood that
many of the leaders of the party are
strongly urglng that the committees shall
name an independent candidate. Those
who take this position Include a major-
ity of the officers of the Natlonal com-

mittss, among them belng Chalrman But- |

ler and Treasurer Washburne, who are
pronounced fa thelr views. Vice-Chalr-
man Edmiston |s also sald to incline to-
wards the opinion that wisdom demands
that the Popullsts have a candldate of
their own In the fleld. Secretary Edger-
ton Is credited with being the only om-
cer of the organieation who is friendly to
the !ndorwement of Mr. Stevenson's can-
dldacy.

Mr. Btevenson's friends claim that Ed-

gerton Is working effectively in thelr be- |

half. The best canvass of the committes
they have been able to make causes them
to feel hopeful of the resolt, Btill thoxe
now committed to the course are consid-
erably below a majority in numbers.
Benator Buller and others who agrees
with him contend it would be sulcidaj for
their party mot to have a candidats of
thelr own palitical falth in the fleld. They
also hold that unless there Is a Populist
candidate for second place, many Popu-
lasts will be driven from Mr. Bryan.

It Is the Gesire of Governor Rooss-
velt, as 5 Vice-Presidential candidate, to
have kis utterances during the coming
Western toor thoroughly in accord with
the views of the Presidential candldate,
and he also destres to give expression to
and make features of the lssues which
the President deems moat tmportant, Gov-
srmor Roosovelt expecta to make n great
many speeches during the campalgn. and

The Controversy Focuses on a Switching Charge
Across the River.

Mr. B. G. Fulton, Asaistant General Freight Agent of the North
ern Pacific Rallway Company, Who has just returned from a trip over
the lines of that company in Eaatern Oregon,
Idaho, makes the following statement with reference to a recent
communication from Mr. B. Campbell, Traffic Manager of the Q. R.
& N. Co., commenting on the statement of Mr. C, 8. Mellen, Presi-
dent of the Northern Pacific Rallway Company, In regard to change
in tariffs between the MNorthern Pacific and O. R. & N., which haa
occasloned considerable newspaper comment: ;

“I am greatly surprised at Mr. Campbell’'s statement that ‘the
assertion made by President Mellen that the O. R. & N, Co. chargea
the Northern Pacific §1 50 per ton for switching lis graln from the
West to the East Blde of the river at Portland ls incorrect,’ In view
of the faot that the O. R. & N. Co.'s published tariff, No. L-106, ef-
feotive December 8, 1807, covering bridge transfer and switching at
Portland, East Portland and Alblna, makes the following provision:

“'Grain and graln products, carloads, minimum welght 24,000 Ibs.,
when received from Northern Pacific Rallway Company, from Port-
land to Alblna, Tl cents per 100 pounds ($1 §0 per ton of 2000 Tha,).'

“The same tariff also contains the following provisions:

* ‘Freight, except graln and its products, between Portland and
East Portland or Albina, for Northern Pacific Rallway Company, 35

“This clearly shows the Intention on the part of the 0. R. & N.
Co. to exact a charge of §1 B0 per ton, or $30 per car of 20 tons, for
switching grain and Its products from Portland to Albina for the
Northern Pacific Rallway Company, while they switch other freight
far more valumble than grain st $5 per car. Confirmation of this
is contained In advices which we have recelved on different occaslons
from the traffic officlals of the O. R. & N. Co., to the effect that
they were not willlng to reduce their tariff rate of $1 50 per ton for
switching grain and Its products for us from Portland to Albing. We
have not pald the 0. R. & N. Co, this exorbltant charge, bécause we
could get the freight hauled by truck a&nd dray companles for less

“Mr. Campbell's statement that ‘the O, R. & N. would prefer to
handle the business acroass the river at Portland at $5 per car rather
than haul it down from Wallula at the rate allowed it by the North-
ern Pacific, and will switch all that the Northern Paclfic has to offer
at that rate,' Isvthe first Intimation we have had that the O, R. & N.

“It I8 customary for rallrond companies to switch grain at a lower
rale per car than they handle merchandise for, on account of the
greater value of merchandise and low rate usually applying on grain
&8s compared with merchandise. The Northern Pacific Rallway Com-
pany, therefore, swiiches graln at Beattle for the Great Northern
Rallway at $1 50 per car, while it charges $8 per car for switching

“The statement that ‘the Northern Pacific charges the O. R. & N.
Co. 36 per car for ewitching freight at Spokane' is not correct, as the
charge made by us for this service is §3 per car.

LONDON'S MESSENGER SERVICE.

Poatmnater-General Determinsd to
Buppress It.

NEW TYORK, Aug. fL—A dispatch to
the Journal and Advertlser from London
Ed)H;

The Marquis of Londonderry, the new
Postmaster-General, has brought down a
veritable hornet's nest about the ears
of the government by the announcement
of his deter ation to suppress the dis.
trict mesgengbr service here In the me-
tropolis, In Liverpool, Manchester, Leeds
and other big clties and towns,

The reason glven by the Marquls for
thia axtraordinary move Is that the dis-
triet companiss are encroaching upon the
prerogatives of the state, which claims
the monaopaly of the conveyance of mes-
mages by latter and by wire,

In no elvilized country Is the postal
and telegraph service more abominabis
than In England. Nelther telegraph nor
postofMice Is open on Sundoy,

Bix years ago district messenger com-
panles on American linea were formed in
London, and in Jeading provincial clties,
the subscribers were provided with call
boxes, and. as the messenger offices re-
mained open on Sunday and all night
ahd insured a rapld and sure delivery of
lstters, the service has gradually become
Indispensable to the publle,

The messengers have become especlally
Indispenzable since the nominatlon of
Lord Londonderry to the Postmastar-
Generalship last Spring. Appointed in
order to stop hia attacks upon the gov-
ernment, Lord Londonderry signalized
his assumption of the office by proclaims-
Ing that he knew nothing whatsoever
ahout postal matters,

To the abuse lavished upon him In con-
nection therewlth, the Marqu!ls has now
responded by announcing his Intentlon of
suppressing the district messenger serv-
Ice. The latter employes here In London
alone number several thousand well-
tradned lads, who will be thrown out of
employment, while the B5000,000 inhabl-
tants of the metropoliz will be deprived
of thelr only means of communication on
Sunday.

It Is probable that the posioffice will

pensate the me ger companles for
their plant on the same bnsts as the
telephone companles, whose sarvice {t is
taking over. But that does not help the
publie, which, irrespective of political
party, Is unsparing in virulent abuse.

Stranded Ameriean Tourists.

NEW YORK, Aug. 21.—A dlspatch to the
Time=s from Parls says:

With regard to the stranded American
tourists, Mr. Crawford declares he has
done his best for them, but they will be
finally compensated.

Lord Roberts’ proclamation In regard
to ths Transvaal burghers who take the
oath of noeutrality In the future has been
recelved with general approval here, It
is an undoubted fact that Lord Roberts"
polley of so-called lenlency has beon un~
popular In Great Britain for soma time
past, and public opinion has been urging
that more severe measures should be
taken. The effact of the Commander-in-
Chief’s proclamation will be that all
those burghers who have not'taken the
oath of alleglance to ths Queen may ba
treated ns prizoners of wir and removed
from the country.

It Is undoubtedly unprecedented to r=-
gard a civillan populiation of an Invaded
territary when unarmed as if they were
the enemy’s troops, but It is maintained,
in fact, that the Transvaal burghers are
all acturl or potentlal combatants and It
is impossible to make distinetions be-
tween those In the fleld and those on
the farms. The farmers, therefore, must
choose. They must either loyally becomes
British mubjects or else they must be
deemed to have thrown In thelr lot with
the Queen's snemles. If they take the
orth and violate it, Lord Roberta threat-
ens them with Imprisonment or death,
and the farms and bulldings of all per-
sons alding and abstting the Boer forces
wiil be confiscated or destroyed.

Even the opposition journals, which dis-
like tha war, do not for the most part
object to these drastlc measurea, point-
ing out that In the Interesta of the Hoers
