timber. The redwood forésts do not ex-
tend over Into Oregon very far, but he
saw traes that if sawsd up would pro-
duce 230,00 feet each. Lotz of thess ginnts
of the forest which have been prone on
the ground for many years would cut up
into 100,000 to 150,000 fwet each, and they
are as sound now os ths time when soma
umusual wind storm threw them over
Most of the redwood forest he found on
the Cualifornia coast, from a point ! the
Gansquet toll road, south, It had all
found ite way into the hands of blg cor-
porstions, however, and very lttis I now
on the market.

“There 1s gome dlfference betwesn those
treez and the timber we have back
home,” he sald, “It takes five or six of
our apruce trees to make 1000 feet of lum-
ber, and we cut them as clogs to the
ground as we cnn work ths saw. Be-
6ides this, we use only band saws, which
aro very thin, and thera Is a minimum
of wasate in sawdust, every spoonful of
which we save &s though It were gold
dust.

“Spruce fs used largely In the manu-
facture of wood pulp for paper, though
wo got out soveral carlosds a day of
what we call ‘bill timber," dimension
stuff for small frame bulldings, decks for
vessels, etc. This ranges in price from
$15 to 330 per 3000 at the mill

*"The demand for pulp paper is increas-
ing every year, and the newspapers of
New York Clty consume a very large
amount of paper made from the spruce
log. What paper is golng to be made of,
I think. is the coming problem, as spruce
ie giving out. Huardwood, =uch ps hem-
lock apnd oak, have been tried, but the
paper cannot be whitened to the satisfac-
tion of consumers. However, Yankeas
genius may Invent some substitute before
ths present material s entirely exhaust-

INTEREST IN NEW FRUIT.

Known As Sogar Prune, and Halls
From Californin.

Some Interest Is being aroused among
fruitgrowers over a new prune Introduced
here two years ago from Callfornda. It
ls known as the sugar prune. Lewis
Bros., of Ruseseliville, are the only per-
sons known to be experimenting with It,
and next year they expect to have one
treo bearing. This prune was brought out
by Burbank of Csailfornia, as the result
of long tris’s In combining the famillar
species, Large clalms are mads for it
It s mald to dry heavier than the Ital-
fan, yields with the French, and the trees
grow sirong snd large, and (ndicate con-
siderable hardiness. One of Its best
features iz sald to be early maturing,
which, so far as tested, seems to be at
tenst ¥ days before the Itsllan,

Italian prunes dry at about 3 to 0
pounds per 19 green. The sugar prune
15 sald to dry at an average of seven
and one-half ounces per pound, which is
slightly less than half the welght of
green frult. This increassd welght of
tha dried sugar prune is attributed to the
grestsr quantity of =ugar It contains,
which seems to be genemally conceded
from other tests. It Is also reported bet-
ter than the Itallan In peint of evapors-
tlor, as tha reintive guantity of julce ls
iese. Ome or two exceilent varioties of
prunes have been brought oot of iate
years, but they were greatly defloient In
| this respect. When driad they were noth-
tng but skin and sced, and exceedingly
tart.

Champlons of the sugar prune do not
expect much opposition to thelr favorite
frult because of Its greater sweelness.
Some peaple llke tart frolt., The Italian
I= oot very turt. When cooked it s

asmply sweet for some persans. But dried
| prunes are mostly consumed by the
| poorer clusses, with whom the purchase
of sugar is o costly item of household
expenses. If they find & fruit for which
no sugar ot all i= required, it ls argued
| that they will consume even Ilarger
| quantities.
| I the sugur prune matures 3 davs be
fore the Italian. picking time will be
brought to the first or early part of
August, thus avoiding some cold rains
that are now recognized as an occasional
deteriorating Influence on the Ttallan. The
sugnr prune fiowers about the same time
== the French. In yield, It Is sald even

PLAYMATE FOR LIFE.

Dashed the Folson Into the Lad's
Fase—Clone of the Reunion
of ex-Soldlers.

Adolph Anderson, a 13-year-old boy,
whose parents llva at %4 East Thirty-
third streot, was shockingly bumed on
the left sids of his face a fow days ago
with carbolic acid, and \s probably marked
for Jife. The acld was thrown on his
fzce by another boy sbout his sge. It is
8 very serious matter, and It was more
than fortunale that some of the acld did
not enter the eye of the Anderson lad and
destroy the sight, as it came very close
to the sye.

The side of his face is badly burmed
and the burns seem quite deep, and the
marks may remaln, unless he outgrows
them. There does not appear to have besn
any bad feeling between the boys and
they were playing togethor on good terms.
The Pye lad probably hend no idéa what
the effects of the mcld would ba when ha
dashed {t on to the face of hila playmate.
Where the boys got ths botile of carbolic
acld in tha first place tw not known, Mrs,
Anderson s greatly concerned as to
whoether the effects on her boy's face will
be pormanent or not. She s very indig-
nant over the affalr, and the cose will be
looked Into. What oan be dona In the
cass is mot Apparent. The penalty for
disfiguring another s severe, but what
can be done In this case whera the boys
were pluying together remains to be as-
certained. It would seem that the posses-
sion of the bottle of carbolle acld by
the boys might be investignted, Mr. An-
