The passing of the
yveoars hos made It much more difficult to
bear the fatigue of » march under the
blazing sun than It was In the “®s and
many of the most prominent members of
the organisation ere pronounced In faver
of the selection of a clty for the next
encampment where reasonably cool weath-
er may be sxpected. This undoubtedly
will have much to deo with the sslection
and it is comsfdered not unlikely that the
next encampment may be held west of
the Mississippl River. Commander-ig-

THE RIOT AT GILMAN

TWO MEN WERE HKILLED AXND
THREE WOUNDED. :

Mrs. Dr. Wright Wnas Also Wounded
and Captured—Taken Out of Town
to Prevent Lynching.

GILMAN, 1., Aug. .—Two men killed,
thres wounded—two of them perbaps fa-
tally—one woman wounded and her resl-
dence burned. ars the results of an all-
night battle between a mob and Mrs. Dr,
C, W. Wright, who was accused of the
murder of Dessle Salter, the 16-year-old
daughter of & citizen of Gllman.

The dead are John Myers. laboper, em]
ployed by Mra. Wright; Michael Ryan,
Deputy Constable. Fatnlly wounded: Law- I
renceé Ryan, brother of the dead man,
wounded In the abdomen; George “‘ll-|
loughby, citlzen shot through left lung;
Mrs. Dr. C. W. Wright, shot through
right shoulder, bullet taking dwnwnrd‘
course. Seriously wounded: Peter Lauer,
member of the citizens’ attacking party, 4
€hot through stomoach™

old. It ia stated that she was formerly
an actress.

About 10 o'clock in the evening the fArst
act of the tragédy was enacted. It wos
precipitated by the Investigation of the
Coroner's Jury ifito the death of Deasie
Salter, a l6-yvear-old girl of Leonard, Il
who disd In the hosplital Friday night and
was taken to her home in Leonard under
cover of darkness early Baturday mortd- |
ing. No coffin was procuréd. She was
wrapped up in an old blanket and a
plece of carpst and buried. |

After the jury had heard the evmencei
of Clarence Salter, father of the girl, the |
Coroner came to the conclusion thnt ll:|
was Injudicious to wait longer for Mra,
Wright's arrest and a WaArrant was sworn |
out by the Pollee Maglstrate for her ar- |
rest. Constable Nllstead, with''a posse, |
went to the house to serve the warrant j
about 10 o'clock last might. Mrs, Wright |
barred the door. The Constablea broke |
the outer door and entered the darkened |
rooms. Michasl Ryan was about to en- |
ter the door of the ianer apartment |
when a shot rang out and he fell dead. |
The Constables made B hurried exit and |
formed a picket line around the bullding. |
They fired into the bullding in the hope
that the occupants would surrender, but
without success. .

About 3 o'clock the famlly of Michael
Ryan arrived. A mob of probably 0
people hud gathersd. Mpst of them wers
armed. The scenea of grief which fol-
lowed the arrival of Ryan's wife and

They selzed dozens of bundiea ef straw,
saturated them with petroleum, piied |
them against tha front and sides of the |
go-called hospitnl and applled the torch. |
In & moment the place was & mass of
flames.

Bhot after shot rang from tha upper |
windows, and George Willoughby, a'logal |
representitive of the Standard Oll Com-
pany, fell with a bullet in the feft side.
The next victim wns Fewmr Lauer, a
member of the stitacking party. Thess
casualities so0 angered the crowd that they |
vallerad the house na fast as they could
load their firearms. Contrary o expec-
tations no screams followed the progress
of the flames and ths moh began to
think that ths Inmates of the burning |
house had bern cremated. Buddenly, from |
a bunch of timber In the rear, several
shots came in the direction of the myob,
They wers answered, however, 100 to 1,
and the fire wes quickly slienced.

Members of the mob rushed to the
timber and In the dim light of the com-
ing dawn, found John Myers, a black-
smith, who had been empioysd by Mrs,
Wright, stretched in the death agony.
He was shot In g dosen places about
the head and shoulders, showing that he
had been Iying on his face, firing at his
enemies, when he met death. Near by

lay Mra. Wright, a ragged hole In her

shoulder. The mob immediately dispersed. |
I

t has been reported that there were
thres women In the houss besides Mrs.
Wright, but they were not found. The
house wan destroyed with all its con-
tents.

Madam Wright was brought to the City

- Hszll and a strong guard placed over her.

A crowi soon assembled at the Clty Hall
and threats aof lynching were uttered.
Every effort wns made to quiet and di=-
perse the mob, but at 9:30 o'clock this
forenoon the mob made another demon-
stratlon, smashing in the windows with
stones and clubs, This culminated in a
ghot being fired through the window by
ane of the mob, barely misaing ths wom-
an. The officers finally restored order.

At the coroner’'s Inquest in tho case of
John Myers the jury brought In a verdict
af “death by bullet woumls from pariles
unknown.” In the cas= of Michael Ryan,
ths verdict of the jury was “‘death by
lstden bullets fired from Mrs., Wright's
house by partles unknown.”

The Inquest over the body of Desals
Balter. was complsted this evening. The
Jury held Mrs. Wright to the grand jury
without bail. Mrs. Wright was taksn to
Watseka at noon, as 8 measune of safety
from pessihle mob violence. During the
morning, when ahe scemed in great dan-
ger from the crowd, the Mayor ordered
the maloons cloded. The town Is quiet to-
night.
