THEY STILL FIRE AND RUN

BOW FILIPFINOS FOLLOWED THE
THIRTY-SEVENTH.

Officer in the Service Writeas to Hia
Brother in Portiland of the
Guerrillan Warfare.

Thomaa W. Gunn, First Sergeant, Com-
puny K, Thirty-seventh Infantry, who is
now awalting his commission as Becond
Lieutenant, writes an intéresting letter
from Magdalene, Province of Laguno, P.
1., to his brother In Portland, W:. F. Gunn,
superintendent of J. M. Arthur & Co.,
machinery company. Among other things
he msays:

““There is & great deal of sickness here
at present. Probably 3 per cent of the
troops on this {sland are unfitted for serv-
fce. There are 11 men in K Company,
and we have 13 sick in hospital, nine are
in the United States for medical treat-
ment, and cight sick In Onortero. There
ars about 10 or 1 others who would not
be abie to stand hard service such as we
had for about four months,

"The campalgn snded about two weeks
ago, and came near to finlshing the troops
engaged. Cllmbing mountains and wad-
ing streams day alter day, and every
duy, loaded down with rifle, belt, 2%
rounds of ammunition, heversnck contain.
ing two days’ hardtack and bacon or sal-
mon and canteen of water, 18 quita enough
o run troops down, ezpecially in this
country, where the days are so awfully
warm.,

“The ‘niggers' are not so much to be
fenred ns the diseases. Dysentery and
maluria are the dangerous diseases, the
former being the more feared. 1 guess
the Filipinos ambushed and fired upon us
20 different times, and our regiment lost
but six killéd and about 10 or 12 wounded.
Usuaily these ambushes occurred Bt ex-
treme range, say from 100 to 1500 yards,
&nd the ‘niggers’ usunlly made sure that
thers was & river between them and the
Americans, or, if they did not have that,
they had a splendid lloe of retreat, and
would fire a volley or two and run where

| 1t was lmpoasible to follow. One smbush

took place about two weeks ago. A
wagon train was en route from Sanma
Cruz to this place with rations and other
supplles, There were about 10 wagons,
which were accompanled by an escort of
about % soldlers. At a point about half
way they were fired upon from two differ-
ent directions. In this case the ‘niggers’
had managed to get up courage anough
to make an attack from a distance of only
7 yards, and had thrown up a good
trench during the night. Thelr first fire
was & slgnal for our troops to begln op-
erations, which they did with [ittle delay
by charging the enemy’s positions, 12 men
going each way., The Americans fired &
fow wolley= at the top of the tranches and
then charged, yeiling like Comanche In-
disnk. This is always too much for the
cowardly ‘nlggers and they broke and
ran away through the cocoanut groves,
One of our men was shot through the
thigh, and the officer in charge of the
eagort was hit by a8 Mauser bullet in the
left forearm, Nelther was serious. Bight
‘niggers’ were killed, and some must have
been wounded. That is the last ambush,
I fmagine they concluded it wes too ex-
pensive,

“These Flliplnos ean carry on thls sort
of warfure for 3 y=ars. They gather
enly In bands, and when the Amerlcans
make things too warm for them they
disperse and become friends again. They
hide thelr arms and ammunition, and It
i Impossible to tell them from the pencs-
ful Flllpicos. It fs & very, very difficult
proposition. We ean't shoot them down
without proof that they are insurgents,
and It seems to me to be about Impos-
®ible to find this out. It is to be hoped
that the Flillplnes will eoon learn that
wo are actually here for thelr own good.
and would gluily glve over shooting tham
if they would but lay down thelr arms
and become peaceful eltizens.

“This Is certainly o fertile isiand. Any-
thing that can be ralsed in a tropleal cll-
mate grows well here. Tha resources of
the lslund have never been developed, and
it will ba several years before we will
know much nbout what may be raised
here. Bome gold has been found in North-
ern Luzon, but it s so unsafe for proe-
pectors that but few have vantured thus
far, and several of them have been way-
lald and killed by the hill bunds.

“I do not belleve there Is much chanecs
here for anything In the machinery line.
There are oo many Chinese here, and
nbor fs too cheap for machinery. Of
cour=e, after {t has become somewhat
Americanized, things will change greatly
all around, but that mey be several years
hence”

HAMPEREDBY LACK OF FUNDS

More Sellern of Impure Food Should

Food Commissioner Bafley thinks pro-
oess butter hax been driven out of the
Oregon market by his recent efforts
toward prosecuting persons selling the ar-
ticle. Adulterated jelly, however, s still
offered for sale In Portland mariets, but
It is labeled "' per cent glucose.”

He thinks he could soon drive out all
ndulterated foods If he had means at his
disposal to travel about and prosecuts
those denling in such articles, but his
sulary Is onily $1EM a1 wvear, and he does
not even get travellng expenses. He can-
not afford to defray the expenses of
prosecution, so is obliged 1o confine him-
sell to the most aggravated cases.

A provess-butter case hns been on the
docket in  Justice Kraemer's court for
severnl months, but the vender of the
nulf seems to have been a travellng man,
who happens in Poriland only occaslon-
ally, and munages to elude the service of
the warrant while here. The case was
trisd cnde, and the Justice decided that
the wrong man had been arrested.
