Many Destitute Men Arrive at
Seattle From Nome.

OOVEENKENT PAID THEIR FARES

Sfeasles Epidemic From Aleutian
Island to Point Harrow, and

Many Eiklmoi Have Died.

SEATTLE, Aug. 28. The United States
Army transport Lawton arrived this
evening' from Kome with 220 passengers,
two-thir- of whom are destitute miners.
who have been returned at the expense
of the Government. Rev. Sheldon Jack- -
uon, the Interior Department's represen- -

tauve in isorthern waters, came down on
the Lawton. bringing with him 25 Lap
landers employed by the United States
in its Alaskan reindeer experiment. The
Laplanders are bound for Norway.
About SO Laplanders now engaged in min-
ing at Nome declined to leave the coun-
try.

Dr. Jackson reports that la grippe,
pneumonia and measles have been epi-
demic all Summer among the Eskimos,
materially lessening their numbers. The
ravages extended from the Aleutian
Islands to Point Barrow. On the Island
of St. Lawrence, out of a population of
flOO. 3G Eskimos died. Many Indian chil-
dren were found hovering about the dead
bodies. The revenue cutter Bear was
loaded with supplies and sent to the re-

lief of the natives. General Randall and
other Army and Government officials in
the North have formally brought the
matter to the attention of the Govern-
ment

Among the steerage passengers on the
Lawton were two men in the d

stage of consumption, who had gone
.orth ln search of fortune. Through ex- -

posure and privation they were thrown
on the mercy of their companions, who
sent them down on the Lawton.

The bark Northern Light was at Dutch
Harbor, on her way south, with more
passengers than are allowed by her spe-
cial permit. Revenue-cutte- r officers have
reported her to the customs officials here,
and It Is probable that upon arrival she
will be fined. On a recent trip from the
North this vessel had nearly 100 passen-
gers in excess of the number she Is al-
lowed to carry, and was fined $10 for
each passenger. Several libel suits have
been filed against the Northern Light,
and she will ba tied up pending the trial
of the libels.

"WASHINGTON. Aug. 23. The following
letter has been received at the State De-
partment from Consul J. C, McCook, or
Dawson City, Alaska, written July 10,
lAst:

Commissioner of the Yukon Territory.

THE SCHARN MYSTERY.

Nevr York's Detectives Are Dnck nt
the Ilefirlnnlnpr.

NEW YORK. Aug. 38. The mystery
which surrounds the killing of Kathryn
Scharn some time on August 18. has not
yet been cleared up by the police detec-
tives, who appear to be completely baf-
fled. It was admitted last night that
they were still looking up the associates
of the dead woman and her brother, with
the hope that some of them may be able
to throw stmc light on the case.

Little weight is attached by the detec-
tives to the theory that the woman was
murdered by a sneak thief, whom she
surprised while he was ransacking her
rooms. The detectives say they are

that the crime was the work of
a man who was well acquainted with the
woman, and it is along these lines that
thev are working. Some of them are in-
clined to believe that the murder was
committed by a friend of her brother.
The police say that the dead girl knew
mof-- t of his friends, and that some of
them are known to the police as cheap
thieves and young men of criminal In-
stincts. They are frequenters of the
neighborhood in which the Scharns lived.

Acting District Attorney Mclntyre said
last night thRt no attempt would be made
to have Fred Scharn Indicted for homi-
cide on the evidence now In possession
of the police.

"Young Scharn will not be Indicted on
the evidence we now have." said Mr. Mc-
lntyre. "There is nothing to connect him
with the murder, and I do not believe he
had anything to do with it. If an indict-
ment was secured on the evidence which
has been collected up to this time, we
would not only bo thrown out of court
but laughed at."

Coroner Fltzpatrlck will, on Friday, be-
gin his inquiry Into the death of the
woman.

STATUS OF EARL LL

Differences of Opinion Anions: the
Foreljm Admirals.

NEW YORK. Atig. 2S. Sharp differ-
ences of opinion among the foreign Ad-
mirals at Taku as to Li Hung Chang's
proper status were apparently the mov-
ing cause of the note of Inquiry recently
addressed by the United States Govern-
ment to a foreign, power as to accepting
the aged Viceroy as peace envoy of the
Chinese Government, says the Washing-
ton correspondent of the Herald.

Officiate will say little about tho dis-
sension among the naval representatives
of the powers. It Is learned however,
that on Thursday, Admiral Remey snt
word that a conference of the Admirals
at Taku Iwd been held at which the
arrangements for the removal of Ll Hung
Chang and the privileges he should be
allowed were discussed. A proposition
was xnitde that Ll Hung Chang should
not be allowed on reaching Taku to com-
municate with Chinese officials In Pekln
The proposition uas acceptable to mot
f&. the Admirals, but the American of-- j

fleer declined to sign the agreement.
Whether the Russian Admiral signed Is
not known, but ln any event the Rus-
sian Government promptly protested to
the other powers.

Admiral Remey's message was consid-
ered by the Cabinet which entirely ap-
proved the refusal of Admiral Remey to
be a party to any such agreement. Then
the note of Inquiry as to the attitude of
the powers with regard to Ll Hung
Chang's acceptability as a peace envoy
was formulated and sent out. The ef-

fect of the protests of the United States
and Russia has been to secure practical-
ly the unanimous disapproval of the
agreement of the foreign Admirals.

"Why the Admirals should wish to pre-ven- .t

Ll Hung Chang from communicat-
ing with Chinese officials ln Pekln is not
understood here. Seemingly It would
be ln the interest of peace, for the Vice-
roy to be put in prompt relations with
the Imperial authorities. From Minister
Conger's dispatch It Is apparent that the
allies ln Pekln are not waiting for the
arrival of Ll Hung Chang, but are try

j lng t0 get ln COmmunlcatio"n themselves
I

th Chinese officials. His "message
j snows conclusively that there is no au- -
i'thorJty in the capital at this moment

with whom the powers can negotiate.

POLITICS IN THE WEST.

Senator Shonp Confident of Repub-
lican Saccesa.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 23. Senator
Shoup, of Idaho, Is a close observer of
political conditions and changes, not
only ln his own state, but in the coun-
try at large. He was recently in Wash-
ington, on matters connected with his
state, and while here Indulged ln a little
talk on the political outlook. It Is his
belief that the Republicans will carry
every Western state they had ln 1S96,

with the certain addition of Washington,
Wyoming and Utah. Although not very
familiar with conditions In Colorado, ho
hopes to see Senator Wolcott returned.
The Republican majority ln "Washington
he estimates at 15,000, in Oregon 20,000

I and in California 25,000. Up in 'Montana
Senator Shoup believes tne two uemo- -

i cratic factions will let their quarrel end
at the state convention, and will unite in
support of Bryan.

Of his own state the Senator Is more
doubtful. "Until recently," he said, "the
Republicans had things to their advant-
age, but the fusion of the opposition has
now given them an even chance with .pur
people. That is ln regard to the Nutional
ticket. I hope to see Idaho go Repub-
lican this Fall, but I must state very
frankly that such a result cannot be ob-

tained without the hardest kind of a
fight. If the Republicans will work unit-
edly and steadily from now until Novem-
ber. I believe we can win.

"I believe that Idaho will return a Re-
publican to the House of Representatives.
As a matter of fact, regardless of how
Idaho casts her electoral vote, the peo-
ple out there generally believe that

will be Recognizing
this fact, they see at once the folly of
sending a man to the House who is not ln
harmony with the Administration and the
Senate. They want a delegation ln Con-
gress that can accomplish the most for
the state, and for that reason a Repub-
lican will surely be returned."

Senator Shoup believes that at this
time he has the advantage over Dubois
in the race for the Senate, and thinks
that a continuance of present conditions
will Insure his The second
fusion of the opposition parties, effected
by the leaders at Chicago, is what may
prove so dangerous to Rrpubllcan inter-
ests. At first the Democrats and Silver
Republicans fused, but not satisfactorily,
and then the party leaders took the mat-
ter up. and brought about a fusion which
included the two wings of the Populists,
led by Senator Heitfeld and Mr. Ander-
son, but many Silver Republicans and
Democrats opposa this fusion, and may
bolt.

"Fully S0 per cent of the Silver Repub-
licans of Idaho have returned to the Re-
publican party," continued 'Senator Shoup.
"This Teturn Tjf the 'Silver Republicans
has brought back to us many of the best
of the local orators. Idaho furnishes one-thi-

HAWAII'S SUED.

Cincinnati PTiyslcinn Asked $5000
for Professional Services.

PORT TOWNSEND, Wash., Aug. 2S.
According to mall advices from Honolulu,
LUluokalanl. the dethroned Queen of the
Hawaiian Islands, has troubles of her
own. Dr. Charles H. English, of Cincin-
nati, O., has brought an action for $5000

for medical services against the
under the name of Lydia Dominls. Dr.
English alleges that he was to receive
$200 per month and a cottage, and that
at the end of IS months he was to receive
$Cr000. In case the Queen received pay
from the Government for the crown lands
he was to receive $30,000. The complaint
further alleges that he entered 'the serv-
ices of the Queen May 16. 1900. and ac-

companied her from Washington, D. C,
to Honolulu, but July 10 he was dismissed.
For violation of contract he asks $5000
damages. Tho case will be heard during
the' present session of court.

August 14 the steamship Lehna sailed
from Honolulu with a cargo of lepers, for
Molokal, or Leper Island. Forty-si- x had
been gathered and were confined near the
wharf. Just before the sailing of the
steamer the scene was particularly
touching. Mothers, sisters, brothers and
friends crowded around the unfortunates
who wero about to depart to Leper
Island, from whence none return. When
the boat was ready to sail some of the
lepers had to be pulled away from rela-
tives by force.

STREET FAIR GROWS APACE

1 GILLESPIE FOUND GUILTY

PROMPT CONVICTION OF MRS. ED-SO-

MURDERER.

Death Sentence to Be Executed, at
i Gold Bench, Curry Country

October 5.

The trial of Coleman Gillespie, at Gold
Beach. Curry County, was held last week,
and resulted ln his prompt conviction of
the murder of Mrs. Edson at Gold Beach
in September of last year and his sen-
tence to death by hanging on Friday,
October 5.

The trial was briefer than was expect-
ed, occupying two days in all. At the
conclusion of the court's charge, the Jury
retired, and 10 minutes later came in with
a verdict of guilty. Judge Hamilton then
sentenced the defendant. Gillespie really
had no defense, his evidence being that
he and Charlie Strahn robbed Mrs. Kd
son's house, and that he got the pension
check and money. When they left the
house the old lady had not been mur-
dered that he knew of, nnd he did not
hear of It until he reached Myrtle Creek.
It was shown, however, that Strahn could
not be Implicated In the crime, as he was
confined ln the county Jail at the time
!t was committed.

Mrs. Edson. of Gold Beach, better
known to the pioneers of the Coast as
Mrs. Christine Gelsel, lived alone at Gold
Beach ln a very pleasant home, respected
by a wide circle of acquaintances. Tues-
day. September 13. 1S99. the mall-carri-

who passed her houe discovered that
the building had been burned, nnd an In-
vestigation resulted ln the finding of the
charred skeleton of Mrs. Edson lying
across the springs of a bed. Circum-
stances pointed to murder for robbery,
and suspicion pointed at once to Cole-
man Gillespie, who belonged to an ex-
cellent family, but wns himself wild and
reckless ln his acts. Soon after the
murder Gillespie went to Myrtle Creek.
