THE POWERS THINKING IT OVER

Full Text of the Instroctions Sent to
Our Representatives in Euvrope—
Groeral Challee Advised.

WASHINGTON, Aug. IL—The Russian
mote reiative to the withdrawal of Russia
from China and the United States” re-
sponse thereto were made public today by
the Btate Department, after the Cablinet
hind fully considered the expediency of so
Gouing, The correspondence follows:

“Depurtment of State, Washington,
Aug. 3, IM0—The Russian Charge yes-
torday afterpoon made to meoe an oral
statement respecting Russia's purposes
n Thina, to the following effect: That,
ss already repeatedly decinred, Russia
hiis no Geslgny of territorial acquisition
in Chins; that eguslly with other pow-
ers now operating there, Russila haa
sought the safety of the legations at Pe-
kin and to help the Chiness Government
10 Tepress the troubles; that, Incldental
o neccssary defensive measures on the
Russien border, Russin has occupled New
Chwang for military purposes, and, as
s00n a8 order Is re-estnbilshed, will re-
tire the troops therefrom if the action
of other powers be no obsiacle there-
to; that the purpose for which the va-
rious Governments heve co-operated for
the rellef of legatons in Pakin has besn
asocomplished: that taking the position
that, as the Chicese Gowernment has left
Pekin, there Is no need for her represen-
tative 0 remain, Russiy has directed the
Eaussian Minister to rotire with his offi-
cial personnel from China; that the Rus-
slan treops will llkewizse be withdrawn:
ond that when the Government of China
shall reguin the rolns of Government and
afford an authority with which tho oth-
er powors can deal, and will expreas de-
Eire to enter into negotiatlons, the Rus
slun Government will also name its rep.
resentative Holdlng these views' and
purposes, Russin exprecses hope that the
United States will share the same opin-
jon.™

To this declaration our reply has been |

made by the following memorandum:

"Wemorandum in response to the Rus-
slan Charpe's orel communication, made
on Augus=t 28 to the acting Secretary of
State, touching the purpeses of Russia in
Chilna:

“The Government of the United Siates
recelves with much satisfaction the reit-
erated statement thet Ruseia has no de-
signs of tecritorisl acguisition in China,
and that, equally with the other powera
now opersting in China, Russia hns
Rought the safely of her legation in Pekin
and to belp the Chinese Government to
repress the existing troubles. The seme
purposss have moved and will continue
to control the Government of the Unlted
States, and the frank declarations of
Russia In this regard are In aceord with
thoss made to the United States by the
other powers.

“In our inlon ahexe purposes could

Governmont =shall have besn re-sstub-
lished and shall be In & position to cnter
into new muntles with adequale pProvie-
jone {or repuration snd gunrantees of fu-
ture protectign. With the establishment
and recognition of such authority the
United States would wish to withdraw its
militury forces from Pekio and remit to
the processes of pesceful negotiations our
just demands,

“We conglder, however, that a continued
occupation of Pekin would be ineflective |
to produce the dJdestrod vesult, unless nll
the powers unite therein with entire har-
mony of purpose. Any power which de-
termines 1o withdraw t= troops from
Pekin will necegsarily proceed thereafter
to protect itz interests in Chinh by its

own methofl, and we think that this
would make a general withdrawal expe-
dient. As to the time and manner of

withdrnwal, we think that in view of the
imperfect knowledge of the military =it-
uation re=ulting from the interruptions of
telegraphic communioation, the several
military commanders at Pekin should be
instructadl to confer and ngree together
upon the withdrawsl &8s a concerted
moverment, &5 they agreed upon the ad-

United Stantes Takes the Lead.

The ence is unique in the his-
tory of diplomatic exchange. It may be
sald to illusirats & clever move by which
the United Btates Government again has
assumed the lesd in prescribing the pol-
icy of the powers respecting the Chinese
trouble, This was accomplished by the
Etate Department availlng itseslf of the
Russlan note to sddress the powers with
&n inquiry as to their policles, an answer
to which scarcely can be avolded.

Varlous meanings may be placed upon
the statements of the two principals to
this correspondence. Thus, on the one
hand, it may be noted that while Russia
announces & purpose to withdraw her
troops from China she £till has the oc-
cupying force at New Chwang, a condl-
tion attached that almost negatives the
proposition a8 to that point. Respecting
our own attitudle, It appears that while
believing the best course to pursue |s to
remain in Pekin, our Government Is still
willlng to withdraw. Perhaps this means
that if there is to be separate action by
the powers in China, thée United States
proposes to deal with the situation with
& free hand.

It may be noted, in connection with our
withdrawal statement, that, whereas Rus-
sia proposed to withdraw from China, our
offer is to withdraw from Pekin. A E©lg-
nificant fact in this connection is that
General Chaffee, who 18 well advised of
the situation, having several days ago
been directad to prepare for just such an
emergency as that precipitated by the
| Rusxzian action, contlnues his prepara-
| tions for wintering the American troops
in China. Indeed, unless the men gre
aflont and out of the Pel Ho 'within the
next six weeks, they are lkely to remnin
in China perforce, being icebound. Gen-
eral Chaffee was further ndvised today
of the developments in the situation, a
compenflous statement of the polnts in
the Russo-American correspondence being
cabled to him for hin guldance. As bear-
ing further on the prospects of the fu-
ture, it may be noted that the War De-
partment officlals state that the Govern-
ment hos not considéred the guestion of
the evacuation of China.

It scarcely Is expected that even with
the ald of the cables a complete accord
can be reached upon thls last proposi-
tion immediately. Up to the close of the
official day only two communications had
been recelved In consequence of our last
note, Ope was from the British Foreign
Offics through the American Embassy,
stating that Lord Salisbury wos sabsent
from London, and merely promising con-
siderntion for the note, The German re-
sponee was through Mr, Jack=on, and was
equally inconclusve, indleating a wish
on the part of tha German Government
for time-to consider the proposition. The
officlals here sny they are satisfled that
Jepan, ot least, js fully in accord with
our objects as set out in the note, and
rather expect &n early answer from the
government of that country. France has
not been heard from on this polnt, her
la=t communication relating entirely to
the matier of L1 Hung Chang’s status.

L4 Hong Chang's Credenticis,

The full text of the French Govern-
ment's answer to Ll Hung Chang's peace
proposals of August 19 and 21 has just
besn received here. It.proves to be al-

most 1denticel In language with the reply
| of the Amerioan Government, which laid
| down as A preliminary to peace overtures
| that security in the Chinese capital and
| responsible government suthority be es-
| tabiighed. It has developed, In the course

of the careful considaration which officlals

have given Lt Hung Chang's credentials,
that they were {ssued by the Empreas
Dowtiger, and not by the Emperor Kwang
Hiea, This may have an !mportant bear-
ing on the subject, as it opens up the
awvthority of the Empresa Downager since
tho coup d'etat of Septamber 8, 1568, when
ghe took the reins of power from the
hands of the Emperor. It involves also
the issiies betwean the Empress Dowager,
who is anti-foreign, and the Emperor,
who is pro-forelgn. Btill a further consid-
eration is the Russian sympathles en-
tertained by thé Empress Dowager as
agalnat the British sympathy $eld by/ the
Emperor. ‘Thus far, however, thm"hu'
been no questioning of the credentials-on
any of the personal grounds mentioned,
although they are forclble in shaping the
action of the several powers,

Although the exact whereabouts of L
Hung Chang continue to be in doubt, it
{s understood by diplomatic officlals that
he iIs now In continuous communication
with the imperial household, and thus 1s
enkbled to convey to them the prospect
of & return to the Chinese capital. The
expected return of Prince Ching to Pe-
kin is sald to be a result of this commu-
nloation between Earl Li and the Impe-
rial family, and to be the Initial move of
responsible authoritied townrd the capl-
tal. There iz réason to belleve thaot Earl
L4 1= now in frequent telegraphic commu-
nication with European capltxis, although
Wnshington has not recelved a word from
him since August Zl, the date of the last
appeal for peace. 8ome slgnificance Is
aitached to this as indicating that Earl
14, falling to get from Washington an ac-
ceptance of his overtures, turned to Eu-
rope, and more particularly to Russio.

It wns ststed today as an additional
reasdn {Oor Amorican acceptance of Ii
Hung Chanag that hils confidential secre-
tary and adviser is5 an Amerjcan, Mr.
Pethick, formerly of the American Con-
sular Service at Tlen Twsin Mr, Pethick
is known to have great Influsnce with
the Vieeroy, and among the ofMeinis hers
he is regarded ns a man of exceptional
ability and scrupulous intexrity.

with Russin’s traditional friendship with

Chira. It is pointed out thot the two

countries have llved as mpeighbors since

1644, and that their relatlons have not

cial enterprises Into the territory of tha
other, bt na border friends. It is stated
that this brought sbout the agreament
| over the Trans-Siberian Rallroad, which,
:wh!ie beneficial to Russia, also helped

Chinn to develop the resources of Mun-
churia. In seeking concessions, also, it
1g gald that Russla hns never permittad
her citizens to scquire rich rallrond and
mineral concessions and then to sell them
in speculative markets. This unselfish
end pelghboriy sentiment, It s main-
tained, is the chief motive for Russia's
present course.

THE ARMY TRANSPORT

EVERYTHING AVAILADLE PRESSEHD
INTO SERVICE.

MMore Detalls of the March of the Pe-
kin Relief Colump—Americans
at n Dizsadvantage.

PEKIN, Aug. 14, by Post via Tlen Tsin.
—One disndvantage that the Americans
had during the hard march to the rellet
of Pekin was that thelr transportation
wagons were late in arriving. The Ninth
Infantry possessed the only outfit which
reached Tien Tsin up to the time of start-
ing. The supplies were divided among the
soldlers of the Ninth and Fourteenth In-
fantry Reglments and the battery. The
Americans, with haversocks, blankets and
tent rolls, started under the heavlest
loads, but they soon atripped to fighting

sptr:ted forelgn polley for the last few

months as they care for,

At the same time the grave charac-
ter of the Chinese outlook is not &t all
minimised by well-Informed persons here,
official and unofficial, and it is recogniz=d
thet Great Britaln may have to arrive at
2 most important declslon at an early
date. Tt is belleved the War OMee haa
already made preparations for  keeping
the two Indian armies and nearly a
brigads of English troops In the fnr East
all Winter and that If the South African

One night the wmn train lost the
road and passéd the American camp. The
drivers plodded along four miles in the
darkness and rain. They might have
driven into the Chinese camp, but for-
tunately the Russlans stopped them just
in time,

The Americans often bivouacked sup-
periess and breskfastless, and toward the
end the officers kept the men at work

only by appealing to their National
da.
“Don’'t lot the Britshers beat you,

Don't let the Russlans get ahead,” they
urged constantly.

The Army transport when It reached
Pekin was an unigue gpectacle. Mlles of
animals, vehicles and coolles tralled be-
hind. Everything !maginable on wheels,
from farm wagons to fashlonable equi-
pages was Impressed, and every horse,
mule and Chinaman in tha path waa
commuandeered. The Japanese hod cown
hearing pncks and the Russians had
camels, Chinamen pulled the carts and
staggerad under heavy packs, the sol-
diers cursing and beating them. Beveral
droppad dend, Two hundred red junks
and scows, bearing munitions, were towed
up the river by coolies, Had the Chi-
nese token the offensive, most of the
transportation might eaeslly have been
captured and cut to plecea by small
flanking partles.

After it wans opparent that the enemy
was demorallzed, the Generals trusted the
transport to luck and bent thelir efforta
toward getting ahead. Only such nn
emergency ns existed could have justified
such hardships as were imposed upon the
troops.

COMING ENGLISH ELECTION.

Hos Much Influence on Hritain's
China Folloy.

NEW YORK, Aug. 3L—A dispatch to
the Tribune from London gays:

Nothing Is known here of the
note of the United Btlates to the
powers; but this I not surprising,
ns the Forelgn. Office at present
iIs a mere forwarding agenoy to
transmit doouments to Lord Ballsbury at
his place of retirement on the Franco-
German frontler. If a formal communi-
cation of the purport suggested by the
Washington dlspatches was recelved in
Downing street yesterday, no actlom of
any kind could be taken on it till the
text had been dispatched to the Prime
Minlster and consldered by him.

Mr. Broderick's references to the Chi-
nese question In his speech of Wednes-
éay have made some impression chiefly
becausa the Under Secretary of Forelgn
Affalrs 18 one of the very few Minlsters
who is not now on & holiday and also
becausa he s belleved to share Lord
SBalisbury's confldence. Mr, Brodarick's
words, howeser, were extremely vague
and only repeated that Oreat Britaln 1s
nat inclined to be forced into mceepting
the large responsibilities in Chins, while,
at the same time, Her Majesty's Govern-
ment is determined to defend British
interests. Not much can be made out
of this, though no doubt It accurately re-
flects the noncommittal attitude of the
British Cabinet.

It must be remembered that Mr, Brod.
erick’s #peech was primarlly Intended for
electioneering purposes, He stated al-
most in =0 many words that the Govern-
ment will, if It can get a reasonable
opportunity, dissolve Parliament and np-
peal to the constituencles in the course
of the Autumn. With that prospect be-
fors them and with the whole of their
Bouth Afrlcan War polley to defend, the
Minlaters are not anxlous for the electors
to Imagine that there may bs a Jong,
dificult and costly task before the coun.
try In Eastern Asla as well as In Bouth
Africa.

DEFREDATIONS OF BOXERS,

Religlons Fanatles Now on Had
Terma With Chinese Soldiers.

TAKT, Aug. 23, vin Shanghal, Aug. ¥
—An intercepted letter, written by
the Viperoy at Pao Ting Fu, who com-
moanded at Tlen Tsin during the fighting
there, compiains that the Boxers are
overrunning the country southwest of
Ten Tsin, particularly the citles on the
Grand Cannl, desplsing the officinla who
at fMrat countenanced them, and looting
and killing the enemles of thelr organ-
lzatlon and fighting the Imperial troops.
The gates of Pao {Thg Fu are kept closed,
and the peopls Inalde are suffering the
Boxers practically besieging the place.

The Viceroy reports that the Taotal of
the Clty of Teang Chow, on the Canal,
lovited 2000 Boxers to a feast, and that
while the Boxers were eating and thelr
weapons were stacked, the Imperial sol-
dfers, by hils orders, fell upon them and
slaughtered all of them.

Misalonary Green, of the China Inland
Mission, hls slster, wifa and thelr two
children, who were for some time held
as prisoners by the Boxers at Hsing Nan
Blen, near Pao Ting Fu. were well treat-
od. A company of Chinese Catholles have
held & town near Pao Ting Fu for thres
months against the Boxérs and imperial
troops. The officlals have offered large
sums for thelr capture.

Guarding the Imperial City.
YOKOHAMA, Aug. 3L—GCeneral Yom-

aguchi, commanding the Japanese troops
in Chi reports that at a mesting of
forelgn inistere and Commanders, |t

hns been declded to maintain gunrds at
the imperial city, entristing the south
gites to the Americans, while the Jap-
enese hold three others

It woas also decided to commemorate
the opcupation of Pekin by a march of
the allled troops through the Imperial
clty, August 2.

Cnpiured Imperinl Sommer Pulace.

ST. PETERBBURG, Aug. 3l.—General
Lineviteh, commanding the Russlan troops
at the Chinese Capltal, reports from Pe-
kin, under date of August 20, that the
Russlan detachment on the previoua dey
captured, without loas, the Imperial Bum-
mer palace. The Russian artilleremen
have also unearthed at Pekin 30 cannon
and many rifles. A Inrge quantity of sii-

 ver was found at the Tsung I Yamun.

German Troopsn Embark for China.

COLOGNE, Aug. 3L—The embarkation
of tha German East Asla Army Brigade
began today. Ower 700 men will be trans-
ported. The work must be accomplished
within elght days. The wvessels of the
North German Lioyd and the Homburg-
Ameriean lines are doing the transport-
ing. Vast quantities of supplles and war

materinls will also be forwarded.

IN. AMERICAN SAMOA.

Commander Tilley Reports Condi-
tions Satisfactory.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 23L—The Navy
Department has recelved an interesting
letter from Commander B, F. Tilley, com-
manding the United States Naval Station
at Tutuila, describing the promising con-
dittons In the American section of the
Samoan Islands, and recounting the im-.
pressive ceremonies attending the unvell-
fng of 2 monument to the American and
English dead who fell in the ahore en-
gazement thers In July, 1898, Of the con-

ditions, Commander Tilley says:

“I am glad to report that everything
connected with the new government Is
progressing In A most satiafactory man-
ner in all the lslands. The natives show
much Interest in the new methods of gov-
ernment, and they are striving to learn
and to comply with my wishes. The gen-
eral conditlon of the people could mnot
be more satlsfactory. They sre qulet
everywhere, and are improving thelr
ronds; cleaning up thelr villages and thelr
surrcundings, and planting thelr gardens
and plantations, Proaperity for the Isl-
ands seems fully assured.

“The enrollment of a force of Bamoans
for service In the Islands has done away
with necessity of having an armed force
of our own on shore, and will win the
natlves to loyalty and alleglance to the
government of the United States. Dur-
ing the past month I have visited all
parts of the Isiands and have found
everything In & very satisfactory state.”

Regarding the monument in question,
Commander Tilley says the unvelling took
place at Mullmuu In Apla, on July I8
The ofMicers and men of tha Philadelphla
contributed liberally for the expense of

purchasing the memorial stone, and offl- |

cers and men of several
likewise contributed. The stone, which
Is large and Imposing, welghing 22 tons,
was obtained at Sydney. It was brought
to Apla by H, M. 8. Pyllades, Commander
Tupper, and put In place by the officers
and men of that ship.

The monument s situnted in a lot not
far from the ocean, commanding a beau-
tiful view. The land has been glven In
fée to the British and 'nited Stntes Gov-
ernments. A handsome lpon fance, with
stone foundation, surrounds the plot It
Is a part of the conditlons of the deed
that the German Government shall cause
the prospect to be Kept open to fhe sea.
No buljding of any kind ahall be erected
between the lot and the ocean. The land
is given in llen of ground where the
bodles of thée men wers originally In-
terred. Commander Tilley has sanctioned
the disinterment of the bodies of our
men, and similar actlon was taken by
Commander Tupper. The lot s situated
not far from the dwelllng-house of the

.Governor.

Commanders Tllley and Tupper had re-
quested Governor Solf, representing the
German Government, (o unvell the mon-
ument. The Governor made a short ad-
dress, then drew ngide the Ameriean and
English flags disclosing the memorial stone
to view. The Governor and others huad
brought numerous wreaths of flowers and
placed them on the monument. Among
