ADDRESS BY WILSON.

The Farmer Shomld Know the Soll—
Our Foreign Markets.

CANTON, O., SBept. .—Sacretary of Ag-
mculture Wilson was the guest of honor
&t the Btark County Falr today. He de-
livered an address before an Immense
crowid. The SBecretary read from the piat-
form a telegram of regret from Presi-
dent MeKinley, who had Intended to be
at the falr, In his remarks, Becretary
Wiison dwelt to some extent on the
necessity for a successful farmer of to-
day learning the soll in all its relations,
its antecedents, its composition, itandapt-
ability and possibllities, as shown by ex-
periments which have been conducted by
sclentific men. Becretary Wilson referred
to the new markets being qpened up to
the farmers of the United States, and
xaid:

“The United States buys §200,000,000 worth
of tropleal products annually. It will be
our pollicy In future to educate the brown
men of our island possesslons to produce
this vast amount of material, The re-
eeipt of this amount of money will en-
eble them to set hetter tables, clothe'
themsalves better, lva In beiter houses
and do more for educstion.”

The Becretary declared In closing that
sgricuiture fiourishes best when the fac-
tory flourishes best, and added: "It is
the farmer’s privilege to =0 shape poll-
cles that the sphere In which we sell will
widen as our requirements demand.”

WASHINGTON, Sept. 6—The Commis-
rFloner of Internal Revenue some dpys ago
recelved & letter from a representative
of the Nationnl Fraternal Congress then
in session at' Boston, Inquiring whether
or not any decision affecting the. taxa-
tion of policles or certificates lssued by
fraternal Insurance socleties has been ls-
sued during August last, Since then a
Inrge number of inquiries fiave been re-
oelved to the same effect from sll parts
of the country. To these Inquiries the
Commissioner has ruled as follows:

“No ruling has been made during Au-
Fust or recently by thls office affocting
the taxatlon of policles or certificates
of Ife insurance issued by fraternal or
beneficinry societies, such as the Anolent
Order of United Workmen and kindred
organizations This office has alwavs
ruled that such organizations were ox-
tmpt under the law and does not con-
template imposing any taxation of thelr
policles or certificates.™

I have not yet found a
elngle Benator who has publicly declared
that he voted for the treaty because I
wanted him to, but Senator Wellington
has sald he voted for the treaty becauss
the President asked him to and promissd
that the Philippines would not be held
permanently if the treaty was ratifisd:
#0 If you attempt to prove that I was
responalble for the treaty, you cannot
do it, but you can prove by BSenator
Wellington that the treaty would not
have been ratified but for the promise of
your President. But, I will say, If the
Republican party will not assume the re.
sponsibllity for the ratification of the
treaty, 1 will do 1t myself. (Great ap-
plause.) I favored the ratification of the
peace treaty. I was not a Benator and
did not have a vote. 1 do not know that
my volce changed one single vote, but I
am willing to walve all that, and I am

1If a
Republican says that a trust Is a good
thing, you tell him that the Republican
platform denounces the trusts. If a Re-
publican says that the trusts are a bad
thing, 'you ask him what his party has
done to destroy the trusts.”

In reply to a guestion from the crowd
as to the trusts, Mr. Bryan sald he would
suggest a remedy:

*1 have been arguing the trust question
for years, and- I have given remsdies,
BEight years ago ! introduced a bhill In
the Natlonal Houss of Representativesz
providing that whenever (I was deter-
mined in court that a trust controlled the
price of any article upon which a tarift
was laid, that article should go on the
free list. I not only want to destroy the
advantage which a trust can secure under
legislation that is glven for the purpose
of protectlon; I want ‘o go further than
that. I want to destroy every private
monopely in the United States. I belleve
that It I= posslble for Congress to 2o leg-
islate that every corporation doing busi-
ness outside of the state of its origin can
be prevented from becoming & monopoly,
and the plan 1 suggested Is this:

“Let Congress provide that whenever
any corporation organized In any state
wants to do business outslide of the state
it must go to the Federal Government
and get a llcense which will enable 1t to
do such outside business. But |t must
do busineéss In every siate according to
the laws of the siate In which It does
business. 1 do not want to take away
from the state any powers it now has,
but I want Congress to add a ren'medy.
Before this license 1s glven 1 want sev-
eral conditions complied with. First, I
want the water squeesed out of the stock
of the corporations. The laboring man
eannot water his capltal, which is the
farm, and 1 do not belleve that & cor-
poration should be permitted to water
its stock and to collect the dividends up-
on Its fectitlovs Investment. I want to
rquesze the waler out of the stocks.
There will be a flood for 8 while, but
there will be honest corporations after-
wards. If you had such a law and such
s leense glven on such conditlons, I do
not believe there would be 2 monopoly In
this country.

“Now, I have suggested two remedies,
If anybody hns a better remedy, I Wwill
be glad to substitute or add that remedy
to the ane I propose.'”

Mr. Bryan then presented arguments
against a large standing army and dis-
cussed militarlem and imperialism along
the same general llnes he used In other
speeches. He cloned about 10:30 o'clock,
He will leave Whesallng for Chicago at
7:%5 o'clock tomorrow morning.

Speaking of
imperialigm, Mr. Bryan sald the question
has not yet been paased upon by the
people, who were now to have thelr first
opportunity to record thelr views upon
the subject. The Presldent only had tak-
en & position, the Judiclary and Congress
had done nothing, hence the Importance
of due consideration of the subject be-
fore it was too Iate. He Instanced the
Poro Riean blll as an Nustration of what
the Republican party would do In other
cases. In that case, he said, the party
had assumed Itself superidr to the Con-
stitution and the President endorsed this
poeition. The meeting closed soon after
noon and Mr. Bryan left for Parkersburg.
