WEEEKLY CROP BULLETIN.

Last Weelk's Rains Were Generally
Beneficial in Oregon.

Following != the Unlted States Depart-
ment of Agriculture Climnte and Crop
Bulletin of the Weather Bureau, Oregon
for the weck ending Monday,
September 10:

General Summary.

Moderately heavy ralns have occurred
in nearly all portlons of the state. They
were heaviest in the Willamette Valley
end Southern Oregon, and least In the
three Northern Coast counties. The days
hiave besn cooler than usual owing w0
excessive cloudiness, but the nights have
been seasonably warm.

In Western Oregon the maximum, or
dny, temperatures ranged between 56 and
84 deg., and the minimum, or night, tem-
perstures, between 4 and 5 deg. In
Eastern Oregon the=e variations were
for day temperatures between 62 and 80
deg., and for night temperatures between
4 ond @0 degm. -

The rains have bean very beneficial to
pastures and gardens, and although they
delayed threshing from' the shock and
interfered with hoppicking and prune-
drying, nelther hops nor prunes have as
vet suffered any materlal damage from
them, and If the present favorable weath-
or continues these crops will socon be
harvested In excellent condition.

The Italian or Fellenberg prunes, al-
though a short crop, are axtra large and
finely finvored, while the French or Pe-
tite prunes are slightly undersized but
well flavored, and the yleld will be above
the nverage.

Hoppicking s now well advanced, and
as the erop is free from llee ana mold,
it is very good In quality mnd nearly up
to the average In quantity,

Grain cutting s nearly completed in all
sections of the state, and threshing la
progreasing as fast ag poasgible.

The following threshing yields are re-
ported this 'week: Wallowa County,
wheat 15 to 30 bushels: Josephine, wheat
12 to 16, oats 10 to 12 rye 10, barley 16
to 20; Baker, wheat 5 to ¥, oats 4 to
5, and Benton County, wheat 7 to 15,
oats 8 to 2%

Corn Is ripening nleely and its har-
vest In well advanced,

Early potntoes are being dug and the
lete warietles have heen benefited by
the ralns and are now making & good
growth.

Rainler, Columbia County, Joseph
Hackenberg—Wenther wvery changeable
from bot to cool, and cloudy during the
day, but very cool at night. A trace of
ruln fell Friday.

Late po-
tatoes are belng dug; crop poor In quai-
ity and quantity, compared with crops
of other yoars. Gardens not damaged by
worms promise enortnous ylelds, but, Hke
the pasture and Fall work, need rain
French and Italian prunes ripe; crop
splendld. Gravensteln apples excellent.

Buver, Polk County, O, A. Wolverton—
Harvesting done. Hops belng picked In
all yards; quality first class, but the
yicld is not turning out as well as In

former years. Rain !s needed; pastures
are dry.

Forest Grove, Washington County, B.
T. Whalker—The week ends with the
greater part of the harvest gathered. A
very amall amount of grain is still un-
threshed. Polatoes are not yielding &s
well as the early part of the season
promised. Prunes are being dried: ylelds
vary from good to very poor; quality
good. Ralns st the close of the week
will =top threshing from the shock for
a few days, but there are stacks enough
to keep the mnachines golng. Pasturca
nerd rain very much, and many would
Iike to see enough to start plowing.

Oakville, Linn County, A. Y. Smith—A
heavy shower of rain, accompanled by
thunder, occurred on the night of the
Sth; steady raln all day on the 7th cooled
off the atmosphere some, Prunedriers
are running on full time, and the largest
prunes that have ever heen grown are be-
‘ng dried; some cropa will go 38, while the
majority of the orchards will average be-
tween 30 and 40,

Woodburn, Marlon County, T. F, Hayas
—The last week was warms and dry untl]
the Gth, Light thunderstorm, doing no
damnge, occurred on the Tth: rain fell
most all day. Hoppleking In progress;
yield fair; quality good; but few com-
plaints of mold. Ths raln was of great
beneflt to gardens and late potatoes; pas-
ture grass will alep be greatly bene-
fited.

Const Distriet.

Gravel Ford, Coos County. G. G. S8wan—
Threshing nearly over; ylelds very poor—
wheat £ to 10 bushels, cats absut 30, bar-
ley 40. Early potatoes harvested; late
potatoes look fine.

WALLOWA COUNTY SWINE,

Farmers Dolng Very Well in the
Hograising Indastry.

F. D. MecCully, of Joseph, Wallowa
County, Is In Portland dellvering twe
carloads of fat hogs to the purchasers,
who pay 6 cents a pound on foot for
them. Wallowa County farmors, he says,
make more of a specialty of hograising
than those of any other portion of the
state, because they are so far from rail.
roads that they cannot reach the mar
kets of the world with thelr grain. With
pork at present prices, however, they
malke grainralsing pay by feeding their
wheat to hogs, even though compellsd
to haul their pokers by wagon to Elgin,
5 miles away.

It costs 5 cents per hundred, he says,
to haul the animals over the 30 miles of
wagon road, and the hogs lose very little,
If any, welght on the trip. The teams
are hurried through so as to reach Elgin
without unleading, and at the rallroad
terminug the porkers are rested and fed
up for a day or two before belng londed
on cars.

There are now over 1000 head of fat
hogs In the vicinity of Joseph, awalting
shipment to Portland, Mr. MeCQully esti-
mates, and the Impetus glven the pork-
ralsing Industry by these MeKinley times
will encournge Wallowa farmers to go
more extensively into the business. Wal-
lowa hes lots of living streams, he says,
from which water can be obtalned for
irrigating the alfalfa fields, and wheat
comes to perfection with no other mois-
ture than that from the clouds.

TWO GRAIN SHIPS FINISH

ORDALLA AND GENISTA ARE NOW
READY FOR SEA.

Scarcity of Sallors XNecessliatea
Drafts Deing Made on San Fran-
cisco—Marine Notes,

The British ship Genlsta and the Brit-
{sh bark Orealln finished loading late last
evening, and will clear and leave down
the river this morning. The Septamber
fleet has been rather slow In getting un-
der way, but from present appcarances
will be off in a bunch. Both of the vcs-
sels were In need of quite a number of
men, and, as the owners obhjected to pay-
Ing the rates demanded by the Portland
boarding-house men, crews are coming
from San Francisco. It has been nearly
two years since sallors were brought (rom
the Bay clty for Portland grain ships, but
s0 long as men are scarce and high as
they are In Portland at present, it wlil
become necessary to look elsewhere for
them. The port charges of this clty must
be kept down to the lowest possible notch

if it becomes necessary to go Into other
ports to secure mallors on the same basls
as they are shipped from those ports, the
cost of bringing those sallors here and
placing them aboard the ships should be
made as light as possible for the ships.
‘There is no escaping the fact

well-meaning but misguided theorists, re-
cently upset the most satisfactory and
less expensive method we have yet had
for handiing this vexed question. If thals

land would today be the cheapest port
on the Coast for securing sallors. Re-
eriminations are of no avall, however, and
the end now to be sought Is the restora-
tion of n lower scale of remuneration for
the men who pick up crews. Desertlons
ecannot be stopped unt!l the sallor Is rein-
carnated, and meanwhile the cost of
rounding up men to take the place of the
sallor must be made as low at Portland
as It Is at sny other port on the Coast.
