Fall trade is getting well under way
&nd there has been & wery heavy busi-
Deas with the country since the first of
the month. and owing to the enormous
crowds which have thronged Portland
sinoe the opening of the Carnival. the clty
trade has been much greater than ever
before In Beptember. The westher has
been peTect for harvesting the fruit and
hop crops, and both of these blg factors
in commerciasl prosperity are contribut-
ing largely to the esss of the money sit-
uation. Thers has been n henvy selling
movement in whest for the past week.
and all of & has beem moved at top-
notch prices, compared with the markets
elsewhere. Valley flour is siightly higher
on account of the short wheat crop in
thut section. Butter is firm. and & small
sdvance Is noted. Veal is dolng better
this week, and pork is holding !ts own.
The poultry markets sre very dull, and
stocks will not clenan up.

HOPS—The attempt of the Oregon Hop-
Erowers’ Assoclztion to form a 3000-bale
pool of hops to bLe sold st I5 cents per
pound has not been successful, and i1t is
reported that only s small beginning was
made before the expiration of the time
specified, SBeptember 10, 1t appears. how-
ever, that the offer of 15 cents for =
pool of hops helped materially in fixing
Prices at that figure. As soon as this
offer was announced lhe growers refused
to mall or contract at a Jess price. There
bhas accordingly been bdut little sélling dor-
ing the past week. The reports as to the
Quality of the hops ane all of the sams
tenor, and the crop is nearer perfection
then ever before. The outlook for prices
cantinues guits favorable. Late London
advices reduce the Engilsh crop estimate
to 0,00 cwi., or halfl of last year's out-
put. Prolifics are quoted in London at
Pofisis, without huyern. which conflrms the
opinion that Enghsh merchants intend to
walt untll the bulk of the -orop In'on the

rket before opereiing. The crop of the

WOOL—The wool market has been over-
favked In the interest in hops,
prunes. i, and the sales for the past
month have been in the nggregnte of very
small proportions. There is still some
going Eas:t on consignment, but, accord-
ing to advice: froin the Bast, it will not
find a very Grm market there at present.
The New York Journal of Commeree, un-
der dute of September £ reports the sit-
ustlon In the Eust as follows:

The wool muarkst shows no signs of any
increased activity, ‘notwithstanding the
prophecies nf members of the trade during
the last few weoks, Although manufactu-
rers sssm to be more desirous of keeping
in touch with the situation, and ‘are
making some inguiries regarding wool. As
a rule, they do not culminate in acttal
transactions, and where such i the case
the order Is usually for sample bags
There s some fear that holders may be-
Fln to weuken before long unless there is
an Improvement in demand. When it s
considered that there has peen very little
business sinoc the first of the vear, it iz
not to be wondered &t thsu dealers are
becoming anzious and that In & few In-
etanees It s 8 case of necessity. Bot it is
gonerilly belleved that & weakening at
this time would hot be productive of good
results, Tt is not 80 muoch a mattcs of
price with the manufarturer as it is “that
hie does not nead the wonl, or, at least,
does not know _ar yet whet clase of wool
Be will netl. Theré s a good denl of ex-
perimenting going on and & good many
now Hass -af woolens  sre peported ax In
progress of construction. If these should
be surcessful it might stimulnte a ds-
mend for certain cinsses of wool, which
are 2t present Ufeless, The market i Ina
pecullar condition and eould be easily in-
fluenced townrd higher prices by any sem-
bianoe of genernl buying, sithough at the
same time bupers nre & lower general
Jove.

WHEAT-—Esporters are still experlenc-
Ing more difficulty In securing ships at
roasonable fgures than they are in se-
curing wheat with which to fill them.
There are shipe in Portland harbor today
which wore chartered last winter at 25
shlllings, and there are others whirh have
been chartorsd within the past 1 days at
s §1. It = apparent from this that
within the past 10 days some denlers have
boen in &
emnugh to enable them to pay 7= 64 for a
#hip, amd M i alao apparent that the
cherterers of the S-shilling ships, §f they
had nit already secured thelr wheat, have
puflicient leeway i they are so disposed to
pay over § cents per bushel advance over
the price they could pay were they un-
provided with any chesp ships. Unfortn-
nntely, nearly all of this cheap tannage
has been provided for, and no more is ob-
tainable, and ncoordingly there hus been
& narrower range to prices this week than
was noticeadle 1 short time ago. when
exporiers were buying to cover this cheap
tonnnge &nd bidding agalnst buyers who
hind been forced to pay more for ships.
Freights have dominated the wheat mar-
ket for noarly o year, and there is not
much rellef in sight now, at ieast not be-
fore next Spring, o 4 shillings is being
unked for ships ne far distant as pext
April. Quotations are fairly wteady around
M and % cents for Walla Walla and
about 5 eents for bluestone. The milis
are paying about & cents for Valley, =
rate which shuts the exporters out of that
firid. Two cargoes finlshed Joading yester-
@ay, and three or four more will be ready
for sea wWithin the next 30 daye

| NEW YORK, Sept. 12—Very lttle can
be sald of such o market as that of todoy
beyond the chronicle of the movements of
| individunl stocks. Dealings fell nearer
the peint of stagnstion than ever the rec-
ord of the recent duliness - has yvet shown.
The few stocks that showed any appreci-
able movement were not Infivenced by
any genernl condition of business or af-
falrs, and It was difficult In =some cases
| to account for the movements. Tele-
graphic communication was much Inter-
rupted by the storms In the West, and
thiz= was proffered as an expianation of
the dullness, but as orders received by
telegraph and executed In the marke:
bave pot been a perceptible Influence for
many. months past, the explanaticn wus
not convinelng. The most mercurial spa
cilties—namely, People's Gar, Sugar and
Brooklyn Rapld-Transit—malintained their
poor pre-eminence In the market. But
the range of their fluctuations was ox
tended 10 reach'a point only with palpahle
nfiort. Before the market closed, prices
of the three had been dragged back to
very near last night's “level S

In the rallroad list there was some de-
mand for Northern Pacific at an extrems
advance of & point, apparently on the
large increase In earnings reported yea-
terday for the first week In September,
This secemed to sustain other mflroad
stocks, even St. Paul recovering sharply
In spite of the heavy decline in tts Arst
week of SBeplember earnings. The coal-
ers were heavy as the period approached
for the declaration of the miners’ final
decision on the strike. Leondon bought
stocks here again today and helped the
opening rise, the London market belng
encouraged by the belief in the Boer col-
lapse, and seemingly by the hope that thae
renewal of the South African gold supply
will scon help to relieve the London mar-
