Thesa statemsats
hava been preparsed and sent to Mr. Har-
riman. From them it is expected a con-
clusion will be reached that will deter-
mine whether the Ogden gateway will re-
main open or be closed. Those who are
in a position to judge say that ‘unless
a dintinot lose of revenoe will follow the
plosing of Opden 1t will be closed. That
1=, other things belng saoywhere near
ogual, the Utah-Colorndo competitors of
the Unton Pacific will be shut out This
being true, few would be surprised to
learn of the closing of the Ogden gate-
way any day; &nd yet it may remaln
Lpen.

It s not expected, however, that that
gute will be shut with a bang and -the
snfesling notice “Kesep out” nalled across
. That could be dome in years past,
when #ompetition wns not so brisk and
the avenues for diverting traffle were
less numerons. Sinoe the Ogden gate-
way was opened in 1884 the business pub-
lic has come to regard it as in the lloe
of promoting falrer methods In transpor-
tation. The experience of Oregon and
Washington when the Union Pacific
closed the gnte and .operated the 0. E.
& N 8s a part of its system was not
satisfactory. Local interests had no show.
The 0. B & X. was ured as 8 feader
for the Union Pacific, and the Northwest
was miliced for the benefit of the blg eor-
poration. The Union Pacific Thas besn
subjected to heavy squeezing since then,
has gone throurh beokruptey court and
unfergone complete reorganization and
change of management It would not
Pecessurily follow that the old pollcy
would prevall if the Ogden gate should
be closed snd the 0. B. & K. and Oregon

Ehort Line be wholly absorbed In the |
Toien Pacific system ss before. But the |

experience of. the past makes Northwest-
erners, anf particulsrly Portinnders, view
with a critical eye every step in the di-
rection of the old condition. Closure of
the Ogden gateway ls expected to come
rather in the form of arbitrary rates and
unequal Alvisions and other indirect ways
then in a direct refusal to aocept trafflc
on through mileage basis. This would be
the more diplomatic way of accomplish-
Ingrithe result, and 4 would be not one
whit less effective,

What effect cloxing the Ogden gatewsy
would have on Fortland 1= not entirely
ciear. At present the Utah-Colorado lines,
which can resch Portinnd only through
Dgfen, maintain offices here, and sctive
corps of solicltors. These men are to 2
Jarge extent worlkdng for the 0. R. & X.
&nd Oregon Short Line, without costing
those companies & cent for wages or ex-
penses. They drum up large numbers of
passengers and vast quantities of freight
from this territorr for thelr lines. None
of this business cmn reach thelr
untll the 0.
