THE STORM AT BUFFALO.

Wind Attsined a Veloeity of Sev-
enty-Eight Miles an Hour.

Y., Sept. 12—Reports
from Crystal Beach, a Summer resort on
the Cenadian side of Lake Erie, say that
every @iock has been destroyed by the
terrific wind storm of last night, and all
the boats of the Buffalo Canoe Club and
many ses yuchts anchored there were
completely wrecked., The Aamsage thers
has been very heavy.

The wind here sttnined a wvelocity of T8
miles &n bour.

A woman, while picking up debris o
her yard, took hold of an electric light
wire and wss killed. Her husband was
badly Injured,

At Bsy Beach, the headquarters of the
Buffalo Yacht Club, much damage was
done.

In this clty a number of small cmft,
several scows and & dock were driven
sshore.

At the FPan-American grounds several
bufidings, Including the Unilted States
bullding, were demaged. The officials say
the damuge will soon be repatred and the
bullding finished according to contract.

In the Lake Michigan Gale.

NILWAUTERE, Wis, Sopt 12—Bat-
tewred and damaged by the terrible gale

The buckets were
soon filled with weter, but it was mlty,
and could not be used. The salt spray
was cartied into the alr over 180 fect, and
was mingled with the rain water that
fell in the buckets.

States Weather Bureau give some valua-
ble additional Information sbout the
storm. Unfortunately, the recording in-
struments were destroyed or crippled be-
yond operation about 6:10 o'clock Batur-
day evening. The wind gauge recorded
a two-minute blow at the rate of 100 miles
en hour, and was then demoliched by the
hurricane, which continued to increass in
violence. While the exact velocity of the
wind was not recorded after the destruc-
tion of the Instruments, the Weather Bu-
reau representatives estimate the maxi-
mum velocity at beween 110 and 120 miles
&n hour, It 4!d not maintaln this terrific
rate for any length of time, perhape for
half & minuts, but it was sufficlent to
wreck anything that met the full force
of the storm.

A fournal of the local office of the
Weather Bureau contalns & report of an
apparent tidal wave of four feet which
swept in from the Gulf between the hours
of Tand 8 P, M. At that time the wind
vaered to the southeast. At that time
there was o tide of five feet and a terri-
ble swell in the Gulf during the storm,
and before the tidsl wave of four fest
arose this wall of water and increased the
forde and speed of the sea thet washed
over the city.

vicinity would bé closed. He has been
about on boats in the waters around Gal-
veston day and night sinoe the storm, and
buses his statement on what he thus
has seen, :

Barges are now passing between Texas
City and Galveston, a distance of six
miles. They connect with trains that
pass over the Galveston, Houston & Hen-
dereon and Texas Clty tracks. The break
in the raflroad has been repaired as far
ns Texss City Junction. The telesraph
wires sre yet broken, but are being rap-
idly repalred.

The telegraph offices here are crowded
night and day, and the operators are
Hterally buried with work. Thelr meals
sre sent to them, and they do not leave
thelr keys, TYestarday 4000 messages were
at the Western Union office to be for-
warded.

J. . Dillon, commercial agent of the
Santa Fe, has réturned from a trip over
the line of his road from Hitchcock to
Virginia Point on foot.

“Twelve milea of track and bridges are
gone south of Hitcheoek,” ssid he. *1
walked, waded and swam from Hitcheock
to Virginia Point, and nothing could be
seen in all of that country but death and
desolation. The pralries are. covered
with water, and I do not exaggerate
when I say that not less than 5000 horses
and cattle are to be seen along the line
of the traucks south of Hitcheock. The
little towns along the rallway are aill
swept away, and the sight is the most
terrible that I have ever witnessed. Near
Virginia Point dead bodies could be seen
from the track floating about the prairie,
At Virginla Point nothing fe left, About
10 cars of Joaded merchandise that
reached Virginia Polnt on the Interna-
tiomml & Great Northern and the M., K. &
T. the night of the storm are scattersd
over the prairie.”

J. W. B. Smith, who went to Galveston
from Denver a month ago anfl who was
In Saturday night's storm, reached the
elty yesterday. He started from the city
Monday afternoon, and In wslking from
the foot of Broadway to the SBanta Fe
bridge counted 200 dead bodles hanging on
wire fences, to say nothing of those float-
ing In the water. Ha constructad a raft
out ‘of planks, and, In ecompany with
Clegg Btewart, made for the mainland,
which they reached after hours of ex-
posure. In every direction after cross-
ing the bay they saw the fest of corpses
sticking out of the water. Upon reach-
ing land they walked to Hitchoock, Mr.
Btewart's home, and found that 25 per-
sons had lost thelr ltves there, and that
in addition, 8 Yodles that had fioated
ashore had been buried near there, Mr,
Bmith Is satisfled that over 3000 persons
lost their Uves. Before leaving Galves-
ton he learmed that the steamer Pensa-
cola, which was driven out to sea 180
miles by the storm and which was re-
ported lost, hed returned, and that {its
eaptain reported having seen bodles float-
ing in the water ¥ miles out.

A torchlight proces-
sion escorted the Governmor's carriage
through the streets, which were lined
by crowds of men, women and chiidren.
The tent was filled. A speclal excursion
trajn brought people from a point as far
distant as Flandreau and plcked up
parties at all intermediate points.  Tha
speech of Governor Roosevelt was lhnn,
&nd mainly devoted to toples already
presented by him. At a late hour Gov-
ernor Roosevelt vetired to his private car,

A notdble feature of the parade at Hu-
rom, B. D., weas 350 rough riders in uni-
form, who made a fine appearance. Lead-
ing them were M young women, mount-
ed upon horses and wearing the Roose-
velt hat The traln remained at Huron

CONTRIBUTIONS POURING IN FOR

Governor Sayers, Who Is Directing
Work, Reports Death List of
2000 and Losa

AUSTIN, Tex., Bept 13—Governof
Sayers todey made the following state-
ment to the Associated Press correspond-
ent on the Galveston situation: F

“Conditions &t Galveston are fully as
bad as reported, Communication has been
established between the lsland and the
malinland, however, and hereafter trans-
portation of supplies will be lesy difficult.
The work of clearing the city is progreas-
ing fairly well, and Adjutant-General
Bourry, under direction of the Mayor, s
patrolling the clty for thé purposs 9t,wv-1
venting depredations. The most consider-
ative estimate as to-the number of deaths
is 2000. Contributions from eltlsens from
this state and also from other states are
coming rapidly and.:liberally, and it ls
confidently expected that within the next
10 days the work of restoration by the
people of Galveston will have begun In
good earnest; and with energy and success
Of course, the destructien of property haa
been very great, not less than $10,000,000,:
but it Is hoped and belleved that even
this great loss will be overcome throush
the energy and self-rellance of the pee-
ple.” )

During the day the contributions have
falrly deluged the Governor, more than
5100000 having been recelved. Among the
largs contributors are to be noted the
Btendard Ofl Company, with §10,000; the BES
Louls Commerclal Club for a like amount,
and the Huntington interestas for $5000.

This afternoon Governor S8ayers recelved
the following report from General Man-
ager Trice, of the Intarmational & Great
Northern Rallway, . who Is conducting the’
operations of the rellef corps at Galveston:

“Houston, Tex., Sept, 12.—Tha cars. con-
taining the tents and ratlons were turned
over to the barge line this morning and
forwarded to Galveston, arrangements
here having been made for all freight to
be handled by barges hauled by tugs from
Clinton to Galvestgn, and passengers by
our line to Texas City, and by boat from
Texas Clty to Galveston. This ia the hest
arrangement that can be made, and It pre-
vents delay to elther the frelght or the
passenger service, for If we hauled the
frelght with the passengers to Texas City,
to transfer from the cars to the boals
would cause too muoch delay to the pas-
senger servics, We brought In one traln,
conslisting of about 30 Galveston people, to
Houston today, and wlll get another train
load in by tonight, mostly women and
chidren, which will make about 600 that
we will get out of Galvestyn today. The
passenger and frelght service between
Houston and Galveston is all free for suf-
ferers, and we are {ssulng transportation:
to all polnts north of Houston to all suf-
ferers not able to pay thelr way.”

The following report was also recelved
from Adjutant-General SBcurry:

ARRIVAL OF SUPPLIES.

No Further Danger of Famine
Galveatom,

-GALVESTON, Tex. Bept. 13—Today
suppliea began to arrive, but so meager
are the facilities that the amounts could
not be handled. There are ' thousands
hungry hets, and though they have some-
thing to eat, the food gives no nourlsh-
ment. It is.scaked with water, and pro-
vislons - which have been -treated to a
bath- ard not very palatable.

The provisions that reached here today
came. from Houston 'by steamer, but
there are 8o many to feed that they did
pot ,go far. A crowd quickly. gathered
and they were distributed in a short time:
Many hurried away with what they got
to thelr familles; athers got cooked food
and ats it where they were. The situ-
ation does not look so bad, now that the
rellef has actuslly come, and more Is on
the way, but It Is not meant to be sald
that further relief !s not needed. This
is not a question of & day, but of many
days. It may be two weaks before &
traln gets In here.

There 18 much to be done, the first
thing being the estabflshment of a rigid
Bystem, of issulng supplies. The nucleus
has already been formed and the regular
soldlers who are atill alive and a num-
ber of citlzens, have been sworn in as
policemen, and are attending to the Is-
suing, of ratiohs and directing the efforts
of the searchers for the dead and In-
Jured. As for clothing, many hava the
money to buy, and those who have not
are belng given thelr necessaries by the
Rellef Committes, but more clothing ia
necessary And especlally for women and
childrep, who are the principal suffer-
ers, -

Along the bay shore the davastation is
complete, and the full force of the wind
is better apprecMited when the great tim-
bers and »lling are seen twisted and
broken In two. Many of the residences
that were blown Inside out have a Iook of
frallness ghout them, but there |s
A solidity about this wrackage that shows
the terrible force which must have been
exorted to have caused the damage.

A great steamer, ths Alamo, Is
Jammed hard and fast Into the remains
of the plling of the wharf, where she was
tied up. Out in the stream a sister ship,
the ConcHo, lles after her voyags from
New York. The passengers she has on
board have not been allowad to land.

Over on Bollvar another big ship Nes,
and out towarda the jetty there Is another,
Toward the mainland In the mud are &
couple more. Tugs will be here In & very
short time from New Orleans and Moblle
to pull them off, but they will have to go
out of port light, for there is little left
herg to send out on them. There is no
dock here that can accommodate these
blg ocean-golng “steamships. Omne or two
of them ars riding at anchor, apparsnty,
unharmed. Of the smaller craft there is
little left. A coupla of steamers and two
tugs are all that ¢an ba seen from the
wharf, though thers may be others which
are away at the malnland. Mosat of the
mosquito fleet was smashed into kindling
wood. -

There are several small boats thrown
high and dry on the wreckags of the
wharves, and one ls far out in the rail-
road yards. How it got there = a mys-
tery, for even:the wind that prevalled
could not have carried It there unless it
gof up above the wharves first. Out in
the water there are a number of wrecks
of vessels. Most of the crews have es-
caped. .

The city and island is covered with
carcassea of horees, mules, cows, dogs,
rats and cats. The ondor from these and
from tha human bodles Is poisoning the
alr, and it is & matter of impoesibllity
to dispose of even one-tenth of the putre-
fying carcasses this week. The number of
people trying to leave fs great; not all of
them want to stay away permanently, but
théy desire to get to relatives and friends
slsewhere to recover from the shock
fhey want to gst where there 1s plenty
of food and drinking water and medi-
olne and not so much slckness that may
prmie_u fatal as wind and water.

GALVESTON, Bept. 11 (via Yacht Stella’ ™

1H.—The good pecpie
of Galveston are stralning every nerve
to clsar the-ground and secure from be-
neath the debris the bodles of human be- |
ings and animuls, and to get rid of them. |
It is & task of great magnitude, and Is
attended with untold difficulties. Thers
is & shortage of horses to haul the dead,
and there is a shortage of willing hands
to perform thes gruesome work.
Yesterday mornipng It became apparent
that it would be Impoasible to bury tha
dead In long trenches, and arrangements
wore mada to take them to sea. Barges
and tugs were qulckly made ready for
the purposes, but it was difficult to get
men to work. The city's firemen worked |
hard In bringing bodlss to the wharf, but

.outside of them were fow who helped

The work was In the hands of Alderman |
C. M. McMaster, Captain Charles Clark,
James B. Hughes and others. These men
pitched In, handitng the bodiea them- |
selves and urging the few men they could f
plck up to work

Rev, Father Kirwin, who went out to |
summon men for the work, reported that
it was impossible to get any considerabls
number, and he urged that able-bodied
men. bo impfessed. Boldiers and police
men were sent out, and every able-bodied

,man they found was marched to tha
wharf front.

The men were worked in
relays, and were liberally, but not too
plentifully, supplied with stimulants to|
nerve them for thelr task. At nightfall |
thres barge loads, containing about T
human bodles, had been sent to ssa, whare
they were sunk with weights, Darkness
compelled suspension of work untll morn-
Ing. Toward night great diMculty was
experienced in handling bodies of negroes,
which are badly dscomposed. 1

No effort was made, after 2 o'clock
yesterday morning, to place the bodleg
in morgues for ¥dentificatlon, for It was |
imperative that the dead should be gotten |
to sea ns soon aa possible. Many o!|
the bodles taken out ares unidentified.
They are placed on the barges as quickly |
as possible and lists are made while tha
barges are helng towed to sea.

A largs number of dead animals wers
hauled to the bay and dumped In, to be
carried to sea by the tides,

One hundred and twenty-five men
worked all day yesterday and last night |
in uncovering the machinery of the water-
works from tHe debris.
