*The Northern Paclfic,'” answered Preasi-
dent Mellen, “w.il under ro circumstances
foin In any ponl, traffic committee or oth-
er such agreement, and Mr. Jeffrey has
recelved no assurances from us to tha
effect that we are favorably disposed to

This statement was made very emphati-
cally, and as It |z hardly probable that
the other roads will organixe a commit.ee
without the Northern PacMle, the terrl-
torial committee’s plan may have to be
abandoned.

A RAILROAD SCHOOL.

Propoaed Course of Practical Train-
ing for Young Men.
BARATOGA, N. Y., Sept. 0.—Ths East-
ern Rallway Malintenance of Way Asso-
ciation, a New England organlzation of
which E. A. Haskell, of Springfleld. Masa,,

is president, is In sesslon here.

Walter G. Berg, chlef engineer of the
Lehigh Valley Hallroad, read a paper
entitled “The Education of Railroad Men
in the Subordinate Ranks for the Main-
tenance of Way Service,” In which he ad-
vocated the establishment of a special
rallrond trade achoo! to be devoted to the
teaching of practical rallroad "work, the
entrance requirements of which will be
limited to a general common school edu-
catlon. The school should consist of a
regular courge of one year and of an ad-
vanced course of one vear in addition to
a general course. Scholars for the regu-
lar course would be boys direct from
publie schools and young men who, after
a few years' work in a shop, office, store
or a ralircad department, begin to real-
ize that thelr rapld success in life may
depend Iargely on a better general know-
ledge of the famillarity with one sub-
ject or some speclalty,

The advanced courss would be apen to
gcholars who had completed the regular
course and men’ whose former education
and subsequent rallrond experience would
qualify them to omit the regular course,
The general course, consisting of lectures
on the general rallrond subjects, would
be open to all comers in order to spread
a better knowledge of the general con-
ditions. laws and public policy governing
‘rallroads among the general publlec.

Both Mr,»Cleveland and Mr. Olney are
men of strong personality. Toward the |
cloae of Mr. Cleveland’'s Adminisxtration
they affected each other unpleasantly as
often as they did agreeably. Mr. Olney
was desirous of the Democratic nomina-
tion for President In 1854 Like most
men who have such o desire, he falled
to see why lls realizntion was impossible.

If It had any In his mind, he could
have mentioned them, but his fallure to |
mention them glves to his criticlsms on
MeKinlsylsm no educatjonal, practical, or
operativa value to men of Independence
who wish to know what cholee between
forced alternatives they szhould make for
country and for kind at this time.

In short. Mr, Olney’s letter Is “all In the
air." He is constralned to criticime the
MeKinley Administration, but nelther his
consclence nor his Intellect—or does tha
reason reside In his temperament or In
hizs ambition?—permits him for one mo-
ment to go hall for Bryanism or to &n-
lighten voters hesitating between the two
partles in this campalgn. On this ac-
coumt the letter will have no other result
than to allgn Mr. Olney with “regularity,”
and to number him among the “eligibles™
by 1004, But In the unlikely event of Mre
Bryan's election, Mr. Olney would find
the Nebrmaskan keeping him at arm's
length, for. George Fred Willlams would
be “the man of Massachusetts," and Rich-
ard Olney would not.

Nor do asplmations and arguments al-
ways agree.  They sometimoes Inr.  Ware
Mr. Olney disinterested he had been freer
and more candld In his thought and falrer
in his siatements, His eriticism of #x-
panmslon, for Instance, would then be unim-
palred by the fact that he Is the ploncer
expansionist among our modern states-
men. His Atlantic Monthly protest In
December, 1897, againat the United States
being any longer "“a hermit natlon.” his
demand then that we go to the East. and
to its conssquences would not riss in judg-
ment against him row. His reeord was a
great one on that His rhetorlc today
cannot mll that record off the pages of
Itemture, Then he foresaw, and in wf-
fect advised what, over a year later, the
destruction of the Maine and the ensuing
war made a8 obligatory as [nevitable.
Now he faulyg what then he favorsd-
and why he does g0 Is not unknown to
his gometime collengues, though |t does
not appear In the lines of hiz lettar.

For Mr. Olney's fame, we could wish
his disaprointments with the past had
been les= galling. his devotion to his great
chlef more loyal, and hls wards In the
present based on broader, higher, and
nobler grounds.
