MAY SHOOT BIRDS TODAY

"BEGINNING OF OPEX SEASON FOR
PHEASAJTTS.

JUaay Hontem Arc Already in the
Field and Good Basra Are

Expected.

Today the sportsmen of Oregon will
fbe permitted to turn themselves loose on
the Chinese pheasants, and. Judging from
tiio beavy 'business done a-- t the Portland
gun stores Saturday, the birds will have
to hunt cover in a lively manner.

It is estimated that fully 1000 gunners
left the city by last evening for the
various shooting resorts of the Wil-
lamette Valley and other points. Quite a
number left Saturday evening with guns
and dogs by various routes, but, of course,
these sportsmen will merely introduce
their dogs to the birds, and the birds to
the dogs, In a preliminary way, before
the onslaught tomorrow.

The Southern Pacific excursion train,
which left last evening over the West
Side, went as far as McMInnville, drop-
ping sportsmen and dogs at the various
stations on the route.

Pheasants are said to be twice as nu-
merous as last year, and their long im-
munity from the shotgun has made them
jjuite tame. The young are reportod to be
almost grown, and pretty well able to
take care of themselves when they find
that war has been declared on them.
The pheasant is known to be a cunning
bird, and his strength of wing will enable
him to fly shy after the first few shots,
and he will take to tall timber or the
mountain side when he finds the farm,
pasture and open places in the valley too
hot lor him. This trait in the pheasant
will prevent his extermination, as hunti-
ng: along1 the sides o a steep hill or in
the deep and silent woods is too much
like work for the city sportsman, who
merely goes forth in-- the first days of
October for a few days' fun.

Farmers upon whose lands a good deal
of shooting will be done this week are
divided in their sentiments regarding the
open season for the Chinese pheasant.
A.t ome points where the birds are so
numerous as to become a nuisance the
city sportsman and dog are welcome, as
the pheasant eats a good deal during the
course of the year, and is especially ex-
pensive about sowing time, when the
young wheat is just sprouting. Farmers
In such localities are glad to see the birds,
thinned out, provided the .shot doesn't
fly too close to the barn and chicken-coo- p,

and the hunters do not mistake a
favorite domestic rooster for a game
pheasant.

There are other farmers who feel an-
noyed by the presence of hunters on their
domain, and these post up" trespass no-
tices conspicuously at all points, warning
hunters to "keep off these premises under
penalty of the law." Many farmers in
the Winter time provide feed for the wild
birds in their fields, and there have been
periods of deep snow in which the pheas-
ant would have had a tough time pulling
through, were it not for the few bushels

Xo-.whe- thrown to him. Then in hatch-
ing time care must be taken. to keep from
injuring the nests, and after the young
are hatched the cats and dogs must be
taught to let them alone. When the
broods of young birds have grown to a
goodly size in August the farmer feels as
thouch he had raised them himself and

Mongolian pheasant, quail or partridge;
provided, however, that it shall be unlaw-
ful In that portion of the State of Oregon
lying east of the Cascade Mountains to
take, kill, injure or destroy any grouse at
any time between the first day of Novem-
ber of each year and the first "day of
August of the following year, or to take.
Injure or destroy any prairie chicken at
any time between 'the fifteenth day of
November of each year, and the first day
of September of the following year, or
when the ground- - is covered with snow
sufficient for tracking; provided, however,
ihait shall be unlawful to kill or destroy
nny ringneck or Mongolian pheasant, any
other pheasant, or any quail or bobwhlte
Sin that portion" of the state lying east of
the Cascade Mountains; provided, further,
that it shall be unlawal to kill any Mon-
golian pheasant in the Counties of Jack-eo-n,

oJsephlne, Coos, Curry and Clatsop
lor a period of three years after the pas-
sage of this act; provided, however, that
the county courts, or Boards of Commis-
sioners of the several counties may. at
their discretion, shorten the open season
In their respective counties for killing the
game birds or wild fowl mentioned in this
net.

WITH MILITARY HONORS.

Captain. Jcmeson's Comrades Will
Lay Him to Rent.

Captain Malcolm S. Jameson will be
burled in Portland. His mother, Mrs.
Jane Jameson, reached here late last
evening and consented' to interment where
the deceased had practically made his
home for the past 10 years. The regular
military funeral, with all honors due a
dead Captain, will be given. Services will
be in Calvary Presbyterian Church.. Tues-
day, at 2 P. 31., Rev. W. S. Gilbert offici
ating. Company G, the deceased's own
command, representing the Guard, and
perhaps Company B, Captain T. N. Dun-
bar, representing the Second Oregon, will
consolidate to form the escort, as a Cap-
tain Is entitled to but one company. The
services will be under the auspices of the
Third Regiment. O. N. G., of which Cap-
tain Jameson was a member at the time
of his death.

Mrs. Jameson has borne the fatigue of
her long journey and the shock of her
affliction well. She was met at Bonne-
ville by her nephew, A. W. Allen, and J.
A, Arment, who broke the news of her
son's death. The telegram informing her
of his serious Illness portended this, 'and
she was somewhat prepared for the news.
Mr. Allen said last evening , that Mrs.
Jameson would consent to the burial here,
which probably means that her son will
be laid to rest in the military plot at
Riverview, with other soldiers.

The remains lay In state at the Ar-
mory yesterday, attended by a guard de-
tailed from Captain Jameson's own com-
pany. The casket was draped in the flag,
and bore flowers contributed by friends.
A sentry stood at the head and the foot,
at parade rest or attention. Lieutenant
Piatt, the only other commissioned officer
in the company, had charge of the guard
of honor.

Many expressions of regret and condo-
lence were heard yesterday. Captain
Jameson, although a young man, already
had developed qualities promising a good
future. His employes, the Golconda Min-
ing Company, in the short time of his
service with them, had learned to appre-
ciate his worth. At the time he, was tak-
en sick, Mr. English, the manager of 'the
company, was arranging to have Captain
Jameson open an office for the company
In New York City. -

far His Brother.

James Layfleld has got trace of his
brother, William Layfleld, whom ho has
not seen ror M years, tnrough reading an
Oregonlan account of the L'unrut murder
case. James. Layfleld walked into the po- -
Uce station Saturday evening, and asked:

"Is Bill Layfleld held hero as a witness
iu this murder case?" He was informed
that he might find Layfleld at the Coun-
ty Jail. "I am anxious to see him to-

night," said-he- , "not having seen him for
30 years. We were raised here togetner,
but I left Portland, and during that time

heard Bill was dead. I have been back
In Portland three years, and am working
for a truck company. Saturday morning I
read the account of the Lunrut murder,
and saw that Bill was a principal wit-
ness. During the three years I have
been back in Portland I had not hea.d a
word before of him, and believed him
dead."

Yesterday James Layfleld continued his
search for his brother, but found at the
County Jail that the latter had gone to
Sauvle's Island, not having been held in
custody with the Eppersons. William
Layfleld has lived for several years in
IMilwaukle, and has been putting up hay
on shares on the Smith ranch on the isl-
and. Both are now full-gro- men, and
it is doubtful if they would recognize each
other as brothers who had played togeth-
er as boys.

COMMISSIONER HERMANN THINKS
THEY DO NOT HARM RESERVES.- - -

now 5,000,000 Acres of Forest in
Oregon Is Cared tor. By the " '

. Government.

Hon. Blnger Hermann left last night
for Tacoma. where he is booked for a
campaign speech. From the Puget Sound
region he will go up through Idaho for
the purpose of addressing the citizens on
the political issues of the day.
At the Imperial yesterday, Mr. Hermann

said he was combining business with
pleasure on his present tour of the Pa-
cific States, as he visits the various
United States Land Offices along his
route,, as well as the offices of the Survey-

ors-General, In order to keep' In touch
with the business being transacted.

Ho Is particularly well pleased with the
management of the various forest re-
serves, and thinks Government guardian-
ship of these vast mountain and timber
tracts has tended to the welfare of the
entire people. "There are 5,000,000 acres
In the Cascades reserve of Oregon," Mr.
Hermann said, "in Washington there are
S.000,000, and-i- California 9,000 000, and
Government survellance over theBe vast
watersheds has already tended tp stop
the fires In these lands, which hav
heretofore filled the Willamette and Sac-
ramento Valleys, as well as the Puget
Sound basin, with smoke every Summer.
The preservation of the forest covers
tends to equalise the ra'nfall-an- is very
essential to the welfare of contiguous
localities."

(
"Do you think the pasturing' of sheep

and cattle on these mountain 'reserves in-
jures the growth of trees, as has been
asserted?" Mr. Hermann was asked.

"No, I do not. Our people have been
Summering their stock In the Cascade
Mountains for over 30 years, and no dam-
age has resulted. All that the Government
desires to do In the matter Is to pre-
serve the forest growths and place the
cutting of timber under proper restric-
tions. The Forest Rangers have been In-

structed by me to keep down fires and
compel campers to use all precaution In
the spread of flames from their camp-fire- s.

I am convinced that the 50 Rangers
guarding the 5,000,000 acres of reserve in'
this state have accomplished great good
along these lines, while at the same time
their duties have In no yay conflicted
with the pursuits of the stockmen, the
mlnr. the timber man, or the hunter.
The Rangers understand that they are
to with the state authorities
in enforcing the game laws, and so in
this respect their duties tend toward
those of State Game Wardens. s

'Miners are not molested" In any way
from prospecting or developing claims
within the reserve, and they can secure
title just as easily within its boundaries
as upon any other portion of the public
domain.

"Timber cutting can also be followed
under restrictions, the cutting being con-
fined to such trees as the Government
approves, stumpage being paid by the
party cutting.

"The Forest Reserve Department will
be within .the next three
years," Mr. Hermann continued, "through
the sale of timber from Its various tracts.
The Homestako mine, in South Da"kota,
lias paid $75,000 into the public treasury
this year, for timber used In its tun-
nels and shafts, and for fuel used In Its
furnaces. Timber cutters are compelled-t-

remove all debris, when a tree has been
felled, in order to lessen the danger of
Are.

"No charges will be made for pasturage
on any portion of the reserve, as there
Is no authority of law for Government
officials collecting any such fees. Stock-
men, therefore, need have no uneasiness
about Summering their animals In the
Cascades reserve, so long as.the.xequlre- -

A PAUPER'S GRAVE

WEIili-KNOW- N THEATRICAli EM- -

PLOYE DIBS UNKNOWN.

His Identity Was Discovered Several
Days After His Death Exhumed

and Burled Decently.

Twenty years a resident of Portland and
yet burled as a total stranger, Is the
peculiar history of Samuel Requet. No
one among the theatrical fratern-
ity In Portland was not well ac-
quainted with "Big Sam," and for that
matter there Is hardly a resident of Port-
land that has not seen and heard of this
well-know- n character. But all this

these long years of fa-
miliarity with fellow men did not Insure
for the- - late 'Samuel Requet recognition
after death, until his body had lain in the
grave several days.

But the obscurity of this demise was
tho result of singular circumstances, and
not due to the Indifference of friends.
When friends heard ,Samuel Requet, was
dead and burled, they were so shocked
they ordered his disinterment from a pau-
per's grave, purchased a lot in Lone Fir
cemetery and yesterday burled him there,
wlth all "proper ceremonies. They have
endeavored to atone so far as possible
by giving the remains that considerate
attention that would be accorded any old-ti-

resident of the city.
Requet began his career as a stage car-

penter and mechanic In Portland 15 years"
ago. But two others remain now In Port-
land who were pt this work then B. W.
Qulmby and H. B. McCabe. better known
as "Fenny." All three commenced about
tho same time, have worked together ever
since, and at this date are the only old
stagers In the business here. Qplmby Is
engaged by Cordray and "Penny" is at the
Marquam. The old New Market Theater
at First and Ash streets was the place
of public amusement when they began.
Since starting there "Big Sam" has
worked .at Cordray s old placo, at the
MaTquam, and did his last work behind
the Bcenes at Cordray's Washington-stre- et

theater. For a time he was stage
carpenter under Geqrge Baker at the Mar
quam. About a year and a half ago he J
lost his place at Cordray's through a
weakness not uncommon among men of
his kind. Odd jobs here and there and
somo work for the street cleaning de-
partment since have been his source of
revenue.

Nearly a month ago he registered at
the old Globe Hotel, Front and Couch
streets, under the name of S. Smith.
Why he did this unless from a sense of
pride Is a mystery. Little work, over-
indulgence, and the weakness of advanc-
ing age began to prove too much for his
constitution. He- - became sick. As he was
penniless, the proprietor reported to the
police that one S. Smith was at his place,
destitute and needing medical attention.
Before anything could be done for him
he died. His body was taken to the
morgue, an Inquest held, witnesses called,
a verdict returned, and yet not a soul
recognized in Smith the well-know- n Re-
quet. The Coroner had the body em-
balmed and kept for several days, thinking
some friend or relative might" appear, but
they did not and Requet was burled in a
pauper's grave.

A stranger who stopped In the same t
house where Requet died had heard him
speak his proper name and also mention
the name of an intimate friend. After
the death several days this stranger
casually met the friend and referred to
Requet's death. Supposing the death had
occurred that day, the friend commenced
preparations for a funeral service. Upon
going to the undertakers he could learn
nothing about Requet, but when the man
Smith was described, concluded It must be
the same person. Smith had already been
burled. The friends went to tho lodging-hous- e

and Identified the clothes left by
the deceased as those belonging to Re-
quet.

For many years Requet belonged to
the National Alliance of Theatrical Stage
Employes and also the Theatrical Me-
chanics' Union, but of late nas allowed
his membership to lapse. When It became
apparent to friends and members of these
unions that he had been burled in a pau-
per's grave, they had the body exhumed.
Regular services were held yesterday
morning at 11 o'clock in Holman's under-
taking parlors. A large number of friends
were present, besides the fellow workmen
of the deceased. Several excellent floral
pieces were contributed. An Episcopal
minister read the service of the church,
and then the body was placed In the grave
secured by friends in the Lone Fir cem- -

MORE CHILDREN IN SCHOOL THAN
EVER BEFORE.

Indications Are That the Registra-
tion Will Exceed 11,000 Before

Close of Term.

There were 10.SS0 pupils In attendance
at the public schools of Portland last
Friday. This number exceeds by 550 the
attendance at the same date last year,
and Is a higher total than ever enrolled
In the city before. According to this rate
of Increase there are likely to be nearly
11,000 children attending In the February
term, when the maximum is reached.

The increase In will necessi-
tate the erection of a new schoolhouse
In Ockley Green In the near future. A
primary class of about 30 will be formed
as a starter, and a room rented for the
purpose. Ockley Green Is a thriving su-
burb on the line of the St. Johns motor.

Several vacant rooms in the Thompson
schoolhouse are about finished, and will
bo ready for use In a few days. The
pupils -- now attending the old Multnomah
school will soon be transferred to the
Thompson, and the Multnomah edifice
may then be removed bodily to Ockley
Green.

The number of nt pupils at-
tending city schools Is found to be small
at present, and the parents ofthe few who
have been decided as will
be presented with bills at the end of
each .quarter.

Parents are said to be cheer-
fully with the rules In regard to vaccina-
tion, and no applications for exemption
have been received within the past week.

Miss May Thompson, who had been
promoted from the Harrison to the High
School, arrived Saturday from Dion,
Mont, and will assume the duties of her
new position this morning.

Cannot De Made a High-way- .

There has been some talk of the County
Commissioners undertaking the work
clearing out the obstructions In the Sandy
River so 'that the channel may be used to
raft logs and railway ties to Trout-dal- e.

This scheme has been looked Into
before, hut those who are familiar with
the character of the Sandy River do not
think It Is feasible. H. Cone, one of the
owners of the sawmill at Troutdale, says
that the river cannot be cleared so as to
become a highway for logs. He says that
he lost a great deal of money trying to
usajljt.ln rafting logs down to his mill at
Troutdale. The river is short and very
swift It has a way of becoming very
suddenly a torrent that carries everything
bofore it, and tne best constructed booms

Troutdale will not hold the logs. Be-
sides there are many sandbars for 16
miles on which the logs lodge and can-
not be set adrift again. These logs can
be seen on bars by the hundreds
from the banks of the river. The sand-
bars cannot be removed, as they are
there to stay. Los3 in timber from this

Prospects for Bigr Exhibit at Pi
American Exposition.

"Prospects for a flne exhibit from
egon at the Buffalo an Expos!)
tlon of 1301 are good' said Samuel S.
Wolffsohn, special commissioner of the
exposition, who returned yesterday from
a trip up tho Valley.

"I have been Interviewing the Senators
and Representatives of tho Legislature,
wherever I could find them, and have
called at all the newspapers In every town
visited and have met with a great deal of
encouragement right straight through Or-
egon, and I feel confident that tho state
will majke substantial appropriation for a
fine exhibit at the next session of tho
Legislature. Governor Geer Is quite ac-
tively Interested In the matter, and I
believe that an exhibit will be sent to
Buffalo next year that will present Oregon
in Its right light to the East. The state
had a flne exhibit at the Omaha Expo-
sition and secured good results. There was
a flne timber display, and Eastern capital
ha3 since bought a million arces of tim-

ber land In Oregon. But the fruit and
mining Industries of the state need further
development and advertising In ths East.

"At the World's Fair at Chicago a gen-

tleman, who had traveled a great deal
and a lady who had never been west of
Chicago were inspecting the Oregon fruit
exhibit.

" 'Look at those beautiful red apples,
said the lady, 'what makes those ap-
ples such a pretty fiery redr

" 'Those apples are blushing from mod-
esty, my dear,' was the answer. 'Their
beauty has never been shown off at an
exhibit before.'

"The success of the Ex-
position Is assured. Seven million dollars
have been subscribed, and the states aro
'liberally backing their exhibits. Our
grounds are larger than the World's Fair
grounds, and the parks are already Im-

proved. We will get our power from
Niagara, and the electrical displays will
bo the grandest ever seen In the world.
Within a radius of 500 miles of Buffalo
live 44.000,000 people, and the benefit of
reaching these can be readily appreci-
ated.
