MeMillon Prediction.

Governor McMillln, of Tenneasee, in
taking the chsir, made an ;ﬂdreu. in
which he anid:

Owvation to Bryan.

Az Mr, Turner concluded, Mr. Bryan ap-
i'o‘"d on the platform. His arrival served
Instill into the meeting 2 degres of
enthusiasm which had not previously
rhatked the procesdings of the conven-
tion. He reached the city a few minutes
before 1 a'clock. but did’not arrive st the
hall until* & guarter past 4 olelock He
WaS e8CO through the .streéts by &
number of marching clubs, #nd was wal-
comed at every turf by thmas of peo-
ple. As sopn ns Mr. Bryan appeared on
the platform there woas & wild shout of
greeting and this soomn developed into a
demonstration, which ml:lnu.d for-about
six minutes, untll indeed, thare was a
call fox oessation from Mr. Bryan him-
self. His speach was Uberslly applanded
throughout, -and when it whs concludad,
thers wua a rush to the stage op the
part of those In tha audience who wishad
to shake hands with bim. He, -howaver,
avolded this demonstration and soon found
his way back to hisz hotel

Governor MeMilin, of Tennesses, in-
troduced Mr. Bryan, but before the lat-
ter began speaking, the anmouncement
was npmde that the Democratic National
Commiftee was in nesd of money, and
thut for every dvojlar raised by the
Democmatie Clubs and members thereof,
President Hearst, of the National Com-
mittee of Democratic Clubs, would put
up an agual arnount to help salect the No-
tiopal Democratic candidates. Mr. Bry-
&n them took the pletform and spole as
follows:

“I appreciate the work done and being
done and to be done by this Association
of Democratic Clubs, and appreclate the
energy, the enthusiasm. and the abllity
dizplayed by Mr. Heorst, the president
of the assoclation.

We expect that the camprign will be
conduoted In behalf of the great masses
of Americans, and we have the right to
call on them to help with thelr money, oa
well as with thelr votes, to win this
fight, which is their fight and not our
fight.

*“We nesd the clubs to help met the
votes out on elgotlon day. Out in our
stats we sometimes arrange to hava vol.
untsters whoe will go out and when they
find ‘& man who thinks he ls too busy
husking corn to spare the time to vote,
the voluntesr husks in his place until he
goes and votes, We need these clabs to
help get the votas ont, and then wa need
these clube to help get the votes comnted
and to prevent fraud after they are cast.
