WASHINGTON, Oct. 8. The' -- effort to
Induce the Chinese Imperial Court to re
turn to Pekin has failed,, after a week's'
persistent effort on the part or tne pow-

ers. News to that effect was brought to
the State Department today by the Chi-- 1

jaese Minister, who recelved,lt via Sk JPet- -

ersburg from viceroys Jjiu xuin xin au
Chang Chlh Tung, under date of October
A. Minister Wu received the message last
Bjght. It was as follows:

"The reasons for the temporary post-
ponement of their Majesties' return to
Pekln are the presence of the allied
forces there, on account of which solic-
itous fear is doubtless entertained, besides
a danger of the outbreak of epidemic
disease, which usually follows after great
disturbances, destruction of property and
military operations. It is hoped that the
powers will be considerate in their judg-

ment in this matter."
The important feature of the message Is

the confession that the Court Is restrained
toy fear of the allied forces from return-
ing to Pekin, The movement takes the
Emperor and Empress Dowager about
300 miles farther away from Pekin,
though, according to the statements con-

tained in the message by reason of the
direct telegraphic with
Shanghai the Court practically will be
nearer lor purposes of negotiations with
the outside world, than it was at Tal
Yuan.

Minister TVu has been Informed also
that Vlpfirov Yu. of the province just va
cated by the Court, has been impeached
because of his antl-forel- tendencies,
which is the first step toward his degra-

dation.
It Is said there are no Boxers in the

newly chosen locality, so that the court
will have thrown aside the hostile Influ-

ences recently surrounding It. As the dis-

patch Is dated four days ago, it is taken
that the trip of the Imperial party be-jg-

prior to that time. It will be slow
and tedious, overland most of the way.
with a short stretch of
Slnan was formerly the place of Im-

perial residence the ancient palaces
are still there.

The only disquieting feature of the
movement comes from Japanese advices
stating that the new point of location is
strongly fortified, which is some indica-
tion that the Imperial family is - still
In flight and is seeking stronger de-

fenses, but the friendly Viceroys and
"Minister lYu do .not share in,, this vjew.

The Minister considers the auestloh of
punishments especially disposed Qtby.tbe
edict of the Emperor and. the Gerjnan
and the American notes esichansed 3ast
week. The only difficulty he apprehendi
is in case the foreign Ministers seek to
designate certain persons who shall be
punished, in addition to tnose which the
government itself may recommend ror
punishment. Such a course by the Min-
isters, he says, would be hard to comply
with, but he looks to the sagacity of
"Li' Hung Chang and Prince Chlng to over,
come any difficulty.

THE CHINESE CAPITAL. .

Location at Slnan Is Not Satisfactory
to Germany.

BERLIN, Oct. 8. The somewhat opti-
mistic view of the Chinese situation
which prevailed In Germany last week
lias been unfavorably affected by the re-
ports that the Chinese court has resolved
to settle permanently at Slnan Fu, cap-

ital of the Province of Shen Si. This,
the Berliner Tageblatt regards as indis-
putable evidence that the Chinese court
Is as anti-forei- as ever. "The failure of
the court to return to Pekln," it says,
"makes aiarce of the proposed peace ne- -,

gotlations, inasmuch as the Chinese Gov-

ernment could annul the whole procedure'
at any moment by revoking the creden-
tials' of Prince Chlng and LI Hung
Chang." "Without claiming any official
authority for its attitude, the Tageblatt
comments favorably upon, a proposal to
declare Emperor Kwang Tsu deposed.

The Berliner Post says that the latest
news "shows that the Chinese court neith-
er intends to return to Pekin nor to
punish the guilty adequately. The" Boer- -
sen Zeitung regards M. Delcasse's note
as "a. wedge driven Into the Tecentiy re-

From. its Shanghai correspondent the

Frankfurter Zeitung has reeived the fol-

lowing: "The Chinese Telegraph Com-

pany, which is very rich, wishes to trans-
fer its interests to foreigners, fearing that

LONDON. Oct. 8. The Shanghai corre

spondent of the Times, wiring October 7,

says:

The
Russians and Germans hold the Pelt Tang-forts-,

and have also taken Tong Shan
the.Kai Ping mines, thus monopoliz

ing the coal supply In, North China,

Taking of Shan Hal Knn.
ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 8 Admiral

Alexleff, In reporting the occupation of
Shan Hal Kwan, on the Gulf of Liao
Tung, says:

"In accordance with an agreement of
the Admirals, the forts have been di-

vided among the different nations. The
town has not been ocupled, but the
gates are guarded by artillery. The forts
are nearly Intact, and the whole route
from Hong Ken to Shan Hal Kwan Is
now occupied by the Russians. After
the occupation of Shan Hal Kwan, the
Americans refused to further participate
In the operations. Part of the Russian
force is advancing northwards."

Capture of Mulcden.
ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 8. The Rus-

sian General Staff haa received official
dispatches confirming the reported occu-

pation of Mukden.
Subbavltch entered the city October 1.

He advanced from Old New Chwang Sep-

tember 24 with 11 battalions of infantry,
Cossack cavalry and 40 guns, and after
fighting two engagements routed the Chi-

nese Army September 27. Eefore with-
drawing, the Chinese looted and fired the
city. The Russians captured numerous
modern guns and immense stores of war
materials.

The Legation Guards.
PEKIN, Oct. -- 3. Gmeral Yamaguchl

will retain 10,000 Japanese troops, 2000 of
them at Pekln and the others at Taku
and along the line, rtf communication.

- LONDON, Oct. S. The Times publishes
a report that Emperor Nicholas recently
decided to call the Russian troops from
Manchuria after Mukden had been occu-

pied.

San Chung Is Q,uiet.
HONG KONG, Oct 8 The town of Ban

Chun Is quiet this morning and the stores
have been reopened. The rebels who at-

tacked Sal Wan, near San Chun, Satur-
day, are believed to belong to the force
of Triads which Is proceeding westward,
levying blackmail and recruiting. The
missions in the Hinterland are safe.

WELL-KNOW- N RAILROAD MAN

Death of George R. Blanchard in
Nctv York.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8. George R Blan-char- d,

of the Joint
Traffic Association, died at his home
here today, after an Illness of several
weeks from a complication of diseases,
Including nervous prostration and ery-

sipelas.
Mr.- - Blanchard was 59 years old. He

was a railway man all his life. Ho be-

gan as a clerk in 185S in the employ of
the Cincinnati & Chicago road. He was
subsequently connected with the Ohio &
Mississippi, the Central Ohio, the Balti
more & Ohio, and the Erie roads, becom-
ing, nt of the Erie in 18S4. He
became a commissioner of the Central
Traffic Association, and then chairman
in 1896, and was given cnarge or tne joint
Traffic Association-unti- l it was dissolved.
He was regarded- - as one of. the highest
authorities on railway rates In the coun-
try. .During the Spanish War Mr. Blan-
chard ga,vq the Government the Denetit
of his knowledge of transportation, but
he declined a. Brigadier-Generalsh- ip ten-
dered him by the President. He was
called on by railroads all over the coun-
try for expert advice and to act as ar-
bitrator in cases of difficulties. " In addi-
tion to his extensive knowledge of rail-
road affairs, he was a forceful and en-
tertaining writer.

tered the room. I had seen some armed
men In the hall, and they said there was
trouble In the Legislature. Later In the
day I saw him h Caleb Powers' private
office, with a gun, sitting by the window.
The window yaa raised a little and the
curtain pulled down. I asked him what
he was doing "with the gun. He said:
There is trouble up there,' pointing to
the Legislative building. 'I do not in-

tend to start any trouble, but If It tart3,
I will be prepared for It.' He pulled back
a long board Standing against tne wall,
disclosing some guns, and said to me:
'They say Powers Is a brave man, but
when there are signs of trouble, he hides
his guns.' After that Powers himself
came In and Youtsey again said he would
not start anything, but was prepared for
trouble. I told him he ought not to think
of shooting out of that window, and
Youtsey said: 'That's right. It will be
never done.' I left Powers and Youtsey
In there when I came out.

"I saw Youtsey again Monday morning
before Goebel was shot He was out in
the main hall near the west door of the

..Legislative building. Caleb Powers was
present, and Youtsey asked me If we had
any chance to win the contest. When I
told him the attorneys were -- hopeful he
seemed satisfied-an- d walked toward his
office.' I was In my office, next to the
Governor's, . when the shot was fired.
Some one said a man was shpt, I looked
put and--' Saw.-- , a man lying cm the, pave-
ment with Colonel Jack Ch,lnn near him."
, ,"Vhon I.:wept Into Powers' private of-fl-

tha .day Youtsey.was In there, the
door was locked, . and J. knocked, to get
In. i About minutes after the shooting-- I

saw Youtsey In my office, which, Is ,the
reception-roo- m to the Governor's office.

I heard him say nothing, and saw him
have no arms."

Todd was not cross-examin- by the de-

fense.
Frank H, Johnson, who was Deputy

State Auditor In January, said he had a
conversation with Youtsey prior .to Jan-
uary 30. and while he recalled the talk
rather Indistinctly, he remembered that
Youtsey said something about feeling ag-

grieved at Senator Goebel over some
matter about which he said Goebel had
mistreated him. The defense declined
to cross-exami- Johnson, who was after-

ward recalled by the prosecution, and, said
that after the shooting he called up all
the clerks In the' Auditor's office and
asked" them 'their, exat whereabouts at
the time, of the shooting; that, when he
asked Youtsey where he was, Youtsey
aaid: "I was in a safe place." Witness
said a week or 10 days later he asked
Youtsey again where he was when tho
shot was fired, and he told him that he
was In the basement of the Executive
building. ',

Ed Stefllo, the telegraph messenger, said
he saw a gun ban el sticking out of Pow-
ers' office window a second or two after
the shot was lired, the gun was with-
drawal a second later.

Ed Sorter TLrmLton, Jr., who was op-

posite the east entrance to the Executive
building when tho shots were fired, said
a minute after the shooting he saw Yout-
sey run around the Executive building
from the basement entrance and up tho
stairs, and go In the cast entrance.

J. B. Matthews, Assistant Secretary of
State. under Powers, said Youtsey came
Into hl3 office about a minute after the
shooting with a plsul In his hand. Some
10 minutes after the shooting Matthews
broke open the transom and climbed Into
Powers' office, where he Baw a rifle lying
on the floor near the west front window
and a carbine In the southwest corner
next to the bookcase. He said that after
Youtsey was arrested he told him that
he knew thr fiont window in Powers' of-

fice was not raised, but was bolted down
January 30 '

Wade Watts and Louis Smith, keepers
of the oilet rco.-- lu the basement, told
of seeing Ycnitey run through their room
a few 3ec3nl3,afte.' the shooting.

The excess of mortality during the pres-
ent year over the two preceding yeara is
due to the fact that there are many more
unacclimated persons In Havana now
than at any time since 1S97.
