British Exhibits at Paris Inferior to
Those of Other Nations.

Of the exhibition itself, It would be
jess tham just not to say that It is a
splendid conglomeration of the material
indications of the world's progress, says
& Paris correspondent of the London Tele-
graph. It 1s mot one that specially flat-
ters the patriotic Briton. Practically all
our leading manufacturers are showing
here; but it is again and again obvi-
ons that we are being outclassed In scores
of manufactures. The imitative German
has gone one better than us in most
of our own lines of manufecturs, while
the ariginal American has struck out for
himaelf in any number of flejds which
Pritish negligence has falled properly
to enter.

A walk through the exhibition will, .I
venture to afflrm. convince any thinking
Englishman of the fact thast we, who
for mors than 50 years led the world in
mechanical progress, have in many mat-
ters fallen hopelessly in the rear, not
only of the Americans, the Germans and
the French, but even of one or two of
the minor nations. It is not that the
English exhibits are so bad; they are
as good &8s we can produce, They are
comparstively few, it is trus, and that is
=ald to be due to the limited space ac-
corded to the Englieh section.
