WOODEN TOOTHPICK TRADE.

This Country Uses 5000 Cords of
Woed for Industry Eackh Year.

New York Herald.

Kew York City consumes 700,000,000
wooden toothplcks annually., Nehrly =il
qf these come from Japan, Portugsl and
Mauine. Five thousand cords of wood are
usad for thin industry In the United
States each year, and 8 per cemt of It
comes from Malne. The timber used s
mostly white birch, with soms maple,
and mont of it comes from Frankiin Coun-
ty. Outside of the Pine Tree Siats, the
industry is confined to Peansylvanla,
Massachuastts and New TYork.

When the lumbermen in thelr Winter
camps find a fine white birch tres, Its
choles portlons are lald aside for tooth-
pltks. The logs, after being sensoned in
the open alr, ars taken to the factories,
stripped of thelr bark: avtomatioally cut
Ints veneers about as thick aas toothplcks
and as wide as toothplcks are long. An-
other operation ocuts these veneers into
finiasbed toothpicks at the rate of a thou-
sand a minuta. As the manufacture i@ so
rapld the factories run only a few weslkns
to prepare the sunply for a year.

The very best toothpleks come from
Portugnl, where they are whittled by
hand from orange wood splints by girls,
who recelve 10 centa & day for thelr labor,
Thess toothploks are remarkabiy smooth
and do not splinter. They are found in
frst-clngs restaurarita, and In the homes
of mén who are very particular about
such convenlences. .
