
CHAFFEE WAS MAD

Called Dow.n Von Waldersee
for German Looting.

GENERAL USED STRONG WORDS

According to a Berlin Report, the
American Officer Afterrrard Apol-
ogized, and the Trro Are Again

on Good Terms.

WASHINGTON--. Dec. ll.-T- he War De-
partment has received a report from Gen-
eral Chaffee of the Incident that occurred
In Pekln In connection with his represen-
tations to Field Marshal von Waldersee.It appears that General Chaffee did use
eome pretty vigorous language in protest-
ing against the thieving and looting ot
the foreign troops. What particularly
hurt the feelings of Waldersee was a
pointed reference by General Chaffee to
the fact that this disgraceful and

practice of looting was being
Indulged in, not by the men who did the
fighting and opened the way to Pekln.
but by the latecomers, who had borne
none of the brunt of conflict and hard-
ship. Waldersee himself did not reach
Pekln until long after the expeditionary
force had occupied the town.

It Is recognized here officially that
General Chaffee had provocation for his
deliverance, but regret Is felt that he
used this tone in addressing the Field
Marshal. It Is significantly pointed out
here that perhaps it was not Incumbent
upon General Chaffee to make any repre-
sentations whatever on this subject to
the Field Marshal, as there is no longer
any official tie between them. When the
United States Government changed the
character of Its military representation in
Pekln from an expeditionary force to a
mere legation guard, of course that
guard no longer came under the control
of the Commander-in-Chi- at Pekln, but
was simply a part of Minister Conger's
official household.

The German VieiT of It.
BERLIN, Dec 1L The Berlin Govern-

ment has not taken official notice of
General Chaffee's letter to Count von
Waldersee, complaining of the removal
of the astronomical Instruments from the
wall of Pekln. and the return of the
letter to the American commander "on
account of its tone." Only .a few papers
print the Incident In their news columns.
The Vosslsche Zeltung remarks:

"Whatever the cause, General Chaffee
had In no case a right to use such rough
language in a letter to the Commander-in-Chief- ."

The Berliner Tageblatt observes:
"We must, of course, reserve a deDnlte

Judgment until reliable German reports
have been received. Whoever knows,
however of the generally acknowledged
diplomatic tact of Count von Waldersee
will not doubt that he would not have
employed such a brusque procedure with-
out the strongest kind of provocation."

Captain Dannhauser. who Is with Count
von Waldersee. says In a private dispatch
received In Berlin:

"The French have abandoned their op-
erations to remove astronomical Instru-
ments from the walls of Pekln. presum-
ably in order to impress the Chinese
with their comparative clemency, but the
Germans continue removing Instruments,
under the protection of a company or
engineers."

The German Foreign Office authorizes
the Associated Press to make the follow-
ing statement, regarding -- the Waldersee-Chaff- ee

incident, based upon a. cable dis-
patch Just received from Field Marshal
von Waldersee:

"General Chaffee wrote Field Marshar
von Waldersee a letter in a rough tone.
Field Marshal von Waldersee refused to
receive It, returning the same to General
Chaffee. The 'atter then wrote a second
letter apologizing for his objectionable
expressions, whereupon Field Marshal
von Waldersee Invited General Chaffee to
breakfast, and the. incident was amica-
bly closed."

The French View of It.
PARIS, Dec. 11. An official of the

French office, speaking to a representa-
tive of the Associated Press about Gen-
eral Chaffee's position In regard to the
looting, said:

"The fact Is principally regretable be-
cause it is likely to result in a break of
concord under Field Marshal Waldersee.
Either Waldersee Is the International
commander of all the forces In China or
his position Is an Imaginary one. As the
present status has apparently been quite
satisfactory, an' thing which might occa-
sion a break in the ranks is disagreea-
ble."

The Foreign Office officials also said
that the order s'opping the packing of
the astronomical instruments at Pekln
was caused by a desire that France
should learn definitely her International
rights whether she was entitled to their
possession.

THE PEKIV NEGOTIATIONS.
Ministers Waiting: for Satow to

"Receive Instractions.
PEKIN, Dec. 10. via Taku. At today's

meeting of the Ministers, called to con-
sider If Li Hung Chang and Prince Chlng
had power from the court to conduct
negotiations for a settlement in behalf of
China, some of the Ministers stated that
they were authorized to treat with them
as representatives of China, while others.
Including the German Minister, had not
received instructions In the matter. All
decided however, that as soon as Sir
Ernest Mason Satow. the British Minister,
shall receive word to agree to the Joint
note, they will commence negotiations
with LI Hung Chang and Prince Chlng,
unless otherwise Instructed by their home
governments.

Count von Waldersee has turned over
$63,000 as the British share of the result
of the Pao Ting Fu expedition to General
Gaselee, who. In turn, gave the money
to Minister Satow to be used for the
benefit of Chinese women who need help
during the Winter.

Li Hung Chang visited General Chaffee
today He says that his powers to ne-

gotiate with the foreign envoys, though
conferred by telegraph, are absolute and
complete.

At the meeting of the provisional gov-
ernment held today the United States
was represented by Captain Dodds. of the
Ninth Infantry. All of the governments
have entered Into the plan except
France, whose representatives insist that
the French territory shall be excluded
from the rule of the commission ap-
pointed. A number of subcommittees
were appointed. Several high Chinese
officials, on being asked, expressed a de-

sire to assist. Though army officers have
been appointed members of the commit-
tee, it Is the desire of the Generals to
make the rule civil as far as possible.
Japan was placed on the charity com-
mittee on account of the amount of rice
she commandeered In August, most of
which she has now.

DRAWING UP A PROTOCOL.

Many Question Will Be Left to
Later Conventions.

IXJNDON, Dec. 12. "Reports from ChL
nese sources," says the Shanghai corre-
spondent of the Times, wiring Monday,
"point to the probability that serious ne-

gotiations for peace will begin forth-
with. It Is believed that a short pre-
liminary protocol Is In process of arrange-
ment, leaving many questions, including
commercial subjects, to separate conven-
tions to be drawn up later. The powers

should retain their troops in China until
these questions are settled and until
tangible evidence Is given that China hon-
estly Intends to fulfill her engagements.
Progressive Chinamen regard the present
as a great opportunity to overthrow the
reactionary Manchu methods and to In-

augurate a regime of national progress.
It is urged that the powers shall insist
upon cancellation of the claim of the
present heir apparent, Prince Tuan's son,
and the substitution of an heir of full
age free from any connection with the
Tuan party. Such a man is available
and the step is declared to be legally

THE ITALIAN TROOPS.

Socialist Proposal to Withdraw
Them Voted Down.

ROME, Dec 1L In the Chamber of Dep-
uties today, the Socialist group Introduced
a resolution calling on the government to
recall the Italian troops in China. Slgnor
Sarraco, the Premier, made the following
reply:

"To recall the troops would be Impru-
dent and unjustifiable at the present mo-

ment, when negotiations for peace are in
progress. Moreover, Italy Is entitled to
reap the advantages or her participation
in the action of the powers in Chlna.
The government desires that the negotia-
tions In Pekin should be pressed forward
as much as possible, and will withdraw
the Italian troops from China as .soon as
the dignity and Interests of the country
will allow."

The Chamber then rejected the resolu-
tion by an overwhelming vote.

Chinese Credentials.
PEKIN, Dec. 1L The Ministers met to-

day to consider the matter of the creden-
tials of the Chinese plenipotentiaries.
There Is every prospect that definite steps
will be taken for the arrangement of a
preliminary settlement within a measur-
able distance: and this generally relieves
those who realized the danger of pro-

longed delay In opening negotiations.
The railway between this city and Tien

Tsin is now open and a train consisting
of four carriages arrived here without
accident yesterday. Regular traffic will
be resumed December 15.

CarKo of Chinese Loot.
BERLIN, Dec 1L The North German

Lloyd steamer Koela, Captain Burns,
from Shanghai October 29, has arrived at
Wllhelmshaven with 1000 relieved German
soldiers from China on board. She
brought also 43 Chinese mortars and guns,
27 temple shields and other trophies.

Outlawry Increasing.
CANTON, Dec 1L Outlawry in Kwang

Si and Kwang Tung is Increasing. The
officials appear to be losing their hold of
the situation and are powerless to restore
order. Pirating on the West River Is In-

creasing.

ENGLAND'S ATTITUDE.

No Intimation That She Will Accept
the Canal Treaty.

WASHINGTON, Dec 1L A prominent
official of the State Department said to-

day:
"There is no foundation whatever for

the story that this Government has re-

ceived assurance from that of Great Brit-
ain, that the canal convention will. If
ratified by the Senate with, the pending
amendment, be accepted by the British
cabinet. No such promise, suggestion or
intimation has ever reached the State
Department from any official source and
the department does not know what ac-
tion the British Government would take
in the event that the pending treaty Is
amended as proposed. Every intimation,
however, that has reached here goes to
show that the adoption of any amend-
ment would be regretted by the British
authorities.

"Through misunderstanding or some
other reason, the Impression was con-
veyed "to the public "as" a result of the
proceedings In secret session In the Sen-
ate yesterday in connection with the trea-
ty that Secretary Hay had stated he
would resign his office If the pending Da-
vis amendment to the
treaty were adopted. The Secretary's at-
titude In the matter was purely negative.
He simply stated that he had never
theatened the Senate or any other author-
ity to resign his office if certain actions
were not taken respecting the treaty. He
did not promise to remain If it were
amended; he did not threaten to quit."

Arthnr Balfour's Pledge.
NEW YORK, Dec 11. A special to the

Herald from Washington says it Is re-
ported that Arthur J. Balfour, govern-
ment leader In the House of Commons,
gave a pledge to a United States Sena-
tor last Summer that Great Britain would
accept the treaty, with
the Davis amendment, and It has been
a powerful aid to those who advocate
amending the treaty. The report Is In
direct contradiction of information given
out at the English Foreign Office. Friends
of the treaty who want it ratified In Its
original form state positively that they
know Great Britain will very likely re-
turn the treaty to the United States un-
accepted If it Is amended. Secretary
Hay's earnestness In pressing for the
ratification In its original form is regard-
ed as evidence that he does not think
Great Britain will not accept the amend-
ed treaty.

KENTUCKY INAUGURATION.

Governor Beckham Was Sworn In
Testerday.

FRANKFORT, Ky., Dec 11. With per-
fect weather and in the presence of a
vast throng of people. Governor J. C. W.
Beckham was inaugurated today for the
three years remaining of the term for
which William Goebel and William S.
Taylor contested last year. With the
booming of cannon at U o'clock, the in-
augural procession took up Its march.
Two regiments of the state guard, the
Duckworth Club, of Cincinnati, and many
political clubs and civic societies were
In line. It was about noon when the
procession reached the Capitol. The oath
of office was administered to the Gov-
ernor by Chief Justice Hazelrigg. After
the ceremonies at the inaugural stand,
the Governor reviewed the state troopsi.

Governor Beckham in his Inaugural ad-
dress, did not refer to the murder of Wil-
liam Goebel. He promised the state a
clean and honest administration of its
executive affairs in a spirit of fairness
and tolerance, with no feeling of parti-
san hate or malice, with the sincere desire
to remove as far as possible all friction
and 111 feeling from among the. people.
He said it would be his policy to keep
the state guard in. a first-cla- ss condition,
but that the military power shall always
be in absolute subordination to the civil
authorities, and shall never be called into
active service except as a last resort to
carry our the decrees of judicial tribu-
nals.

The decoration of the grave of the late
Governor Goebel took place this after-
noon.

Alvord Indicted.
NEW YORK, Dec 1L Cornelius L. Al

vord, Jr. te teller of the First Na
"tional Bank, in this city, accused of hav
lng embezzled $0,000 from that lnstltu
tlon, was Indicted today by the United"
States grand Jury. The Indictment was
found on 61 counts charging Alvord with
falsifying the accounts of the bank and
unlawfully appropriating to his own use
nearly 5700,000 of the bank's money.

Landslide in Hellosroland.
CHRISTIANA. Dec 1L Another serious

landslide , has occurred In Hellogoland.
Thirty houses have been engulfed and a
considerable part of the Island has been
for three days under water. Thus far It
has been impossible to send relief, and
the losses have not yet been determined.
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HAS SAILED FOR HOME

LORD ROBERTS LEAVES THE CAPE
FOR ENGLAND.

GlTen a "Warm Farewell The Field
Marshal's Speech at the Cape

Town Reception.

CAPE TOWN. Dec. 1L Field Marshil
Roberts, with his wife and daughters,
sailed for England today on the Canada.
Lady Roberts and her daughters were
brought to Cape Town by a special train.
Great crowds cheered the departing
steamer.

At the reception yesterday. Lord Rob-
erts made an eloquent address. After
expressing deep thanks for the honors
accorded him, he said the war in South
Africa had a peculiar Interest for him.
Inasmuch as it enabled him to bring to
what he hoped was a successful conclu-
sion the work entrusted to him 20 years
ago that of dispelling by force of arms
if necessary the aspirations of the Boers
to render themselves Independent of Brit-
ish control. Referring to his abortive visit
to the Cape in 1SSL he said:

"The wisdom of this world is foolish-
ness with God. The guiding hand of the
Omnipotent will bring good out of what
to our finite understanding was the most
unfortunate war of 1SSL for that war
could not have consolidated the whole
British Empire as firmly together as this
has done, because It was fought by reg-
ulars alone, whereas the present war was
fought by the militia, yeomanry and

the admirable and workmanlike
Colonial contingents all fighting as broth-
ers In arms under the dear old flag of
the Queen."

In this respect Lord Roberts said he
held the unique position of the first Field
Marshal having the honor to command
such an imperial, outburst. He was con-
vinced, he declared, that this spontaneous
outburst of patriotism was not ephemeral.
England had only to give the signal and
her ons would again flock to her banner
from the ends of the world. Never had
a mother more reason to be proud of her
sons than had England today. God had
brought them out of what In the dark
days of December had appeared to them
the valley of the shadow of death; and
they could now remember the days of
tribulation with deep gratitude for the
mercy vouchsafed them.

Lord Roberts then paid a deeply mov-
ing tribute of gratitude to all who had
worked with him. He added that his In-

terest in South Africa would not cease
on leaving its shores, but that he should
watch Its settlement with the utmost
eagerness. Dwelling upon the necessity
for between the Dutch and
English, he said It would be his proud-
est boast If he could claim to have done
nothing but what stress of war had com-
pelled to hinder the friendly fusion of the
two races In the republics. They must
try to forgive and forget all that tends
to bltrernesj of feeling, leaving- - the Idea
that nothing remained to be atoned for
on either ride.

"God has given Into our hands," said
the Field Marshal, "a great heritage, for
which a heavy price has been paid in
the blood of the best and bravest, and
we must not be neglectful of the trust
as we have been in the past, but must
be able to give a good account of our
stewardship and must remember there
are other duties than National glorifi-
cations."

He declared he could not better con-
clude his speech than by quoting the
first verse of Kipling's Recessional:

God of our fathers, known of old;
Lord of our far-nu- battle line.

Beneath whose awful hand we hold
Dominion over palm and pine;

Lord Ood of hosts be with us yet.
Lest we forget, lest we forset.

ADMIRATIOX FOR DEWEf.

British Soldiers Who Are Chasing;
Him Have Respect for the Boer.
NEW YORK, Dec 1L A dispatch to

the Tribune from London says:
A singular comment was made upon

the fox hunt after Dewet by a vet-
eran of the British Army who
had spent many year In India.
He said that the troopers engaged
In running him to earth were ready to
cheer for him and to take him upon their
shoulders and carry him In triumph to
the nearest camp as the chief hero of the
war in South Africa. This oH soldier
had been talking with officers of the Guard
who had taken part In Ineffectual hunts
after the wily raider, and was convinced
that only a true sportsmanlike spirit of
fair play and admiration prevailed re-
specting him. No other Boer commander,
he maintained, had commanded in an
equal degree the admiration of the Brit-
ish Army in South Africa, and that
when the war is ended the officers whom
he has outwitted and baffled many times
would like to Join In a complimentary re-
ception to him in London.

Lord Kitchener has already fulfilled the
forecasts of experts In one respect he
has adopted a laconic style In his bul-
letins. His dispatches have declined in
compass day by day since he assumed
the chief command, and a single sentence
suffices for the official announcement that
the last batch of British prisoners has
turned up at Bethulie. The experts are
pleased with this economy of words.
They asserted that Lord Roberts un-
consciously dignified guerrilla warfare by
devoting a long bulletin to It dally, and
that Lord Kitchener will minimize the
Boer operations by allowing all the petty
Incidents to pass without observation.
While Lord Kitchener Is taciturn, he Is
fairly aflame with energy.

Military men say that every trooper
in Knox's column has three horses, and
that with fresh remounts constantly avail-
able the pursuit of Dewet Into the last
ditch has been possible.

The Dally Chronicle says: "We can but

on a sounder basis, although we
have no fear that Lord Roberts will be
flouted, as Lord Wolseley Is reported to
have been."

A Plot Afmlnst Roberts.
PORT ELIZABETH. Cape Colony, Mon-

day, Dec 10. A number of persons sus-
pected of plotting to murder Lord Rob-
erta during his visit here recently aban-
doned their schemes on learning that
they were shadowed.

The Afrikander Resolutions.
CAPE TOWN. Dec 1L Sir Alfred Mil-n- er

today received the deputation ap-
pointed by the recent Afrikander Con-
gress to present to him, for transmission
to the British Government, the three reso--

lutions adopted by the congress. In reply
to the deputation's spokesman he said:

"I shall forward these resolutions to the
imperial government with ray strong dis-
approval. Th;y were framed by clever
men now engineering the present agita-
tion and encouraging those who are car-
rying on a hopeless resistance."

IRISHMEN IN CONVENTION.

Meeting: la Dublin to Recreate the
National Party.

DUBLIN, Dec 11. Delegates to the
number of several thousand, representing
county pounclls, borough corporations,
district councils, branches of the United
Irish League and kindred bodies, met to-
day in national convention in the Dublin
rotunda to recreate the Irish party. John
Redmond, who presided, said it was the
"parliament of the Irish people."

Irish members of the House of
Commons were present and several priests
were on the platform.

John Dillon, amid cheers, proposed a
resolution to the effect that the South
African war was entered upon in pur-
suance of a conspiracy to deprive two free
nations of their liberty In the Interest of
capitalists and mlneowners. He read
letters from Boer Generals giving In-
stances of the alleged brutality of British
soldiers In South Africa, and also the
death notice of a Boer boy of 8 in the
camp at Port Elizabeth, whose father
had refused to surrender, and whose home
was blown up with dynamite. Accord-
ing to the notice, the child and his mother
were deported hundreds of miles and fed
upon pea soup. The lad's death, Mr.
Dillon described as cowardly murder.

Intensely excited by Mr. Dillon's speech,
the assembly broke forth into fierce cries
and protests against the conduct of the
war. The resolution was adopted unani-
mously, and the convention ordered It
telegraphed to the President of the

William O'Brien Introduced a resolu-
tion excluding Timothy M. Healy from
the parliamentary party. While their
differences are of a personal character,
he urged that, for the sake of unity, Mr.
Healy's exclusion was necessary. Timo-
thy Harrington, who was frequently Inter-
rupted, said that if the action of the dele-
gates plunged the country Into the vortex
of despair, future generations would curse
the convention and those who participat-
ed in it.

"Hog wash," yelled an O'Brienlte, in
the gallery.

"I know where the hog is," said Mr.
Harrington, which caused protests and
cries of "He Is calling his fellow-patrio- ts

'hogs.' "
Mr. Harrington, after the chairman had

admonished the convention to give him
a fair hearing, made a temperate appeal
for harmony. After other speeches, an
amendment taking the bitterness out of
the resolution was proposed by Father
McNeece, but this was rejected over-
whelmingly, and Mr. O'Brien's resolution
was adopted, only 25 hands showing
against It. The convention then ad-
journed until tomorrow.

RUSSELL DIVORCE SUIT.

Final Act la the Celebrated Case
Occurred Yesterday.

LONDON, Dec orge J. Somer-vlll- e
was this morning granted a decree

of divorce against Marlon Somervllle and
1500 damages against Earl Russell, with

whom the defendant was accused of hav-
ing committed adultery. No defense was
entered against Mr. Somerville's petition.

John Francis Stanley, Earl Russell, was
married to Marion, daughter of the lateGeorge Cooke, of Combernauld, Scotland,
Apm ao, at .rteno, .Nev. They had beenliving for several months In Nevada,
where both had obtained decrees of di-
vorce from their wife and husband re-
spectively, the husband being George John
Somervllle. Earl Russell obtained a di-
vorce from his wife on the ground of de-
sertion, alleging that she had left himnearly 3- - years. Be was married to her
February 6, 1S90. She was Miss Mable
Edith Scott, youngest daughter of the
late Sir Claude Edward Scott. Thecouple's domestic troubles first came to
public notice In 1S91, when Countess
Russell brought suit for divorce, based
on cruelty and other charges. This suit
failed, however, and the Judge took the
unusual course of requiring her to pay
its costs, amounting to more than $25,000.
As the result of that suit, the Earl ob-
tained a Judicial separation. Countess
Russell, In April, 1SS3, unsuccessfully sued
for a restoration of her conjugal rights,
withdrawing the charges which she had
made in her suit for divorce. She went
on the stage last March.

The second Countess Russell obtained
her divorce from George J. Somervllle
on the ground of cruel treatment. She
wa3 married to Mr. Somervllle in Aber-
deen, Scotland, July 23, 1SS9. She ceasedliving with him July 4, 1S99. Earl Rus-
sell and the new Countess arrived in
England May 7 last. On his arrival, he
declared that he was long past being sur-
prised at anything his former wife did
when told that a suit alleging bigamy
was threatened.

. Sir Arthur Salllvan's Will.
LONDON, Dec 1L The late Sir Arthur

Sullivan left an estate of about 50,000,
nearly all of which goes to his nephew,
H. Sullivan. He made small bequests to
his other nephews and to Mrs. Stephens,
a niece, who resides at Los Angeles,
CaL, and he bequeated 1000 each to his
housekeeper and valet. The deceased also
left a number of mementos from his sil-
ver and china to personal friends, men
and women, among them being Mrs.
Beach Grant, mother of Lady Essex;
Mrs. Ronalds, Mrs. D'Oyley Carte, and
Mrs. Crutchley, and also left a number
of his original scores to institutions and
friends, Mrs. Ronalds getting the score
of "The Lost Chord." The deceased left
his portrait to the Nation.

Dake Will Open Australian Congress
MONTREAL, Dec 11. It is stated here

by the Herald, which Is generally sup-
posed to be In the confidence of the
government, that a change has been made
In the plans with respect to the cere-
monies inaugurating the Australian com-
monwealth, which renders It almost cer-
tain that Sir Wilfrid Laurler will go to
Australia after all. It Is now settled
that the Duke of York will open the
newly federated Parliament on May 1
and that all the pomp and pageantry ar-
ranged for the Duke's visit will take place
about that time. This will permit the
Premier to leave Canada early in April
and arrive in Sydney by the appointed
date.

Refased to Fight a Dael.
BERLIN. Dec 1L Herr Sello. the lead-

ing counsel for the defense in the trial
of banker Sternberg, sent a challenge
to Herr Brandt, prosecuting attorney to
fight a duel with pistols at a short dis-
tance because he considered himself

by certain remarks made by Herr
Brandt. The latter refused to, accept
the challenge because the remarks had
been made In the line of duty. Herr
Sello fought In the Franco-Prussia- n War
and received the Iron Cross.

The Czar Improving.
LIVADIA, Dec 11. The Czar's phy-

sicians Issued the following today:
"His Majesty's recovery is pursuing a

perfectly normal course. He has a good
appetite, gains strength daily, and his

EXPENSES OF BOER WAR

SUPPLEMENTARY ESTIMATES VOT-

ED BY HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Provide Sixteen Million Pounds for
the Army Session Will Probably

Terminate Saturday.

LONDON, Dec 1L When the House of
Commons wen,t into committee of supply
today, William St. John Broderick, theSecretary of State for War, Introduced
the supplementary estimates of 16.000.-0- 00

for the army. He admitted that the
Government's expectation had not been

and that it anticipated that
the expenditure to March 1 would be lit-
tle short of the outlay the Government
has been Incurring during the whole fis-
cal year He added that the Govern-
ment's policy was to pursue the war
with the strongest possible force and a
continuous stream of supplies, so thatpeace may the more quickly be achieved.
Mr. Broderick added that he believed
that the Government was now asking for
the final sum required for this abnormal
war.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt, Liberal,
expressed the opinion that the House had
not heard a more distressing confession.
Although his original opinion of the cir-
cumstances leading to the unhappy war
was not altered, he would oppose theyote. The whole secret of the Govern-
ment's miscalculations, he said, was this:
It was In no wise a warfare of govern-
ments, but a conflict of races. He thought
that, now they had overthrown the gov-
ernments of the republics by overwhelm-
ing force of arms, they should deal with
the brave burghers remaining not by per-
petually Increasing the expenditure, but
by a policy of reconciliation.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerm- said
that the Secretary of State for War had
made a frank statement as to the new
condition of affairs and he expressed a
hope that the Government would bring
home the volunteers.

Mr. Broderick replied that It would be
impossible for the Government to give
any pledge on that point, as Lord Kitch-
ener must be kept supplied with many
mounted men.

Timothy Healy remarked:
"A war begun In braggadocio and hy-

pocrisy has brought humiliation to Eng-
land and the culprit Is in the Colonial
Office"

Henry Labouchere expressed the opin-
ion that the guerrilla warfare in South
Africa might last for two years. The
supplementary estimate of 16.000,000 was
then adopted by a vote of 284 against 8.

The House having gone Into commit-
tee of ways and means, the Chancellor of
the Exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beac- h,

explained that the existing borrowing
powers of the Chancellor amounted to
only 5,000,000. He moved, therefore, a
resolution authorizing him to borrow by
war loan exchequer honds or treasury
bills 11.000.000. He said he did not ex-
pect to use his borrowing- - powers until
February or March and he asked the
House to postpone any discussion of the
subject until the second reading next
Thursday. Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerma- n

expressed his approval of the reso-
lution which was agreed to.

Sir Alfred Hickman, Conservative,
brought up the subject of the contract
for the Uganda Railroad bridges going
to America, Insinuating that favoritism
has been shown the American firms.
Lord Cranbome, Parliamentary Secre-
tary of the Foreign Office, repudiated the
suggestion. He said tenders were invited
in the United Kingdom on exactly the
same conditions as they were invited from
the United States, but the American ten-
der was accepted because It was much
the lowest. While the Government was
anxious to employ British Arms, it could
only give contracts when consistent with
public interest. , ,

A question put to the Government elic-
ited the statement that there had been
15,626 cases of typhoid fever among the
British troops in South Africa, and that
of this number 3641 proved fatal.

It Is now certain that the session will
terminate Saturday.

It was said In the lobby of the House
of Commons that General Ian Hamilton,
who Is returning with Lord Roberts, will
receive a high appointment in the War
Office.

GERMAN REICHSTAG.

Socialist Bebel Condemns England's
War With the Boers.

BERLIN, Dec 1L In the Reichstag to-
day, on the resumption of the debate on
the estimates, Herr Bebel, the Socialist
leader, concerning the remarks in the
Reichstag yesterday of the Imperial Chan-
cellor, Count von Bulow, as to Germany's
policy In the Transvaal question, said:

"We have every reason to be on friend-
ly terms with England without thereby
restricting our freedom of action. At the
same time, I consider England's methods
of waging war in the Transvaal as bar-
barous."

Continuing, Herr Bebel trenchantly criti-
cised the German rebuff to Mr. Kruger,
saying that if President Loubet received
him. Emperor William could have done
the same. For two hours Herr Bebel bit-
terly criticised the general policy of the
government, and the chamber, which
was evidently ready to touch other ques-
tions than those of the budget, followed
him Intently.

"We are only at the beginning of a
financial and economical depression," he
said. "The official figures show that the
finances of the empire are in a horrible
condition. Emperor William ought, least
of all, to have turned his back upon Mr.
Kruger, especially after the telegram of
1896, which the Socialists disapproved, but
which the Center and the whole Right ap-
proved."

What the Imperial Chancellor had said
yesterday in the Reichstag was precisely
what he (Herr Bebel) had said in 1S96.

Herr Rlchter, the Radical leader, who
spoke even more powerfully, said he
had come to the conclusion from the
speech of Count von Posadowsky-Wehn- er

that the latter was not In accord with
the views and promises of the Imperial
Chancellor.

After criticising Emperor William, for
"allowing himself on very Important oc-

casions to be carried away by momentary
Impulses," Herr Bebel said that this in-

stability had crept into Germany's for-
eign and internal policies. He demanded
sufficient explanations from Count von
Bulow and Count Wehner, General von
Gossler and Admiral von TIrpltz as to why
a number of steps had been decided upon,
such as the use of voluntary contribu-
tions through Emperor William for build-
ing gunboats for Chinese waters without
permission from the Reichstag.

Count Posadowsky-Wehne- r, In the
course of a long speech, principally de
fensive, said:

"I cannot admit that the American
President spoke abcut tariff retaliation as
Herr Bebel and Rlchter have asserted, for
those important prohibitions which we
have Issued are minimal as against the
still existing American prohibitory meas
ures."

He went on to advise members of all
parties to he careful, when conducting
the tariff debate, not to furnish ammu-
nition to the enemies of Germany.
