
TO VOTE THURSDAY

Senate Then Will Settle Fate
of the Canal Treaty.

AGREEMENT HAS BEEN REACHED

Voting? "Will Begin on Amendment
at 3 o'Cloclc, and the Senate "Will

Continue In Session Until tne
Tote on Treaty Is Reached.

WASHINGTON", Bee. 17. Just before
adjourning late this afternoon, the Sen-
ate gave Its consent to the fixing of a
definite time to vote upon the

treaty. Money (Dem. Miss.)
and Mason (Rep. HI.) had occupied the
time of executive session In making
speeches upon the treaty, and when Ma-
son, who was the last speaker, conclud-
ed. Lodge (Rep. Mass.) renewed his re-
quest to take a vote next Thursday. No
voice was raised in opposition, and the
agreement was recorded. The understand-
ing is that the voting shall begin on the
amendments at 3 o'clock, and that the
Senate shall continue In session until the
vote on the treaty itself is taken.

The Senate was in open session only
an hour, the remainder of the legislative
day being spent in executive session upon
the treaty. Chandler
(Rep. N. H.) created a little flurry by
endeavoring again to get up the resolu-
tion relating to the Montana Senatorial
case. The effort was futile. No leglsla
tlve business, aside from the purest rou-
tine, was transacted.

Soon after the Senate convened, a bill
extending to "homestead settlers on the
Chippewa Indian reservation, in Minneso-
ta, the "right to commute their entries,
was renorted bv Nelson (Ren. Minn.)
After a half-hour- 's discussion of the !

measure in an effort to make It general in
Its application. It was recommitted.

Carter (Rep. Mont.) Introduced a reso-
lution calling upon the Judiciary commit-
tee to investigate and report to the Senate
the facts in the matter of charges against
Judge Noycs, of Alaska. The resolution
Is more comprehensive than that present-
ed by Brick in the House, and covers al-

legations previous to the appointment of
Judge Noyes. It was referred to the Ju-

diciary committee.
T,he Montana Senatorial case was then

brought to the attention of the Senate by
an inquiry of Chandler, chairman of the
committee on privileges and elections, as
to whether the committee on contingent
expenses was ready to report back the
resolution authorizing the committee on
privileges and elections to send for per-
sons and papers in the investigation of
the right of W. A. Clark and Martn-Maginnl- s

to a seat in the Senate.
Gallinger (Rep. N. H.) explained that

no action had been taken by the commit-
tee because of the absence of the chair-
man, Jones (Sll. Nev.)

Chandler said he thought the Senate
had a right to an early report from the
committee, and he would be glad to know
what had influenced members of the com-
mittee, to delay the action.

This aroused Jones (Dem. Ark.), who
questioned the right of any Senator to
demand the reasons which may Influence
the action of any member of any com-
mittee. He could not understand why
Mr. Chandler should seek to punish him,
and Intimated that Chandler must have
some persqnal Interest In the resolution.

Chandler said that there was no use
for the member of the committee on con-
tingent expenses to put on any disguise.
It was perfectly evident that no such
treatment had ever before been given a
resolution of the character of that pend-
ing. The matter finally went over.

Money, speaking to a question of per-
sonal privilege, directed the Senator's at-
tention to a newspaper publication of to-
day In which the statement was made
that a combination of Senators had been
formed to press certain claims now pend-
ing before the Senate. The publication
asserted that the commission had deter-
mined upon" the passing of the claims,
even though an extra session of Congress
was forced in the effort. Money declarer
that, so far as he knew, no such combina-
tion ever existed. He had never heard
of any such combination, and was satis-fle- d

that there was no desire on his side
of the chamber to press claims beyond
their merits. He disclaimed any inten-
tion to delay action upon any measure
pending before the Senate.

At 1:20 P. M.. on motion of Lodge, the
Senate went into executive session, to re-
sume consideration of the

treaty, and at 4:45 P. M. adjourned.

"Wants Something In Return.
LONDON, Dec. 17. Discussing the at-

titude of the United States Senate rela-
tive to the treaty, the
"Westminster Gazette says that It is per-
fectly natural the United States should
desire to exact guarantees against the
use of the Nicaragua Canal by an enemy
lh the event of war. The article In ques-
tion declares, however, that because
America desires a concession is not suf-
ficient reason for making it, without giv-
ing it an equivalent In return.

In a Milder Tone.
LQNDON, Dec 18. The Dally Chronicle

and the Standard publish editorials this
morning on the canal questions, which
are In a much more temperate tone than
some of their former expressions. Both
Journals admit the difficult position of
the "Washington Government, and advo-
cate an available concession to the sen-
timent and Interests of the American peo-
ple, with a view to protecting the Anglo-Americ-

understanding.

DEMOCRACY'S NEED.

Cleveland Say It Should Rctnrn to
Firm Principle.

ATLANTA, Ga., Dec 17. The Atlanta.
Journal this afternoon printed an Inter-
view with Cleveland, ob-

tained by a staff correspondent at Mr.
Cleveland's home.

"In my opinion," said Mr. Cleveland,
"the great need of the Democratic party
Is a return to firm principles. The Demo
cratlc party has not been fatally disor-
ganized, but it badly needs rehabilitation
en purely Democratic lines. What Is the
matter with the party? It has, in my
humble Judgment, simply wandered off
after strange gods. A large mass of
Democratic voters saw this before the
last election. They remained quiet, but
when the time came to vote they said,
This is not Democracy,' and refused to

support it.
"As I see it." said Mr. Cleveland, "it Is

the duty of Democrats everywhere to aid
In the rehabilitation of the party. There
are some signs of an insistency upon the
necessity of a return to Democratic doc-
trines in the South, but they are not so
general as I would like to see."

"What of the future?' was asked.
"With a sincere return to its old-ti-

doctrines," he replied, "the e vic-
tories of the Democratic party will cer-
tainly bo won."

Bad Fire at Cleveland.
CLEVELAND. O.. Dec 17. Fire early

today almost entirely destroyed the big
plant of the Brown Hoisting Conveying
Machine Company. Five out of seven
buildings used by the company are In
ashes, and property estimated to be worth
over 5500.000 entirely consumed. Eleven
hundred workmen are thrown out of em-
ployment. The company, considered to be
one of the largest concerns of the kind in
the world, has many contracts with the
Government for holstinc apparatus to be

erected at coaling stations that are being
established In various parts of the world.

The flames started in the varnish room
of the Ellswell-Parke- r Electric Company,
which occupied part of one of the Brown
Company's bu'ldlngs. The loss to the
Ellswell-Park- er Company Is about $100.-00- 0,

covered by Insurance. Hundreds of
employes were compelled to Jump from
windows, as a result of the rapid spread
of the flames. No one. however, as far
as known, was seriously injured.

The loss to the Brown Company is
largely covered by insurance. The plant
will be rebuilt at once.

TO CREDIT OF HOMESTEADERS

Time Spent In Army, Wavy or Marine
Corps Counts on Claim.

WASHINGTON, Dec 13. One of the
early acts of the Senate was to pass a
bill which fought its way through the
House at the list session, and was much
reported upon and much amended in the
Senate. This is the bill providing that
entrymen under the homestead laws, who
have served in the United States Army.
Navy, or Marine Corps during the Span-
ish War or Philippine Insurrection, shall
have certain service deducted from the
time required to perfect title under
homestead laws.

As the bill finally passed and went to
the President. It provided that every pri-
vate soldier and officer, who, after a serv-
ice In either outbreak mentioned, was
honorably discharged, or who shall serve
that length of time In the future In the
Philippine Insurrection, and subsequently
be honorably discharged, "shall be entitled
to enter upon and receive patent for a
quantity of public lands not exceeding 1C0

acres, to be taken In compact fomv all
according to the homestead laws, but such
settler shall be allowed 'six months after
locating his homestead and filing his de-

clarators statement within which to make
his entry and commence his settlement
and Improvement.

It Is further provided that the time
which such homesteader has served in
the Army, Navy or Marine Corps Shall
be deducted from the time ordinarily re-
quired to perfect title, or if discharged on
account of wounds or dlsiblllty Incurred
In the line of duty, then tire term of en
listment shall be deducted, without ref-
erence to the length of timeie may have
served: but no patent shall Issue to any
homestead "settler who has not resided
upon. Improved and cultivated his home-
stead for a period of at least one year
after he shall have commenced his Im-
provements.

In case a settler on the public land un-
der the homestead laws died while actual-
ly engaged in, the Army. Navy or Marine
Corps, during the war with Spain or
the Philippine insurrection, his widow. If
unmarried, or in case of her death or
marriige, then his minor orphan chil-
dren or his or their legal representatives,
may make final proof upon the land,
and the death of such settler shall be
construed to be equivalent to the per-
formance of all requirements as to resi-
dence and cultivation for the full period
of five years, and shall entitle his widow,
if unmarled, or his minor orphan chil-
dren or their legal representatives to
make final proof upon and receive Gov-
ernment patent for said land, and patent
shall be Issued. This measure had the
suport of many Senators and Representa-
tives from the West, and, while a meri-
torious measure, had some difficulty In
getting in such shape that it would meet
with the aproval of the Senate commit-
tee.

The first suggestion is law In many
states, a,nd works most admirably, be-
cause It tends to regulate size and form
of school districts almost automatically,
so to speak. A discussion, of needed
school legislation at this time would tend
to bring out good points to be embodied

Bathtub Shrinking.

In the older apartments you find
the abomination a zlnc-llne- d tub with
every part and appurtenance carefully
boxed In ao that ventilation and cleanli-
ness is made impossible, and the tub
Itself long and wide and deep enough to
drown a bather who loosens his hold.

Then, when the building Is less an-
cient, there Is a copper-line- d tub, a little
smaller than Its predecessor, with Eome
of the connecting pipes uncovered so you
can see the roads thft roaches and Cro-to-n

bugs take to their secure hiding
places. After this comes the yet smaller

al tub, with more or less uncer-
tain lining of paint or something more
pretentious set so that there are air and
daylight around it, but with pipes run-
ning In wooden tunnels used as run-
aways by small vermin.

Next comes the Inviting porcelaln-Ilne- d

tub, with all the plumbing open
yet smaller than Its predecessor, and
continually growing smaller from month
to month, until bathing that started on
the horizontal has gone through varying
lines of angularity until It has ap-
proached 45 degrees and promises to reach
the perpendicular.

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THE HAZING OF BOOZ

MILITARY BOARD BEGINS ITS IN-

VESTIGATIONS.

Father of the Dead Cndet Tell of,

Hl Treatment at "West Point
The Other Witnesses.

BRISTOL, Pa,, Dec 17. The military
board of Inquiry appointed by the Secre-
tary of War to Investigate oharges by the
relatives and friends, of Oscar L. Booz.
the West Point cadet, that he came to
his death on December 3, at his home
here, as the result of hazing by fel-

low cadets at the academy two years ago,
began taking testimony here today.

The board, consisting of Major-Gener- al

John R. Brooke, commanding the Depart-
ment of the East: Brigadier-Gener- al

Bates and Colonel Clous, Deputy Judge
Advocate-Genera- l, arrived here-- this morn-

ing. They were met at the Tailroad sta-
tion by William H. Booz, the father of
the former cadet, and Rev. Alexander Al-

lison, pastor of the Bristol Presbyterian
Church, the worshiping place of the
Booz family.

The Inquiry was heard In the pastor's
study. The entire Booz family was pres-
ent. The Inquiry began at 11:50 o'clock,
the first witness called being Mr. Booz,
who was Invited to tell all he knew. In
August a letter was received In which
Oscar said he had been in a fight and
received a pair of black eyes, and that j

he had been knocked out by a blow
over the heart. Mr. Booz said he went
to West Point tp see his son. Oscar told"
his father he expected to be hazed, but
he did not want to be treated brutally.
The father said Oscar did not want his
mother to know how he was treated. Mr.
Booz thereupon told how Oscar had In-

formed him that tobasco sauce had been
forced down his throat. Mr. Booz said
that when Oscar came home in the Fall
of 1S9S. he was broken In health and was
never well after that. Oscar liked fun.
the father said, but not brutality. While
In tents, the father continued. Oscar 6ald
the cadets would pu'l the blankets from
him and- - pour hot wax from a candle on
his body. Mr. Booz also said Oscar told
him that tobasco sauce was poured down
his throat both In camp and at the table.

In answer to another question. Mr.
Booz said the only cadet he, the father,
talked whlth at West Point was the son
of. Phillips, of Ohio. Mr.
Booz thought the officers at the acad-
emy could stop the brutality, but he would
not say they condoned It. All the cadets
were not treated like Oscar was, and he
was at a loss to understand how they h.ad
treated his son In such a severe manner.
Oscar spent all of last year at home in
an endeavor to build up his health. In
June of that year he accepted a position
with a law firm at Philadelphia, but was
compelled to lave that occupation, owing
to his throat trouble. In conclusion, Mr.
Booz said that Oscar would never men-
tion any names. When he felt very bad-
ly, he would talk of the brutal treat-
ment he had been subjected to, but never
revealed the identity of his persecutors.

Mrs. Booz, Oscar's mother, said Oscar
never told a He or acted one. Oscar wrote
to her that he liked the surroundings at
West Point, but complained of the treat-
ment he had received at the hands of the
upper class men. Her son told her In
a letter that the place was unfit for a
young man who wanted to do right, and
parents should not send their sons there.
"The upper class men,"-- Oscar wrote, "are
brutes and bullies." At this point Mrs.
Booz, trembling perceptibly, said that
Superintendent Mills should be made to
apologize for calling her son a liar. She
said the upper class men, according to
her son, were not fit to be soldiers.

Nellie Booz, a sister of the deceased
y6ung man, was next called. Her testi-
mony related principally to a letter re-

ceived by the family August 7 from Oscar.
In it he told of the fight he had with
another cadet and that he" fought until
he was winded. The cadets called him a
coward and said he was a disgrace to the
corps. It he aid not go into tne ngni
they said, "the fellows would make life
unbearable for him." He was sorry that
he went Into the fight He thought It
best for him to leave West Point, and
asked his father for permission to resign.
Oscar described many little Indignities
which were practiced on him. The sister,
in answer to a question, said that Oscar
told her that If he had not swallowed
tho tobasco sauce he would have
strangled. They were holding him down,
and he could do nothing else.

Dr. Willis Weaver, of Bristol, the Booz
family physician, testified to the general
failure of Oscar's health after he returned
from West Point, but refused to say
whether the condition of his throat could
have been Induced by the drinking of
tobasco sauce.

Rev. Dr. Allison paid a high tribute to
the character of Oscar Booz. After the
young man had entered the academy, he
received a letter from Oscar In which he
told of ill treatment, and said it was
hard to be a Christian at West Point, but
that he would stick to it at any cost.

Several other witnesses were heard i

without eliciting anything new. and the
court adjourned, the members leaving for
Philadelphia.

HEARING IN PHILADELPHIA.

Testimony "Wormed From ft Reluc-
tant "Wltne.

PHILADELPHIA. Dec 17. The board
of Inquiry Into the Booz hazing convened
at the La Fayette Hotel In this city at 4

o'clock for the purpose of hearing wit-

nesses residing in Philadelphia.
Dr. J. S. Cohen, a throat specialist, who

had attended Oscar Booz for two or three
months during the past Summer, was the
first witness called. He said that Oscar
had tuberculosis of the larynx, and that
when he came to this city for treatment,
has case was a hopeless one and he so
told the sister. He continued to treat the
boy until ho was unable to come to the
city because of weakness. In nswer to
a question whether a person could con-

tract tuberculosis from an Injury to the
throat, the physician said it could only
come from cause. The doctor
said he noticed that Booz had an old ry

in the throat at the base of the
tongue. He thought that If tobasco
sauce had been forced down Booz's throat
it may have made him more susceptible
to the disease.

Slgmont S. Albert, who had been a
cadet at West Point for 14 months and
was a classmate of Booz, was called. The
young man at every question declined to
answer. He had been asked to state In
a general way what sort of hazing had
been Indulged In, but he absolutely re-

fused to answer. He was not afraid that
he would Incriminate himself, he saio,
but refused merely on the ground that at
West Point there was a rule that no
cadet should submit to hazing or stand
by to see it done. The members of .the
board could not see how West Point rules
could covern the injury, but the young
man would not answer, although the In-

formation was to a certain extent ex-
tracted from him by a desultory fire' of
seemingly Immaterial questions.

Albert said that Booz was not hazed
any more than any other cadet. He was
one of Booz's tentmates while in camp
along with Anthony B. Burnbam, of Ken-
tucky. Albert then related how he and
Booz and other fourth-ye- ar men were
made to do "ridiculous stunts," such as
making the upper class meen's beds ana
"other unmanly and disgraceful" things.
What the unmanly and disgraceful things
were the witness refused to state, say-
ing that it was none of the public's busi-
ness. He took the hazing because he ex-

pected it. He told of one night when
some fourth-ye- ar men were stood in a
tent and told to open their mouths and
shut their eyes. They objected, and then
some one squirted Into their mouths what
was believed to be tobasco sauce. It
did not hurt Albert, because there was
not enough of It. He could not say
whether Booz was one of the victims, as
they all had their eyes closed. Albert

said that when he was at the Academy
tobasco, Worcestershire sauce and catsup
were used at mess. He did not see the
fight in which Boos was engaged, but
noticed after that encounter Booz was
snubbed by some of his own classmates
and upper class men. ,He said he did not
know Booz well enough to learn If he was
of a religious turn of mind, and added
that Booz never complained to him of 111

treatment.
After some further unimportant testi-

mony. Albert was excused, and the-- court
adjourned to met at West Point tomorrow
afternoon.

GERMANY PAYS THE BILL.

Bears Expense of Sailor Slclcne In
Tacoma.

WASHINGTON, Dec 13. After several
years of negotiating and continued efforts
on the part of members of Congress, an
understanding has been reached with the
German Government, whereby It has paid
all the expenses and doctor bills connect,
ed with the care of one of its seamen at
the Fannie Paddock Hospital, at Ta-
coma.

This case has received the attention of
a number of United States Senators and
Representatives In Congress, Colonel
James Hamilton Lewis being among those
who took it up resolutely, only to drop
It after a vain effort to force a settle-
ment. Very soon after Senator Foster
was sworn It as a member of the United
States Senate, the "Vicke, or WIcke, as
the Germans have It, case was brought
to his attention, and he has since been
giving It right of way In the State De- -
partment.

At first tne-- German Government held
stoutly to the policy that It could not
undertake to pay the expenses of a Ger-
man sailor who was taken sick In a for-
eign port. Dietrich Vicke is the German
sailor or cabin boy's name, and the Ger-
mans endeavored to attach his hospital
bills to the owners of the ship on which
he served and on which he entered the
port of Tacoma. In some cases the Ger-
man Government furnishes supplemental
aid, and while the German Ambassador
here states that provision Is made in the
German budget for the support of certain
subjects in foreign countries, and for
bringing home destitute sailors, in certain
cases, there are no legal enactments au-
thorizing such expenditures specifically.

"The German law," says the German
Ambassador, "Is based on the principle
that It Is the duty of every country to
provide for cases of destitution, even of
foreigners, occurring In" it. Consequently
destitute Americans, Including seamen,
while they are In Germany, receive the
same care that Is accredited to natives."

The Ambassador adds that It has be-

come the policy of the Imperial govern-
ment not to aid those of Its subjects
in foreign lands who becTJme destitute
or sick as a result of their own acts.
Acting on this-- policy, aid was refused
Vicke, the cabin boy, because of the fact
that the Germans understood that he suf-
fered from a loathsome disease, accord-
ing to the diagnosis of American physi-
cians on Puget Sound.

As stated above, the case of Vicke was
at a standstill when Senator Foster took
It up. He was furnished with certifi-
cates by the management of- - the Fannie
Paddock Hospital showing that the cabin
boy suffered from tuberculosis, that the
original diagnosis was Incorrect, and thus
causing the German Government to ad- -

. mlt "that the patient cannot be consid
ered to have brought the disease upon
himself."

After this admission there was smooth
sailing, and the German Ambassador was
shortly after directed by his superiors to
notify Secretary Hay that Germany
would at once seek a settlement and pay
all the bills, in due time the German
Consul at Tacoma was Instructed to turn
over to Dr. Charles McCutcheon, at the
head of the Fannie Paddock Memorial
Hospital, the price of caring for the
cabin boy for a number of years, and the
incident closed, with Holleben's note from
the Imperial German Embassy here ask-
ing Secretary of State Hay tp accept the
usual assurances of distinguished consid-
eration.

of unusual severity have destroyed a
portion of the diking in the delta district
of British Columbia. The damage to
property Is considerable.

John Anslyn and Lole McNeil, two
Northern. Pacific brakemen residing at
ESlensbufg, have brought suit against
John Clemens and Fred Brooker of North
Yakima for $20,000 damages for false ar-
rest. The suit grows out of the arrest
of the brakemen on suspicion of having
robbed Clemens and Brooker last Spring.

"WASHINGTON, ,Dec. 17. Such reports
as the State Department has from Mr.
Conger up to the present fail tq develop
a satisfactory reason for the insistence of
the British Government upon amending
the Pekln agreement on the one hand or
for the hesitation of the foreign ministers
In acceding to the amendment on the
other. A close perusal of tho British sug
gestion still falls to show that it is In
any sense material. Already, as" stated,
It appears to be nothing more than the
elimination of an explanatory phrase.
which In no degree affects the action pro
posed In the section of the agreement
to which the amendment applies; thus
the action Is left to stand by Itself with-
out a statement of reason which would
not even qualify or limit the action,
which, in this case, relates to the banish-
ment of the Boxer leaders. Consequent-
ly, It Is believed here that this disagree
ment will be merely temporary and the
most serious consequences that can en-

sue is an annoying deiay at a moment
when the worst phase of the negotiations
seem to have safely passed.

A long cablegram was sent to Minister
Conger this afternoon. Informing him
fully as to his course. He already had
been authorized to sign the agreement,
and it is said that this fresh instruction
will so clear the way of obstacles at Pe-

kln as to make It probable that the signa-
tures of all the Ministers can be affixed
at once. This statement even Includes
the British Minister, Sir Edward Satow,
who has been the last to come forward.

ity, Its most recent phase was roused into
activity by the encroachments of foreign
powers, notably Germany and Russia, on
Chinese territory, by the reactionary pol-
icy of the Empress Dowager and by the
encouragements given the natives to com-
bat the reforms promulgated by the Em-
peror.

"The murder of two German mission-
aries In Shan Tung being made a pretext
for the seizure by Germany, shows how
well the soil was prepared for the causes
enumerated for the more extensive move-
ments that followed. '

"The dangers to which Christians in
China are likely to be exposed In conje-quen-

of foreign aggression. Is thorough-
ly realized by thoso interested in missions,
and was pointed out in one of oar maga-
zines as far back as May 1, 1S9S.

French. "Will Not Accept Loot.
PARIS, Dec. 17. By order of the gov-

ernment, a number of articles fllled with
Chinese loot, sent to President Loubet
and others by General Frey, commander
of the French marine force in China, will
be embargoed at Marseilles when they
are unshipped. This action of the Gov-
ernment of France Is evidently an out-
come of the protest of General Chaffee
against looting, which called attention to
the fact that the military forces were dis
polling China of works of art. The gov-
ernment here has come to tho conclusion
that articles In the cases cannot be con-
sidered prizes of war, and that, therefore,
they do not belong to the soldiers who
seized them.

Great Britain's Proposal.
LONDON, Dec. 17. "Great Britain has

instructed Sir Ernest Satow, I under-
stand," says the Pekln correspondent of
the Daily Mall, wiring Sunday, "to urge
the retention In the Joint note of the word
'irrevocable,' and the Inclusion in the
preamble of a declaration 'that until the
Chinese Government has fulfilled the de-

mands of the powers, Pekln and the
Province of Chi LI will not be evacuated
by the allied troops. It Is rumored that
Germany is warmly supporting the Brit-
ish proposal, and I believe a majority of
the powers, and possibly all of them, will
eventually accept the proposal, which is
hailed with delight here."
