Prices
dld not stiffen in sympathy, but the spee-
wlative enthusisem was fully renewes,
and the market closed very feverish ana
unsettled, with a polnt or more loss o1
some of the gninn, Even the Erle Stocks,
which had been the real backbone for
pome days, came to & pauge today, and
the first preferred. after rising 35, reictiea
1%, with a fNnal fractional rjly.

There was reaction from the high peint
many times before In the pressnt move-
ment of stocks, nnd the real luzk in to-
dsy’'s murket seems to be that 1 new
stocks which were avallable to be rushea
up were not sustalning foroes In the mar-
ket. Pret iy much the whole list has been
exploited In the course of the present
speculation. The L'hu;:n-n— of the market,
otherwise than in these technical partic-
ulars, was not materiaily changed.
