RESCUED AT SEA.

Transport Garonne Pleks Up Thir-
teen Seamen.

BEATTLE Dec. 2T.—Particulars of the
vescue by the Unlted Swates transport
Garoane of 13 shipwrecked seamen of Lhe
{li-fated schooner Theresa Maria, In
Philippine waters, about the middie of
November, were received in this clty lo-
doy. -

While en route from Vigan with 12 «ick
men from the Third Cavalry and Twenty-
third Infantry, and 5 insurgent prisoners,
including Catalino Angeles, o Ljeutenunt
under the insurgent General Tinla, ihe
Garonne sighted wreckage with men
clnging 1o 1t on her starboard bow, (-
taln Conradl brought his shlp around amdl
dizspatchad Hfeboats for those clinging to
the wreckage. All 'were rescued, and
tuken sbourd the Garonne.

The - Theresa Maria was bound from
Banta Cruz to Munila with rice and sugar
November & sbhe encountered a  sguall
which swamped her.
