
OUR DOMESTIC ANIMALS.

Kansas City and Memphis Have the
LnrsrcFt Relative Somber of

Horses and Males.

The Census Bureau has issued a bulle-

tin giving: the results of the enumera-
tion of the doziestc animals in Inclosure.
but not on farms or ranges, of 1,878.207
barns or inclosures reporting- domestic
animals, which was substantially one-thi-

of the total number of farms In the
Ur-lte-

d States, 784,560 contained L465.S70
seat cattle: 1,355,640 Inclosures reporting
horses aggregated 2,833,877 horses, and the
aggregate of other animals reported fol-
lows. Mules, 162,115; asses, 12,870; sheep,
156.470, swine, 1,592.861, and goats. 47,652.

The number of different kinds of ani-
mals to an Inclosure presents but little
variation in the several divisions of the
country. In general it is smallest in
states where there Is large urban popula-
tion, and largest in states or territories
in which there are no great cities. It Is
only 1.1 in the cities containing only 50,000

Inhabitants, 1.2 In cities containing be-

tween 25,000 and 50,000 Inhabitants, and 1.5
for the remainder of the United States.

The average number of neat cattle to
the inclosure is smallest In the North
Atlantic States, being 1.6, and the largest
In the Southern Central, where it Is 2.5
per cent. The average of horses is low-
est in the South Central, with 1.8, and
highest In the North Atlantic States,
w.th 2.4.

The average of mules is smallest in the
Ncrth Central and South Central, being
2.7 in both, and is largest in the Nortfl
Atlantic division, where it is 7.0. The
average of sheep, mainly reported in

with stock yards, ranges from
13.2 in the Western States, to 3L3 in the
Ncrth Central. Florida has the largest
average of swine 8.3. Goats are more
numerous in the South Central States,
where they average 3.9. They average
2 2 for the country.

The number of different animals to an
Inclosure is smallest In the North Atlan-
tic States, where it is 1.3. and largest in
the South Central, where it is 1.7. In the
North Atlantic and North Central States
there is very little variation in the aver-
age number of animals to a barn or In-

closure. That average varies from 1.5 to
L8, with the single exception of Illinois,
in which the average is 2.3. The higher
average of Illinois is due to the presence
in Chicago of stockyards, and in Peoria
of extensive feed yards. Of the Individ-
ual states, Florida report the largest
number of neat cattle to an inclosure.
This is 3.6. Louisiana comes next, with
2.5, Mississippi and Indian Territory fol-
low with 3.2; Arkansas, 2.9; New Mexico
and Colorado, 2.8; Alabama, 2.7. and Tex-
as. 2.5.

Horses, mules and neat cattle, includ-
ing dairy cows, are least numerous In the
larger cities and most numerous In the
smaller ones. Sheep and swine, however,
show the reverse. The greater number
Is due to the larke stockyards and
packing-house- s. For cities with over
100 000 inhabitants Kansas City and Mem-
phis report the largest relative number of
horses and mules, respectively; Chicago
of sheep, Indianapolis of swine, and New
Orleans and Milwaukee of goats.
