Arguments in Favor of the Sennte
Bill Heard by a Subcommittes,
WASBHINGTON, Dec, 25 —Senntors Nole
won and Turner, sitting ss a subcommit-
tee of the Benate committes on commeron,
totay heard srguments in favor of the
matsure now pending in the Senate pro-
viding for the establishment of & National
Mandardizing buresu. Among those heard
were Becretary Gage, Professor 0. H.
Tittmann, Sujperintetdent of the Coast
and Geodellc Burvey, and nlas of the pres.
ent bureau of welghts and measures;
Professor W. 8 Btratton, Inspoctor of
Welghte and Measures and also professor
of phyries in the Chlcago Unlvereity, and
Professor H. A. Rowlund, professor of
physics of Johns Hopkine Unlversity.,
They urged the growing importance of &
camplete standardlzing burenu under the
Government's directlon. Secretary Gage
represented that such an institution is be-
coming more and mors important as the
years go by. Hiz opinlon of the lmport.
ance of the proposed bureau, as well as
thut of the other witnesses, is summa-
rizsed in n memorandum printed for the
ure of the committes, of which the fol-
lowing s an extract: |

FRENCH COLONIAL POLICY.

Attempts at Politleal Assimilation
and Why They Falled.

ANN ARBOR, Mich, Dec. X —Prex.
dent Angell of the University of Michi.-
gan, extendsl a warm weicome to the
economists and historians, who came
from Detrolt today to held joint sessions
of the American Historlcal Associntion
and the Américan Economic Assoclation.
Professor Paul 8. Reélnsch, of the Uni-
versity of Wisconsin, was utable to be
present, but his paper on “The French
Experiments With Political Assimilations
in the Colonies” was read by his eol-
lengue, Professor Charles H. Haskins, of
the same unlversity. The paper was ASs
follows:

“The French have gome farther than
any other nation in the attempt to as-
similate tha populntions of thelr depend.
encles and colonles. Ever slnce the
French Revolotion the rationalist idesis
of unlversal human brotherhood and
progress, of liberty and eguality, to
which Rousseau nnd Condorest had given
currency, have been of predominant in-
Buence in French pollttcs. They ied to
the attempt to incorporate the older cal-
onjes, the Antiiles, Guiana, French India
and Benegal into the Freach Natlom, by
giving them répresomtation in the nation.
al parilament and by asstmiiating thetr
Internal administeation to that of a
French dopartment. The General Coun.
ciis of the colonles were, however, given
far greater powers tngn the French de-
partmental assemblios; they were virtual
Iy erected Into local legi=intures, having
Important functions of fiscal legislation.

“Since I§W members of General Coun-
clle, as well as the colonial deputies In
the home Parllament. are elected by man-
hood suffrage; politleal power is thus
placed In the hands of the colored ma-
Jorithes, while the whites have precticaily
withdrawn from politics In the colomisa

“Within the past few years the French
bave been undergoing the scrutiny of &
sober self-criticiam. They have inati-
tuted compurisons not always favorable
to themselves and have given evidenecs
of a readiness to modify some of thelr
most cherished bellefs. Thus there are
mny indications that In  colonial pol.
ties they will no longer foliow set for-
mulae,

“It in ohserved that Engiand bas not
used the motbhod of representation with
nhood suffrage in any of her tropical
. In the Iast analysis England
has only two kinds of coionies, the self-
governing with responsible Cabinets sand
the crown colonles, where the real power
i In the bands of the administration.

| In the lsttey the colonles are generally

only advisory, and representative not of
numbgrs, bul aof cerialn iodusirial In-
leres.s, such as commerce or agriculture
It Is this system that modern nations are
coming to favor for tropical colonlen.
“An administration by officlais fnmillar
with lobal conditions, unhempered by eon.
stant interference on the part of the home
government; assisted—not antagoniged--
by‘an appaintive council, representative
of economle inlerests, pot of mers nb-

merical aggregate—in othér words, what |

these reglons needs s not politics, but ths
adminisiration by a highly tralned in-
dependent service. Spaln sterilized her
calonles by constant atiempts at assimi.

tration of the lsland as a territory of the
United States (unirss it be possibly one

He had
resigned the place of chuplain in the Firo
Department, and Flre Commissiofer
Beannell had placed the lettor of resig-
nation on flle. Mr. Johnson left the sani-
tarium., ai Watkins, N. Y., about two
weells ugo. He had been suffering with
nervous troubles since lnst Spring. He

this elty say that his health was shat-
teéred by overwork,

Grandson of General Grant Was One
of the Witnesses Beflfore the
HMilltary Court,

WEST POINT, N. Y., Dec. 38—~When
the military court of laquiry resomed to-
day ita investigation of the at
brutal hazing ©f biadets by first-class men
at the United States Military Academy,
Cadet Harry B Jordan, of Washington
State, was sworn by Recordsr Dean. His
exaumination brought out noithing new.

Cadet Hillgt J. Dent, of Pennsylvania,
sald he Nad been hazed when a fourih-
class mang, but 4id nit have o go to the
hospltd]l {n conséquencs. He told of be-
Ing punished for refusing to reveal to the
suthorities of the academy the numes of
the eadets who hased him,

“IMd yoy know Cadet Boos™ Inquirea
Oeneral Clous

“He wan pointed out to me," sald Dent,
“and I was told that he was considered
to be very worthless™

Ex-Cadet John R. Doyle, of Philadel-
phia, who was in the academy from 159
to Jume, 1963 testified that he told Boos
after his fight with Keller that he ought
ts have gone on. “He spoke In a way
that to me showed he was tired of the
place and wanted to leave,” added Doyle

“Were you ever hazed?' asked General
Clous.

“Yes, T took pepper sauce, ns much as
a xpoonful at one time,” was the reply.

“Who gave It to youT"

“Oadet Bender, who was discharged. He
begait by giving me a few drops. I think
it was Bender who started the giving ot
pEppET maune.”

“IMd it hurt you?"

*No, sir; It was unpleasant, but it had
no injorious effect that I know of"

In answer to several guestions from the
other members of the court, the endet
enld he had been exercised a good deal
He f=lt fatigued, but never suffered after.
wards,

“Iid you ever have to eal disagreeable
food T*

“Yes, sir: on one oceasion I had to eat
pome preserved pldeapple” Then the wit-
ness made a grimace and added, "bur
thers was plenty of quinine mixed up m
g

“IMA you know Cadet Breth or know
him to be hased ™

“Yea, slr; I saw Cadet Bender exercise
him, and saw hHim é&xercised to the point
of exhanstion, bit he went as far as he
eould go. 1 knew him at the preparatory
school In Baltlmore, and there he wins
found physically defielent by  Major
Wrynne—I mean to enter this academy.”

The witneas told of an association which
wns formad for the purpose of Initinling
candidates for admission to the West
Foint Arcademny who were preparing at
Highland Falls. This soclety wns knows
as the Hodearriera.

Cadet A, N. Nichols, of Connectieut,
sald that he belonged to the third class
and was in camp In 1599 He wan exes
ciged then, and did 250 “‘eagles.'’
nlgn braced and hung to the stretcher,
but not all at the same seasion,

“Did the haxing eontinue fn barracks™
asked Geperal Clous!

“Nao, sir; not after recltations in Noe
vember,”
“Do you know of any cadet having

fninted after exercising™"

“Yes, 1 remember the case of Cadet J.
Hrakell, who 1s not now In the corps.”

“Did the nauthorities Investigate the
matter™' Inguired Colonel Hr_.'ln.

“Yes, alr™

The witness then told the court that his
clhes agreed at the time not to submil to
hazing by spper-class men. In reply to
Caolone] Heln, he sald that the class aaked
the Cammandant to release them from
the agreement.

“Why did you ask for this release?"

“I think the upper clasa men spoke to
us about 1t and wes were afrald we woula
Be ‘cut’ by the upper class men.™

“How do you look upon the matter
now ™ msked the Recorder.

“I think the actiom we took was all
right,” promptly replled the wilness,

Cadet Uliysses B Grant., grandson of ths
Iate ex-President, who iz a third-class
man, was the next witness. He standas
pecnnd in his class, the leader of which 1s
Douglas MacArthur, a son of CGenerad
MnacArthur, commuander of the United
Btates forces In the Philippines. He was
examined by General Clous, and sald he
wis ndmitted to the academy In 1899,

“Were you hazed In that year?™

“Yea, =ir; I did eagles, held out dumb-
bellis, and other exercises. and took part
in practical jokes and ridiculous things.*

“Was any cadet punished for haszing
you ™

“Yes. wir: an upper class man wnas
eaught making the ‘eagle’ and he was dls-
missed.™

“Have you know of any brutal hazing ™

*Na, sir; {f there wos, 1 wan not pres-
ent.*

“Did you do any hazing of fourth-class
men yourself ™"

“Yes, I made them ‘bDrace’ and do some
foollsh thingn™

“Any exercising?’

“No,.sir."

Lisutenant Dervey, Jr.. an Instructor of
langunages at the academy, who had Cadet
Booz In his cless in 1898, tostifled: °

“Hoos wad not of & partleulsrly healthy
appearance, and dld not seem to =ure
of himsell, He looked lke a man who
the more he had to Jearn the less he
soemed to know. His marks in the first
woek were proficlent, but steadily de.
clined ™

“Dio you think he would have passed In
Engilsh at the Janunry examination?

“T think he would have just passed™
wn= the reply

Cadet Douging MacArthur, of Wiscon-
ein., lemdsr of the third class, testified
that he had besn hazed. but not to ex-
haustion. When asi¥ird who had hazed
Eim he Inquired: *“Iz 1t abeolutely nee-
eszary that T give the namen sir™

Genernl Brooke replied that it was, ana
the withees sald:

“Mr., Dockerv, of the present second
cinss, is the only one mow In the acad-
emy.”

“Do you know of any eadet fainting
trom hasing™

“Yes, J. J. Murphy, of the present
fourth cinss. I saxisted him to his tent. 1
found him Iying nesr the loe tank. He
dH not tell me what he had been required
to do.”

The witness sald ke had hazed fourth-
class men himself to take the rough edges
off and concelt out of them, The witness
did nog attend the class that voted to
abolish haxing, but ha understood thax
the ngreement did not fnelude bracing.
He denled having been seized with con-
vulslons, bt admitted having been exar-
cised antil he had cramps in his muscles,

Cadet Leedn, of Massachusetts, testified
that Cadet Caruthers was taken to the
hospital with a broken jaw as the resulr
of a fight .

Cadet Pegram, of Virginia, was recalled
and admitled that he had known cadels
to falnt from hazing.

“™d you ever hear of cotton belng put
In endets’ mouths to keep them from cry-
ing or belng hysterical™ wis asked,

**Yes, 1 heard of such a cass,” replied
the witness.

“What case wns thia?™

“T was told that Cadet MacArthur had
requested sorme upper class meén to stuff
his mouth with cottom so that he could
not ery out hysierically, as ha mald he
could not contrel himas=if after somes ex-
ercising.”
