sroe Cleared Yesterday.

Considering the numerous lurid tales
which the Tacoma papers have been cir-
culating about the dancers of the Co-

lumbia River when a storm Is raging. It
must be with painful surprise that the
citizens of Tacoma read the following
Items clipped from recent issues of the
Ledger, the News and the Seattle

The American ship C F. Sargent, Cap-
tain Gammons, which Is now due here
for coal, Is reported off Cape Flattery,
unable to enter the straits on account of
stormy weather. She sailed from Hono-
lulu about four weeks ago. Tacoma
News.

The American ship C. F. Sargent ar-
rived In Tacoma yesterday morning from
Honolulu, after beating about off the
cape for nine days In the worst sales
Captain Gammons has encountered In 20
years on the North Pacific Coast. The
Sargent weathered the storm without
damage to either herself or crew, but her
experience was a trying one, which Cap-
tain Gammons does not particularly care
to repeat. Tacoma Ledger.

The British bark Queen Margaret
reached Tacoma tonight, 51 days out from
Hong Kong to the cape, after having en-

countered severer gales than Captain Lo-g- le

ever heard reported. Captain Logic
sighted the cape a week ago, and from
that day until last Saturday he was forced
to beat around outside waiting an abate-
ment of the storms to enter the straits.
Saturday proved moderate, and the Queen
Margaret sailed through. Tacoma Corre-
spondence Seattle

The British ship Ben Lee, 2204 tons reg-
ister. Captain Hunter, arrived In Tacoma
yesterday afternoon. 61 days out from
Santa Rosalia to Clallam Bay, after a
wild and tempestuous voyage. The Ben
Lee beat off the cape for 10 days In wild
gales and mountain seas before she was
able to enter the straits. The ship sight-
ed Flattery 49 days after leaving Santa
Rosalia. The storm drove her 20 miles
above the cape, and then blew her back
to the Columbia.

On one occasion the ship came In past
Flattery and sighted the Grace Island
light, and lay for a night and a day in
the gulf, but was driven out to the open
sea acaln In the fearful gales.

The German ship Carl, Captain Hasha-g(- n,

and the British bark Palgrave, Cap-
tain Rollo, both of which sailed- - from Ta-
coma wheat-lade- n December 5 and 17, re-
spectively, were in Port Angeles when
Captain Hunter left. Tho Carl had
passed several hundred miles out from
the cape. High seas had washed her
deck. The pumps were not sufficient to
keep the hold clear, and the Carl was
obliged to put back with her cargo of
116.300 bushels of sacked wheat badly
damaged. The Palgrave' had not yet left
the Sound. Tacoma Ledger, December 27.

Captain John B. Llbby. manager of tho
Pilgel Sound Tugboat Company, reports
the arrival of the disabled ship Yosemlto
at Port Angeles yesterday afternoon. In
tow of the tugs Magic and Sea Lion. The
Yosemlto was leaking more or less, and
gave other evidences of her battle with
the elements.

The tug Tatoosh, towing tho bark High-
land Light, passed Neah Bay at 4 P. M.
yesterday, bound for Port Townsend. The
bark sought safety in Barclay Sound after
she had lost her masts and sprung a leak.

An unknown three-maste- d schooner,
white hull, flying signals of distress, was
sighted off Neah Bay yesterday at 1 P.
M., according to a telegram received by
the Merchants' Exchange. Seattle.

The above is but a partial list of the
damage which the underwriters must pay
for, and the returns are not all in yet.
"When they are all In, It Is highly prob-
able that the underwriters will again give
serious consideration to the matter of ad-

vancing rates on ships headed for Puget
Sound.

THREE MORE CARGOES.

December Grain Fleet I Reaching
Record-Breakin- g: Proportions.

The December grain fleet Is still grow-
ing In numbers, and yesterday three more
sail cargoes were added to the list. This
brings the fleet of steam and sail to
Europe and the Orient for the month up
to 20 vessels, and they have carried (flour
included) over 2,400,000 bushels of wheat,
which, with the vessels yet to clear, will
bring the month's shipments very close
to the record. The vessels clearing yes-
terday were the German bark Alsterufer,
German ship Wilkommen and British bark
Blalrhoyle. The Alsterufer was dis-
patched by Kerr, Glfford & Co., and has
aboard the second largest cargo. that has
been cleared on a sailing vessel from
Portland this season. It consists of 150.-S-

bushels of wheat, valued at JS2.3G0.

The Blalrhoyle, which Is one of the small-
est of the fleet, has aboard less than half
the amount carried by the Alsterufer.
She was dispatched by Balfour, Guthrie
& Co.. and carries 6S.G22 bushels of wheat,
valued at S3S.429. The "Wilkommen was
cleared with Epplnger & Co., and carries
93.7S3 bushels of wheat, valued at $52,522.

AH of these vessels go to Quecnstown
or iF&lmouth for orders, and with the
cargo of the Chlng 'Wo, which cleared a
daj or two ago, brings the week's ship-
ments up to about 509,000 bushels.

CHRISTMAS OX THE "SHIKE."

The Chlng "Wo, which
anchored at Tongue Point Thursday
evening, went through to Astoria yester-
day. She made a fine run down the river,
the only "delay being at the "hogsback,"
near tho entrance to Astoria harbor.

STORM NOT CONFINED TO COAST.

Big-- British Steamer Had Rough Ex-
perience "With Gale at Sea.

PORT TOWNSEND, "Wash., Dec 23.

The British steamship Glenturret arrived
today from Japan. According to the re-
ports of her officers, the recent storms ex-
tended many miles out to sea. The Glen-
turret, Christmas day, encountered a gale
of unusual violence. Nine hundred miles
off Cape Flattery, and notwithstanding
sho was running before the gale, great
seas swept her deck, smashing one of her
lifeboats and washing everything mova-
ble overboard. The gale lasted more than
24 hours, and during that time the bis
vessel labored heavily, and for a time U
was a fight for life with those on board.
Her officers say It was the most furious
gale they ever experienced. She was sent
to Diamond Point. quarantine station fop
fumigation.

Ships Were Aflre.
."VICTORIA. B. C. Dec 28. Tho Brit-

ish ships Melville Island and Almora, on
their arrival at Sydney, had a tale to tell
df their narrow escape from destruction
with all an board. Fire broke out in the.
Melville-- Island on. October 28, as she was
bound to Sydney, and for days her crew
was kept busy fighting the flames.

The lire on the Almora started on Au-
gust 9, but two days later she was
caught In a heavy gale, which sent seas
on board, and to this fact the captain
says the vessel owed her salvation, for
the flro was soon extinguished after the
gale.

Tvrenty-on-e Days From Nehalcm.
The steamer "W. H. Harrison, which

arrived In last night from Nehalem, had
been abOt on the trip 21 days, having
been bar bound there. She brought 2400

cases of salmon for S. Elmore & Co., and
three tons of dairy products. She will
leave out again tomorrow morning for Ne-
halem, where there are etlll 9000 cases of
salmon for Astoria. The same firm has
GOOO cases at Alsea, GOOO cases at Umpqua,
and 4000 cases at Siuslaw to be brought
around to the Columbia by tho Harrison.

A Stormy Trip.
SAN FRANCISCO, Dec 28. The bark

Fresno, which reached port today, 23 days
from Port Gamble, had a stormy trip.
When 40 miles northwest of Cape Mendl-cln- o,

a heavy southeast gale sprung up, in
which the fore topgallant yard and fore-
sail were lost. The gale lasted for 40
hours. The vessel was In sight of the
Golden Gate for several days.

The schooner Lena Sweazy, bound from
San Bias to Gray's Harbor, camo Into
port tonight in distress, having suffered
from severe storms off the coast.

Off Columbia Seventeen Days Ago.
ASTORIA, Or., Dec 28. The British

ship "Wavertree, which arrived In last
night, reports having been off the mouth
of the river since December 11. She was
then driven away In a storm, and could
not get up to the river again until yes-
terday. During that time she experienced
very severe weather, and had several
sails carried away, but met with no other
accident or injury- -

H. A. Mahood, of Philadelphia, tho inventor of many puzzles, killed himself ono week
after ho had worked two eolutlona to tho "Egyptian maze," which experts declared was not
capable of being worked out.

Ma hood had Invented tho puzzla himself, then ho solved It Just as ho has salved hundreds
of other puzzles. There was only one puzzle which ho seemed unable to solve, and that was
the puzzle of life. Ho worked out solutions to "the fifteen" nnd the "Egyptian maze," but
he could figure out no solution to the great puzzle of human existence. He tried to solve the
mystery of death, but the nearest he could come to It was by dying, and whatever he has
discovered is only what every one must discover for himself and without any assistance
from the dead.

Mahood's master passion In life was the making and solving of puzzres. He Invented sev-

eral that were successful, but he had no concern for them except as long as they baffled

him. When ho had solved them he threw them aside, and others reaped the money that
might have come to him from his inventions.

The physicians who held an autopsy on tho body say tho man had tho "puzzle brain."
His brain was found to be unlike that of other meiw It was twisted into more mazes than
the Gordlan knot, as If from puzzling over tho weird windings of the Egyptian maze tho
folds of the brain Itself had twisted and bent in and out after the fashion of tho puzzle
blocks. The other moraine no left his home, and walked down town to a Philadelphia hotel.
Ho went Into the writing-roo- and twice he worked out solutions to the Egyptian maze.
Which he carefully noted down on paper that ho placed in his pocket. Then ho went outside
the door, when ho put a pistol to his head and sent a ball, crashing Into his skulL The
puzzle solver had worked on tho puzzle of life. And he had given It jjv.

FREE RURAL DELIVERY

HOW TO SECURE THIS BRANCH OF
MAIL SERVICE.

Oficlal Circular of the Postal De-

partment, Which Fully Explains
the Mode of Procedure.

SALEM, Or., Dec. 23. How to obtain
free rural delivery is a question of great
Interest In many of the towns of Oregon.
The mode of procedure has been stated In
brief by The Oregonlan a number of
"times, and In view of the demand for full
Information the following circular letter
Issued by the Postoffice Department Is
given space:

"Present a petition. addressed to the
First Assistant Postmaster-General- ',

signed by those who desire the service.
The petition should be signed only by
heads of families, and should mention
the number in each family. It should
set forth the nature of the country where
the delivery Is desired, whether densely
or spars.ely populated, tho principal avo- -

cations of tho people, tho character of
the roads and the distances which under
existing conditions each patron has to
travel to receive his mall, and should be
accompanied, wherever possible, by a
rough map indicating tho route or routes
proposed.

"This petition, when properly signed,
should bo sent to your Representative in
Congress, or to ono of your Senators,
with a request that he indorse thereon his
recommendation of tho service asked, and
forward the petition to tho department.

Conditions of the Service.
"It must be borno In mind that tho in-

tention of Congress in authorizing the
free delivery of mails in .rural districts
was not to grant a suburban delivery to
cltie3 included in the serv-
ice nor to establish a village free delivery.
The purpose of tho rural ry

system is to give postal facilities to those
who have none; to carry the mails dally
to remote rural communities, tho resi-
dents of which would otherwise have to
travel from two to 12 miles to receive
their letters and newspapers.

"The roads must be good. This Is an
essential prerequisite to any Investigation.
No route can be established that is less
than from 20 to 23 miles in lensth, or
which serves less than 100 families. Tho
route should be so arranged that the car-
rier will not bo required to travel over
the same ground twice on tho same day.

"Those desiring the delivery must bo
prepared to put up, at their own expense
at some convenient location which can
be reached by the carrier without dis-
mounting from his buggy, appropriate and
secure .boxes for tho reception of tho
United States mails.

"Rural carriers aro not required to de-
liver mall to houses standing back from
the main road. Tho service is one of mu-
tual accommodation, and the patrons aro
expected to meet the department half
way in affording facilities for its estab-
lishment.

"As an indication of the form of appli-

cation which meets the requirements of
the department, the following petition,
upon which rural service
was established, from South Whitley,
Whitley County, Ind., October 2, 1S90, is
cited:

South Whitley, Whitley County, Ind.,
May 13 1S99. First Assistant Postmaster-Genera- l,

Washington, D. C: The under-
signed petitioners would show that they
are residents of Whitley County. Indiana,
south of the town of South Whitley, in
said county. In a thickly settled farming
community; that farming- - is the leading
avocation of residents of said community:
that the roods are graveled and In good
condition over the proposed route, and
they ask for the establishment of rural
free deliver of malls for said community
over the route described as follows:

Starting at the Postoffice of South Whit-
ley; thence southwest to Webster's cor-
ners, a distance of 2 miles; thence west iy
miles to Klnzle's corners; thence south lmile; thence east 2 miles; thence south 1
mile; thence west 2 miles; thence
south 1 mile; thence east VA miles;
thense south of a mile, and re-
turn to Reelhorn schoolhouse; thence east
2Vi miles to Lee's corners; thence north-
west along the'Goshen gravel road 5 miles
to South Whitley, the place of starting,

Method of Procednre.
"Upon receipt of a petition, forwarded

and indorsed after the above model, a
special agent Is detailed by the depart-
ment to visit the location Indicated, to
map out a route or routes, and to select
rural carriers, to be appointed by the de-
partment. In all such cases the advice
of the Representative In Congress, and
also the Postmaster from whose office
it is proposed that the rural free deliv-
ery should start, is sought and obtained.

"Rural carriers give bond In the sum
of $500, with two sureties. Each bond re-
quires a revenue stamp to be af-
fixed thereto.

"Carriers are paid by warrants, directly
issued by the Treasury Department upon
certificates forwarded by the Postmaster.
Their rate of pay Is fixed by the depart-
ment, and Includes horse-hir- e, but not
necessary tolls or ferriage, for which a
separate account must be rendered.

"One or more substitute carriers should
be provided in each case, who must give
bond In the same sum as the regular car-
rier, and who alone are permitted to carry
the malls in the absence or disability of
the regular carrier.

"Accounts for service must be rendered
in the name of the regular carrier, and he
must pay his substitute a proper pro rata
for tho service rendered.

"All rural carriers are under tho con-
trol of the Postmaster from whose office
the service Is established, and it Is his
duty to report any derelictions upon their
part,

"Rural carriers will take with them
upon their rounds a supply of stamps,
postal cards, etc; will be authorized to
give receipts for money orders, and. If
the patrons of tho delivery so desire- - it,
to inclose the orders, when granted, in
addressed envelopes confided to their
charge."

nAHO TEACHERS' ASSOCIATION.

Successful Annual Session Closed
Dr. "Whitman Eulogized.

BOISE, Idaho, Dec 23. The Idaho
State Teachers' Association closed a
threo days' session at Mountain Home
today.

DEAD MAN IDENTIFD3D.

Body Found In Mountains Lost His
Way and Perished Proa Cold.

REPUBLIC, Wash., Dec 2S. The party
that went out to bring In tho body of
tha man found dead near the Tom
Thumb mine returned at a late hour last
night. The man proved to be Harry Low-re- y,

as supposed. Ho left Bodle one week
ago last Tuesday for Republic, coming
by way of tho trail. That night there
was a terrible snow and wind storm, and
ho took a blind trail and soon became
lopt. In some manner he lost his horse,
and tho latter has not yet been found.
When the search party reached the body,
the dog stood off the crowd for some time,
but after being fed permitted the men
to reach his dead master. The animal
Is hut a shadow, showing that he had
been without food for the entire 10 days.

Lowrey had evidently either got off his
horse to find tho trail or was thrown, and
walked until exhausted and sat down by
a tree and never rose again. He had
done much walking, as his overshoes were
worn out. There were a few bruises on
his arms and legs, caused by falling over
fallen trees. His watch and pin were on
his person, precluding any suspicion of
foul play.

SALEM IN ITS OWN DEFENSE.

Did Not Scour Country for Football-Player- s,

as Alleged.
SALEM, Or., Dec 28. Captain Ollnger,

of the Salem football team, denies the
statement made in Portland that his team
has scoured this end of the Valley to se-

cure men to help out In the New Year's
game with Multnomah. He says that
every man in the eleven will be a resi-
dent of Salem and a bona-fld- e member of
the team. Not even Murphy, of Stanford,
whose home is here, and who is a mem-
ber of the club, will play with tho Salem
boys, unless a change is made in the
present plan.

Since Multnomah acknowledges having
drawn on Stanford and Eugene for play-
ers, Salem football enthusiasts aro begin-
ning to think that it is a case of Salem
azainst the Coast, and in case Salem
wins there will be some reason for claim-
ing the championship of the Coast. Salem
has this advantage, however whether It
wins or loses. It will be a glorious battle;
while, on the other hand, no matter how
great Multnomah's victory may be. pub-
lic opinion will not give it credit for the
achievement.

JAPS RAILROADED IN.

System of Fraud Against Our Cus-

toms Laws Unearthed.
CHICAGO, Dec 2S. A special to the

Record from Vancouver, B. C, says:
John Watchom. agent of the United

States Immigration Bureau at Tacoma,
left today for Washington, where he will
lay before the authorities tho details of a
complete system of fraud perpetrated in
defiance of United States customs laws,
at the international boundary line between
here and Seattle.

With Inspector Healey, of Vancouver,
Commissioner Watchom has lately un-
earthed the facts of how a large number
of Japanese laborers were railroaded
across the border. The Japanese were
hired out to farmers In Washington and
Oregon through large Japanese contract-
ors.

Two months ago Secret Service Officer
Sargent was sent from Washington, and
with tho Inspector here has been mak-
ing a full Investigation. His reports state
that about 1700 indigent Japanese In all
have been taken across since August- -

tion convinces the friends of Murray Mc-

Donald, a wealthy Klondike miner, that
he was robbed and murdered at White
Horse, last July. McDonald has been sup-
posed to be visiting with his mother In
Nova Scotia, but it was found that he
never reached there, and his trip from the
time of departure from Dawson was
traced. He was last seen leaving the riv-
er steamer at White Horse, and evidently
met foul play shortly after, as he did not
reach the hotel. At the time of his disap-
pearance McDonald had a $300 gold brick
and between $2000 and $3000 in currency.
