pressure from buyers on the wheat mar-
ket at the start. May opened wild, c
to llc higher, at 7576l,ic Despite
heavy profit-takin- g by longs during the
first hour, the price held remarkably
steady, May dropping only to 75c. The
opening strength was based on an ad-
vance at Liverpool equal to lc here, on
moderate Northwest receipts, and a reit-
eration of the report that Argentina
would have but 46,000,000 bushels, and
that of an Inferior grade, for export. The
sentiment In the pit was bullish to a de-

gree which needed but little to set It
aflame. On the report of a visible de-

crease of 05,000 bushels, the demand be-

came even more pressing than before.
Shorts and those who had taken profits
earlier added to the clamor from commi-

ssion-houses, and In; steady leaps May
ascended to 78c. Offerings became weighty
again, but the prices held sturdily, and
May closed strong, 22c higher, at
77c.

Corn was only moderately active early,
and responded but slowly to the wheat
strength.

Tho markets here were all disorganized
again today on account of the West Aus-
tralian mining failures and the conse-
quence of them. There were three more
failures today and others are virtually
certain to come at "the next settlement
since the bulk of the trouble occurred
after this settlement had all been ar-
ranged. The American department was
the chief feature all day. It was buoy-
ant from the start to the finish, mainly
on overnight advices from America, and
largely buying orders which New York
sent early In the morning. The English
public Is still standing aloof, regarding
tho market as being in the hands of ma-
nipulators who may pull out the pegs at
any moment. 'Berlin was a buyer of
Pennsylvania shares.

Gold to tba amount of 40,000 was taken
for Paris and 30.000 for India.

Money was in strong demand for the
end of the year, but rates were unal-
tered.

"I am again pleased- - to comply with
The Oregonian's request to furnish facts
relating to our dairy industry, which will
not only show that the writer was not
mistaken in the artfele contributed to tne
New Year's number for 1900, and which
has and is still attracting not only those
who are seeking profitable dairy locali-
ties, but has and is still attracting the
public at home as well as abroad.

"The healthfulness of our dairy' stock
is unequaled by any state in the Union,
or that of any country known to civiliza-
tion. The environments ko completely
correspond with animal nature that no
dairyman or stockgrower need have any
fears of retrogression, while, on the otler
hand, every one is assured that, in obedi-
ence to that Invariable natural law, there
will be a continuous Improvement."
