House Will Settle Fate of the
Reapportionment Bill,

CLOSE OF DEBATE WAS TAME

The Hopkicas Measure MNay Be
Amended by Giving Additipaal
Members to Florida, Colorade
and North Dalkota.

WASHINGTON, Jas. 7—The animated
debate o the House on the reapportion-
ment of representation from the various
wiates is nearing lta close, it belng unani-
mously agreed today that ths final vota
would be taken before the semsion ciones
tomorrow. It wus expected thore wouid
be & sequel today to the exciting clash
of Baturdaw betwesn Littleleld (Rep. Me)
and Hopkins (Rep. IlL), but the Intier
made no «Tort at rejolnder, and content-
ed himself with ithe direction of ths meas-
ure today to a fnal vote. He expressed
confidence that the bill baaring his namo
wili be passed tomorrow, aithough there
may be & slight change giving an addl-
tonal member o Florids, Colorsio and
North Daketan, bringing the membership
up to 3. The notable speeches today
wore were by Crumpacker (Rep. Ind),
dealing with alleged dlstranchisement in
the South; by Hepburn (Hep. In.), severs.
ly arzalgning the present rules as anni.
hilutihg the constitutional prerogatives of
ths House, and by Grow (Rep. Pa), com-
paring the od system in the House with
that of the present

Kitehin (Dem. N. C.), the firs! speaker
today, supperted the Hopkins bill but
suld be would wole against the amend-
ment requiring the Congressional dis-
tricte in the several statea to be “con-
tiguous anl compact.™ He sald he 414 not
believe Congress had the power to desig-
nale the manner In which the siates
should make up Congressional districts
Kitohin thes replied al some length to
the apeech made by Linney (Rep. N, C),
last Saturday, sttacking the Southern
Democrats for disfranchising the negro.

The whole"scheme and
place of the House under the Constitution,
Hepborn  deciared, was  subverted, de-
stroyed and annihilated by the rules of
the House, by which 15 member was able
10 be heard on any measure without the
connent of the officlals and commitises
to whom the power was surrendered.

crease of Influence and power of each In-
dividual Ssnator and the further domi.
nation of the House by the Benate,
Long (Rep. Kan) argoed in favor of

Burnam was the first wilness calied. He
sald he wont to West Polnt in Juns, 1888
He nsked Booz to his tent mate
when they went Into camp in July of that
year, Oscar Boog, We sald, was & nlee
sort of young man, and up to the stand-
ard of othar ocadets. The older cadets
had a lot of fun with Booa on scoount of
his name.

Hs looked dejected and had been crying.
Booz toid him he had been "called out™
and that he had recelved a blow In the
stomach which rendered him absolutely
helpless. Burnam sald other cadets sald
that Boos had “laid down.” The upper
cluss men kept taunting bim, say! he
would not make & sokdler, This wan kept
up untll he resigned. Burtam sald Booa,
like all other fourth class men, was al-
ways tired out by the severs routine of
tamp, Keller, his opponent in the fight,
was an expert with his flsts, Burnam
sald, and was a fine gymnast.

“Foung Breth never told Dr,
Goudian anything aout haszing at West,
FPoint, All the Information the doctor had
tanie 'to’ him by the boy's family.. He
became very nervous sbout the year he
returned from Waest Point, and the physt-
ciun often wondersd what could bave
esused it It had been reported that
Hreth was compelled to sal sosp at West
Point. The doctor knew nothing about
that but If the boy had eaten moap, It
would have explained his phyaical condi-
tlon on his return home.

Bamuel J. Breth, father of Cadet Broth,
was nolifled that hls scn was dlemissed
from the academy because of deficlency
in mathematios, Mr. Breth sald mowt of
the family had recelved letters from the
son In regard to hardships &t West Polnt.
The father and mother knew that the
boys at the academy wers more or |ess
hazed and Cadet Breth and his brother
Harry had an  understanding between
them If he had anything to write about
hardships, John would “writs 10 Harry
only, so that the parents would not
worry. He sald Harry and one of the
daughters visited John at the academy
in August, 1807, and on their return homg
they sald John had been seversly hazed
and that he had nervous prostration, At
Wust Point, John told them, he had been
s0 severely bhazed that he bécame un-
conecious. The only one that was men-
tioned ar belng among the hasers was n
cadet named Helder. The father lsarned
from the won Harry that John had been
“ehoa-chooed.” On Bla  deathbed the
father sald the boy went through the
“‘shoo-chooing” motiona,

Harry Breth, the brother, was oalled and
offered to submit coples of extracts of lst-
ters he received from John The com-
mittee decldéd that It wanted the origi-
nale, which are now at the Breth home-
stend in Altoona., Ho was excused until
the leiter could be produced: and In order
that Miss Rosn M. Breth, a sister, mignt
retirn home and send them to the com-
milten, hor testimony was then taken.

DYNAMITED SILK.,

Manufactarers Seeking Protection
Against the Practice.

NEW TORK, Jan. 7.—A conference haa
been arranged for next week at Paterson,
N. J,, between Congressman Stewart and
a committee of silk manufacturers with
the view of preparing a bl to de iniro-
duced In Congress to requlre a label on
“dynamited"” or welghted siiks. The man-
ufncturers have concluded that this
praclice of weighting =ilk (a what has
brought It Into dlxrepute and almowt
ruined the industry.

By the use of bichlorids of tin In the
dyelng process the dyer gets two pounds
out of every pound that comes to his
hands. This has produced a great reduc-
tiom In prices, but the goods mre Inferior.
On expoaure to the alr the bichlerids of
tin erystallizes, and the crystals cut the
fabric opon the slightest wear or frie-
tlon. At first the “dynamited” silk has
the same handsome and brilllant appear-
ance that the bona fide article has, but,
