WASHINGTON, Jan. L—The BSenate
eommittee on agriculture eomeluded to-
day to close the hearing upan the oleo-
margurine bill after the hearing naxt
Thursday. The time tomorrow will be
kiven to the opponénts of the bill, and
the dalrymen will b allowed the closing
day. Attormney Behnell, of Cinelnnatl, who
held the flcor the greater part of yester-
day, closed at the foremoom sltting to-
day. He asserted that the oleomargarine
manufacturers do not encourage decep-
tion on the pmrt of the daalers, but, on

the contrary. always warn them

Mr,
Behnell was followed by a delegation of
oottonseed ofl men, who opposed the
pamsuge of the blll. Thelr spokeaman, E.
A. Tompkihs, of Chariotie, N. C., repre-
senting the Cotton Growers' Assoclation
of the South, sald tHe destruction of the
Mleomargarine business would mean o se-
rious loss o them.

The Bennte at 510 P, M, adjourned,

CHINESE EXCLUSION ACT.

Jenkins' Bl 10 Correct Seme of the
Ahuses,
WASHINGTON, Jan. L—Representative
Jenkins, of Wisconsin, today reported to
the House a Yill agreed upon by the Jundl-
clary committes designed (o correct some
of the abuses exinting under the Chinese
exclusion act. The legisiation proposed
was favored by the Attormney-General, and
18 the outgrowth of conditions which have
prevalied in Northern New York, as a re-
smilt of which many Chinamen have suec-
ceeded In unlawfully entering the United
Biates. The Chinese nre made up of twe
classes—the first, returning merchants and
laborers, vwho have a lawfo! right to enter
the United Etates. and who come through
the custom-houses and are admitted with-
out trouble: the other class hes no right
to enter. They are either smoggled across
the border or come openly across the bor-
der, to be taken before & UnMed States
Commissionsr for trial. Singe the Su-
premes Court decision that persana barn of
Chinese parents In the United States are
citizens, and entitled to re-enter without
certificates, the number coming under the
pretense of having been born here hns
constantly Increased. The courts have
held that the decislons of the customa
offices on the guestion of cititenship are
not conclusive, and more than 300 China-
men have crossed the border Inte Frank-
in County since January, 1900. and were
taken before Commisslomer Paddock, at
Malones for trial. The Government, how-
ever, has falled to secure any depofia-
tions to =peak of In the trials before

Commlssioner Paddock.

Gearge H. Curtls. District Attoarner for

KANSAS CITY, Jan. S—Ex-Governor
William J. Btone, of Missouri, was the
Jackson day speanker before the Jackson
County Democratic Club, in this city, te-
night. The speeeh, which was enthusiastl.
cally recelved, was ln the nature of &
dofense of the policles of the Democratie
| party in the recent campnaign, dut also
advised that Democrats be more deter-
mined and-positive in thalr future policies,
He sald in part:

“Jackson a5 a warrfor can be consid.
ered only as an American, and his martal
decds constitute only a brilllant chapter
In the common history of the Nation But
his civie achievements, cven moare L.
ant than his miftsry achisvements, while
alss of noecessity a part of our common
history, were yet expresuive In & pecullar
sepse of the policles and purposes of the
Dremocratic party, of which he wus In his
duy the leader and ehief exponent.” He
declared that “only Demoarits can recall
the civie nchlevements of the old warrlor.
statesman In pride and satisfaction, and
they only can point to his example an
an inspiration for the présent and futgre.”

He warned hi=s hearsrs against the
tendency of “commercialism™ In politics,
saying: "While I would have the Demo.
cratic party to be a party of afirmative
idems and progregsive policles, I wish at
the same time to Impress upen you the
necessity of firmly adharing to those fun-
damental principles upon which our gov.
ernmental structure wae founded, and
opon which' the Integrity of our instiiu-
tions depend. Wealth, prosperity and
power are of very great Importance, but
even above these are our institutions of
government, which should be considersd
ax sacred. A nntion rieh. prosperous and
powerful is greatly to he desired, but a
nation devoted to wisdom, justioe and Mb.
erty Is of greater moment'

Speaking of political ecorporations, he
suld: “The constant presence of corpo-
Tale power In publlc affalrs, growing ever
more offensive and assertive. together
with the bold, corruptive use of énormous
sums of money In the control of slections
and other Intereata affecting the publis

1ife, polsoning the very sources of pollt-
leal power and breaking down those high
sentiments of patriotism and public virtua
which all histury and experlence prove
are sssentinl 'o the existence of a free
Republle. Corporations, regarded as a
business conventonce and when opernting
within thelr proper spbere, are benefloent
and wise crea‘lons af the law; but core
porations are morally Irresponsible, and
are noariy aslways governed by purely
selfiah considerations, and hence thelr
presence In the conduct of pubilc affalrs
Is not only without warrant of law, bat
it ‘a mennow to the public welfure. Vast
aggregations of capital are centered In
thede intangibie organisations, and when
it 1z used by those who have charge of
it to Influence the course of publle affalrs,
they make the most dangerous possible
assault upon the lfe of the state and
Naton. I warn you, If we are to remsin
roally great and permaneantly free, we
must not lot the spirit of private gresd
outstrip -the spirit of publle virtue, nor
even 1ot the ambitions of commeree, how-
ever commendible iy the absiract, blunt
too much the National consclence.'

The parmmount concern of (he Htate of
Californla for the sanitary condition -of
the people may be observed from the
great damage done to the business and
Industries of the state through the recent
false reports of the existence of the
plague."”
