
THE STRUGGLE FORTRADE

ROSEBERY TALKS OF THE COMING;

CONFLICT.

American Capital and German
Shrewdness Destroying: Great
Britain's Commercial Supremacy.

LONDON, Jan. 17. The Earl of Rose-
bery. responding to a toast to his health
at the annual banquet of the "Wolve-
rhampton Chamber of Commerce, spoke of
the "Great Commercial "Warfare Being;
Waged Against England."

"The chief rivals to be feared," said His
Lordship, "are America and Germany.
The Americans, with their vast and al-
most Incalculable resources, their acute-ne- as

and enterprise, and their huge pop-
ulation, which will probably be 100,000.009

In 20 years, together with the plan they
have adopted for putting- accumulated
wealth Into great syndicates
or trusts for the purpose of carrying on
this great commercial warfare, are per-
haps most formidable. On the other hand,
the Germans, with the calculating and
conquering spirit and the energy with
which they eelze and use Its best and
most economical methods, are but less re-
doubtable than the Americans. The
Americans, scarcely satisfied with gigan-
tic individual fortunes, use these by com-
bination to make of capital a power
which, wielded by one or two minds. Is
almost Irresistible, and If this power Is
concentrated against Great Britain In
trade warfare. It will be a danger we can-
not afford to disregard. A trust of many
millions might compete with any trade in
England, underselling all her products at
a considerable loss. This Is a possible out-
come of the Immediate future.

"A curious feature. If I may say so
without Impertinence, seems to be that In
the faculty for the acquisition of money
there Is a complete contempt for money
except as a moans of making more, and
for power. These millionaires, of whom
we hear so much, are often men of simple
lives, whose simple rule Is to make
enough accumulations In order to acquire
more power.

"England. In order to withstand Inter-
national competition, must thoroughly
educate her youth, and I would suggest
sending batches of young men abroad to
learn the best our rivals know."

Lord Rosebery prefaced his declarations
regarding commercial warfare with the
following observations:

"The enormous and constantly Increas-
ing armament of Europe may be the
means of preserving peace. In the first
place, this may be so because war Is an
operation of such Incalculable Importance,
producing such Immeasurable Tesults, that
any nation hesitates to trust Its fortunes
to the Issue; and in the second place,
there Is scarcely any territory In the world
now to acquire except countries so dense-
ly populated that the cost of their acqui-
sition would be Incalculably greater than
their material value to the conqueror."

Comment on the Speech.
NEW YORK, Jan. 17. A dispatch to the

Tribune from London says:
Lord Rosebery has again set the nation

thinking. His speech at "Wolyerhampton
Is freely commented jm hy the newspa-
pers, which, on the whole, thank the
Liberal Earl for his remarks, but wish he
had not been so candid. They are an-
noyed at being so frequently told of late
that England's foreign trade Is suffering
from American and German competition.
Lord Rosebery did not supply any con-
clusive answer to the question how was
England to flght America and Germany
successfully In the war of trade, and the
Standard remarks that If anything ef-
fectual Is to be done, the leaders of opin-
ion must abandon their meretricious gen-
eralization and apply themselves closely
to details of the problems on which they
are so fond of touching. The Times also
has a sturdy aig at the Liberal leader.
Perhaps, It says. It is not the British com-
mercial classes alone who are In need of
education.

DIVORCE LAWS.

Episcopal Bishop's Discussion Be-
fore New York Bar Association.

ALBANY. N. Y., Jan. 17. Discussing
the subject of divorce before the New
York State Bar Association, "William C.
Doane, Protestant Episcopal Rlsbop of
Albany, said:

"It will not seem ungenerous If, In Jus-
tice to a somewhat public and very pro-
nounced position on this whole subject, Iguard, at the outset, my warm approval
of the proposed act to establish a uni-
form law 'relative to divorces, procedure
and divorce from the bonds,' or, as Ishould say, from the bond- - of marriage.
Quite apart from my Intense convictionsas a Christian man and clergyman, thatthe bond of matrimony can only be dis-
solved by death, and that adultery (and
nothing else), may be recognized from theScriptural point of view as a cause for
the legal dissolution of marriage, I havo
the deepest feelings as a man, on purely
human and social and civil and legal
grounds, that the old English law is
sound, w hlch provides for separation from
bed and board, with no right of remar-
riage, and knew no other meaning of the
word, 'divorce.

' I learned long ago that to wait for
perfection, to be content with nothing
but Just what suit one's own Individual
convictions, is to sit on tho bank until
the stream runs dry.

" 'Get the best possible,' Governor Roose-
velt says, 'when the perfect best Is not
obtainable.' I am quite ready to welcome
new proposals as the best possible now,
and as a ollxnh, and a good, steep climb,
by comparison with the existing condition
of things.

"The features of the proposed legisla-
tion which seem to be most valuable, arc
the requirement for a bona flde permanent
residence in effect and in intention In the
state where the suit Is brought; the limit-
ation of grounds of divorce to the law
of the state In which the case arose, therequirement of hearing before the court
in open session, and the restricting In re-
gard to the personal service of process
upon the defendant.

"Such legislation generally adopted
would make our courts cease to be
'schools for scandals,' and would tend
largely to remove from America tho evilrepute which has come upon her for loose
methods of dealing with this matter of
paramount importance to society and hu-
manity. More than this, using the word
scandal In its original sense. It would
take away from many erring and mis-
guided feet a stumbling olock and occa-
sion to fall.' "

FORCE OF PUBLIC OPINION.

President Hauler Says It Counts for
Store Than Statutes.

NEW YORK. Jan. 17. President A. T.Hadley. of Yale University, In an addressbefore the students of Princeton Univer-
sity, at Princeton. N. J., spoke upon
"Government by Public Opinion." Among
other things, he said:

"There la a wrong tendency to revertto the old system of special legislation inmodern democracies. But the results byno means promise to solve the question
of properly ordering our political life.

Largely because they don't own them.
If a man really believes that a trust la
a bad thing, and would refuse to coun-
tenance Its proceedings If he were given,
a majority Interest In Its stock, he can
fairly call his objection and that of men
like himself by the name of public senti-
ment, and nbt otherwise.

"Host of, the effective control of combi-
nations of capital has been, in fact,
brought about by Intelligent public opin-
ion. Our experience in liquor legislation,
In railroad control, and many other sub-
jects of modern activity, shows that un-
der the present system public opinion
counts for more than any statute.
