
TO HOMESTEAD LANDS

bill to'extend law to colvtlle
Indian reservation.

Representative Jones Fathers the
aieasure-rReyiei- r of His Report

on the Matter.

"WASHINGTON, Jan. 20. The bill of
Representative Jones, extending to the
opened half of the Colvllle Indian res-
ervation, tne provisions of the free home-
stead law, was recommended by the
House committee for favorable report,
and was turned over to Mr. Jones, to
draw the formal statement recommending
the bill for passage. In his report, Mr.
Jones shows that the free homestead act
provides that all settlers under the home-
stead, laws of the United States upon the'
agricultural .public lands, which have been
opened to settlers prior tp the passage ot
that act. should be entitled to patent,
upon complying with the provisions of the
homestead laws. It was thought, he
states, (bat this act covered the lands
affected by the pending bill, because ev-

erything had been done to open the lands
to settlement, but the date fixed for the
formal opening was October 10, 1900, w

months subsequent to the passage of the
free homestead bill, and it has therefore
bgjn held that these lands of the Colvllle
reservation were not included In the scope
of the original bill, and must receive this
benefit by special act.

These lands were thrown open to settle-
ment under the act of June 20, 1SD2, and
each settler was required to pay $1 50 per
acre for the lands, in addition to comply-
ing with the usual requirements of the
homestead act. One-thi- of this sum was
to be paid within two years after the
date of the original entry.

Mr. Jones shows that the Colvllle Res-
ervation was set aside by executive order,
and that the act of 1B91 was passed on the
theory that the land should be thrown
open to settlement without any treaty
with the Indians. No treaty has ever
been ratified with these Indians, and the
Government has never agreed to pay any-taln- g

for the lands. The act of 1S82, more-
over, provided that the proceeds arising
from the sale of these lands were to be
eet apart In the Treasury of the United
States, for the time being, and subject
to such appropriations for public use as
Congress might make, and until so other-
wise appropriated, It was to be
subject to expenditure by the Sec-
retary of the Interior In such amounts as
he might deem best for the building of
schools, houses, maintenance of schools
for such Indians, and for the payment
of suoh part of local taxation as may be
properly applied to the lands allotted to
such Indians. In other words, the price
provided to be paid seems to be In the
nature of a direct, tax upon each set-
tler for the sole purpose of educating
these Indians, and not for the purpose
of reimbursing the Government for any
amount it may pay or might be required
to pay the Indians by treaty or otherwise,

xnis fact makes it all the more just
that the pending bill should become a, law,
aa the lands of the other reservations
covered by the free homestead bill were
acquired from the Indians by actual pur-- ,

chase on the part of the Government.
These lands have cost the Government
nothing, and there is no reason whatever
why they should not dc subject to the
usual homestead provisions.
