Mr. Towne sald of the Preaident's procia-
mation that “Among the roses of it polt
rhetorie of love, ita falr speech aboul
our coming ‘not as invaders or conguer-
ers, but as friends’ of the ‘mild sway of
Justios’ and of ‘benevolent masimilation’
ihe alrendy awakened distrust of the Fil-
ipinea clearly beheld the unsheathed and
glittering steel of despotlsm.™

“If we are bent on slaughter,' sald he
“lot It be In open guise. If we lust for
thls people’s land, let us not glase our
enterprise with Talve and sinister pretense
Rather let us boldly ralse the somber flug
of international piracy, whistie scruple
down the wind, and then close In upon
our feshle viclim 1o the «ry of 'loot and
glory. ™

Towne malntained that the TUnited
States was under the obligation of ecir-
cumstances, If not Indeed aotual promise,
to grant independence to the Filipinos,
snd that among nations the fdrmer wah
gulte as binding as the latter. Towne
then argued at length In support of his
contention that the Fllipinos were perfect-
Iy capable of governing themselven, point-

GERMAN NAVAL PROGR.AHHEI

New Fleet Will Be Rendy for Service
in Five Years.

NEW YORK, Jan. 285, —A special to the
Hernld from Washington says:

Germany has so 1ald out the work In
connection with the navil shipbullding
programme ndopted In 189, that instead
of being completed In 19016 as originally
contemplated; all the ships will he ready
for sarvice by 1906 ‘This {mportant In-
formation has becn received by the Navy
Departmant, and has been given consid-
eration by the Dewey policy board. ‘Tha
programme now belng carrisd out will
add to the German fleet 24 battle-ships,
X Inrge crulsers nnd 4% smail crulsers,
all thoaroughly modern. There will be
other and older bgtile-ships avallable for
duty, and the German fleet will conse-
quently have a strength of more than 40
battle-ships. The haste being observed
by the German Emperor In the construc-
tion of his new Navy Is directly tracsable,
of course;, to his desire 1o provide his
Government with a Navy which shail
properly protect Its interests. The feal-
Ing is that 1t in of especinl importance
to this country, In view of the possibility
of trouble between It mand Germany, to
which Representative Foss made refor.”

The Naval war board, which under
instructions glven by Beerotary Long
lnst Bummer, devotled itself to the prepa-
ration of plans of campaign to be fol-
lowed 'n Chinese and Philippine watorn
In case of hostilities with sther powers,
praciieally has completed {ts work, il Is
understood, and Is now devoting Itzelf ta
probiems In connection with the defense
of the United Btatds and its nenrer de-
pendenciea. No one bere expects hos-
tlitles with Germany or any other na-
tion. and the President la doing every-
thing In his power to foster friendly re-
lation=, There ls no doubt that he and
other Administration officlale mnceroly
ragret the course Germany has pursued
in the Chinese negotiations. The Berlin
Government has recently ghown a will
Ingness 10 make a solution of the Chineso
problem more probable, and thls change
of attitude in & matter of much gratifics-
tion In official circles here.

It Is hoped by the Administratipn that
the hnele being obhacrved in the comple-
tion of the swhipbuilding programme has
no reference to the Unlted Biates, and
It is to he expectod that the Berlln Au-
thoritles wil] (lsavow tha! thia s wso.
At the same time this Government un.
derstands the necemsity of bLeing pre-
pared, and will probably urge Congress
to continue the pollcy of Increasing the
Navy. With the two battle-ahips nuthor-
lzed in the pending naval bill, the Unlled
States will by 194 have a fleel of 18
battle-ships and 10 armored crulsers. This
will be less than half the strength of the
German Navy In 1%8

The Senate bill to confer upon the Courta
of Claima jurisdiction to adjudicate the
cialms of citlzens of the United States
wihich the Unlted States agreed to settle
by the terms of article 7 of the trealy of
Parls, aroused considerabls dscussion.
The original Senate bill tor ths appolnt-
ment of a commission to investigute the
claims, which nlready agsregate 555,000,000,
was repommitted to the commiites on war
clalme, with instructlons to report & bill
to refer the cluims to the Court of Clalms,
After Haugen (Rep. In.) had obtained
onanimous coasent for cae conslderation
of the amended bili as reported back by
the committee, stating that it complles
with the Insiructions of the House, he
teok the Boor and argued agalnst the
amended bill on the ground that the Court
of Claims alrendy was overloanded with
work, and that to refer the clalms to that
court practivally amounted to repudia-
tlon.

Generad Merritt on the Haxing Evil
at Wesi Pelnt.

NEW YOREK, Jau S.—Hazing at Wesel
Point 1 disoussed by Major-Geteral Wes.
oy Merritt, United Biates Army, in Les
i 's Weekiy. General Merritt was for-
merly superintendent of the United States
Miltary Academy. He says ln part:

“When 1 was a cadet st West Poing,
from 1655 to 18, | was apposed to hazing,
both ns & ‘plebe’ and as an upper class
matt, though 1 had 19 endure a good
deal of what was termed ‘yanking.' Thaz
conslited > pulling & sleeping cadet out
of bed ard dropping him on the Ooor,
This, a8 & rule, did no harm, wnough J
remeinbat ooe fellow cadet who has rath-
er weriously hurt. ‘Yaoking' amounted
only to a pleasantry, of course, but !t
was aanoying and unjust when added w
all the hard werk that the ‘plebes’ were
required to perform through the Bay.

“l recollect that thres of us oceupled
a tenl togeihér, nwnd thitl we ook turns
In slecping In the most exposed position.
This was In the bed at the front of the
tent. One night, when 1 woas awsrded
what was consddernd the safest piace—the
LU Gt the rear—1 sank to sleep with o
ikl sense of security. The next thing
that I knew 1 was fOying through the air
und lEndesdgnrringly on my back. Anoth.
per form of hasing in those Jdays conslsted
af the unmerciful chaffing of pew men,
but I always endeavored to give back ma
much as 1 peceived.

“Fighting, In the sense of today, had
not been |nstiated then, There was no
‘serapping commities,” and combats be
tween representatives of classea were un.
heard of. During my whole time at Wenst
Point I had but one fght, and thal was
with a fellow class man over a personal
mutter. The new kind of fAghting s to
be unsparingly condemned., as the man
who hus been at West Point & year and
has been tralning all that time ls sute
to be better qualified for a perscnal en-
counter than & man of the same helghi
and weight who is freah from home. For
this renson a fAght with & ‘plebe’ and
pecond-year man amounts to a piete of
brutality. There are n great many Army
officers—though there were more formerly
than at preseni—who heartily favor has-
Ing, on the principle that it is In the in-
terest of discipline and teaches the fu-

ture officer to obey withowt Itation.
One of the chief dfficultiea that I en-
countered when superintendent of the

goendemy, From 1883 (o 1857, wis that quits
a number of the younger officers were dia-
metrically opposed to my views on has-
Ing—#o0 much no, In fact, that I could not
obtain thelr cheerful acqulescence in wihet
1 was trving to do to stop the practice.

“I found, te put the matter plainly,
thnt 1 had to deal with old ‘cranks’ and
young ‘cfanks.’ The older ones were
some of the membets of the acedemie
buurd, and the younger ones were cadets
who thought they ‘knew it all' For the
first three years | was very much Inter.

Point? Not unless Arastic measurds are
empioved, The superintendent must bes 3
man who s bitterly opposed to hasing,
and lIg believe Colonel Mlila thoroughly
meels the requirement. When he makes
& recommendation to the War Depart-
ment to dismise a cadet from the berv-
lee  that recommendation should e
promptly and favorably acted upan,

“When i young man goes 1o Weat Poing
and develops what is termed a ‘fresh-
nesa,' he 8 certaln to bé haged. Dis-
tinctions In social standing are never
made on account of family, position or
wealth. I remember that the most popu-
lar man In my class of 45 years ago Wis
one who, upon his arrival ot West Point
reported his tamily as belng in Indigent
glreumstances.
