Washington Legislature Has
Received Bill,

MUST BE OLYMPIA OR TACOMA

Question to He Submitted to Elcotors,
and if Olympisa Fails to Heoeive
Two-thirds Vote, Prize Goes
to Tecoma.

OLYMPIA, Wash, Jan. 2 —Tacomi's
capital-removal Bill was Introduced in
both houses of the Lagisisture today, It
provides that at the next general election
ths queation of removing the capital from
Olympia to Tacoma shall be wubmitted
to the electors of Lhe state, and thag if
it recelves two-thirds of all the wvotes
cast upon the propowition, the Governor
shall issue a proclamation removing the
seat of Government

The blil shuts out all other eitles mnd
towns in the state from the competition,
and narrows the contest down (o one
solely betwesn Olympia and Tacoma. It
further provides that for three maonths
prior to the slection a formal notice of
the amendment shall be printed In at
ienat ons weekly paper in each county in
the state. The bill was introduced In the
Benate by Warburton, and in the Houss
by Emsterday. In each Instance it was
referred to the committes on judiciary.

The bill places King,
Flerce and Kitsap Counties in one dis-
trict, which, of course, pinces Secattle and
Tacoma In oane Mstriot.

The bill puts the noritrwwet and north-
emnt In n Hetriot together and the mouth-
wost and southeast in another. The bill
Is drawm with a view to muaking all three
of the districta Republican, and, mo far as
that festurs Iis cerned, is cloverly
arafied.

It In not genernlly belloved that the Hil
can pass. but the enemies of may
umse it as a clud w foree that city w re
Unguish ils deaigas on the state Capltol
Bo far s Tacoma and Plerce County nre
concerned, the effect of the bill would be
shwolutely rulnous, It would destroy the
eounty’'s hopes of ever obtaining represon.
